Fire

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the Fire Alarm box nearest the fire or phone the Fire Hall.

When reporting a fire by phone shout "Fire® to the operator

The operator will connect the caller direct to
local 6 (fire hall). When answered, pass the information and
wait until the fire fighter repeats the location to you.
