Defence Minister Leo Cad-
'ienx reduced to proper per-
spective a national weekend
furer over beer carried inone
lof the three Canadian Forces
Hercules aircraft standing by
to take relief supplies into
Nigeria-Biafra.

Mr. Cadieux told the House
of Commons that the Hercules
carried beer because its in-

tended destination was without |

a known source of drinking
water and that the ration for
airmen involved ‘comes. to
an average of two bottles of
beer per man per day, not
counting weekends’’ issued on
a daily basis.

He was answering public
charges that the Forces were
“guilty of criminal negligence
by transporting beer instead
of food”” and pointed out that
Government had never been
asked to carry food in its
planes but that they merely be
«ready to carry relief supplies
for the victims of disaster
from Fernando Po or inside
Nigeria itself’’.

A weekend T.V. story from
Ottawa gave the impression
that the beer, now ina Hercules
standing by at Recife, Brazil,
had bumped relief supplies.
| Mr. Cadieux gave the facts
and stressed the importance
of not being ‘‘unfair’’ to the
Canadian Forces personnel.

At this stage in proceedings
there are two operations in-
volved in setting up the Cana-

operatiop. One is based on
the international airport at
Lagos in Nigeria where ac-
commodation and amenities
are available; on the other hand
the operational base at Santa/
Isabel on the island of Fern-
ando Po required self-suffici-
ency since the region has no
known potable water sources,
and was unlikely to have suit-
able living accommodation for
the Forces personnel involved
in the airlifts.

One fully-loaded Hercules
was enough for the initial flight
to Nigeria but two Hercules
were needed to taketheneces-
sary people, their equipment
and tents onto Fernando Po.
There just wasn’t room for
passengers such as newsmen
on these two flights because
all the floor space was used
up. However, beer, soft drinks
and a small quantity of Canad-
ian cigarettes were tucked un-
der vehicles after CFB Tren-
ton had bought then with non-
public funds.

The beer was intended to
replace rapid loss of body
fluids in the hot, unhealthy
climate;, Contrary to news
reports, the amenities didn’t
bump any passengers or relief
supplies. In fact the Govern-
ment wasn’t asked to bring
relief supplies to Africa, The
object of the Exercise being to
move plentiful relief supplies
already -at Lagos, not to bring
more from Canada,

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RCAF MEMORIAL PLANS

Following are extracts from an address Brigadier-General
D. R. Adamson, Chief of Staff for operations, Air Transport
Command, delivered to service newspaper editors during
their second annual conference at Base Trenton, Ont, Oct. 9.
He followed closely remarks he made to the 18th annual
convention of the Royal Canadian Air Force Association.

““I speak to you today on behalf of the national committee
of the Royal Canadian Air Force Memorial,

Some of you will recall that I spoke to the national con=
vention at Montreal last year, at which the membership
passed a resolution to support the raising of funds for the
purpose of constructing an RCAF memorial to be located
at Trenton, Ont.

The starting point of the project was the widely held view
among Canadian airmen - regular, RCAFA and RCAC - that
something more meaningful than the archives at Ottawa is
needed if Canada’s military air heritage is to su‘rvive ina
form that will be a reminder and an inspiration to future
generations of Canadians. With encouragement from such
people as A/M Curtis, Gen. Sharp and Gen. Reyno, to say
nothing of the rank and file of the RCAFA wings and RCAC
squadrons to which we have been exposed, we formed a
committee at Trenton which has since.become a company
under the Ontario companies act.

We conducted a survey among the regular force, your
association and other interested individuals, designed to
answer two questions:

(1) Was there support for such a project?
(2) If there was support where should it be located?

The response was unusually strong and 94.8% of those
surveyed agreed with the idea. Of that 94.8%, 77.6% were in
favour of the Trenton location.

Continuing care and maintenance of the building could in
the long run be.more costly than initial construction. For
that reason we were anxious to get goye)_'n_xpgpt“apﬁrov_al
for DND to accept that responsibility. That ‘Was achieve
with the proviso that the memorial would contain facilities
that the government would otherwise be obligated to provide
at Trenton, namely, chapels. The government also agreed to

THE BUILDING

We are not talking about a shrine, a mausoleum, a museum,
or indeed, a cairn, which however beautiful will never repres-
ent the ideals and traditions of Canadian military airmen, We
are talking about a building or a group of buildings of about
50,000 square feet that will be not only a reminder of our
heritage but will be, more important, a living memorial that
will serve.a useful function in the community and indeed to
Canadians as a whole, particularly organizations such as the
RCAFA. In fact, this project, if developed as we envisage it,
could well become the heart and soul of the air force of the
future, a place to be visited by all airmen.

To capture that picture and to ensure the widest possible
input, the committee decided that the only possible method
of arriving at the design would be through a national arch-
itects’ competition. Dr. Eric Arthur was the professional
advisor for the Toronto city hall competition and the fathers
of confederation building at Charlottetown, has therefore
been retained as professional advisor. At the moment he is
preparing the outline specification from which architects
will prepare their design proposals. Basically, the building
complex will consist of: ial hall, Chapels - i
inated, 700-seat, Administrative area, and large hall for
special social activities.

FUND RAISING

A fund raising campaign, under the chairmanship of Lt.Col.
Duff will be getting under way in mid-November. (Subscript-
ions for this memorial will be raised solely by public con-
tributions.) The campaign will be divided into four major
elements:

— RCAFA - (10,000) plus somewhere ‘“‘out there”, another
250,000 ex-RCAF,

- RCAC - 29,000

- In-service - (military) to include NATO and Commonwealth
countries

- Industry - (selected industry, aircraft

etc.)

A locally well-known couple
Mr and Mrs Robert Lancaster
(aged 92 and 84) of Beavery

Crossing, recently celebrated'

their 65th wedding annivers-
ary.

The memorable date, Sept.
19th, was celebrated with an
Open House invitation to all
friends, Fifty people dropped
in to visit throughout the day.

Mrs Lancaster, who has a
very good memory for dates,
vividly recalls the then young
couple’s arrival from England.
They left their home in Heath-
field, Sussex, in 1907 and arr-
ived in Edmonton that same
year. “Edmonton was just a pup
in those days.” recalled the
Lancasters. The winter of 1907
-1908 was spent in a semi-
wood and canvas tent in Ed-
monton, Mrs Lancaster stated
that after camping in the cold
fresh air of the western plains
she had never felt better.

Mr Lancaster, after working
in the Edmonton - Calgary
areas for several years de-
cided to head north and break
new land. Travelling by train
from Drumheller via Edmon-
ton to Kitscotye, There they
gathered together a wagon and
team of horses, three cows,
three heifers, a crate of chi-
ckens and two boys, Roy and
Cyril, aged 9 and 6, they
headed “Northward Ho!”

Arriving at the North Sas-
katchewan River they found
the ice had not cleared yet.
This meant about a week’s
delay until the river cleared
and the primitive ferry could
cross, Living in a tent during
the delay, Mrs Lancaster took

65 years

make bannock. “There were
no stores around inthose days”
she chuckled., After crossing
the North Sask River it was
steady going until they reached
the Beaver River, Arriving at
the river late in the evening
and anxious to reach their des-
tination, it required routing
someone out of bed. This in-
convenience to the ferry oper-
ator “cost us two bits”, they
recall, They arrived in Beaver
Crossing on Oct. 18, 1918.
Asked about their first im-
pressions, Mrs Lancaster said
“It looked very nice, all these
nice trees in contrast to the
treeless prairies. The eldest
son, Roy, recalls he was very
Happy -- there were no schools
to go to,

The first winter the Lancas-
ter family shared a cabin with
friends. The following springa
log cabin was built on the new
homestead, Mr Lancaster and
the boys then proceeded to
clear the land with axe and
grub-hoe. They depended mai-
nly ona combination of farming
and fishing with a little trapp-
ing. A long arduous trip was
made to Kitscotye once a year
by horse and wagon for the
luxuries like flour and sugar.
This excursion was made in
winter when the muskeg was
frozen and took about two
weeks for the return trip.

Asked about her overall im-
pressions of their life on the
frontier, they admit there were
hardships and disappointments
but also there has been abun-
dance and happiness on the
Lancaster homestead which is
located eight miles south-east,

The honeymoon is over in
the leave business. One of the
most pleasant features of uni-
fication was the Army leave
system which has, till now,
been applied to all the Forces.
1t fell halfway between what
the Air Force had been used
to and the jammy system the
Navy had kept secret for years.

But no more -- with only a
couple of ‘minor différences,
weé"'are back ‘to the’ old"Air
Force leave regulations, A
dog-in-the-manger type con-
solation could be gained from
the realization that the new
order will be tougher on the
land and sea forces who have
always enjoyed something be-
tter.

The most painfully promin-
ent feature of the new edict is
that you must take your leave
in at least 7 day increments
unless the balance of your ann-
ual leave is less than seven
days. A further exception is
that if a statutory holiday falls
within a proposed 7 day leave
period, it will not be charged
against you (ie you will get 7
days for 6). Another exception
to the seven day rule is that
an officer commanding a Com-
mand can‘authorize less for
special operational reasons
but you can bet your sweet
biffy that nobody will know
the parameters for that one
and you can forget it.

You can, however, on the
authorization of an officer
commanding a Command or
Region, accumulate not less
than 7days annual leave where:

a. the exigencies of the Ser-

vice prevent annual leave
being granted in the leave
year;

b. servicehasbeenoverseas
or in a remote area where
annual leave is not per-
mitted or possible;

a member intends to use
such leave for the pur-
pose of furthering his
education;

a member intends to
travel abroad extensive-
ly; or

The allocations of trades to
payfields have now been appro-
ved. - Twenty-six of the 107
trades intheforces are moving
one rung up or down the pay-
field ladder as of 1 Oct.

Affected are” about 10,900 ~

tradesmen. The vastmnjority,
some 70,000 in the other 81
trades, are not involved atall,

Six trades with a total str-
ength of about 4,600 men ad-
vance one pay field and 20
trades involving about 6,300
men 'go back one pay field.

It was on 1 Oct 1966 that a
radically new trade structure
as well as the new pay struct-
ure were introduced,

The 350 odd trades of the
former services were reduced
to about 100 and the old trade

groupings discarded in favour|

of five pay fields, All were to
be evaluated every two years
at the same time that pay is
reviewed.

1t was widely recognized that
the first two years would be a
settling-in period for the new
trade structure and that in 1968
there would have to be some
readjustments as a result of
experience, It wasdecided that
where adjustments had to be
made no trade would change by
more than one payfield .up or
down as a result of re-evalua-
tion.

Although further adjustment
may well be the result of futu-
re reviews it isnotanticipated
that changes of this magnitude
will be necessary again, In
the Forces as elsewhere, spe-
cifications for each trade have
to change to meet develop-
ments in equipment, in tech-
niques and in tasks.

Trades moving to payfield
seven from six are the air
traffic controller 161 (corpor-
als and above) and electro-
mechanical technician 431; to
payfield five from four-boat-
swain 181 and electrician 614,

and to four from ‘three - -

firefighter 651 and military
policemen 811,

Going to six from seven
are the ammunition technician
423 and field engineer 04l;
to five from six - signalman
sea 261 (Leading Seaman and
above), stationary engineer
623 and terminal equipment
technician 222; to four from
five - cartographic draughts
man 151; construction engin-
eering technician 611, dental
equipment, maintenance. tech-
nician 724, draughtsman 82,
fire controlman 071 (Able Sea-
man and below) lineman 052,
meteorological technician 121,
operator engineering equip-
ment 932, radio operator 211,
sonarman 281 (Able Seamen
and below), and transportation
controller 934, to three from
four - air traffic controller
161 (privates) dental assistant
721, dental clinical assistant
722, and driver signals 05l

All tradesmen affected have
a vested right to their present
pay. When Treasury Board

approves the pay raise to be
effective 1 Oct 68 (which also
includes the Reserves) there
will no longer be need of the
vested right because pay rai-
ses in every case are expec-
ted to more than make up

A treasured portrait

It was brought to our atten-
tion recently that another hun-
ter had to be rescued from the
bush when he’d lost his way.
(He was found quickly, before
harm came to him, but others
have been less fortunate).
Don’t let this happen to you!
A few simple precautions, be-
fore you go into the bush, could

the expert curler

Now that you rookie curlers have had the Club’s series of
beginners’ lessons, you are ready for some instructionon one
of the finer points of the'game, If you are to be accepted as a
knowledgable club member you must learn to recognize the
expert curlers among us and treat them with the respect and
deference they deserve.

Recognition is the easiest part because expert curlers are
fully aware of their superior skills and have developed a
ritualistic routine that is designed to make lesser curlers
aware of them too.

Firstly, the expert curler does not make an appearance on
the ice until five minutes after the bell, by which time the
other seven players have taken the rocks from the rack and
completed their introductions. His tardiness addstothe drama
of his entry and you won’t forget the first time you witness
the expert launching himself with a powerful lunge from the
backboards onto his left foot slider sole. He crouches grace-
fully into his delivery position and slides out past the hog
line. This one manoeuvre tells him all he needs to know
about ice conditions and is usually a traumatic experience
for the opposition.

During the game it soon becomes evident that the expert
thinks out each shot much more thoroughly than do ordinary
curlers. This must be so because he crouches and sights
from behind, above, and in front of the house. He has been
seen to do so even with only one rock in play but it is only
for another expert to know the computer-like thinking that
leads to his final decision. When he arrives at the hack to
shoot, the expert reviews the whole layout from the vantage
point of an extra 100 feet of distance. At this point he will
invariably have the broom moved a centimeter left or right.
When all is final he will strike his pre-delivery pose, sitting
on his right hieel, and wait for complete silence. His delivery
will be a long graceful slide with right arm fully extended for
long after the rock is released. His absolute mastery of the
game will be further demonstrated as he follows his rock to
its final resting place, done by crouching over his slider
foot and propelling himself with his free leg. Only an expert
such as he could know exactly when to order the sweepers
on or off the rock and you may see him do both several
times during the rock’s travel to the far rings. He will have
made a bad shot if his rock stops six inches short or long
or curls three inches too much or too little and his manner
will reflect his dissatisfaction.

Now tha:néml know how to recognize the expert curler you
must commit to memory the unwritten rules that will govern
your conduct in his presence.

1. After he has done his initial test slide, and if he gives
the impression that he will accept introductions, you may
shake his hand and tell him your name, Don’t ask for his -
you are expected to know it. And never, never, wish him luck
for the game as it would imply that something other than
skill could have an effect on his performance.

2. Keep your silence during the game and do not give the
impression that you are enjoying yourself.

3. Rush your own shots so as notto draw attention from the
expert and also to offset the extra time he requires for his
deliberations.

4. If he wins, thank him for the curling lesson, If he loses,
be properly humble and offer to buy him a drink.

Finally, do not be too intimidated by what I have written
because there are only a few of these experts in any club
and with luck you may curl the whole season without having
to play any of them,

Good curling!

comfort. Get yourself a re-
liable compass (it need not be
expensive) and learn how to
use it correctly. If you are
hunting with a companion:Make
absolutely sure that the arr-
angements to meet at a desig-
nated spot and time are well
understood -- and FOLLOW
THESE PLANS, (Failure to do
so could not only get you lost,
but could result in an accid-
ent.) Always come out of the
bush well before dark. (Spen-
ding the night alone inthe bush
can be pretty trying if you’re
unprepared for it!) If you are
following wounded game please
remember to pay attention to
direction and landmarks, Fin-
ding your way back is impor-
tant, too.

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No doubt all you night-lifers are well aware of the “in”
places on the local strip but how many of you have made
the rounds of the quaint and intimate little bistros off the
strip. While the cuisine is not as sumptuous and the “likker”
rather undignified, the entertainment and decor provided by
the management of these unique havens has a novelty only
vaguely glimpsed in the opulence of the larger night clubs
and hotels in the Lakeland area.

I wouldn’t want to let everyone know about all these places,
after all, everyone has their favourite hangout. Here they are
usually known by the maitre d’ and never need reservations.
(Some of the regulars have their own reservations,) P11 just
tick off some of the better ones, and ’'m sure a visit to any.
of them will give the bout-t a night to

These lesser known bistros are aimed at the “atmosphere”
clientelle who want a bit of character and adventure in the
places they choose for a night out. They are usually decorated
to represent such places as a sidewalk cafe - a German
Gasthaus - English pub - et al.

Possibly the most unique of thistype of night spot in the area
is downtown, at the corner of the theatre district and the
Avenue of Boutiques., With the modern trend towards in-
triguing and unusual supper club names (the Hungry I in
San Francisco, Upstairs at the Downstairs in New York)
this particular cafe has been named the “Coin Laundry”.

A squat building with traditional, for this type of night spot,
full length front windows, the “Coin Laundry” proprietors
have been extremely tasteful in selecting the decor for their
establishment. The pristine white furnishings have been
carefully chosen to duplicate a well-known brand of commer-
cial automatic washer, right down to the peeling chrome trim
and laundry detergent stains around a real, working, top-
loading door. In keeping with the decor very few chairs are
provided, but cleverly executed tables with ingeniously
realistic imitation-peeling laminated plastic tops have been
strategically positioned to resemble the laundromat tables
used for folding sheets and such like, Subtle little touches
such as a torn pair of (Censored: Ed) hanging on a nail,
chipped paint, and carefully executed dirt smudges on the
door frames lend to the air of authenticity. It really looks
like a laundromat.

A reverse on the old style “bottle club” is used to satisfy
the palates of the patrons and no food service is provided.
Patrons are expected to bring their own fare, and a brown
paper bag, well crumpled toblend with the atmospliere, serves
admirably as a container for a couple of Mother Hal’s pizzas,
and something wet. It’s preferable to containthe wet in some-
thing solid since crumpled paper bag, plus pizza, provide
little moisture control,

The “Coin Laundry” entertainment varies considerably in
quality. Some of the better acts have been “Mrs, Elspeth
Guhtrencher and her Living Bra,” depicting the unfortunate
misadventures of alaundress catching aloose shoulder support
in a whirling washer; and “Mr, Butch Meek and his Twenty-
Seven Sox,” The latter act is an uncutgem of comedy wherein
Mr, Meel depicts a harrassed father of fourteen losing a
single stocking in an unknown washing machine and proceeds
to intervene into each patron’s machine searching for the
wayward sock, Naturally there arehilarious results and bedlam
amongst the patrons as Meek upsets pizzas and bottle after
bottle from the imitation table/washers. Before windingup, the
wreckage of his bruised body is deposited in comic pose in the
street by one of the local braves, laundering his hunting tent
and truck tarpaulin in masterful pantomimeofa joyful imbiber.

Il let you in on at least two other “atmosphere bistros”.
The “Back Alley” behind the Red-and-some-other-coloured,
where a truly stupendous job of suggesting a rural town back
alley has been masterfully created by a consortium of entre-

Passed an airman the other
day who had obviously hurthis
leg and was limping badly.
My little boy was very inter-
ested in knowing what was
wrong with him, but I, of
course, could not supply the
answer to his question, not
knowing the man in question,
Got me thinking.

The military community is
made up of young, reasonably
healthy individuals and their
young, reasonably healthy wiv-
es and children, When a family
is cut off from the civilian
population such as here in
Germany, because of thelang-
uage problems, or in Canada
(PMQs, DND schools, etc.)
they see little in their every-
day lives, of the afflictions
and problems that some indiv-
iduals bear,

I sometimes worry that my
children are growing up with-
out compassion for their fellow
man, Of course, they feel sorry
when another child is hurt, or
when they see an adult limping,
but they have yet to see a
cerebral palsy victim, a per-
son paralyzed with polio or a
bed ridden heart patient.

The world of a family with
a very sick person in its midst
can teach invaluable lessons
to a child. The man who said,
“I complained because I had
no shoes, until I met a man
who had no feet’’, was very
wise. Children are basically
self-centered and words don’t
mean much when you try to
tell them that others find living
through each day, a difficult
chore. ‘The child who knows
another who lives with a very
severe affliction, does not need
to be told others are worse off,
he knows! He does not need to
have the beauty of a country
walk, the joy of a ball game,
or the fun'of a week of camp,
pointed out, he realizes how
lucky he is.

Our children also are miss-
ing the experience good, and
sometimes sad too, of knowing
any very old people. Grand-
parents they have, eventhougn
they do not see them often, but
this is the fifty to sixty-five age
group and not considered old.
Seventy and eighty year olds
are different. They are oft
times feeble, hard of hearing,
poor sighted and slow of step
and thought. This age group
can be a joy to know, for
someone who understands old
people. They have the time and
patience for a rambling con-
versation and if theyareliving
a bit in the past, well, that too
can make for interesting conv-
ersation sometimes,

Our children though, living
in a young, fast environment
are likely to find the very old

and ratherunlovely, repulsive,
unless they are taught love and
respect, and most of all com-
passion, through day to day
contact. This is most easily
taught at a young age, Children
who grow up without a veryold
person for a friend are miss-
ing a wonderful experience.

Family income is another
area where out children lack
experience. In a DND school
all the children are dressed
more or less along the same
lines. No poorly dressed chil-
dren here. No child without
mittens in cold weather, or
without socks on their feet.
We tend not to sympathize too
much with the few, who bec-
ause of mismanagement are
not always dressed their best,
We know all the dads are
making a decent living wage,
just as we know that all the
children have dads, that none
are from a fatherless home,

Not so in a normal civilian
school, where children from
homes inevery income bracket
attend the same school. A
really poor child has a hard
time while he is growing up.

Children canbe cruel and the
suffering the child bears is not
always just the lack of food,
clothing and agood home.‘‘The
poor we have always withus’.
and we must learn to carethat
their lot in life is not always
easy.

True compassion springs
from the feeling of ““Therebut
for the grace of God, go I/,
The compassion felt, asa child
for our next door neighbour,
will grow to include the poor
and needy countries of the
world by the time we are ad-
ults. Modern communication
has made every country our
next door neighbeur. They are
all our responsibility.

In Canada, it is relatively
simple to establish contact
with those less fortunate than
ourselves. In Europe it may
be more difficult, but it can
be done. Compassion is a two
way street, It means you must
give, but you also get immeas-
urable returns.

Let us not allow our children
to growup inanarrowuncaring
world, Christmas is coming, a
look around and watching out
for some of the needs that will
be brought forth inthe next few
months will, perhaps, provide
many contacts and opportun-
ities to.show your childrep
what compassion means, Then
after Christmas isover, carry
on, and keep those contacts if
possible, Keep on caring.

The world is full of people
who need someone to care and
or help. We need future citi-
zens with compassion,

Fyodor Dostoevsky said it -

Compassion is the chief law
of human existence.

God gives to you and to me
the freedom of our will, so
that day by day we decide the
things we shall do; the thoughts
we shall think; the kind of life
 we shall live.
