MAGNETISM

By P/0 R. Y. HOGG.

The magnetic compass is an indispensable instrument to
navigation, the essential part being the compass needle which is
merely a magnetized needle pivoted so that it may swing in
response to the magnetic influences of the magnetic pole and
the magnetized metal parts of the aircraft.

There are various methods of magnetizing a piece of soft
iron. If a piece of unmagnetized iron is brought near the pole
of a magnet the iron becomes magnetized. If however the magnet
is withdrawn the soft iron loses its magnetism. This type of
magnetism is by induction.

Pieces of steel that lie continually in a definite direction
become magnetized by induction due to the influence of the
earth’s magnetic field.

A piece of iron held in a north-south position and dipping
down about 70 degrees will exhibit magnetic qualities after it
has been struck several sharp blows. The upper end of the iron
has become a south-seeking pole and the lower end a north-
seeking pole.

A piece of soft iron is easily magnetized by stroking it-
several times in the one direction with one end of a permanent
magnet. The more times the iron is stroked the more highly it is
magnetized.

WIRE AND CORE BECOME MAGNET

A wire through which an electric current is passing exhibits
magnetic properties. If a piece of metal is placed within a coil
of wire and the current switched on, the metal core as well as
the wire becomes a magnet.

A simple explanation of magnetism is the molecular theory.
Each molecule of iron is considered to be a permanent magnet.
In an unmagnetized piece of iron these molecules are turned in
all sorts of directions, if however, some force tends to arrange
the molecules in an orderly manner with like poles pointing in
the same direction, magnetism results. It is evident therefore
that the same piece of metal can exhibit various degrees of
magnetism depending on the extent of the arrangement. When
all molecules are pointing in the same direction, magnetism is

complete and the metal is said to be saturated.

Jimmy Bardsley at the sports
stores hut the other day he was
busy trying to find something to
be busy about. So we promptly
gave him something to keep him
out of mischief.

We walked up in our best inter-
viewing manner and in our best
interviewing voice (soprano, E
above high C) we squeaked,
“Jimmy, we want the story of your
life and loves.” Just like that we
said it. So, being a very friendly
sort of cove, Jimmy obliged.

Mr. Bardsley for the uninitiated
(those who come from east of the
Rockies) is a basketball player,
and one of the best. In fact there
are only two players in Canada
who have been on as many Cana-
dian basketball champions as
Jimmy, Art and Chuck Chapman of
Victoria, and they have all played
on three winners.

Leads Team to Title

Jim started playing senior bas-
ketball in 1932 with the Univer-
sity of B.C. He played with them
for six years and climaxed his stay
in the Halls of Learning by lead-
ing U.B.C. to the Canadian cham-
pionship in 1937. That team has
been called the greatest in Cana-
dian history and appropriately
enough there is only one fellow
who played on the team who is not
in the air force. That is Bill Swan
and he was killed in a plunge from
the Pattullo Bridge in New West-
minster in 1937, just a few months
after winning the hoop title.

The rest of the team was com-
posed of P/O Art Willoughby,
killed last summer in a crash in
Vancouver, F/0 “Hunk” Hender-
son, now a prisoner of war in Ger-
many, F/O George Pringle, an
observer in England and F/L Dick
Wright, stationed at Winnipeg.

Jimmy seemed to like it on the
win wagon so he decided to go
along for another ride in 1938. He
Iined up with the Vancouver
Westerns and they promptly won
another Canadian title.

The next year the team went on
a tour of Japan, China and the
Phillipines and the list of those
players reads like an air force
parade call. Joe Ross is at
E.F.T.S. in Toronto, F/O Art Wat-
son flies catapult planes overseas,
Milt Parsons is a sergeant-pilot
overseas, F/0O Jack Gordon flies
