We found Dave to be a quiet, un-
assuming fellow with a quick smile
and a steady pair of brown eyes
that seemed to take the situation
in at a glance.

Born in Waterville, Maine, June
4, 1916, Dave had no particular
pugilisitic aspirations until he
reached his 16th year. In that year
he fought his first match, a prelim-
inary on a card featuring a heavy-
weight bout. Al McCoy was one of
the headliners. Unlike many other
title holders, Castilloux has never
had an amateur match. He stepped
right into the money class from
scratch.

In his ten years of fighting he
has fought 125 matches and only
lost four or five of them.

Dave, who, according to the
magazine “Ring,” has the fastest
left in the fight business today,
has polished off some of the elite
in his weight class. He hammered
Lou Drouillard into submission in
two rounds, while it took Henry
Armstrong six rounds to get Drou-
illard. Other notables he has
tangled with are Lou Ambers,
Sonny Jones, Maxie Berger, Paul
Julien, Tippy Larkin, Ginger For-
an, Sammy Angott and several
others. 2

Just recently he received an in-
vitation from Nat Rogers, Madison
Square Gardens match-maker, to
enter a world title tourney to be
held in New York.

Castilloux became a member of
the R.C.A.F..in November of 1941,
joining the P.T.I. division. He was
married last August.
