5 Captain Jéhn Weir Foote is a Presbyterian minister....In 1934 he
was ordained.ees RS ,

' Shortly after the outbreak of wer, Mr. Foote enlisted in the
chaplain service and in due course. procceded overseas as chaplain te
the Royal Homiltorn Light Infantry Reginment.... i

Capt. Fcote's unit was one cf thcesc engaged in the Dieppe raid,
and in the course of duty he went with them. Casualties ameng the
regiment were heavy, scven hundred and forty in all, but the padre was
unscathed and menaged tc regain his transport sfter the raid. What
then took place is described by the London News Chronicle of last
August 25th: ,

"The raid was over. ILoaded barges were nulling cut of Dieppe.
Suddenly on one barge carrying Canadlén soldisrs a man stepped to the
side. On his battledress he were the three pips c¢f a ceptain and a
deep purple ribbon. He was the Prosbyterian padre who had accompanied

his unit on the raid cnd had landed with ths trocps, scaled cliffs, and

when the signal wes given, returncd to the beach.

"1T1m going back,! the padrée shouted to the men, 'there are
enough padres in England, Our fecllows left behind will need help,!

"He dived ovsrboard and swan ashorse. Bafore the barge pulled
out of sight he could be seen wading up the boach."

Once on the boach bapt. Foote workcd under the red cross flag
with a doctor a doctor from Cobcurg carinc. fer those whe had been
wounded,

The prisoners were marched back ‘the next day to a temporary camp,
but before long Cept. Fcote was plcced iIn Offlag 7B, a camp reserved
for officers. Here were prcvided cepture parcels and food parcels
from the Internaticnal Red Cross.

In the camp, Captain Focte had the fellowship of two British
chaplains capturcd at Dunkirk, cnc Church of England, cne Roman Cath-
olic. The co-operstion he received from them, Captain Foote wrote
home, was the best that could be imegined and made the werk much more
satisfactory than it wculd otherwise have bcen. ‘Te little prison
chapel was constantly in use, peesonal interviews and services fcllow-
ing each other throughout the day. Being a padre, Captain Foote was
one of the few allowed to visit the men in shackles,

Captain Foote felt, however, that his place was not with the
officers but with the enlisted men on whoseo behalf he hed become a
" voluntary prisoner. Eventually he was transferred to Stalag 283, a

camp for N.C.O.'s.

Church services, communior, and pastoral work continue to take

much of the padre's time. 1In his leisure hours he engages in educational
work. Being naturally musical, Captain Focte has undcrtaken the mastery

of a few more musical instruments and”is studying Gerian on the s ide.

The great problem of men in a prison camp is moralc. Theirs isa
job of waiting, withcut even the incentive prcvided by an exacting
course of training. In order tc %sop spirits from brecking, 1t is
necessary to keep up a daily routinc cf sirenuous athleties, tc follow
a ccurse cf study, and tc foster religicus impulses. In all these 5
‘metivities the Canadian chaplain has proved himself. ;

Captain Jchn Weir Focte will bs remembered as one of maryCanadian
chaplains who have in this was proved thelr devoticn to the Kingdem of
God. The orgenized church has mnany falluree tc confess in this age.

PROCEDURE ON DISCE..RGE

What do ex-scrvice personnel get on discharse from the Lirmed
Forces? :
At present, reguls tions provide for thirty days! pay and one
month's dependents! allowance if scrvice personnel have had
183 days' continuous sgrvice. The cléthing allowance recently
has been raised to $65, not payable, however, to officers., A
free railway warrant is given to the man's home community at
the time of entering the service, or to any other place, pro=-
vided no extra cost of ‘transportation is involved, ;

What about furlough pay?

This applies tothose wi th oversecas service, Depending on the
period spent overseas, full pay and allowsnces may be paid on
return from oversecas for a period up to thirty days.

4re all ex-service personncl entitled to these discharge allow-
ances? 8

No. If ex-service personnecl are discharged for reasons of mis-
conduct, the discharge allowances do not epply. If they are
discharged at their own request, or if an officer resigns his
commission, they do not apnly. : -

What about medical ang dental treatment?

A8 a matter of routine, all service personnel are given a com-
plete medical and dental check before discharge. Necessary
treatment is noted and personnel arec-eligible for tha t treat-
ment free of charge for onc year ager @¥scharge, .application
for the dental treatment, shown as nce®fsary &t the discharge
examination, must be made within 90 days of discharge, although
there is provision under treatment regule tions for dental tree t-
ment also during the year following discharge. Pensioners are
entitled to treatment for life,

What department tokes care of discharge allowances?

Discharge procedure- and allowances are the responsibility of
the Department of National Defence. Onece the discherge pro-
cedure is complete ex-scrvice personnel come under the program

Literature which has been preparcd on the program has been dis-
tributed to unit officers. _You should receive this directly
authority has been granted for your discharge.
