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EDITORIAL

ON PAGE FIVE of the August lst
issue of VOXAIR a large quarter
page advertisement appecared om-
nouncing "TA IS HERE TO STAY."
May 1 go on record by declaring
publicly that this advertisement
was not submitted by the Educa-
fion Office. Howewer, our wvery
efficient adwertising monager has
tendered his invoice ond demanded
immedicte payment. I'm sure he
misinterpreted the statement
"There's money in it for you." He
has been assured that there is no
money in it for VOXAIR.

Since we have been put on the
spot by this bold anmouncement, let
us give you the facts that have re-
cently been released. TA is first
of all the typical Air Force short
cut for Trade Advancement. As
everycne in the service is a special-
ist or potentially so, he must strive
to improve his knowledge so as
fo obtain higher grouping and
make himself eligible for promotion.
Theoretically the situation is this:—
Joe Blow enlists in Air Force. After
the usual indectornation and selec-
tion for a trade, he is given a spe-
cialists course. Upon graduation,
if he has been in the Air Force less
than six months he receives his
"Standard Grouping.” When he
has completed his six months ser-
vice he obtains his ACl and at the
same time his Group 1. Howewver,
if he has been six months in the

service when he graduates, he
cutomatically receives his Group 1
outright. During the year to follow,
when he is at a unit applying his
newly acquired knowledge, he is
required to delve into the more ad-
vanced theory of his trade. The
reason being, he must be prepared
to write a trade examination that
will give him his Group 2, if suc-
cessful. To assist him, the units
hold formal classes followed by
practical sessions that determine
just how much was learned.

Joe Blow now has his Group 2
and one year from the dale he
obtained it he is eligible again for
a trade test that will give him his
Group 3. He hos now reached the
desired level and may now pro-
gress up the promotion ladder. Of
course afier each successful trade
test Joe has oblained a raise in pay.
Now, after he has been in the
service for two and one half years,
he is a full fledged specialist. (He
received his LAC after the first
eighteen months.)

Howewver, things don't always
work out this way. Maybe Joe
misses a trade board. He was on
leave. He is considered a failure

" as there are wery lew reasons or

excuses for exemplions. Should
this arise, Joe may sit at the next
board but he has lost time end his
new date of eligibility is taken from
the date of the exam.

Should an individual tadl three
trade boards in ony one grouping
a special board is assembled to re-
view the case and cne of the follow-
ing decisions is reached.

{a) an extension of time granted
fo study for the next trade
test.

(b) @ remuster to another trade
that is more suited to his
ability.

(c) release from the service.

This involves a lot of extra work
and time is wasted for everyone.

Trade tests are now held every
three months, December 15th,
March 15th, June 15th and Sep-
tember 15th. These examinations
are set by Training Command and
commected by Training Commaond.
Anyone who has completed a year
in their present grouping is eligible
to write. A failure on any board
may write again on the following
irade test.

Well, these are the basic focts.
We hope that the situation has
been clarified somewhat. In so far
as Trade Advancement is con-
cerned, it is your opportunity to
get ahead in the service. The more
you learn the quicker you get
ahead. The faster you progress
the more increases you receive in
pay. Hence, "There's money in it
for vou.”
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THE CLOSEST APPROACH we've
seen to humeon perpetual motion
descended on station Winnipeg just
a little over a year ago—and the
dust has been flying ever since.

His official designation is Chief
Administration Officer, or now, OC
Administration Wing, and he gener-
ates action around the station from
an office in SHQ.

Most of us are well aware of his
aptitude for getting things done—
and it always has to be the biggest,
best, first, most up-to-date and most
efficient—no matter what it is! Bul
many of our station personnel are
not aware of many of his other
achievements or qualifications.

Probably the worst that most
people could say about him is that
he was born and raised in Toronto.
He joined the RCAF in 1940 and
spent his training days in the west.
After Maonning Depot induction at
Brondon, he went to Pat Bay, B.C.,
on security patrol, then to Regina
for ITS. He foock his observer's
course at Mossbank cnd Celestial
Training ot Rivers. After graduation
he ferried Hudsons to England.

He completed a tour of opera-
tions with Bomber Command on
Stirlings from 7 Squadron and
stayed on as Squadron Navigation
Officer. In 1943 he was posted to

Air Ministry in Operational Re-
quirements.

Everyone in the air force has
heard of the Mohne and Eder Dams
that were breached in 1943 by Gib-
son's fomous Dam Busters. How-
ever, not mony know of the im-
mense research and preparation
made befors that aotiock was
launched—and wery few know that
our CAdJO was a crew member on
experimental atiacks in Wales
many months before the "big show™
—and as a matter of fact, he didn't
know the significance of the Welsh
dom attacks himself, the secret of
the whole operation was so well
kept.

In 1944, he took the Specialist
Navigation Course (SpecMN) at Shaw-
bury (now known as the Empire
Air Navigation School). Upon com-
pletion, he was repatriated to Riv-
ers o organize Advanced Nawviga-
tion Course and then in 1945, went
home for the Staff College Course.

In 1946, he was posted to AFHQ
as Executive Assistant to Air Vice
Marshall Campbell, then Air Mem-
ber for Personnel. For part of 1947
and 1948 he was Air Secretary lo
the Honourable Broocke Claxton, the
Minister of National Defence.

His next job tock him to Summer-
side, P.EI, as Officer Commanding
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Specialist Wing. This took him back
to his specialty—navigational  de-
velopment. As OC Spec. Wing, he
led many flights to the Polar regions
to develop and test improved ncvi-
gation aids. On his office wall, one
can see his membership scroll in
the Pole Waulters' Association —
cwarded to those who have been
owver the North Pole. His duties often
took him to monufacturing plonts in
England and the United States.

He held this post for three years,
then with the RCAF's great expan-
sion programme, the need arose to
get a large station and navigation
school opened as soon as possible.
They couldn’t have made a wiser
choice to get things humming —
humming in a hurry — and hum-
ming right.

They say if you want to find out
how to do things, always ask a
busy perscn. But here's a word to
the wise: if you think thet it would
take a half hour to discuss your
problem then take it to him buat cut
it down to five minutes. If you write
a memg fo him cut it from five para-
graphs to two lines and only use
one-tenth the number of words. Say
yves if you mean yes—ond no if
you mean no. Don't elaborate—it
may hold up the opening of a snack
bar or o hundred other projects.



Aw... It Didn’t Hurt!

DURING THE LAST WEEK of July,
Station Winnipeg was invaded by
a group of chorming Red Cross
nurses and workers for the semi-
annual blood canvass,

Organization for the cccasion was
extremely thorough. Ewvery indivi-
dual on station strength was DRO'd
o attend at a particular time. How-
ever, despite the notices and ap-
peals, response was considerably
less than expected.

We know of several who were
not able to offer blood at that parti-
cular time but have since been lo
the Winnipeg Clinic to make their
"deposit.”” Apparently there are
many more who fdil to realize the
importonce and the value of this
blood transfusion service. It may
be a natural reluctomce at the idea
of being “needled,” but it is hoped
that when blood letting time rolls
arcund again, an even greater num-
ber of donors will be on hond.

Red Cross free blood tromsfusion
service started in Manitoba on Janu-
ary 23rd, 1950. This region, with
the central blood bonk at Winnipedq,
is now supplying all civilion omd
velerans’ hospitals in Monitcba ond
northwest Ontario with free blood
and plasma for tromsmission. In re-
turn the hospitals give these trans-
fusions without ony charge for
blood, plasma or service. Since
the beginning of the service, 32,343
patients in this region have received
transfusions.

Any whole blood not used within
two weeks is processed into plasma.
Since early 1951, the Canadion Red
Cross society hos been the sole

agent for the collection of plasma
for Conada's forces, at home and
abroad. By the end of 1951, some
8,000 bottles had been sent to Korea.

source of supply is the wvolunteer
donor. Donors attend clinics at
Manitoba Red Cross centre and
mobile clinics at country points, in-
dustrial plonts, army comps and
air force stations,

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EXERCISE NUGGET was the 1952
version of the Auxiliory Summer
Camp which has been held during
the last few yvears. Formerly, these
coamps have been located in the
southern and more populated
areas of western Conada. How-
ever, since it is essential that the
Auxiliory Squadrons of Toctical
Air Group be given experience in
flying ower the northern areas of
western Canada, and in operating
out of northern bases, this year's
Auxiliory comps were based at
RCAF Stotions Watson Lake ond
Whitehorse. Both of these stations
are a part of the Northwest Staging
Route and are in the Yukon Terri-
fory.

The camp dates were 29 June to
12 July, and during this time RCAF
Station Watson Lake was host to
17 Wing Headquarters, 402 Winni-
peg Squadron, 403 (FB) Calgary
Squadron, 2402 Aircraft Control
and Warning Unit Winnipeg, 5002
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Intelligence Unit Winnipeg, 4003
Winnipeg and 4010 Calgary Re-
serve Medical Units. At the same
time, RCAF Station Whitehorse was
host to 18 Wing Headquarters, 406
Saskatoon Squadron, 418 (LB} Ed-
monton Squadrons ond to 4001 and
4002 Reserve Medical Units.

Approximately 400 Auxiliary per-
sonnel with 20 Mustangs attended
the comp at Watson Lake and al-
most the same number at White-
horse with 16 Mitchells. For the first
time in the history of these camps
Women Personnel (W.P's) had
been included.

The concept of the 1952 training
was that the Wing Headguorters
would plan and direct the camps
with a minimum of Regular Force
ossistance and supervision. Broad
operational directives were issued
to each Wing Headquarters out-
lining fictitious military sitwations
that could dewelop on the North-
west Staging Route ond the North-

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west Highway System. Each Head-
quarters was then responsible for
planning and executing the neces-
sary air operations to rectify these
situations. Further, esach Wing
Headguarters was responsible for
carrying out routine training of the
units under its control.

In addition o exercising wing
operations staffs in plomning, exe-
cuting, and controlling operations,
the comps provided the wing ad-
ministrative staffs with experience
in planning and operating summer
camps. The mobility of the squaod-
rons was tested while they were
gaining experience in flying ower
north-western Canada, ond ot camp,
their use of ormament was as-
sessed. Each umit in the Wing had
the opportunity of trgining person-
nel in tactical roles, while the train-
ing staffs of Tactical Group Head-
quarters were available to the
winas for specialist advice regard-

IN THE LEAN-TO to #3 homgar,
sharing a large room with Opera-
tions.is the habitat of a group of
men whose job it is to prophesy
and to teach. They have to fore-
cast the wvagaries of the proirie
weather and to teach the students
in #2ANS the interactions of Me-
teorclogy with Navigation. Let us
meet these men.

Meurice Hordmon come from
Centralia in July, 1951, to open up
the section. Most of his time is
spent in instructional work in the
GIS of #2ANS where he is trying
to live down his reputation of haw-
ing spent four years in a Pilots’
Training School. Fronk Meclsaac,
the other instructor, has a much
better history, he came here from
#1ANS Summerside in August,
1951. Qur two forecasters are Mac
Macleod ond John Rogalsky.
“"Mac"” joined us last Fall, his pre-
vious station being Trenton, while
John was posted here from Chur-
chill last February. Cur lone Me-
teorological Observer is LAC Wood
who also came here from #1ANS
Summerside.

And now about the work of the
section. Cur main commitment is
providing instruction in Meteorol-
ogy to the students in #2ZANS.
Meteorclogy ond Navigation are
very intimately connected, so that
the course given is long and de-
tailed, its purpose being to ensure
that the navigator can take full
account of the weather and "winds
both when plomning his flight on
the ground and when in the air.
In the GIS building we have been
fortunate in the space provided for
instructional purposes, and we
claim that our Meteorological Dem-
onstration room, in which the work
of the Meteorclogical Division is
displayed in graphic form and
many of the instruments used in
wecather observation are on dis-
play, is one of the finest in Canada.

The forecasting and most of the
briefing is done in the lean-4o on

#3 hangar. Due to a severe short-
age of staff a good deal of the ac-
tual forecasting is done by the
Meteorological office ot TCA
across the field and ocur two fore-
casters have had to concentrate
mostly on the briefings. All brief-
ings to #2ZANS are given by the
forecasters ond also all briefings
required by the Rescue Co-ordina-
tion Centre, and additionally a
lorge proportion of the briefings
are required by the transient pilots
who pass through Winnipeg. Some
of these latter require a detailed
knowledge of the weather right
across the Dominion, it is nothing
unusual for the forecaster, for ex-
ample, to give briefings to Church-
ill, Montreal and Vancouver all in
the space of 15 minutes.

To support a forecasting ond
briefing program like this our tele-
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types are busy turning out weather
information all day long; this is on
displary in the forecast office, much
of it plotted ond crganized on the
waather charts, which show the
weather conditions and expected
developments both on the surface
and at altitudes too. Supplement-
ing these charts we have cross-
secfion pictures of the weather
along popular routes, which show

* to the pilots at a glonce, the ex-

pected conditions on his flight.

These camps are not all work
ond no play. The entertainment
committees of the units inwolved
plonned recreation with the focil
ities that they had available in each
locality. The programmes included
riverboat cruises, sight-seeing tours,
weiner roasts, movies, dances,
hikes, fishing trips, softball and wvol-
leyball challenge competitions be-
twesn squadrons. Interesting work,
mostly outdoors, with plenty of ex-
ercise in the clear aur of Canada’s
northern sub-arctic territories com-
bined to form o healthy antidote
to the hum-drum monotony of city
life.

The Regular Force contribution
included the airlift to and from the
auxiliory squadrons’ home bases,
and the personnel to moke awvail-
able the cocommodeations, messes
and institutes necessary to suppori
the operations. Bombing, gunnery,
and rocketry ranges were set up to
meet operational fraining require-
ments, manned by members of the
Auxiliory as well as Regular
Forces.

The air effort at Watson Lake
was more spectocular as the dive-
bombing and rocketry targets were
white triangles floating on the dark
green background of the lake ond
sited where attacks were wisible
from the camp itself. From White-
horse the squadrons flew to Teslin
Lake to bomb, a distance of about
90 air miles. Ewen so, both camps
were alive with activity and en-
gaged in operations which included
mock bombing or strafing attocks,
such efforts as fighter-interception
of incoming roiders and long
range navigation exercises.

Supporting these operations cnd
administering the greater share of
the entire effort were the men and
women of the Auxiliary Air Force.
They are of many trades: cirframe
and cerc-engine mechanics, instru-
ment and electrical technicians,
clerks and drivers, communication
operators ond medical assistants,
armourers, photographers ond all

the others that comprise on operat-
ing unit.

The training they received, both
practice and theory during their
summer camp coupled with the

year-round program of activities
on squadrons cnd in civilion life
holds promise of a well trained
reserve force for the RCAF, dedi-
cated to service in Canada.

BOLTS from the BLUE

Canadian Progress on Guided Missile Research

Reproduced through the courbesy of AVRO'S “JET AGE™

THE LAST DECADE has witnessed
remarkable advances in aeronauti-
cal development. These have been
due to the close teamwork between
the research scientists and engi-
neers on the one hand and the de-
signers and craftsmen in industry
on the other. The struggle for sur-
vival in World War Il provided the
necessary inspiration to get the pro-
gram going and to maintain or even
increase its momentum. During the
war years the performance of each
new design of military aircraft
showed a good increase over that
of its predecessors.

Despite this great proaress under
the keen stimulus of war the growth
in military aircraft performance dur-
ing the postwar years has been
even greater. The advent of the gas
turbine has, of course, been res-
ponsible 'both directly and indi-
rectly. Not only has it provided us
with great increases in the power
available per unit frontal area of
power plant but it has been a chal-
lenge and an inspiration to the air-
frame designer who has been called
upon to produce a wehicle and a
structure worthy of its power plant.

These advances bring home the
realization that it is now possible
for modern long-Tange bombing air-
craft to reach any importont area of
Canada from a potential enemy
country. For this reason, the prim-
ary role of the RCAF has now be-

come the air defence of Canada.
Should war come within the next
few years the Avro Canada CF-100
fighters and the F-86 Sabres may
well be responsible for the protec-
tion of our cilies against enemy
bombing attacks.

The group of RCAF fliers on dufy in
England in 1928, who persuaded young
John Joseph Green to come to Canoda,
did this counfry inestimable service.
Today he is one of the most highly
regarded air research experis in the
world.

After obtaining his PhD. in oero-
moutics, he worked for a commercial
pilot's license and ot the beginning of
July, this year, piloted o jed, his 25th
type of aircraft. Up to the war. Dr.
Green was with the National Research
Council. In ‘43, he was appointed chief
research engineer at the RCAF Test and
Development esfablishment. From 45
to '49 he was technical adviser te the
Air Transport Board. Today he heads
one of the divisions of the Defense Re-
segrch Board under Dr. O. M. Solandt.

Dr. Green received the M.B.E. in "43
for public service in aeronaufical re-
search; in "45, the King's Commendation
for valuable service in the air. He is
a Fellow of the Royal Aeronautical
Society and a Foreign Fellow, of the
Institute of Aeronautical Sciences.

The problem of shooting down an
enemy bomber is no easier today
than it was in World War II. The
increased speeds and greater oper-
ating heights of tomorrow’'s bomb-
ers have, in fact rendered the job
more difficult. In the first World
War pilots were seldom concerned
with onti-gircraft fire which they

christened "Archis” and wviewed
with a mixture of humor and con-
tempt. Even against the slow air-
craft of that war and at the very
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low altitudes at which they used to
fly, the guns were ineffectual. In
World War II the addition of radar
fire control, together with improve-
ments in gun and ammunition de-
sign, increased considerably the ef-
fectiveness of ant-aircraft guns,
despite the higher speeds and alii-
tudes of the aircraft. But today even
the best of A.A. guns may be rela-
tively helpless against modern oir-
craft that fly at 40,000 ft. at the speed

of sound.

Since World War 11 the Western
World has been concenirating on
the development of various types of
guided missiles, including the sur-
face-to-air and air-to-air types. As
a result of the expenditure of much
research and dewelopment effort,
these devices have progressed rap-
idly in the last few years and when
finally developed should be cap-
able of very high speed and extra-
ordinary accuracy of guidance. In
comparison with onti-aircraft guns
the surfaceto-air type of guided
missile promises such greal im-
provement in effectiveness that the
pendulum may well swing over at
last in favor of the defences. Can-
ada is playing a part in this pro-
gram and at the present time the
Defence Research Board is engaged
in the development of an air-to-air
guided missile for the RCAF. If this
proves to be effective, it is likely
that it will be carried as armament
by the Avro Canada CF-100 fighter.

Despite the great progress in air-
craft developments since the war,

there has been no similar record of
improvement in aircraft ormament.
In foct there has been no progress
at all. Even during the war the
armament of fighter aircraft was
such that to approach to within ef-
fective range of the rear of a bomber
formation was an invitation to sud-
den death beccuse of the heavy
defensive fire that would most
likely be encountered. Unguided
aircraft rockets, each with a respect-
able charge of H.E. in its warhead,
fired in salvos and from much
greater range than would be pos-
sible for an aircraft gun or cannon
are possibly an interim solution, but
it is generally conceded that for
dealing with bombers the guided
missile will be the most effective
fighter armcment.

The air-to-air missile for the RCAF
iz under development at the Cana-
dicm Armament Research cnd De-
velopment Establishment, one of
the Defence Research Board's own
laboratories.

Almost the first problem in consi-
dering a quided missile for a fighter

aircraft is that of size, because this
decides whether the missile can be
stowed internally or must be carried
externally on a suitable louncher.
The method of stowage obwiously
has an influence on the air drag
and hence the flight performance
to be obiained from the aircraft with
its armament attached. The size of
the missile is determined not only
by considerations of stowage but is
dependent also on the type of war-
head aond fuse and the system of
guidance to be employed. If, for in-
stance, the method of guidance and
the missile maneuverability charac-
teristics are such that the probability
of a direct hit on the bomber is very
high, then obwiously one need only
rely on quite a small warhead with
an impact fuse and the missile
might be reascnably small. On the
other hand, if one foresees the prob-
ability of near misses, the tendency
would be to use a larger warhead
of the blast fragmentation type with
a proximity fuse. In this case the
missile would tend to be larger.

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THE REASON FOR the existence
of on intercommond air transport
service is to provide for rapid move-
ment of urgenily needed supplies
between points in Conada. When
air freight does not cccupy the com-
plete carrying capacity of on air-
craft, the remaining space may be
used for the carriage of passengers.

Air freight is given the same de-
gree of pricrity as passengers—
namely priority 1 to 4. Where pas-
sengers and freight are of the same
priority, passengers take pre-
cedence over freight (this is pos-
sibly the result of a service flight
that used to operate to Winnipeg
from Edmonton wvia Calgary in
1946-47 when a group captain and
his wife were "bumped” in Calgary
by a few cartons of toilet tissue . . .
at that time, freight took preced-
ence over passengers of the same
pricrity).

Personnel travelling as pas-
sengers on ATC scheduled flights
fall into two categories. First, those
travelling on duty (a "must’’ ride}—
3 pricrity; and secondly, those pro-
ceeding on leave—4 pricrity. These
are boarded on the seats available
after the duty perscnnel are ac-
commodated.

AIR MOVEMENTS UNI

Air Movements Vancouwer, Ed-
monton, Winnipeg and Montreal
have been allotted a quota of seats
based on the number of seats or
weight available ofter the pas-
sengers and freight for the Korean
air lift are accommodated. The
MNorth Star aircraft are carrying out
a dual role — a scheduled flight
across Canada and then proceed

French Re-armoment Program

The French arms program for this
year was even larger than that re-
quested by NATO. [t called for the
spending of $85 millions more than
French finonces allowed. This
amount was expected to be covered
by American "“off shore” purchase
orders for military equipment
placed in France. When Washing-
ton tumed down a lorge part of
the French list of possibilities for
purchases there was considerable
aglarm that not only would the
whole French defence would be en-
dangered, but all plans for co-ordin-
ating Eurcpean defence as well.
However, Premier Pinay has suc-
ceeded in drafting a plan to carry
out at least $48 millions of the exira
$85 million plon by shifting items
in the budget. This plan removwves
the possibility that any arms pro-
duction under way in Fronce will
be cancelled. Principle items af-
fected are: $20 millions slated for
civil defence to the budget for air-
craft; $11 millions marked for Indo-
China and $11 millions for NATO
construction to defence production:
$6 millicns saved in purchases from
monufacturers, due fto declining
prices by Pinay's anti-inflation pro-
g,

Eccnon-ists and government ad-
ministrators were flotting up the
cost of the sleel strike. An esti-
mated 17 to 20 million tons of sieel
is the generally arrived at figure,
"more than the total capacity of
Great Britain in a full year's opera-
tion.” The dislocation this has pro-
duced in indusiry is likely to con-
tinue for some six or seven months.
The Defence Department plans to
double iis current steel requirement
in order to make up its loss as scon
as possible.

Luxembourg

The Schuman Plan has formally
begqun io function. The nine men
from the six participating countries
who comprise the High Authority
began their meetings in Luxem-
bourg to organize the structure and
operating methods of the coal and
steel union. The meelings are felt
to mark the most importont stride
toward Eurcpecn unity since the
end of World War II. The Plan
will create a free market in coal

and steel for 150 million Europeans.
The High Authority will have con-
irol over an approximate annual
production of 200 million lons of
coal and 38 million tons of steel.
There are still many problems in
the way of successful operation.
Sharp contrasts in wage scales and
production cosls require some
means of adjustment, ond the effect
of British production poses a ques-
tion. Bul the issue of the huture
status of the Saar is believed by
most observers to be the thomiest.
The French, who control the Saar at
present, have proposed that it be
a neuiral zone and serve as the
administrative seat of the Schuman
plan. So far, the Germans have
flatly rejected this proposal.

Prague

High military authorities of the
Soviet bloc are meeting to discuss
the re-orgomization of all the armies
to fit the pattern of Russia's. Three
Russiom marshaolls are reported af-
tending, and the Yugoslav press
agency has reported Chinese Gen-
eral Yun Ti also on hand. The
agency said the officers met "o
assess the results achieved during
the last phase of the re-organization
of the Soviet bloc armies on the

How-
ever, not many have noticed that
aircrew cadels from other flying
schocols have carried the same ramk
insignia when they have landed
here.

Actually, this innovation is stand-
ard in all RCAF flying schools. It
is referred to as the Cadet Organ-
ization and basically, it means that
cadets have their form of seli-gow-
emment on the same status as
senior squadron officers. The ramks
care wvery similar but the appoint-
ments have only a slight compari-
son.

The head of the orgunization is
known as the Cadet Officer Com-
monding (COC) and wears Wing
Commander ronk insignia. He has
a Deputy Cadet Officer Commeaomd-
ing (DOOC) who wears the rank
of Squadron ‘Leader and a Cadet
Wing Adjutant (CWA) who wears
Flight Lieuienant rank. Because of
the size of this ANS, it has been
divided intc two sgquadrons “A"
and "B"”. You will recall reading
previous comments of graduating
courses where reference has been
made to 18WA or 22WB and so on.
Each squadron has its cadet orgom-
ization. There is a Squadren Cadet
Commander (SCC) who wears
Squadron Leader rank insignia.
He has a Cadet Squadron Adjutant
ICSA), a Squadron Discipline Com-
mander (SDC), a Sqguadron Hous-

ing and Supply Commander (SH&
SC), a Squadron Entertainment
Commander (SEC) and a Squadron
Sports Commander (SSC) all wear-
ing the rank of flight lieutencnt.
Each course is represented by a
Course Leader who wears flying
officer rank.

All of these appoiniments are

selecled from among the members:

of the senior course in each squad-
ron. Selection is made by the ANS
staff including the OC of the ANS,
the OC of each squadron, the in-
structors, the course director and
cadets about to relinguish their ap-
pointments. These oappoiniments
are held for a period of three weeks,
course leaders hold office for only
two weeks and cadets are notified
through Cadet Weekly Crders.

The duties of the Cadet Craoan-
ization are specific and are pat-
terned on normal RCAF functions.
The Cadet Officer Commanding is
responsible for the deportment and
efficiency of the whole cadet body.
He hears disciplinary, cases that
have been remonded to him by
the Squadron Cadet Commanders
cnd he awards penalties on a re-
stricted scale.

His understudy is the Deputy
Cadet Officer Commanding who
flils the role of the COC when the
COC is on flying duties. If the
COC is from "A" Squadron, then
the DOOC is selected om "B”
Squadron and when the COC
graduates, the deputy cutcmatical-
Iy assumes the COC appeointment.

The Cadet Wing Adjutant
hondles the paper work for the
COC. His primary responsibility
is the promulgation of Cadet Week-
Iy Chrders.

The Squadren Cadet Commander
is responsible for the deportment
and efficiency of his squadron. He
hears disciplinary cases and may
award extra dulies or restrict priv-
ileges. [f he feels that the sericus-
ness of the situation is beyond his
powers, he remands the case to the
Cadet Officer Commanding.

To relieve him of his more de-
failed duties, he has a Cadet
Squadron Adiutont who maintains
the Squadron’s rec ords and
handles the flood of memos direct-
ed to and from the orgomization.

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Cadet Rank Badges Cont'd

The thankless tasks rest on the
shoulders of the Squadron Dis-
cipline Commander. He is respons-
ible for the appearance, deport-
ment and discipline of the cadets
in his squadron. These duties in-
clude regular barrack inspections,
classroom cleanup details, after-
hour drill assignments cnd super-
vision of marching courses between
mess, barracks ond GIS buildings.
Naturally, he is the individual who
keeps the SCC busy hearing
charges.

The Squadron Housing and
Supply Commander handles the
housing requirements of his squad-
ron. This entails having beds,
blankets, sheets and kindred equip-
ment ready for arrival of new
courses. He also arranges cnd
supervises the weekly bedding
change as well as maintains a con-
tinuous check on all barrack equip-
ment and supplies. To help him
carry out his many tasks, he has
a representative in each room,
known as a Barrack Warden.

Cadets in Winnipeg are in the
very fortunate position of having
many enterfainment diversions off
the station. The Squadron Enter-
tainment Commander is the inter-
mediary for Squadron personnel.
Each course has its own Enterfain-
ment Leader who reports regularly
to the SEC to keep abreast of hap-
penings on the entertainment front.

The Squadron Sports Com-
mander has the job of arranging
extra - curricular sport activities
which normally consist of competi-
tions with the other squadron. He
may call upon the representative
of each course, known as the
Sports Leader, to carry out any
such program.

Thus with the cadels administer-
ing their own organization they ac-
quire invaluable experience in
practical executive training. The
real, true worth of the potential
officer can be measured in the
manner he approaches ond carries
out his assignment. Some codets
with apparent leadership qualities
have been selected; others, due to

personal traits such as lack of con-
fidence or ower-confidence, have
been appointed in the hope that
assignments will develop their per-
sonality to the point where they
overcome their disadvantaoge. Any
cadet may be called upon to corry
out any assignment in the Cadet
Organization because it is enlirely
likely that he will have to carry
out similar responsibiliies later in
his career.

Like morale on any station, the
effectiveness of the cadet body in
its self - administration depends
primarily on the spirit of co-opera-
tion of every individual in the cadel

body. Ewverybody has to work on
it—but what makes it difficult is
that the appointees must maintain
the high acodemic standards re-
quired on a navigation course. All
these assignments are corried out
during hours other thom flying or
lecture periods and each one is as-
sessed on his capabilities during
his appointment.

The next time you see a cadet
wearing rank insignic on white
shoulder tabs, you will know that
he is a senior course mon carrying
the added responsibilites of an
officer in a functioning hard-work-
ing cadet crganization.

l_,t. Gen. A. A. VIﬂSS[ﬂ’ a Russian fighter for freedom

NQOT VERY OFTEN one hears, in
the Western World, about Russicm
anti-Communists who left their
native land emd their people to
devote all their strength to the
struggle against Communism. There
are about 2,000,000 of them in the
world west of the Iron Curtain.
Several hundreds of thousands of
them refused to return to the Soviet
Unicn at the end of the Second
World War. Thousands of officers
and soldiers of the Red Army have
fled to the western paris of Ger-
meany and Austria since 1945 to
the present day.

Most of these people join the
struggle against Communism al-
most immediately upon their arrival
in the West, and many of them
have given outstanding service fo
the Free World. Everybody knows
of Gouzenko, who revealed the
existence of otomic espionage in
Conada and of Kravchenko who
wrote "I Chose Freedom,” ond
who publicized his revelations of
life in the USSR during his famous
libel action in France. And there
are hundreds of others who con-
tributed waluable information about
Stalin’s sinister plans and tens of
thouscnds of former Soviet citizens
who are ready to help the Free
World in the struggle against Com-
munist aggression.

The second of August is a day of
mourning frr many Russions. [t
was on that day in 1946 that Gen-
eral A. A. Vlassov and other lead-
ers of the Anti-Communist Libera-
tion Movement were executed in
Moscow. This movement was ini-
tiated in 1941 when millions of Red
Army men, unwilling to defend the
Red dictatorship, surrendered to the
Germans.

The Russiom people realized that,
unaided, they would not be able
to overthrow their government, and
heoped that the German army would
destroy the Soviet regime, thus en-
abling them to build a Free Russia.
Having this hope in their hearts the
Russion prisoners of war wolun-

tecred for service against the Red
army and the Red partisans. By
the middle of 1943 these wolunteers
numbered 800,000 and by the
spring of 1945 there were already
1,500,000 who put on a German
uniform to fight Stalin. Their
leader was A. A. Viassov.

Vlassov was born in 1900. His
father was a relatively well-te-do
peasant who was liquidated along
with other kulaks when Stalin col-
lectivized agriculture in 1929. Vias-
sov was of a religious nature and
was educated for the Orthodox
priesthood. Bul after the civil war
broke out in 1917 he eniered the
Red army ond immediately
showed great promise as a soldier.

In 1938, when the great purges
had come to an end, Viassov was
a colonel, and he was sent to
China for a year as a military ad-
viser to Chiomg Kai-shek. On his
return to Russiac he became com-
mander of the 99th Infontry Diwvi-
sion in the Kiev military district.
In the cutumn of 1940 this division,
under his command, was decorated
for being the bestdisciplined and
best-led division in the Sowviet
Union.

When the Germans lounched
their great offensive against Mos-
cow in the autumn of 1941, Vlassov
was a major general in command
of the 20th Army which held the
Germans, counterattacked and ad-
vonced northwest of Moscow. For
this he was promoted to lieutenomt-
general ond decorated by Stalin
himself. In the following spring,
when he was in commaond of the
2nd Asscult Army, he and his
forces were caught in the “"Volkhov
encirclement” o the east of Lenin-
grad. Again his resistance won the
admiration of the Germans, cnd he
remained hidden in the forest and
swamps uniil his army was des-
troyed. In August, 1942, he sur-
rendered.

Mo other captured general ewver
made such an impression on the
Germans. “"General Vlassov is in-

spired by a burning hatred of the
Bolshevik system and Stalin per-
sonally,” said o report. A second
memorandum stated: “He is not

. a mere secker after political
glory and accordingly will never
become a purchasable hireling and
will never be willing to lecd hire-
lings.”

In 1944 he issued a program
gimed at building a New Russia
after it had been liberated from
Communism. These were the prom-
inent points of the progroam:

—Creation of a democratic gow-
emment; proclomation of freedom
of religion, speech ond assembly;

—abolition of forced labor ond
terror; transfer of land to the peas-
ants; resumption of private trade
and artisanship;

—freedom for all political prison-
ers of the communist regime; estab-
lishment of friendly relations with
all countries and gramting of full
rights to ethnic minorities.

This program, as well as Vlassov
himself enjoyed great popularity
among Russians. At the end of the
war Vlassov surrendered to the
Americons expecting to be wel
comed by the Western Allies ond
get their backing against the So-
viets. After the German capitula-
tion he was turned over to the Red
Army.

This was in accordance with the
terms of the Yalta agreement, where
President Roosevelt and his West-
ern allies agreed to return all So-
viet citizens to Stalin. Vlassow was
not heard from again until August
2, 1946, when the Soviel press
printed the bare onnouncement
that he and the highest officers of
his staff had been executed.

The repatriation of Russiom war
prisoners was conducted with force
and thousands of Russions pre-
ferred to commit suicide rather
than to return to Communist slav-
ery. Stalin ond his executioners
lost no chance to deal with the anti-
Communists who fell into their

GREEN TICRET u 1 a. newatonsiy

The expansion of the air force
has brought with it maony new
terms and expressions. We have
jot air craft with its own distinctive
terms of reference. We have new
types of uniforms. We even hawve
airwemen, who, especially to the
post-war entrants, are something
new. It is therefore quite under-
standable that some pecple should
think of a green ticket as just some-
thing new; some new form that the
orderly room commeandos dreamed
up—or perhaps a new type of
identification and cor pass. Nothing
could be further from the truth.

Green ticket is wernocular for
"RCAF Form F57" Standard Instru-
ment Rating Card. The card is
similar in size to a drivers licence
cord and is, as you may have
quessed, green in colour. On the
card is printed the pilot's name and
the date of issue besides the usual
RCAF crest and devices used fo
make a piece of paper look official.

The Stondord Instrument Rating
Card or Green Ticket is issued fo
pilots who have qualified through
written exams ond a flying test. Ii
is valid for one year. The qualify-
ing ground exams require a thor-
ough knowledge of such subjects
as metecrology, navigotion ond
flying regulations. The flying test
requires the candidate to show pro-
ficiency In instrument flying,
navigation, aircraft handling and
instrument landings.

The flight of aircraft is governed
by two separate sets of rules and
regulations; Visual Flight Rules
(known as VFR) ocnd Instrument
Flight Rules (known as IFR). When
weather conditions are such that
a pilot con maintain a ground wvisi-
bility of three miles and remain 500
feet above ground or water and 500
feet below cloud, the aircraoft is
operating under VFR. (There are a
few exceptions to the above). [If
weather conditions deteriorate to
below the mentioned limits, flights
are then governed by IFR. This is
when a green ticket becomes neces-
sary and only those pilots holding
a walid green ticket are permitted
to fly.

It can be seen from the above
that a pilot holding a green ticket
must be able to fly in poor weather.
He must be able to fly in cloud and
navigate by means of radio aids.
He must be able to land his air-
craft in fog, rain, snow, etc.,, when
he connot see the runway untl
almost on the ground.

From the above it con be seen
that the requirements are many and
difficult. Therefore the test stand-
cards are high. That is also why
the rating is walid for only one year
at which time a complete re-test
must be coarried out. The rating
will also expire if the pilot con-
cerned does not fly the minimum
numbers of hours laid down in CAP
100. The instrument rating can also

be cancelled after a breach of fly-
ing regulations. Becouse of the
high siondards required and the
strict application of flying regula-
tions, the accident rate of the RCAF
has been kept low. More and more
pilots are qualifying for green
tickets every day. This must and
will continue. The days are gone
when the flight of an aircraft was a
rare novelty. Aerial traffic has in-
creased to such an extent that a
systemn of traffic lights, although
impossible, is certainly necessary.
The green ticket signifies that the
pilot is qualified in all respects to
cope with the complexities of mod-
ern flying.

Lt. Gen. A.A. Viassov cont’d
hands. Some of them were liquid-
ated on the spot (in Germcny and
Austric), others — upon their return
to the USSR. The few who were left
alive, were sent to the mines of the
far NMorth. Ewen such prisoners of
war who had never been in Vias-
sov's army, and who had been
confined to Germom labor cnd con-
cenfration camps, where they had
to endure most unbearable condi-
tions, did not avoid, upon their re-
turn to their home country, several
years of hard labor as “unreliable”
elements.

Thus ended, tragically, one of the
most outstonding efforts of Russion
people to break the chains of Red

domination.

The Western World mus! remember that
the peoples of Russic are potentially their
best allies, since they are the most relent
less enemies of Stalin and the tyranny of
the Communist party.
