Only. dn Old Beor Bottle

Many are familiar with the haunting, melodious tune of the music
designed for the Bar Room Song, “I'm only an old beer bottle.” A good
many motorists are also familiar with the damage caused to automobile
tires by “Old Bottles,” not to mention the safe driving factor.

One of the most aggravating things when driving along the high-
ways and byways, is broken glass in the path of your vehicle. Usually
there is no chance to avoid running over it, as in the majority of cases
it represents a bottle that was thrown from a car window in the first
place and when it broke, it scattered over a large area.

It is hard to imagine what state the mind must be in when it allows
a person to discard bottles on the highway. It might be fear of being
discovered by the police with empty beer or liquor bottles in the car,
it could be stupidity brought about through emptying the bottles, or it
could be gross indifference to the price of tires.

If possible, nearly everyone driving a car will attempt to steer clear
of broken glass. However, in many cases the speed of the vehicle is such
that it would be unwise to take such action bearing in mind that tires
can be replaced but lives can not. Nevertheless it gives you a temporary
frustrated or irate feeling to be thus confronted when driving.

Whatever the reason is that prompts such inexcusable conduct,
punishment should be meted out to offenders when caught in an attempt
to keep the highway lanes safe and unobstructed. The slogan concerning
driving and drinking might be elaborated on to read:

If you drive don’t drink—if you ignore the law and insist on drink-
ing, don’t throw the empty bottles on the highway jeopardizing life and
property.

elementary. Such knowledge may
prove to be invaluable some day!

Dynamite, according to the Con-
cise Oxford Dictionary, is a “high
explosive of nitro-glycerin mixed
with inert absorbent.” In general
this is true, but in reality it is a
name applied to commercial blast-
ing explosives, some of which con-
tain nitro-glycerine.

The three most common types of
dynamite are straight, ammonia
and gelatin. The differences are
elaborated herewith: :

(1) Straight Dynamite contains
nitroglycerin, as the explo-
sive ingredient, and a non-
explosive filler. It has a high
velocity of detonation which
produces a shattering action.
It is water resistant to a small
degree and may be used un-
der water only if fired within
24 hours after submersion.

Ammonia Dynamite contains
ammonium nitrate, in addi-
ion to nitroglycerin, as the
explosive base. It has a med-
ium velocity of detonation
which produces a heaving
action. It is not satisfactory
for undewater use.

Gelatin Dynamite is a jelly
made by dissolving nitro-
cotton in nitroglycerin. It is
highly water-resistant and
and suitable for use under
wet conditions.

Commercial dynamite must be
handled with caution because it

Forcite (registered Canadian
trademark) is a gelatin dynamite,
having as a base a water-resistant
“gel” made by dissolving nitrocot-
ton in nitroglycerin, a portion of
which is replaced by ammonium
nitrate. It is, therefore, sometimes
referred to as an ammonia gelatin.
In actual fact, Forcite is a plastic,
high density ammonia gelatin ex-
plosive having a high velocity of
detonation, and is manufactured in
grade strengths ranging from 30%
to 90% in all the standard cart-
ridge sizes. The most commonly
used grades, 40% and 60% in 1%”
by 8” size cartridges average ap-
proximately 88 and 95 cartridges
respectively per 50-lb. case.
