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Air Commodore Visits RCAF

Last week Air Commodore H. E. C. Boxer, Chief Royal Air Force

exchange officer at Ottawa, Ont,,

paid a visit to RCAF Training Com-

mand, RCAF Station Winnipeg and the Advanced Flying Schools in

Manitoba.

On Friday evening a Mess Dinner was held in the Officers’ Mess

in honour of RAF exchange offi-
cers at Winnipeg and Air Commo-
dore Boxer was the guest speaker.

During his short visit to Station
Winnipeg Air Commodore Boxer
toured through ANS, CNS, 111 KU
and other station support units.

Main purpose of his visit was to
familiarize himself with RCAF
training methods and to discuss
mutual problems with his exchange
officers in the area.

Air Commodore H. E. C. Boxer,
O.B.E. was born in 1914 in North-
ampton, England, and educated at
Shrewsbury School. Graduating
from Cranwell in 1935 with the
Sword of Honour, he joined 1
Fighter Squadron at Tangmere.

As a member of the RAF aero-
batic team, he performed at Henley
and Zurich air shows. After train-
ing as a Fleet Air Arm pilot, he

became a naval flying instructor,
and then joined the staff of 1 F.T.S.

From 1940 to 1943, he was on
navigation duties in the United
Kingdom and South Africa. In 1944
he flew on operations with 129
Wing of 2nd Tactical Air Force.

Immediately after the Second
World War, Air Commodore Borer
served on the British Air Commis-
sion in Washington, after which he
went on course to the RAF Statf
College, Bracknell in 1948, remain-
ing there for the following two
years as a staff member.

For the next two years, he was
at RAF St. Eval before coming to
the National Defence College,
Kingston, Ont. in 1952. He returned
to the U.K. in 1953 to become Direc-
tor of Navigation Training. In 1956
he was appointed Commanding
Officer at RAF Thorney Island,
leaving that position in 1958 to
attend the Imperial Defence Col-
lege.

Air Commodore Boxer was aide-
de-camp to H.M. the Queen in 1956,
and was awarded the O.B.E. in the
1948 Birthday Honours List.

assuming that those who are listen-
ing fully understand what we are
saying.

OPEN LETTER TO PARENTS—
CHILD SAFETY

The glorious days of _spring are
here. After the long winter, how
wonderful for the children to be
out of doors, to romp in the grass,
splash stones in a puddle, examine
strange bugs, bounce a ball, play
tag and race with the dog. How
carefree! Yet they must be taught
care. Only a short distance away
cars travelling within speed limit,
at an unguarded moment can
frighten. maim, or kill the unwary.

A child cannot remain a child,
carefree, lacking in _experience.
Some of the hard facts of life must
be taught at an early age to ensure
their very existence. It may be too
late to wait until the child is go-
ing to school where they may get
the basic rules of traffic safety.
The school is concerned with teach-

ing the three “R”s and have had -

traffic safety thrust upon them be-
cause pupils had not been taught
at home. Teaching traffic safety
should begin at home when Jane
or Johnny is three years old. It is
sald that experience is the best
teacher. An infant seeing a flame
will fearlessly thrust out an explor-

ing finger and a scorched digit is
his experience that will steer him
away In future, but no child can
afford the questlonable luxury of
a traffic accident to gain experi-
ence 1n safety measures.

The only answer is safety drill,
repetion, drill, drill until a child
will not step off the curb without
the old “Stop, Look and Listen.”
Once off the curb he will cross
smartly with no loitering in the
roadway. This drill once learned
should never be forgotten but oc-
casionally is ignored by the bigger
children. Then it should become
a matter for parental discipline.

It is these bigger children in the
age group 8-14 that are pussibly
the greatest danger. A driver see-
ing them assumes that they know
the fundamentals of traffic move-
ment and credits them with the in-
telligence io take the usual pre-
cautions. However, if they have
grown to ignore the simple safety
rules or heedlessly all responsibili-
ty for avoiding collision on the
driver, while they meander along
their aimless headstrong way. Then
all the ingredients for an accident,
except one, 1s present.

That ingredient might be faulty
brakes ,slippery wet road surface,
poor vision, or a driver as heed-
less an lacking in responsibility as
themselves. Then the result is often
tragic.

The Applied Radio
Course is of 24 weeks duration, de-
signed to graduate the student pro-
ficient in Electronics and Airborne
Communications and Radar.
