Centainly not the members of
‘the Corporals’ Club of Station St.
‘Hubert, who earlier this year, un-
animously decided to financially
“adopt” Yoon Jae Chun, an eight
ar old Korean boy sponsored by
wle “Foster Parents’ Plan.”

Under the plan, foster parents
contribute $15 a month towards
- the child’s support for at least one
wyear. From this the impoverished
wyoungster receives a cash grant of
~eight dollars monthly plus food,
suitable clothing and special medi-
£al care.

Relationship with the adopted
thild is on a most personal basis
‘The foster parents receive a pic-
fure, case history and monthly let-
ters from him. In turn a volunteer
corporal, giving rein to his paternal
instincts replies to Jae Chun every
month. Correspondence is trans-
lated both ways by Plan personnel.

ae Chun lives in Seoul, South
__Yrea and is one of many unfor-
funate children in that country
‘who, for his few short years on
this earth has known enough
‘Runger, misery and privation to
last a lifetime. He lives in a tiny
room with his widowed mother
and an older brother and sister.
For this privilege the Yoon family
pay the tremendous sum of $4 per
‘month. Although everything they
‘own is kept neat and clean the op-
pressive signs of extreme poverty
‘are visible throughout their tiny
living 'area.

Jae Chun’s father, a delivery-
man, had managed to provide an
adequate livelihood for his family
‘while he was alive. Unfortunately
his unexpected death earlier this
year left the family totally desti-
tute.

In desperation, the widow im-
mediately sought out work in an
attempt to continue the same pat-
ern of life tha existed before her
Busband’s death. Although she does
manage to obtain odd jobs she
Brings home merely 30 cents a day.
Of course, even by Korean stand-
ards, this sum is absolutely insuf-
ficient for the basic necessities of
dife.

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Jhe Sage System

SAGE (Semi-Automatic Ground Environment) is the name given
to the electronic warning control network, which when completed,
will grid the U.S. and Canadian air approaches and provide for an
integrated system of air defence in depth.

Contributing Editors

Elements of SAGE will be introduced into Canada this year.

The heart of the SAGE system is a giant computer which is designed
to collect. store and display simultaneously, data from many sources
such as heavy radars, weather stations, flight planning centers, missile
sites and air bases. This information is translated into an over-all picture
of the air situation, and automatically calculates for the commander
the most effective employment of such defensive weapons as BOMARC

' missiles, fighter interceptors, and through the U.S. Army’s MISSILE

MASTER, co-ordinates the NIKE AJAX and NIKE HERCULES fire
patterns.

When the long-range search radar detects what maytbe a hostile
flying object, the return is passed to the computer in the SAGE Direc-
tion Center. The computer will check the report with stored informa-
tion to determine whether it is a friendly aireraft, interference, or is
indeed an unknown aircraft. When the track is identified as hostile, the
computer will select the appropriate weapon, predict the interception
point, and after the operator pushes the firing button, controls the weap-
on during flight.

In the case of intercepting jets, the aircraft are controlled by the
directions fed by radio directly from the computer to the automatic
pilots in the planes. :

If the weapon selected was a BOMARC, the computer would control
the missile’s flight to the point where it dived on the target.

The main advantage of the system is its ability to handle great
masses of data and to perform vast numbers of computations in a very
short time period.

Apart from the increased speed and efficiency that will accompany
the SAGE operations, it reduces the requirement for Auxiliary back-up
to the Regular Force Squadrons. As a result of this development, a dis-
banment program for the 14 RCAF Auxiliary Control and Warning
Squadrons in Canada began early in 1961.

WO. Then the really confusing
command is issued, which is “Tall-
est on the Right, Shortest on the
Left, in three ranks . ..

A toughening-up process, includ-
ing realization they will face some
hardship, is recommended for to-
day’s children in a report published
by the American Medical Associa-
tion. The report, a study of the pre-
paration for the individual’s life
role as it relates to emotional ill-
ness, included research into the
backgrounds of 810 non-hospital-
ized psychiatric adult patients, 114
child patients and 557 normal
adults and children.

“Children in our present mate-
rialistic society,” says the report,
“often have high expectations for
pleasures and rewards and low
tolerance to frustration, punish-
ment or stress.

“Just as we often immunize
against many severe physical ill-
nesses by repeated doses of anti-
