These startling words trans-
mitted by an aircraft indicate the
highest degree of distress and re-
quires immediate and rapid action
on the part of any other aircraft
or ground station hearing them.

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The Royal Canadian Air Force is a fighting service . . .

A weapon of war when viewed by the potential aggressor, a deter-
rent to war as viewed by our fellow-member nations of the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization. How often do we, far removed from the
operational activities of our service, tend to overlook this fact as we

go about our daily tasks, wearing our nice blue uniforms, whether they .

be the operation of a fork-lift truck or the despairing hunt for that
elusive dollar in the Accounts section. Yet War is a human activity,
and the increasingly rapid advance in the fields of science, technolegy
and culture has not reduced and is not likely to reduce the human
capacity for waging wars, or the importance of men and women of high
quality in war.

The armed service of a nation, the Army, the Navy and the Air
Force, form only a part of the resources required by a nation for the
successful prosecution of a war. The others, together with the armed
forces, apply equally to peace as well as war, can be classified as will-
power, or national morale, industrial and econemic strength, capacity
for scientific research and development and man-power. Of these, will-
power, the basic human quality to succeed, whatever the cost, is the
foundation on which the security of our nation, of any nation, in time
of strife, and to a lesser extent, in time of peace, must depend.

The will-power of a nation is the basis of its war effort, for it is
only by the will of its people, the truck driver, the accounts clerk, be
they civilian or service, that a government is able to draw fully on its
resources. A nation is defeated if its people or its government no longer
retain the will and ability to fight.

National defeat for this reason may be occasioned by a number of
different factors and it may be effected without the prior defeat of its
armed forces as a whole. It may result from dislocation or destruction
of the industrial or economic system, from internal dissension, from war
weariness due to continued dislocation of the normal life of the popula-
tion or from the absence of any reasonable hope of a victory in the face
of an overwhelming power. Once a nation’s will to resist is broken, no
matter what the cause, it’s enemies are in a position to impose terms.

Therefore, a high national morale, and indeed a high morale among
us in the Armed services which sustains a determined will to win regard-
less of cost, is the most valuable asset our Nation can possess, and the
foundation of its power to maintain peace or prosecute a war to its
successful conclusion.

ARMAMENT SAFETY HINTS

Every year the Department of
Mines and Technical Surveys Ex-
plosives Division compile a report
on accidents with explosives. It
was noted in a recent report that
the total number of accidents for
1957 was 111 and that seven were
killed and 147 injured. Some of

these accidents were caused by per-
sons who should have known bet-
ter but did not take the necessary
precautions.

Why learn about explosives? In
service life and civilian life you
have some time caused an explo-
sion. When you light a match,
drive your car, fire a weapon, you
are causing controlled explosions.

What is an explosion? In a gen-
eral sort of way, an explosion con-
sists of the very sudden production
of large quantities of gases, usually
hot, from a much smaller amount
of a solid, a liquid, or a gas, and

is usually accompanied by a large
noise or report.

In a rifile or shotgun a solid
charge explodes and the gases
formed in the cartridge push the
bullet or pellets out through the
barrel at a high velocity. A mix-
ture of gasoline and air are ex-
ploded in a cylinder of a gasoline
engine by a spark originating from
a spark plug; a mixture of heavy
oil and air is similarly exploded
in the cylinder of a diesel engine.
Companies such as C.LL. that man-
ufacture black gun powder and
gun cotton are very careful to en-
sure that the air in the filling
rooms does not become contami-
nated by explosive powder; an ac-
cidental spark could destroy not
only the filling room but also the
entire building. It is the sudden
expansion of hot gases within a
closed container, whether it be a
shell casing, cylinder or a room,
causing it to break open violently.
This is the origin of the character-
istic “boom” sound of an explosion.

Explosives used in the RCAF
vary considerably in composition
and present varying risks, depend-
ing upon their composition as fol-
lows:

Detonators are among the more
sensitive explosives employed
since they may detonate when
dropped on a hard floor.

Gun powder, as used in ejec-
tion cartridges and certain oth-
er explosives, is sensitive to blow
or friction.

Bombs. are considered to be in
the less sensitive class but may
be detenoated by fire or very
rough handling or by missiles
from an explosion in the vicinity.
By explosive items it is meant
