402 Squadron (Aux) To
Receive Standard

Members of Winnipeg’s 402 Auxiliary Squadron of the RCAF are

busy polishing and preparing

for tomorrow, the 25th November, which

is to be one of the big dates in the history of their unit.

The Parade Commander, W/C J. T. Patterson, Commanding Officer
402 Squadron (Aux.), will direct almost 250 personnel over and above

those from the Training Command
Band and the 17 Wing (Aux.) Pipe
Band. The event will take place
at No. 10 Hangar at RCAF Station
Winnipeg, starting at-2:00 p.m.

Guests will include the chief of
the Air Staff’s representative, AVM
W. A. Orr, Air Member Materiel,
the Premier of Manitoba, Hon.
Dufferin Roblin, and representa-
tives of the Federal Cabinet and
Senate, and of municipal govern-
ments.

With the Queen’s Colour Party,

the RCAF Colour Party, and the

Standard Party in attendance along
with a 100-man Guard of Honour
to greet the arrival of the Lieuten-
ant-Governor of Manitoba, Hon.
Errick Willis, prior to the presen-
tation, this promises to be a cere-
mony rich in colour and tradition.

The honour of possessing a
squadron standard is granted by
the Queen only to those units of
the RCAF which have been in ex-
istence for 25 years, or have dis-
tinguished themselves by outstand-
ing operations. The design of 402’s
standard includes the squadron’s
“Totem Bear” badge, surrounded
by scrolls bearing the names of its
eight battle honours of the Second
World War. The ground, as for all
RCAF standards, is azure blue, sur-
rounded by a border of the floral
emblems of the provinces.

The 402 “Grizzly Bear” Squad-
ron, one of the first two RCAF
units to achieve this honour, has a
varied history, during which it has
carried out a number of different
roles. Originally formed in 1932 as
an Army Co-operative squadron, it
began flying a variety of light air-
craft, including Avro Tutors and
Gypsy Moths.

The Grizzlies went on active ser-
vice immediately on the outbreak
of the Second World War, flying
Westland Lysanders in Britain.
Later, however, they became a
fighter squadron, in answer to the
urgent need for more planes to
meet the Luftwaffe attacks. In this
role, they fought, with Hurricanes
and Spitfires, from bases in Eng-
land, Belgium, Holland and finally,
Germany. :

They shared in the Dieppe oper-
ation and many other forays into
enemy-held territory, and finished
the war with a tally of 50 enemy
aircraft downed, as well as 90

“probables,” and uncalculated dam-
age to shipping and other material.

The Squadron was disbanded in
1945 but was later reconstituted as
402 (City of Winnipeg) Squadron
in April 1946, in a fighter role, fly-
ing’ Harvard trainers and later,
Vampire jets. It was converted to
Army support in 1950, with bomb-
and-rocket-equipped Mustangs, and
finally switched, in 1956, to its pres-
ent role, as part of the national
survival set-up. \

Flying Expeditors and Otters,
the Squadron is now designated an
Emergency and Rescue Unit. In the
event of nuclear attack, its duties
would include observation and
mapping of disaster areas, recon-
naissance of evacuation routes and
emergency transportation.

Much work, has been put forth
by the director of this parade, F/L
J. B.'Chalmers, and the personnel
of Station Winnipeg in preparation
for this event. A feeling of pride
and satisfaction should surely be
derived by all participating in this
ceremony.

Major-General

Perhaps, if a season could be
named as appropriate, the one in which a year grows to a close is a
fitting one for such thinking. We are now-drawing close to the time of
year when the Chinese, unwilling to face a future year as someone’s
debtor, take steps to settle all their obligations. This is their answer t
the title question. It is their answer to security. .. 5

Casual thinking would lead us to believe.that we, of contemporary
times, have achieved a security in materialism that the world has never
known. Our homes, standing in a solid row; our cars parked in our drive-
ways; our telephones available for instant service in each house; our
ability to command the respect of merchants through the purchasing
power of our unearned dollar: these, in casual terms, represent the
security of our way of life. :

And yet, a deeper thought will reveal these self-same symbols in
reverse. It seems to us that there is a vital driving force impelling all
of us in search of a security which is false. Difficult to explain as it is,
modern development, although bent toward this goal, tends to lead us
away from the aim. We can no longer enjoy the security of the “small
world” of our ancestors. Our modern methods of communication and
transportation have ended this as surely as night ends day. Our economic
cycle of necessity frequently drives us away from the small home town
where we were secure in our associations with families, relatives, and
friends who had known us since birth. The unearned dollar, upon which
we place such faith, is secure only as far as the good will of the merchant
allows it to be. Our finance laws ensure his protection, and the material
which we buy with our promised dollar is only as secure as the piece of
paper which represents our contracts.

Perhaps then, the evening of the year is a goed time to take stock
of ourselves; to look back upon the year and resolve, to ourselves at
least, to what end our aims have been satisfied. Perhaps it is the time
to ask ourselves if our aims, themselves, have been worthy ones. *

In a word, the title question is one of morals. In essence, the words
left out in the question involve such things as what we have sacrificed
in order to pay for something the value of which may be questioned.
Security, in its finer terms, means nothing more nor less than the soli-
darity of our human relationships, for these, and nothing material, can
provide the answer in real values, and these, unlike real things, cannot
be purchased. Perhaps the Oriental, in ageless wisdom, has discovered
something which we have not. Has 1961 provided you with this type of
security? Or, on the other hand, has your search driven you just one
year further from your very natural objective?
