| CHRIST AND CHRISTMAS

it should be, since the great feast
of the birth of Christ has now be-
corne completely paganized, if it
were not for the feeble efforts of
our Christian churches.

Let’s be honest and admit that
this is the greatest day in the his-
tory of the world. All historical
events are dated either B.C. (be-

fore Christ) or A.D. (Anno Domini
. . . the year of our Lord). So how
come that Christ is relegated to a
rather minor role? The clergy may
refer to the birth of Christ, the Son
of God, in their sermons, but in the
mind of many of our so-called
Christians this is merely a pious
little story to be told children once
a year along with “Little Red
Riding Hood,” “Jack in the Bean-
stalk” and “Snow White and the
Seven Dwarfs.”

How come that the Christ-Child,
who is.a real person, has disap-
peared into the background and his
place has been taken by a rotund
old fellow in a red suit whom even
his most enthusiastic admirers ad-
mit is a purely imaginary charac-
ter?

Those of us who have been to
Europe know that children of many

countries receive their gifts either
from the Christ-Child Himself or

from his emissary Saint Nicholas,
. bishop of Myra. Even in America

Santa Claus was unknown years
ago. The famous Yuletide poem
“The Night Before Christmas”
never mentions the nocturnal visi-
tor by a name which has been
drummed into our supine minds by
department stores and other com-
mercial enterprises. He is referred
to in the famous poem either as St.
Nicholas or more familiarly as ‘“St.
Nick.” However, the Christian tra-
dition was already dying even
then, and now it has almost died.
A campaign was started a few
years ago to put “Christ back into
Christmas”. And yet those who

the same position as the little
Dutch boy who tried to hold back
the ocean by putting his finger in
the hole in the dike. Maybe we'll
succeed, but if we do, we have to
struggle against a veritable tor-
rent or flood of publicity which
threatens to sweep us all away into
a sea of paganism, where the name
of Christ is only used as an ex-
pletive to punctuate one’s conver-
sation or to drive home one’s point.

Think of how
much financial loss the toy depart-
ments would suffer if the jolly old
character driving the reindeer (or
the six white “boomers”) were to
become the “forgotten man” in-
stead. Isn’t it much more profit-
able to give Christ the “cold shoul-
der”? After all, in 2000 years the
name of Christ hasn’t filled the
pockets of too many of his real fol-
lowers, whereas the bluff old boy
in the red suit has enriched many
of his devotees. If you don’t be-
lieve me, take a trip down Por-
tage Avenue, or along the princi-
pal shopping street of any of our
large Canadian cities.

Let our children believe in Santa
Claus if we choose, until some pre-
cocious companion disillusions
them. But please, please, don't
leave Christ out in the cold! Didn’t
a few others do that in Bethlehem
the night He was born? Let's put
“Christ back into Christmas” once
more. And let’s keep Him there at
least for one day in the year!!!
