To many members of the Service, “SHAPE” means either Supreme
Headquarters Allied Powers in Europe, or a succinct and appreciative
description of a well formed young lady. There is, however, another,
somewhat colloquial definition of the word “SHAPE.”

That definition is: “physical condition,” in terms of how good or
how bad it is in reference to physical activity versus the human body.
This definition is the one referred to in the following paragraphs.

It is a proven fact that the average Canadian who engages in a
sedentary or “indoor” type of job is in poor “shape.” This condition is
partly caused by the type of employment, but to a far greater extent
it is caused by pure, unadulterated laziness. How easy it is to leap into
the soft cradle of a modern auto seat to drive four blocks to work, or
seventy-five yards to the drug store, even if it involves a half-hour wait
for parking space. How much more convenient it is to hire the boy next
door to shovel the driveway or mow the lawn, even if one has to wait
a few days for him to get around to it!

We who are members of the RCAF are to a large extent guilty of
being in relatively poor shape—perhaps not as poor as some segments
of our population are, but we certainly ean not claim to be as zesty and
physically conditioned as we should be. We, like many of our civilian
counterparts, have allowed our physical “shape” to follow the general
downward trend of today’s average man. We have allowed this state
to develop despite the fact that we are provided with the means and
the equipment to keep our bodies in excellent condition!

It is not the intention here to exhort everyone in the Service to
undertake a physical culture programme which will make us a national
example of fitness, strength, and athletic prowess, desirable though this
would be. The intent of this editorial is merely to observe that we are
sagging physically, and that unless we do something about it, we will
perhaps have to add to our motto the phrase “Through adversity AND
sluggishness unto the stars.”

BUFFALOS ACT AS
RESCUE SQUAD

On the week-end of Feb. 3-4 the
Stn. Hockey Team, RCAF Buffalos,
were in Grand Forks, N.D, as
guests of the USAF Base Hockey
Team. As you will recall, the
weather that week-end was, to say
the least, mixed up. The Saturday
weather was mild with 40 degrees
above temperature common throug-
out the area. The Sunday weather
blf.‘w in with 60 mph winds and
driving snow with 10 degree tem-
perature. This sequence of weather
sel up the episode recounted below.

The Buffalos played their first
game on Saturday and were set to
play the second game Sunday af-
ternoon, prior to their departure
for Winnipeg. The mild tempera-
tures of Saturday had ruined the
?utdonr ice at the air base and the

W0, games were being plaved in
the Coliseum of the U%ligerijty of
North Dakota, some 15 miles dis-
tant from the Air Base. Game time
for the Sunday game was 12 noon.
The bus left the airbase at 11 a.m.
and was followed by Maj. Bosch,
the coach of the USAF team, in
his car with his family. The weath-
er at this time was windy but of-
fered no problem for the bus or its
driver. As they proceeded into
town the wind became stronger
and visibility was reduced.

Arriving at the Coliseum an hour
later the Buffalos waited for the
arrival of their American counter-
parts. Maj. Bosch, who was imme-
diately behind the bus, hadn’t ar-
rived when the game was finally
called off at 1 pm. The driving
conditions had now deteriorated to
a point where the blowing snow,
driven by the 60 mph winds, re-
duced the visibility to 5 or 10 feet.
The roads, due to the thaw the day
before, were ice covered and were
treacherous for the lighter vehicles.
Cpl. Anderson, the driver, with Sgt.
Hopfner, a star defence man and
ME driver as well, riding shotgun,
managed to thread their way
through the city streets and to the
highway and head towards the

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Airbase where they were going to
lay over another night. Oncoming
cars appeared out of the white
darkness first as two lighted eyes
—then as a struggling mass of
metal with tires trying to hang
onto the slippery ribbon of con-
crete. The wind blowing across the
road added to their plight and some
just gave up and came to rest at
the side of the road. Just as they
passed one of these vagrant ve-
hicles, Sgt. Hopfner noticed it was
Maj. Bosch’s car. His car was
broadside in the lane and the rear
tires were frantically trying to
keep the car from sliding into the
ditch. Cpl. Anderson cautiously
drove the bus off the road and de-
cided they would ask if the Major
wanted any assistance. As you will
recall he had departed from the air
base behind the bus and now 2%
hours later was still trying to make

Mac still had his coat on so he

 jumped out of the bus and pre-

pared to look for the Major’s car.
Unable to see up or down the road
to ascertain if any cars were com-
ing and stepping from the lee of
the bus, he was pushed across the
highway by a huge invisible hand.
Fortunately for him no other ve-
hicles were approaching and he
made his way, head bent down and
protecting his face from the sting-
ing snow, towards the position
where he had last seen the car.
Out of the gloom the car appeared
still positioned diagnoally across
the road with the rear wheels
screaming in protest, not being able
to gain any purchase. He banged
on the frosted window and the vis-
age that greeted him was one from
the ice age. He gathered in his coat,
which was literally being blown
off him and tried to talk. The wind
blew the words right back down
his throat and he was unable to
speak. He worked his way around
to the other side of the car and
poked his head in the window to
be greeted by seven children, most
of whom were crying. Mrs. Bosch
was busily trying to keep the
windshield clear with credit cards,
as their scraper had broken prior
to this time. Besides her relentless
but futile task of keeping the wind-
shield clean, she also had the chil-
dren to pacify and keep their noses
wiped. As she did the rounds she
included Mac, wiped his face of its
melting snow and blew his drip-
ping nose. Hysteria was not far
away. They decided to draw the
car off the road as far as possible
and take the family back to base
in the bus. After they got the car
on the shoulder in hopes it would
not be hit again, (it had already
been hit twice), Mac directed them
to wait there while he went back
to the bus and sent the players over
to get the kids. The trip back across
the highway was somewhat differ-
ent. He couldn’t walk directly into
the wind so had to tack across the
road. At one point crawling was
the only way he thought he would
be able to make it back to the bus.
Upon entering the bus he was
greeted by a round of laughter. His
eyebrows and mustache were crust-
ed by snow, his hair had turned
prematurely grey from the blow-
ing snow and his coat had changed
its colour—white.

Plucking his snow-laden eye-
brows and mustache, he told the
boys the problem and asked them

to go back and escort the Bosch
family back to the bus. Practically
the whole team went across the
highway. One of the smaller hock-
ey players slipped on the ice just

as the wind caught him full force

and he recovered himself in a
seated position on the other side
of the road. One of the other lads
blew across the road and was un-
able to stop and ran into the snow
filled ditch. He was extricated by
two other members of the “rescue
squad”. To ensure no one would
get lost or hurt one player carried
a child and another held him
steady and assisted him over the
treacherous road surface. Cpl. An-
derson sounded the bus’s horn to
enable the people to locate the bus.
Two by two the team members
arrived back at the bus each bring-
ing with them a child wrapped in
a coat or blanket. Maj. Bosch and
his wife the last two to arrive en-
tered the bus in a swirl of snow
and set about to count noses. One
of the most tender and moving
sights it has been their experience
to witness was seen by passengers
of that bus. The Major and his wife,
certain now their family was safe,
embarrassed each other and wept
with thanksgiving and relief. The
strain and tension of the ordeal was
over, human emotion could be in-
dulged in without adding to the
anxiety of the children. The Major
had had the foresight to place in
his car at some early date a box
of emergency rations. The children
had become hungry and trying to
distract their attention from the
conditions around them, the rations
had been broken open. The bus
had a large cake aboard which had
been given to the team and a case
of pop which was for the players
after the game. The cake, pop and
@ round of Alouette did- wonders
to relieve the tension and depres-
sion of the moment.

It was now decided that due to
the severe conditions, any stranded
car should be offered assistance.
The bus slowly pushed its way
through the weather and stopped
iat every stranded car. Each time
two members of the team would
€o out and return to report their
finding. If more people were need-
ed to escort the people back to the
bus more players went out. Some
cars were nosed in the ditch, others
had stalled, others had parked on
the side of the road because they
could not see. An elderly couple
and their daughter on the way to
the University for her graduation
in Journalism had been hit and
driven off the road, The young
lady never did get to wear her
cap and gown but spent her gradu-
ation in a Canadian bus full of
thockey players on a wind blown
road of North Dakota.

A USAF vehicle was spotted
buried windshield deep in the
ditch. Five members of the sta-
tion boxing team had spent 1%
hours waiting out the storm.

During the next two hours, the
time it took the bus to drive the
15 miles, a total of 20 people were
rescued from their cars, which
were gradually filling with snow.

Hockey had been the prime pur-
pose of the team that weekend,
however, the toughest game was
the fight with the elements in that
15 mile ride. The driver and the
team are to be congratulated on
a job well done.

Who won the game? Oh yes the
Buffalos 14-2.

Air Forces Of The World

Considered to be the most pow-
erful, and best equipped Air Arm
in Southern Asia, the Indian Air-
force will enter its 30th year of
service on the 1st of April of this
year. Entrusted with the defence of
the Indian sub-continent, and its
370 million people, the IAF has
been progressively expanded over
the past few years, and now has
an operational strength of about
20 first line units, with a goal of
25 squadrons in the future.

The second part of the expansion
plan drawn up by the Indian gov-
ernment is to make the country
self-sufficient in its supply of air-
craft. In this line, Hindustan Air-
craft Limited, the major producers
of aircraft in the nation, have ex-
panded|their facilities, and are now
engaged in the production of two
types, the Folland Gnat Mk. 1 and
the Avro 748 transport. In order to
prevent a possible shortage of en-
gines for these and future types,
HAL has built a new engine plant
at Bangalore to produce Bristol
Orpheus 701 and B.Or12SR turbo-
jets, as well as Rolls-Royce Darts
for the Avro 748.

The 100-0dd Folland Gnats which
are being built for the IAF, are
being viewed by that service as
an interim fighter, which will be a
useful supplement to their strength
until the supersonic HF-24 becomes
operational sometime in the near
future. Designed for HAL by the
man who was responsible for the
FW-190 of WW 11 fame, Kurt Tank,
the HF-24 is the first jet fighter to
be designed and built entirely in
India, it has a speed in the range
of mach 15, and is powered by a
pair of locally built B.Or12SR en-
gines.

Primarily a tactical force, the
IAF received their first jet aireraft,
the Vampire F.3, about 14 years
ago, supplementing these in 1953
with 104 Dassault Ouragans (Too-

fani) which were bought from
France. In 1957, as a part of the
second phase of the re-equipment
program, 110 Mystere 1VA inter-
ceptors were purchased along with
140 Hawker Hunter Mk. 56’s, and
it is these two aireraft which to-
day form the backbone of the IAF.
Also in the same year, a group of
Canbarra B(I).58 light bombers
were bought from Great Britain,

alnog with 8 Canberra PR.7, and
6 T.4’s.

The transport squadrons of the
airforce are equipped with a num-
ber of types, including the surviv-
ors of a group of 70 aging C-47’s
obtained during the 1940’s. As a
replacement for these, the IAF will
soon be receiving the Avro 748,
and it is estimated that approxi-
mately 130 of this type will be
required to enable the airforce to
fulfill its commitments, both mili-
tary and civil. A number of other
aircraft are in service with the
Transport Command, including 25
C-119G Flying Boxcars, a similar
number of Otters, 8 An-12 aft-
loading heavy transports, 211-14's,
an];%3 3 Vickers Viscounts, a 723 and
a .

In addition to the regular air-
force, there is a reserve component
of 7 squadrons, in which civilians
are trained on a part time basis.
These units are mainly equipped
with HT-2, and T-6G Texan train-
ers, but in 1960 the airforce began
to add jet flights to each squadron.

The Naval Air Arm is equipped
with Breguet Aliz’s anti-submarine
aircraft, and the Hawker Seahawk
FGA.G, which fly off of the Indian
Navy’s single carrier, the Vikrant
(ex-H.M.S. Hercules). All other
naval aviation is confined to the
Fleet Requirements Unit, which
flies Fairey Firefly TT.l and TT.4
target tugs, Sealand amphitians,
and a small number of HT-2 train-
ers.
