Two Searches For 111 
The first week of June began 

with two searches for 111 KU, one 
in northern B.C., the second in 
northern Manitoba. 

On June 2, Dr. G. S. Flaherty 
and FatherThomas Adams, both of 
Milwaukee, left Fort St. John at 
7 p.m. on a 2-hour flight north of 
Fort Nelson in a Seabee amphibian. 
The pilot, Dr. Flaherty, became 
lost after flying around bad weath- 
er and flew 70 miles upriver be- 
yond his destination. He landed at 
Nelson Forks, and the two men 
set-up camp to await rescue. 

Search activity began Sunday 
but a 111 Albatross was hampered 
by bad weather in the area. On 
Monday 111 sent out a Lancaster 
and Dakota to join the Albatross, 
and 418 Auxiliary, Edmonton, des- 
patched an Otter. 

Unluckily for the downed men 
they extinguished their, camp-fire 

on Monday night and were asleep 
when 111’s Lancaster swept over 
them, unseen and unheard. At 
noon next day, June 5, the Al- 
batross spotted them and a civilian 
Cessna 180 was afterward sent in 
with fuel to enable the Seabee and 
the two men to fly out and con- 
tinue their journey to Fort Nel- 
son. 

A Churchill Otter was joined by 
a 111 Lancaster on June 7 in the 
search for a Stinson overdue after- 
noon on a 180-mile flight from 
Maguse River south to Fort Churc- 
hill with one man aboard. 

This search ended Wednesday 
afternoon with the location of the 
Stinson crashed on break-up ice 
off the west coast of Hudson Bay, 
120 miles north of Churchill. The 
pilot, Ron Castle, a missionary, 
was found dead in the wreckage 
of his aircraft.
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EDITORIAL CORNER 

Fust id Suwwal 
A frenzied shrieking of brakes—a suddy ery—and there on the street 

a knot of anxious bystanders gathers about a huddled form on the 
pavement. All is confusion with everyone crowding around the victim 
and nobody knowing just what to do. But suddenly, someone pushes 
forward and shouts out certain orders—someone goes to call a doctor, 
the crowd moves back to allow passage of air to the victim, and the 
person who has taken charge stoops over to examine the victim to see 
what can be done before the doctor and ambulance arrives. 
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This is first afd. It takes a cool head, firm courage and sure but 
simple knowledge of the steps to follow. We can all learn it; and if we 
do not, we may someday be almost certain to wish that we had. First 
aid has saved untold suffering and many a life. 

First aid is a necessity in industrial plants. It is here that many 
accidents take place simply because man has not learned to control the 
machines that their own hands have built. Surely indeed it will prove 
useful in the home-——Home—that haven of rest and security? Strange 
as it may seem, the home is the scene of a large proportion of our serious 
accidents. A third of the accidents to children occur there as a result of 
falls, burns, cuts, electrical injuries, of taking poisons by mistake, and 
suffocation—particularly where small children are concerned. And then 
there are the highways which carry the careless drivers at reckless 
speeds—causing untold accidents which account for the third highest 
number of deaths. 

Yes, there is an urgent need for first aid in nearly all: of these 
emergencies. Indeed, the knowledge of first aid is fast becoming more 
necessary, and RCAF Station Winnipeg has taken a big step forward! 
with the initiation of first aid training. This course is being administered 
by qualified instructors of the Nuclear Defence staff, with exercises and 
practical testing under the supervision of the medical staff. Credit must 
also be given to the Service Police who cooperate to the fullest extent 
of their training by directing traffic around simulated traffic accident 
scenes, 

This is indeed a sound’course, and the nineteen graduates who have 
just completed their training are trained welfare workers ready to apply 
the first principle of first aid “to preserve life.” 

May there be many more courses to follow.

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POW 
By F/S McBurney 

In the 9th episode of our story, FS McBurney tells of the extre 
hardships suffered during the forced march eastward through German 
to keep ahead of the Russian advance. 

We were given about 1/2 Ib. of meat paste, 1/3 loaf of bread ani 
2 oz. margarine when we boarded the train, and that had to last unt 
we arrived at our new camp which was less than a ‘day’s journey b 
train, but turned into 34% days before we got there. Drinking water wa 
the main problem on this trip as it was extremely difficult to suppl 
water to that many men without 
the proper preparations in advance. 
If we did get water it was very 
difficult to store with so many men 
cramped into such a small space, 
and someone would drink it on you 
if you turned your back. 

We boarded the train on Feb. 5 
and arrived in Luckenwalde on 
Feb 9. Enroute we passed through 
Liegnitz, Sagan, (where we were 
parked on a siding all day with a 
train load of Red Cross parcels on 
the next track which we could not 
get to), Cottbus, Callou, Gallwitz, 
and Falconberg. In one 13-hour 
period we covered a distance of 
13 kilometers. We were all given 
a hot shower on arrival in Lucken- 
walde. It was the first time I had 
my clothes off for three weeks. 
The shower was almost as reviv- 
ing as a good meal would have 
been. I was amazingly thin. I esti- 
mated my weight at less than 130 
pounds, and my normal weight 
was 165. 

We were assigned space in an 
already overcrowded camp. There 
were over 35,000 prisoners from all 
nations in this camp. Our group 
were put into a barrack approxi- 
mately 24 x 50 feet. This room had 
362 men in it, and was by far the 
most crowded barracks we had 
encountered. We had to sleep head 
to toe, with the next fellow’s feet 
under your armpit. The floor was 
covered with straw and we were 
too crowded to get cold. The crowd- 
ed, unsanitary condition was an 
excellent place for lice, and they 
really moved in, and you couldn’t 
get rid of them. I scratched from 
then until I was released and had 
a good dusting with DDT at the 
American camp at Schoenbeck. 
There were washrooms, but the 
water was turned off most of the 
time, and if you were not one of 
the first in line you could not get 
a~ wash. When the water was 
turned on it was cold and the pres- 
sure was not sufficient to beat the 
dirt off without soap. 

Most of the people felt weak and 
hungry all the time, but we man- 
aged to take a bit of exercise, such 
as a short walk every day to keep 
in shape in case we were sent out 
on another march, and to relieve 
the boredom, and possibly forget 
that you were hungry for a few 
minutes. Our rations were less than 
we had in our previous camp. We 
were given a loaf of bread among 
seven people, one cup each of oat- 
meal, and one tablespoon of sugar 
daily, and some times a couple of 
cups of imitation tea. A real good 
meal would have killed anyone of 
us, but I am sure there was not 
one man among us who would not 
have jumped at the chance to kill 
himself by overeating. Talk of food 
and hatching schemes to get more 
Was an even more popular subject 
than talking about women, and 
when that happens, it was a serious 
situation.

Each nationality was segregated 
in a separate compound and ea 
had their own Red Cross parce 
lockup. Being newcomers to th 
camp we had no parcel supply an 
the German transport system wa 
so badly bombed that we were um 
likely to get any. On Feb. 24 
received a donation of one parcé 
between 45 men from the Norwe 
gian compound. We thought it wa 
very nice of them when they we 
so short themselves. The other na 
tionalities steadfastly refused 
share with us. All of the parce 
came from either the U.S.A. a 
Canada. The gift from the Nor 
wegians helped make about o 
slice of hard German bread slip 
down a little easier. 

I would like to describe this Ge 
man bread that we ate all the tir 
we were in the prison camp. 
was a smoky brown color, ex 
tremely tough and dense. I gues 
they didn’t use much yeast, or els 
the yeast wouldn’t work in the 
sawdust which appeared to be the 
main ingredient. About half ine 
from the bottom of every loaf there 
was a layer of uncooked black 
dough about the consistency of 
stale gumdrop and a half inek 
thick. The outside was hard an¢ 
had small particles of wood em 
bedded in the'crust. It had a very 
outstanding taste, not actually dis 
agreeable, but then again, not pa 
ticularly pleasing. Once tasted you 
would never forget it. It was. sq 
heavy that when you swallov 
you could feel it thump when 
hit the bottom of your stomac 
When we eventually started eating 
white bread again it had very little 
taste and required much more to 
fill as much as our prison camp 
bread would. 

Two English POW’s were sho 
when they, and two others were 
caught breaking into the Serbian 
Red Cross parcel lockup. One wa 
hit in the chest and the other in 
the hip. They are both in the hos 
pital, and the two others are in the 
crowbar hotel. This was the fourth 
time since we arrived that the par 
cel stores have been broken into, 
but the first time anyone had been 
caught.

We have been running an ex- 
change business lately, and have 
been eating slightly better. We 
have been slipping out of our com- 
pound and trading with the pris- 
oners who are sent out to work on 

the farms. Cigarettes are the main 
currency, and with them we can 
purchase eggs, bread, chickens, etc. 
and bring them back into our own 
compound and make a slight profit 
selling to our own boys. Just 
enough to keep us in business and 
give us some of the food we have 
obtained for our own consumption 
and a slight reward for the risks 
we take in slipping out of our com- 
pound. If we were caught it would 
mean being placed in a cell to en- 
sure we would not wander around 
where we were not supposed to. 

There are seven huge mounds of 
earth at the lower end of the camp, 
and it is rumored that they were 
communal graves. They are about 
100 yards long and 50 yards wide. 
The rate at which the Russian 
prisoners are dying, I wouldn't 
doubt it a bit. At least two Rus- 
sians die every day from sickness 
or malnutrition. The poor devils 
are in worse shape than we are, 
and are treated with far less con- 
sideration. The only way the Ger- 
mans find out a Russian has died 

is to make an inspection, as the 
Russians keep their dead in the 
barracks, so that they can continue 
drawing rations for them and that 
way get a little more for the rest 

of them.

ANS FLYING WING

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Dr. Arnell Visits CNS 
On Monday, 4 June, Dr. Arnell, Scientific Advisor to the Chief 

the Air Staff, visited CNS and gave a lecture of “The Potential Use . 
Space.” Dr. Arnell gives several lectures at CNS each academic ye r 
and this was the last one for this year. 

Prior to becoming Scientific Advisor to the Chief of the Air Ste 
Dr. Arnell held several senior posi- 
tions with the Defence Research 
Board. They were, Director of 
Plans, Director of Scientific Intel- 
ligence, Senior Scientific Officer 
(Special Weapons) and Superin- 
tendent of the Chemical Labora- 
tories. Dr. Arnell is a graduate of 
Dalhousie (BSc, MSc) and McGill 
(PhD) Universities. 

In his talk Dr. Arnell said that 
it was very difficult to forecast the 
future use of space as there is no 
history to use as a guide. “This is 
compounded,” he said, “by the 
rapid advances in the last five 
years.” 

Dr. Arnell suggested that the 
“capsule in space” concept of the 
Mercury project may have very 
little military application in space. 
He felt that the developments of 
the X-15 program would, in the 
long run, have a greater potential 
use in space. “A winged vehicle,” 
he said, “had two major advan- 
tages; these being the fact that a 
winged vehicle could carry a great- 
er payload into space and the loss 
of which is a major expense in 
present rocket launchings.” 

Dr. Arnell went on to review the 
various space programs presently 
underway and those planned for 
the immediate future, dwelling at 
some length on the application of 
artificial satellites in the commu- 
nications field. At the conclusion 
of his lecture Dr. Arnell answered 
many questions pertaining to space 
research.

As with all the smaller denomi- 
nations of our Canadian coins the 
50c silver piece obtained a new re- 
verse design in the year 1937 show- 
ing Canada’s “Coat-of-Arms”. De- 
signer K. G. has come through 
with another lovely work of art. 
The obverse shows King George 
VI facing left and not wearing the 
British Crown. 
Viewing the reverse side, we see 

Canada and the year 1937 and up 
to 1958 down at the bottom. 50 
cents is placed at the top just over 
the large Crown. In itself the Ca- 
nadian Coat-of-Arms has a beauti- 
ful design. To the left of it is a 
lion standing upright holding a 
lance to which it attached the Eng- 
lish Union Jack. Over to the left 
side is placed the French “fleur- 
de-lis” flag on the lance held by a 
unicorn. 

The 1946 issue of the Canada 50- 
cent piece has had one minting 
flaw. For example, the odd one 
has part of the unicorn’s hoof go- 
ing straight through the centre of 
the figure 6. This coin is now 
worth approximately $30.00 if in 
EF extremely fine condition.. 

1947 issues brought four differ- 
ent.specimens. A straight 7 point- 
ing slightly to the left and another 
having a small maple leaf beside 
it. Then still another has a curved 
figure 7 pointing to the right. The 
maple leaf added near the bottom 
to the right of the 7. These are 
all quite rare including the 1948 
issue of which 37,784 were minted. 
Some 1949 copies. reveal half of 

the unicorn’s hoof partly cover- 
ing the main stem of the figure 9. 
When Queen Elizabeth II issues 
were released in 1953 there are 
both the large and small dates for 
that year only. 

In 1959 the Coat-of-Arms design 
was slightly changed showing the 
year at the top with Crown sep- 
arating the figures 9 & 5. Canada 
was then placed to the left of the 
lion and the flag while 50 cents 
moved over to the right of the uni- 
corn. To date this reverse design 
is the same one used by the mint. 

And that’s about it for now. The 
next issue will give you some in- 
teresting info. on our Canadian 
Silver Dollras. Tl be seeing you.

The inevitable struggle that re- 
sults shows itself in seesaw be- 
havior—she acts one minute like 
a young woman, the next as a 
child; swings from furious energy 
to lackadaisical laziness. Anyone 
who has ever watched a group of 
poised young ladies suddenly dis- 
solve into fits of squealing giggles 
in a- theatre lobby or on a train 
knows how disconcerting this can 
be. 

This uneven behavior—a kind of 
growing by fits and starts—is per- 
fectly natural, however, and just 
one of the things which parents 
should learn both to expect and 
accept without completely under- 
standing. Their best role at this 
time is to stand by as a kind of 
guide and shock absorber—giving 
credit when mature judgment is 
shown and encouragement when 
lapses occur. 

One thing all teenage girls share 
is a great need for group approval 
or, to put it more simply—popu- 
larity. And since they feel that one 
of the main factors influencing 
their popularity is appearance, 

they spend more time thinking 
about this than’ almost anything 
else. In fact, 62% of the girls ques- 
tioned in a nationwide survey ad- 
mitted that this was their main 
worry, while 59% of them felt the 
thing they would most like to 
change was their own personal 
appearance.

under the direction of a leader to 
participate in any local, provincial 
or military first aid competitions. 

First aid training, although re- 
maining a responsibility of the 
medical services has now become 
a part of nuclear defence training, 
and to meet this requirement all 
nuclear defence instructors must 
now attend the Canadian Forces 
Medical Services Training Centre 
for four weeks during which time 
they receive instruction in casualty 
simulation as well as being brought 
up to St. Johns Ambulance Asso- 
ciation instructor level with the 
added military requirements. This

The nuclear defence staff carried 
out the instruction, exercises and 
practical testing on this course un- 
der the supérvision of the SMO, 
S/L Whiston, and with the guid- 
ane and. co-operation of our ma- 
tron, F/L Ziegler. 

It is important, not only from 
a national survival point of view, 
but also from the everyday emer- 
gency one, that, as many people as 
possible be trained in first aid or 
some kind of welfare service. We 
all, of course, hope and pray that 
a national disaster will never oc- 
cur and we work to this end, how- 
ever, we also hope and pray that 
we will never be involved in an 
automobile accident, a fire or any 
other hazard of life. We do, how- 
ever, insure ourselves against 
such a risk in order to reduce the 
hardships’ created at such a time. 
National survival training, be it 
first aid training, radiation moni- 
toring, rescue training, or exercises 
in the event of fall-out conducted 
by the nuclear defence section is 
no more than national insurance, 
in most cases on a voluntary basis. 
Medical services would be pre- 
occupied with those casualties in 
immediate need of their skill, this 
then is where the trained welfare 
worker must be ready to apply 
the first principal of first aid, “to 
preserve life”. There is no doubt 
our nineteen graduates are capable 
of fulfilling this obligation. 

Personnel who attended the 
course will be awarded a St. Johns 
Ambulance certificate and may 
progress to a more senior awards, 
as a St. Johns Ambulance instruc- 
tor, or even to industrial certifiica- 
tion, If each of these volunteers, 
for such they were, trained another 
19 first aid men this would total 
361 and similarly if each of the 
361 trained another 19 this would 
total 6,859. It can be seen that soon 
first aid trained people would total 
millions. Good luck to all our 
graduates from the instructor at 
Building 47, remember the coffee 
is always on at 5 cents a cup. Keep 
up your knowledge and feel wel- 
come to call us on any problems.
