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EDITORIAL CORNER 

Disaster and Human Behaviour 
Behaviour is so heterogenous that it defies description in terms of 

a few simple categories. 5 
Tn all disasters, whether from the forces of Nature or from enemy 

attack, the stresses are of a severity and quality not generally encoun- 
tered. Reactions may be quite different from usual behaviour. 

Further, in a disaster, instead of an individual or small group 
reacting, there is a mass response. A disaster is not a homogenous 
totality which is related or can be coped with as a single event. A 
disaster is a varied sequence of problems. 

The most significant problems of behaviour derive from social 
disorganization and uncoordinated action rather than from emotional 
individual behaviour or helplessness of the survivors. 

Following the catastrophe the community as a whole will be pros- 
trate . . . the destruction of physical facilities upon which social organi- 
zation and social cohesion depend produces a period of more or less 
social paralysis . . . Although there may be some rudimentary social 
activity, the social organization will be severely crippled and its imme- 
diate recovery will depend upon the introduction of social organizations 
from without. 

Studies of disasters refute the notion that psychological disturbances 
render the population of the stricken area completely dependent and 
helpless. A disaster-struck population is not, as a common stereotype 
implies, a dazed helpless mass. 

The stereotyped image of “panic,” “looting,” and “exploitation” 
following a major disaster is rejected as a product of “fertile imagina- 
tion” popularized by novels, movies, radio, and television programs.

SEPT 2157 September 21st, 1935, was a magnificent autumn day, a 
= day for great deeds on the football gridiron and before the 

shadows lengthened that afternoon Western Football was to 
see history made. The West had never beaten the East in 
Senior Football. The mighty Sarnia Imperials, defending 
Grey Cup Champions, were on a Western Tour. A crowd 
3,800, largest ever to watch football in Winnipeg, turned out 
to see the Easterners and to see the nine new Americans with 
Winnipeg. The Imperials had such noted stars as “Bummer” 
Stirling, a fabulous punter, Ormond Beach, Rocky Parsaca 
among others. But the ‘Pegs, later to become the Blue 
Bombers, had some new men who were to leave an indelible 
mark in Western Football... Russ Rebholz, the late Dr. Bert 
Oja, Fritz Hanson, Bob Fritz... The Winnipeg line foughtthe 
Imperials to a standstill, blocking four of.Stirling’s punts, 
Ten Winnipeg men played the entire 60 minutes. Rebholz 
and Joe Perpich out-kicked the hurried Stirling. At the final 
gun, Winnipeg was ahead 3-1 to achieve the first triumph 
ever for a Western team over an Eastern Football Club. It was 
the beginning of a 14-game winning streak that was to be 
climaxed by Winnipeg winning the West's first Grey Cup,

Do You Know Your NATO 
Is There a Time Limitation Upon 

NATO? 

The Treaty spells this: 
“Article 12. After the Treaty has 
been in force for ten years, or at 
any time thereafter, the Parties 
shall, if any of them so requests, 
consult together for the purpose of 
reviewing the Treaty, having re- 
gard for the factors then affecting 
peace and security in the North 
Atlantic area, including the de- 
velopment of universal as well as 
regional arrangements under the 
Charter of the United Nations for 
the maintenance of international 
peace and security. 
“Aticle 13. After the Treaty has 
been in foree for twenty years, 
any Party may cease to be a party 
one year after its notice of de- 
nunciation has been given to the 
Government of the United States 
of America, which will inform the 
Governments of the other parties 
of the deposit of each notice of 
denunciation.” 

While the Treaty thus provides 
certain specific answers to this 
question, it is nevertheless prob- 
able; because the scope of NATO 
security, that the mutual benefits 
(political, social, economic, scien- 
tific, and educational) deriving 
from Atlantic Community co- 
operation, will cause the organi- 
zation to endure, even if at some 
future. happier day the military 
threat were to disappear from the 
horizon. 

Whai Is The Soviet Attitude 
Toward NATO? 

There can be no doubt but that 
the U.S.5.R. has recognized in 
NATO its “public enemy No. 1,” It 
continues its unremitting efforts to 
weaken NATO through misrepre- 
sentation. Perhaps the most im- 
portant is its constant reference to 

NATO as an “Offensive alliance.” 
There is not only no evidence to 
support this, but NATO is bound 
by its own Treaty to take no ac- 
tion unless attacked. At the Heads 
of Government meeting in 1957, 
this was again referred to in the 
“Declaration of Principles” as fol- 
lows: “Faithful to the Charter of 
the United Nations we re-affirm 
that our alliance will never be 
used for aggressive purposes.” 
Another attempt to disrupt 

NATO unity has been the long 
series of notes which Mr. Krush- 
chev has addressed separately to 
the NATO partners. But this pro- 
gram of deliberate disruption has 
fortunately had the very opposite 
effect from the one intended. 
NATO solidarity is stronger today 
than before the barrage began, be- 
cause the NATO partners through 
their representatives on the Coun- 
cil, have developed consultation 
and political cooperation over these 
notes to a point hitherto unkown in 
world history. To this extent, So- 
viet strategy has backfired!
