That the programme is a success 
is borne out by the fact that in 
1962, some two hundred handi- 
capped persons were placed in em- 
ployment. In September of 1963 
alone, placement officers of the so- 
ciety secured employment for 14 
handicapped persons. 

Watching these people perform 
jobs that the average person de- 
pends upon his livelihood, has 
one coming away feeling that here 
is no group or individual to be 
pitied but, rather marvelled at for 
the way in which they put their 
heart and soul into each endeavour 
to achieve the best results. 

Under the watchful eye and firm 
hand of shop foreman Mr. Jack 
Douglas and his supervisors, piano 
keys and wheel chairs are repaired, 
books rebound and lawn furniture 
re-webbed. Jobs from outside in- 
dustries such as mechanical assem- 
bly, grinding and buffing, drilling 
and mechanical repairs are carried 
out in the machine shop. 

The sewing shop is a beehive of 
activity where warning and safety 
flags, nail aprons, mail, grain and 
sand bags and window blind manu- 
facture and repair are carried out.

ST. JAMES SAFETY 
COMMISSION FORMED 
WINNIPEG, Jan. 23—The inaugural meeting of the newly formed 

“St. James Safety Commission” convened on January 20th in the Council 
Chambers of the St. James Civic Offices. 

Creation of the new Safety Commission results from a St. James 
Council resolution adopted in November, which calls for the establish- 
ment of an official body to develop 
and implement a programme of 
eivie action aimed at improving 
conditions of public safety in the 
city of St. James. 

The expanding population and 
industrial base in St. James to- 
gether with wider automobile own- 
ership, a higher density of private 
and commercial traffic, greater 
home automation, and the continu- 
ing trend toward more outdoor ac- 
tivity of all kinds and in all sea- 
sons, are some of the many factors 
cited which have been contributing 
to the greater number of accidents 
and mishaps reported in recent 
months. While measures for public 
safety in St. James are equal to or 
better than those in any other ur- 
ban centre, civic officials state that 
there is no room for complacency 
or inaction in the face of today’s 
rising accident level. Moreover, the 
added pressures of future living 
and working trends may them- 
selves involve a greater risk of ac- 
cidental damage or injury for the 
citizens of the community. 

Accordingly, the St. James Safe- 
ty Commission was formed to im- 
prove conditions of public safety 
through education, and by limiting 
or removing such hazards as now 
exist or may in future develop. 

Attending the inaugural meeting 
Monday night were: His Worship, 
Mayor A. W. Hanks; Alderman R. 
Gillies, who acted as convening 
chairman; Aldermen R. Paulley 
and A. Mackling; Police Chief 
Maltby, and representatives from 
civic, business and service organi- 
zations in St. James, Elected by

In outlining his terms of refer- 
ence the Chairman said that the 
Safety Commission had been em- 
powered to commence its work im- 
mediately. He stated that the Com- 
mission’s first task would be a de- 
tailed study of the whole problem 
of public safety, after which the 
guide lines could then be set. for 
development of a comprehensive 
programme of public education. 

W/C McArthur also indicated 
that the St. James Safety Commis- 
sion expects to work closely with 
the recently formed Greater Win- 
nipeg Safety Council. Such liaison, 
he said, would contribute to ef- 
fective and complimentary pro- 
grams, and also help eliminate du- 
plication of effort. 

St. James is the first munici- 
pality in Greater Winnipeg to cre- 
ate a separate Safety Commission, 
charged with the direct responsi- 
bility of improving all conditions 
of public safety for its citizens. It 
is hoped that this progressive step 
will stimulate other municipalities 
to follow suit.

OVERLOADING BLOCK 
HEATER OUTLETS 

It has been found that the ma- 
jority of block heater outlet un- 
serviceabilities have been caused 
by overloading the circuits with too 
many electrical items, such as block 
heaters, car warmers, etc. 

The cost of repairs to block heat- 
er outlets is disproportionate to the 
importance of these units. Most of 
these unserviceabilities are entirely 
preventable if the car owner would 
limit the appliances he plugs in to 
ONE block heater, 
Checks will be carried out in the 

future to determine the amperage 
drawn by vehicles plugged into 
these outlets, and the licence num- 
bers of automobiles drawing over 
5 amps will be turned over to the 
appropriate authorities for disci- 
plinary action.

FIRE PLUGS

Last year, while stationed 
England, your writer viewed th 
flying of several WW11. aircrai 
and\ could not help but think th 
the crash fire fighting facilitie 
and manpower available at mo 
airports in the world today migh 
just about fill the bill as crag 
protection for such aircraft. 

The fire service has a_ histor 
that dates back long before th 
great fires of London and Chicag 
and’ long before the Wrigh 
brothers and Mr. McCurdy cam 
on the scene. The city of Chicag 
has one of the most comple 
libraries in the world and an enti 
section is dedicated to the f 
service and the deeds of the meé 
who have worked so diligently fe 
its advancement. How can the fi 
service hope to maintain th 
esteem in the public eye whe 
lives are lost almost daily on ai 
port runways throughout th 
world? 

Governments and corporatio 
have for years invested billions 
the quest for bigger and faster ai 
craft but never seem to gi 
thought to the question of dolla 
for crash protection research. 

Crash rescue vehicles are a ve 
expensive item, but due to 
large number of persons that 
be involved in an emergency af 
the consequences when a disast 
occurs, the dollars involved 
unimportant. 

Manpower is another expensii 
item, but when weighed agair 
the possible life toll the cost 
again negligible. 

Current crash rescue tactics ai 
based mainly on techniques 4 
veloped by the military duri 
WW11 and slowly refined as a 
paratus and equipment advanet 
have occurred. It is evident thi 
the airport fire protection co 
cepts are based on fire apparat 
types satisfactory for piston driy 
aircraft, and as a result fire figh 
are hard pressed to cope with 
aircraft emergencies. It is hard 
comforting to view these facts 
the light of increasing aircré 
size and speed, as well as th 
greater utilization of air travel. 

Entirely new approaches ai 
needed right now before aeronal 
tical and astronautical scientis 
make practicable what is present! 
experimental. This means that a 
persons concerned with crash 
cue and flight safety must ber 
every effort to make certain th 
no possibility of improvement 
personnel, technique or equipmel 
be overlooked. 

It is not the writers intention 
belittle any effort already put fo 
ward, but only to point out th 
many of the decisions and effor 
made in the field have been mag 
while in a WW11 frame of mind 

A dictionary definition of 
search states, “It is a careff 
search, a close searching, a critic 
and exhaustive investigation hat 
ing for its aim the revision 
accepted conclusions in the ligl 
of newly discovered facts.”

VOXAIR 

Queen Approves New 
RCAF 
      

Air Material Command Head- 
quarters recently announced that 
her Majesty the Queen has grac- 
iously approved the unit badge 
for the RCAF’s 6 Repair Depot. 

The badge design is based upon 
the phoenix, a mythical bird which 
consumed itself on a funeral pyre 
and rose again with renewed youth 
and vigour to complete another 
life cycle. The golden phoenix 
rising from flames symbolizes the 
new life given to materiel at the 
repair depot and the ingots re- 
present the basic materials used 
in the refurbishing processes. The 
motto may be translated as 
“Nothing is beyond our repair”. 

Based at Trenton, Ont. since its 
formation in February, 1940, 6 Re- 
pair Depot is the RCAF’s only unit 
where officers and airmen may 
gain experience in extensive re- 
pair and overhaul procedures. 

Over the years the depot’s role 
has changed from that of a repair 
facility to that of a school teaching 
advanced industrial processes and 
management techniques and pro- 
ducing valuable repair work as a 
by-product. The depot handles 
about five per cent of the RCAF’s 
total repair and overhaul work. 
The rest goes to civilian industry. 

There are now more than 60,000 
users of natural gas in Metro Win- 
nipeg, and a total of 681 miles of 
mains have been installed up to 
October 1, 1963.

Then if things still g 
wrong we won't be explaining f 
St. Peter (or whoever is adjutan 
at the other reception centre) 
we had been feeling very lucky 0 
very daring.
