In June 1958. he 
took over as Deputy Chief of Staff 
Operations at Supreme Head- 
quarters. Allied Powers Europe

In April 1962 the Minister of 
National Defence announced the 
appointment of Air Marshal Dun- 
lap as Chief of the Air Staff, to be 
effective September 15, 1962.

A/M C. R. SLEMON, CB, CBE, CD 

Air Marshal C. Roy Slemon, the 
only serving member of the Air 
Force’s “originals”, has the distinc- 
tion of being able to look back 
over continuous service in the 
RCAF since its creation in 1924. 

Born in Winnipeg in 1904, he 
graduated with a Bachelor of 
Science degree in engineering from 
the University of Manitoba. He 
began his service career in the 
Army’s Officer Training Corps. 
reaching commissioned rank of 
Lieutenant. In 1923 he joined the 
Canadian Air Force, and won his 
pilot wings in 1924. His early ser- 
vice life included many years.-fly- 
ing in the Arctic and sub-Arctic on 
exploratory and air mapping opera- 
tions. 

He took the year’s course at the 
RAF Staff College in England 
shortly before the war and follow- 
ing this served two years on coast- 
al operations, rising to command 
Western Air Command on the 
Pacific Coast. 

In 1942 he went overseas to or- 
ganize the all-Canadian Bomber 
Group and for two and a half years 
was second-in-command of this 
force of fifteen heavy bomber 
squadrons which during this time 
reached the peak strength of over 
24,000 personnel, Following a short 
period in command of the Bomber 
Group, Air Marshal Slemon was 
appointed Deputy Air Officer 
Commander-in-Chief of the RCAF 
Overseas for the last few months 
of the war in Europe. 

After the war’s end, Air Marshal 
Slemon served as a member of the 
Air Council in Ottawa until 1949 
when he became the Air Officer 
Commanding Training Command. 
In 1953 he was appointed Chief of 
the Air Staff and relinquished this 
position on Aug. 31, 1957, to become 
Deputy Commander - in - Chief, 
North American Air Defence Com- 
mand.

A CHILD IS POISONED 
Speed is essential and mistakes 

are costly when a child is known to 
have consumed poison. Compli- 
cated instruction are of little use. 
Here are four simple steps: 

1. Dilute the poison by making 
the child drink water; two cups for 
children under five, a quart for 
those older. 

2. Make the child vomit in all 
cases except when there are burns 
around the mouth. This means the 
child swallowed a corrosive, such 
as* lye. Vomiting would seriously 
aggravate burns in the throat and 
mouth. Avoid vomiting when the 
victim has swallowed petroleum 
products such as kerosene, gasoline, 
furniture polish, cleaning fluids. In 
such cases, vomit could enter the 
lungs causing broncho-pneumonia; 
also avoid it when the child is un- 
conscious or in convulsions. It 
could choke to death. 

Induce vomiting by depressing 
the back of the tongue with a 
finger. 

3. Call a doctor. Tell him the 
type of poison if it is known. Fol- 
low his instructions. 

4. Keep the child warm and give 
artificial respiration if necessary. 
If the child is unconscious, take 
him at once to the nearest hospital. 

Take along the poison container, 
label, remaining contents and any 
vomited material. These will help 
identify the poison. 

Cautions Concocting antidotes 
mav waste precious time. Don’t 
bother with them. Plenty of plain 
water is effective. 

Prevent Poisoning 
Lock the medicine cabinet. 

Drugs, including aspirin, the big- 
gest offender, cause most child 
poisonings. Keep medicines off bed- 
room night tables. 

Don’t keep household chemicals 
under the sink. Keep them on high 
shelves where crawling children 
cannot reach them. 

Never transfer a poisonous sub- 
stance into a common unmarked 
eontainer such as a cola or milk 
bottle, drinking glass or pitcher. A 
child could easily mistake the 
poison for milk or cola. ,

There are no 
secret short cuts to proficiency. 
Progress depends on the individual 
and the teacher. 

Training 

Judo is broken down into two 
major categories of training which 
are: 

1. Nage-Waza — Throwing Tech- 
niques. 

2. Katame -Waza — Grappling 
Techniques. 

You might hear of words like 
strangulation or bone locks. Senior 
Judoka’s are taught these techni- 
ques and are also taught to sub- 
mit when they are applied making 
them quite harmless when used 
properly by qualified people. 

Judo as a sport 
The Kodokan Judo took place 

first as a martial art and second as 
a form of physical and mental 
training. Today Judo, internation- 
ally is one of the world’s fastest 
growing sports. Many people still 
have the wrong idea of Judo and 
are doing it a lot of harm by 
spreading misconceptions about it.
