MAKE FRIENDS 
WHILE SEPERATING ENEMIES 

IN CYPRUS 

Canadian soldiers had little trou- 
ble winning the affections of the 
young in northern Cyprus where 
Greeks and Turks have been liv- 
ing together in relative calm.

RECRUITING STILL ACTIVE 
The last few months of govern- 

mental adjustment have resulted 
in considerable publicity and dis- 
cussion about the Armed Forces; 
many people, both service and ci- 
vilian, are not aware that RCAF 
Recruiting Units are still in exist- 
ence and indeed functioning just 
as strongly as they were a year 
ago. Although there has been a cut- 
back in total strength, and some re- 
duction in establishment, it is still 
necessary to maintain a flow of 
people through the training or- 
ganizations of the Air Force to al- 
low the career planning people to 
maintain an age spread in the vari- 
ous ranks. The maintenance of this 
flow of personnel into the basic 
training establishments is the ma- 
jor function of the Recruiting 
Units as controlled and directed 
by the Director of Personnel Man- 
ning in Air Force Headquarters. 

The functional requirements of 
the Recruiting Unit in accomplish- 
ing its designed role can be dis- 
cussed under three major cate- 
gories. 

First of all, so that the public 
will be aware of our existence, we 
must advertise. The recruiting 
units are responsible for most of 
the advertising done in their areas 
and this takes many forms; ie., 
newspaper classified ads, pamphlet 
distribution to National Employ- 
ment Service in the many larger 
population centres and poster 
placement in the small post offices. 
DPM, at AFHQ, controls all the 
advertising done in national peri- 
odicals and magazines. There is 
also an allotment of funds for ad- 
vertising in High School annuals, 
but this is done on a tri-service 
basis and is aimed at ROTP re- 
cruitment. 

Secondly, there is a large re- 
quirement for liaison visits so that 
personal contacts and interviews 
can be conducted throughout the 
RU area. These visits are conduct- 
ed through mobile recruiting trips 
and school approach talks. The 
school talks are designed to en- 
courage the students to get as 
much education as possible and to 
inform them of the career oppor- 
tunities available in the RCAF, 
The Regular Officer Training Plan 
(ROTP) which is tri-service, is 
stressed more than any other avail- 
able plan. The ROTP is a scholar- 
ship type of competition open to 
any male junior or senior matricu- 
lant (16-21 years of age) who is

medically fit and has the addition- 
al qualifications necessary for an 
ROTP applicant. This plan com- 
pletely subsidizes a combination of 
military and academic education 
up to a full degree in Arts, Science 
or Engineering, at either a Cana- 
dian Services College or a Civilian 
University. All that is asked in 
return for this considerable expen- 
diture of money is four years reg- 
ular employment in the Service of 
their choice. Of course, this aca- 
demic background also entitles the 
graduate to apply for a permanent 
commission in the Armed Forces 
and participate in the career op- 
portunities available to the Perma- 
nent Commissioned officer. 

Our third function is the control 
of the never ending flow of paper 
which is handled by a staff in the 
orderly room. They answer the 
routine telephone calls, mail out 
pamphlets and information to pros- 
pective applicants, type, check, file 
and distribute the various docu- 
ments as required on our success- 
ful applicants. They interview 
prospective applicants who appear 
in person. The recruiting officers 
conduct counselling, supervise test- 
ing and do the final interviewing. 
They enroll University Graduates 
and skilled and unskilled ground- 
crew; they also document direct 
entry aircrew and ROTP candi- 
dates. In short, all the many re- 
cruiting operations in the province 
of Manitoba and Northwestern On- 
tario are processed through. the 
RU in Winnipeg. 

The Recruiting Unit in Winnipeg 
is located on the second floor of 
the main Post Office Building at 
466 Graham Ave., and is part of the 
tri-service, Canadian Armed Forces 
Recruiting Centre.

GOLF AND CAR RACING 
ON WORLD OF SPORT 
A golf course once described as 

a “cow pasture’,, and a newly reno- 
vated race circuit are the sites of 
two top sports events to be fea- 
tured on CBC-TV’s World of Sport. 

The British Open, played at St. 
Andrews in Scotland, and the Roy- 
al Auto Club European Grand Prix 
held at the new Brands Hatch in 
Kent, England, will be telecast 
Prenat July 19, from 2 to 4 p.m. 

The first hour of the program 
shows highlights of the golf play 
from the 14th hole at St. Andrews. 
Commentators are Henry Long- 
hurst, Bill Cox and Cliff Michel- 
more, 

Lying on the edge of the North 
Sea, the St. Andrews course is con- 
sidered one of the toughest golf 
tests in the world. The layout is 
fashioned by nature—natural dunes 
for bunkers, thick course turf with 
tough heather, stunted trees as 
obstacles, and gale-force winds 
coming off the sea. 

Golfers playing the course for 
the first time, however, have called 
it unfair and out of date. Irish 
golfer Christy O’Connor, although 
agreeing to some extent with these 
statements, says, “It is still the 
ideal place to hold an event of im- 
portance and stature. The best 
player will always win here.” | 

Of the field of 120 who will tee- 
off in the British Open, favorites 
include Tony Lema of the United 
States, Gary Player of South Af- 
rica, Jack Nicklaus of the U.S., and 
left-hander Bob Charles, defending 
British Open champ from New 
Zealand, : 

On the second half of World of 
Sport, CBC-TV presents coverage 
of the European Grand Prix auto 
race. A crowd of 135,000 race en- 
thusiasts are expected to line the 
2.65-mile circuit to watch the top 
international drivers compete. 

Four previous World Champions 
are entered in the Grand Prix:

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RCAF STRESSES WATER SAFETY 

Two service dependents receive life-saving instructions. 

After the swimmer has passed the 
beginners’ level, he is encouraged 
to progress through additional 
swimming categories. He may earn 
the Canadian Red Cross Society’s 
Beginners, Junior, Intermediate 
and Senior certificates. 

For those who wish to instruct 
and supervise, they can work to- 
wards the Red Cross Water Safety 
Instructor certificate and/or the 
Royal Life Saving Society’s Bronze 
Medallion, the Award of Merit, and 
the Distinction Award. 

Since the RCAF’s water safety 
training program started in 1959, 
approximately 50,000 service mem- 
bers and their dependents have re- 
ceived Canadian Red Cross and 
Royal Life Saving Society badges 
and certificates. 

Despite warnings and safety cam- 
paigns, each summer many Cana- 
dians lose their lives in accidental 
drownings. The RCAF, mindful of 
this fact, decided many years ago 
that the best way to cut down on 
service and dependent drownings 
was to launch a program of water 
safety. 

In co-operation with the Cana- 
dian Red Cross Society, the RCAF 
trained a nucleus of recreation per- 
sonnel to supervise the program 
which is now almost entirely car- 
ried out by volunteer instructors— 
serving members, their wives, and 
dependent children 18 years and 
older. 

Qualified instructors teach the 
average non-swimmer how to swim 
in ten half-hour lessons or less.
