sent meaning of “gossip” evolved. 
Words come into being in a fas- 

cinating variety of ways. Some are 
imitative of sounds—like “hiss,” 
“bang,” “gurgle,” “gibberish.” 
Some words are named after men 
like Dr. Guilotin, who suggested 
the “guillotine.” According to 
Webster’s Third New International 
Dictionary, an Irish landlord 
named Boycott gave us that word 
—by being so harsh and downright 
ornery that his tenants finally 
“boycotted” him, 

Less logical was Belgian chemist 
Van Helmont, who in the 17th 

century saw a mysterious vapor 
in a glass cyclinder and christened 
it “gas.” What led him to originate 
this name, he couldn’t say—except 
that the formless puffs vaguely re- 
minded him of the Greek word 
“chaos.” 

The word “oxygen” was born of 
a scientific mistake. Because 
Antoine Lavoisier, the French dis- 
coverer of oxygen, thought it was 
an essential component of all acids, 
he named the substance from the 
Greek “oxys,” sharp, and gignes- 
thai,” to be born. 

One of our most commonly used 
words was originally a made-up 
nonsense syllable! The story goes 
that a man named Daly, of a Dub- 
lin playhouse, bet a friend that 
within 24 hours he could have the 
whole town talking about a mean- 
ingless word. He won the wager— 
by chalking all over Dublin’s walls 
the letters QUIZ. 

Some words are literally nick- 
names for other, longer words. In 
this category is the sports “fan” 
(short for fanatic) ... the tough 
“cuss” (for customer) ... the old 
“chap” ( for chapman, an ancient 
English word for merchant) and 
the “mob,” an abbreviation of the 
Latin phrase “mobile vulgus,” 
fickle crowd. “Nincompoop” is a 
telescoped version of the Latin 
“non compos mentis,” mentally 
incompetent. 

“Tt’s amazing how picturesque 
some ordinary words turn out to be, 
upon investigation. “Disaster” is 
from the Latin for stars; astrologers 
believed stars had both benevolent 
and malignant phases, the latter 
leading to “disaster.” “Preposter- 
ous,” amusingly, is a combination 
of the Latin “prae,” before, and 
“osterus,” behind. “Calculate” is 
from the Latin “calculi,” little 
pebbles used by the Romans to cast 
their votes—and reckon up their 
gambling debts. “Cliche” is French 
for a stereotype plate in printing; 
“conjugal” means what many hus- 
bands may have suspected— 
“yoked together.” On the other 
hand, what student would connect 
“grammar” with “glamor?” Yet 
word experts know that both de- 
rive from an old Scottish word for 
“magie spell” — centuries ago, 

“grammar” conveyed the idea of 
mysterious lore. 

Would you ever guess that 
‘Gdiot,” in the original Greek, 
simply meant “a man who holds no 
public office?” Or that “kidding,” 
in its early 19th century meaning, 
was “to amuse or divert your vic- 
time while your accomplice robbed 
him?” Or, for that matter, that 
“robe” and “rob” are related words 
—the idea being that a robber be- 
decked himself in the spoils stolen 
from his victim! 

Another pair of verbal relatives 
is “shrew” and “shrewd” (formerly 
spelled “shrewed”). “Crummy” or 
“crumby” a scant hundred years 
ago was a term of high praise—it 
meant good, handsome, buxom. 
“Buxom,” incidentally, has also 
changed its meaning drastically— 
it used to mean “obedient,” 
“pliable” (in its old form the word 
was “bough-some,” i.e. bending like 
the bough of a tree.) 

Some words, however, are al- 
ways stable. People have been jok- 
ing about “elbow-grease” since 
1672, talking about “the gift of 
gab” even longer. (“Gab” is a very 
old Gaelic word for mouth.) And it 
has always been safe to call the 
boss, the boss—ever since we bor- 
rowed the word from the Dutch

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VOXAIR 

OLYMPIC COVERAGE 
The CBC today announced plans 

to use the communications satellite 
Syncom III in its exclusive Can- 
adian coverage of the 1964 Olympic 
Games from Tokyo, Japan. 

The satellite, to be launched in 
mid-August by NASA (National 
Aeronautics and Space Adminis- 
tration), will go into a so-called 
stationary orbit over the Pacific. 
From the opening ceremonies on 

Oct. 10 though the 2-week span of 
the games, CBC will package daily, 
one hour of Olympic programming 
—30 minutes French, 30 minutes 
English. The signal will be trans- 
mitted from the Kashima Ground 
Station 50 miles northeast of Tokyo 
via Syncom III to the Naval Missile 
Centre at Point Mugu, California. 

Videotapes of the transmission 
will then be flown by jet from 
Point Mugu to Toronto and Mont- 
real for telecast later the same day. 
CBC will also co-operate with 

EBU, the European Broadcasting 
Union, to provide European view- 
ers with same-day coverage of the 
Olympics. The EBU signal will be 
received at Point Mugu and then 
moved on a microwave circuit to 
Montreal where a CBC remote unit 
at the airport will record it. The 
videotape will then be flown by 
Air Canada to Hamburg, Germany. 

Arrangements for the satellite 
operations were worked out by the 
Communications Satellite Corpor- 
ation with the co-operation of 
NASA, the U.S. Defence Depart- 
ment, the Japanese Government 
and the Japan Broadcasting Cor- 
poration. 

In the event of any technical dif- 
ficulties with the operation, CBC 
will fly the videotapes from Japan 
to Canada for viewing the next 
day. 

RCMP Series On CBC TV 
A television series which tells 

the real story of Canada’s Royal 
Canadian Mounted Police, began 
on CBC television Monday, Aug. 10 
at 4 p.m. EDT and will be seen each 
week-day for 24 episodes until 
Sept. 11. It is the only television 
series to be made about the 
mounties with the co-operation of 
the force itself. 

The three co-stars are Gilles 
Pelletier, John Perkins and Don 
Francks. They form a three-man 
detachment at Shamatawa, a fic- 
tional town of 4,000 in Northern 
Saskatchewan. 

Not all the episodes deal with 
crime. The series attempts to give 
a picture of the day-to-day activit- 
ies of the mounties. It was original- 
ly seen on CBC-TV in 1960.
