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A STUDY OF 
Camera West visits a witches’ 

coven in Britain’s New Forest and 
interviews England’s most famous 
practising witch, Sybil Leek, on 
Part 1 of a two-part study of witch- 
craft, Circles of Power, to be tele- 
cast on CBC-TV on consecutive 
Wednesdays, Sept. 2 and 9, 

Part 1 deals with the history 
of witchcraft in Europe, recreates 
portions of a famous witchcraft 
trial in England in the early 17th 
century, and shows Sybil Leek 
leading a modern witches’ coven 
in ancient ceremonies never be- 
fore photographed. 
Between the 13th and 17th cen- 

turies in Europe, the practice of 
witcheraft was illegal and its ex- 
ponents were brought to trial. The 
penalty for the guilty was death 
at the stake. 

The famous Lancaster trials in 
England will be recalled on Part 1 
with “The Examination of Eliza- 
beth Sowtherns” in 1613, a drama- 
tization based on actual transcripts 
of that trial. The woman was ac- 
eused of making a pact with the 
devil and causing the deaths of 
John Robinson and Henry Hytton. 
The cast includes Barbara Tre- 
main as Elizabeth; Sam Payne and 
Brian Butcher as prosecutors. 

Part 1 concludes with the Sybil 
Leek interview and the scenes 

WITCHCRAFT 
filmed at the present-day witches’ 
coven. Throughout the interview, 
Sybil’s raven is perched on her 
arm, interjecting his own squawk- 
ing commentary. The witch Sybil 
talks about witchcraft today and 
some of the cures she claims to 
have affected on hopeless cases. 

On Part 2, to be telecast Sept. 9, 
Circles of Power tells the story of 
witchcraft, Indian rituals and spir- 
itualism as evolved and practised 
in North America. A dramatiza- 
tion of a witchcraft trial in Salem, 
Massachusetts, in 1692, concerns 
John Proctor, accused by three 
girls of the community, aided by 
the testimony of Proctor’s maid, 
Mary Warren. This enactment is 
based on trial transcripts, 

Also included on the second pro- 
gram are film sequences showing 
the rituals of North American In- 
dians, notably the tribes of British 
Columbia and the Pacific north- 
west, and a discussion of the prac- 
tices of tribal “shamans” or witch 
doctors.

The meaning of a Fall, Decision 
and Draw should be obvious, how- 
ever, it is doutbful that one would 
understand the difference between 
Forfeit and Default.

A Default oc- 
curs when a wrestler.appears on 
the mat but because of injury is 
unable to finish a match. A Default 
can be awarded to the injured 
wrestler if he was injured because 
of an illegal hold applied by his 
opponent. In most cases, however, 
the Default will be-awarded to the 
wrestler able to continue the 
match.

People play golf for many varied 
reasons: businessmen make impor- 
tant contacts; housewives exchange 
the latest gossip; and health fad- 
dists partake of air and exercise. 

Professional golfers, however, 
play for money, and it all becomes 
slightly more complex when $35,- 
000 rides on a tricky, three-foot, 
downhill putt. It makes for an ex- 
citing sport —for spectator and 
player. 

The richest and newest annual 
tournament, the World Golf Cham- 
pionship, will be inaugurated at 
the end of this month, with CBC 
television coverage beginning on 
Sunday, Aug. 30. Play on the final 
six holes of the $200,000 tourna- 
ment will be featured. 

Most of the leading international 
golf stars are expected to show up 
at the Oakland Hills Country Club 
in Birmingham, Mich., hoping to 
come away with some part of the 
jackpot, if not the $35,000 top 
money. 

Almost one-third of the field of 
150 golfers will be representing 
far-off lands such as China, Ire- 
land, Japan, Brazil and Thailand. 
South Africa’s Gary Player, and 
Australia’s Kel Nagle, Canadian 
Open winner, are also entered. 

Leading the large American con- 
tingent are top money-winners 
Tony Lema, Jack Nicklaus, Arnold 
Palmer and Ken Venturi. Canada’s 
hopes are pinned on Al Balding, 
George Knudson, Moe Norman and 
Alvie Thompson. 

A new technique in golf report- 
ing will be used for the World 
Golf Championship telecast. It fea- 
tures a control centre strategically 
located on the course where an- 
nouncers can rapidly spot the most 
interesting developments. 

In 1965, the tournament will be 
played at another United States 
championship course. The follow- 
ing year the World Golf Cham- 
pionship moves to England, and 
in 1967 will be held in Canada.

Medical science says that you 
start deteriorating at the age of 25.

If you want to improve the ap- 
pearance of your coin collection 
as I am doing now, just let me 
know and I will arrange to get 
you 20 per cent off the retail price 
on the new and greatly improved 
blue Whitman folders. I purchased 
four of them a couple of weeks 
ago and my coins look a lot neater. 

These “Bookshelves” as they are 
called, are manufactured by the 
Whitman Publishing Company, Ra- 
cie, Wisconsin. Some have two 
pages, others have three and four 
pages depending on the coins and 
their first year of minting. Prices 
vary with the different Book- 
shelves because more work is re- 
quired to process a folder or Book- 
shelf with four pages, For example 
the ten cents Canada pieces go into 
Bookshelf No. 9503 which has four 
pages and 111 openings for the 
coins dated 1858 to the present 
year, retailing for $5.50 but the 
2-pagers sell for approximately 
$3.00. 

The backs of the pages have a 
permanent sheet of transparent 

cellulose-acetate strips for viewing 
the opposite side of the coins..On 
the front of each page there are 
three sliding strips of acetate for 
coin insertion. So for the novice 
and average coin collector, these 
new blue Whitman Coin Book- 
shelves are the answer to proper 
coin viewing and displays.
