THE PADRE'S PORTION

Padre I. Raeburn-Gibson

Last month I stuck my neck out
and promised the teachers of the
Protestant Sunday School that
there would be a maximum num-
ber of ten children in each class.
The teachers were encouraged fo
hear this because as has happened
in the past some teachers have had
twenty or more children to care
for. You can imagine the difficulty
of teaching such a large class con-
sider the facilities available to us.
What is more important a class of
over ten children makes it difficult
to get to know each one personally
and to give attention and under-
standing to each individual. It is
especially true in the fellowship of
the Christian Church that there be
a close and personal relationship
with one another. This was the
main reason why I promised the
teachers that each class would be
limited to ten children.

Of course, at the time, we did not
know how many children would
be enrolled in the Sunday School
‘We had to wait to find out.

Most of the children have enroll-
ed and we now have 35 Kinder-
garten children, 126 Primary and
97 Juniors. The Kindergarten and
Primary Departments have suf-
ficient full-time teachers for the
present but there should also be
two substitute teachers for each de-
partment.

The Junior Department has an
enrollment of 97 which is consider-
ably larger than anticipated. At
present there are five Junior
teachers, we need four additional
full-time teachers immediately.

Have I stuck my neck out when
I promised the teachers that they
would have a maximum of ten in
each class? 1 don't think so—be-
cause I am confident that when
Protestant men and women realize
the situation our Sunday School
will find sufficient teachers and
substitute teachers.

“And I heard the wvoice of the

THE SPACE AGE

The soaring space accomplish-
ments of recents years—men in
orbit and exploratory robot craft
spanning the interplanetary void—
are built on generations of genius,
perseverance, and dreams.

On Friday, Oct. 30, CBC-TV’s
Educational Youth Programming
will present Space: The New
Ocean, an eight-part series telling
the dramatic story of space re-
search, and of the United States
space program.

The half-hour series of programs
is designed for school students in
the 13-15 age bracket. Each pro-
gram is made up of film, photos,
graphic illustrations, models and
discussions.

The series, will trace the develop-
ment of rocket propulsion for space
probes, from the theories of the
ancients through present-day ac-
complishments to future attempts
to reach distant planets and stars.

In the opening program of the
series, entitled The Two Thousand
Year Countdown, host Herb Clarke
traces the long “countdown” for
the space age from the invention of
the reaction engine by an ancient
Greek to the eve of the Second
World War.

The second half of this program
is devoted to early modern space
research, with films of the Russian
pioneer Tsiolkovsky, of German
rocket experiments of the 30’s, and
of the extensive and important
work of Dr. Robert Hutchings
Goddard, America’s great inventor.

Other programs in the series in-
clude NASA and Russian films
showing the development of the
Mercury capsule; special NASA
films showing the development of
the Mercury capsule; a re-creation
of an astronaut’s journey around
the world in 89 minutes; and a
look at the Titan rocket, an un-
familiar member of NASA's grow-
ing family of boosters.

Project Echo, Telstar, Courier,
Relay, Syncom and other orbiting
vehicles are examined as part of the
enormous conquet of space for
communications use.

WHITE PAPER ON DEFENCE

In the White Paper of Defence,
it was stated that “the present
headquarters organization of the
Department of National Defence is
far too large. The fact that our field
forces are modest creates a serious
unbalance between the field and
headquarters branches of th serv-
ice. As it appears that we will have
to maintain modest forces in being
for many years to come, it is ap-
parent that a re-organization is re-
quired.”

The White Paper went on to
state that the solution was consid-
ered to be “the integration of the
Armed Forces of Canada under a
single Chief of Defence Staff and
a single Defence Staff. This will
be the first step toward a single
unified defence force for Canada.”

Subsequently, by Bill C-90, this
integration of the Canadian Forces
Headquarters became effective on
1 August, 1964. Since that time, the
Chief of Defence Staff, and his
senior staff officers have been de-

plete re-organization and integra-
tion of the headquarters on func-
tional lines.

The plans for the re-organization
of Canadian Forces Headquarters
are already well advanced and it
is now possible to identify some
of the significent reductions which
will be made in the numbers of
personnel. There is a reasonable
prospect that something in the area
of 1,000 military positions, which
