Merry Go Round Of Revolving Credit

If anyone told you that hundreds
of thousands of Canadians and
American families are clamoring to
sign up for a credit plan which
forced them to pay about 18% more
for their clothes, hardware, cosme-
tics, shoes, and other purchases, you
would think he was testing the
limits of your gullibility. Actually
this is absolutely true.

Even veteran credit managers
express amazement at the public’s
enthusiasm to enroll in the new,
revolving -credit plans being
prompted by department stores and
mail-order houses. Few of these
people seem to realize what a high
premium they will be paying for
this credit.

Here is how a typical revolving-
credit plan works. Based on the
customer’s income and ability to
repay in monthly instalments, the
credit department sets up a credit
maximum. This might range from
$100 to $500. The customer gets a
credit card which enables him to
charge anything in the store or
catalogue up to his credit limit.

Each month, the customer re-
ceives a statement of his account.
Should he wish, he can pay the
balance in full within thirty days
with no charge for the credit or
service. Used this way, revolving
credit works like a regular no-
interest charge account and is con-
venient and inexpensive.

But the majority of reveolving
credit customers accept the store’s
invitation to pay only a part of the
balance each month. Usually they
are asked to pay one-sixth of the
balance due; if the balance stands
at $300 the customer is asked to
pay only $50. He is then urged to
charge more items up to the ori-
ginal maximum of his credit union.

As the promotional literature of
the revolving-credit plan put it, the
store will then charge “only 1%
percent per month on the unpaid
balance”. What most people do not
know is that his 1% percent
amounts to a whopping 18 percent
per year simple interest. (most of
us get only 3 percent interest on
our bank savings accounts).

Not only is 18 percent a lot of
money to pay for credit, but the
popular revolving-credit plans hide
some other pitfalls which make
revolving credit one of the most
vicious inventions of our way of
life. ;

Hardly any people use them as
no-interest, thirty-day charge ac-
counts. They quickly fall into the
habit of instalment buying. Soon
they are presenting the credit card
to buy all types of non-durable
items which they could easily buy
for cash. Every family at one time
or another may go into debt to pur-
chase a needed washing machine or

stove, but revolving-credit addicts
use their cards to buy candy, nails,
records, paints, hardware, under-
wear, etc., etc.

We say “18 percent or more” be-
cause the mechanics of revolving
credit are such that families may
pay even more than this. It depends
on how the credit department keeps
its books. You may end up paying
as much as 108 percent if you pur-
chase an item on the 25th day of a
thirty day month, and are charged
the 115 percent rate for these five
days.

Again, the clever campaigns to
get customers to buy up to the limit
of their credit encourages families
to remain perpetually in debt.
Month after month they charge
non-durable items, pay a fraction of
the balance, absorb the 18 percent
or more credit charge, and go back
to buy more on credit. Chances are
they will never pay up to the full
balance and get back to cash pur-
chases.

Family financial advisors seldom
make blanket recommendations.

There always seems to be excep-
tions to the rules. But when it
comes to budget-breaking, revolv-
ing-credit plans, almost all advisors
issue one warning: stay clear of
them.

Most of us have to watch our
pennies. We shop for bargains. We
find it hard to put savings aside for
a college education for the kids,
Christmas presents, a family vaca-
tion trip. We simply cannot afford
to spend 18 percent more for every
dayhitems we could easily buy with
cash.

If you have become entangled in
a revolving-credit plan, try to pay
up the balance and then destroy
your credit card. Instead of revolv-
ing credit, try to pay cash, limit
yourself to a thirty day no-interest
charge account, buy furniture and
appliances at stores which allow
ninety days to pay without credit
charges, borrow money at one per-
cent per month on the unpaid bal-
ance from your credit union.

Get off the revolving-credit
merry-go-round today. Like all
carrousels, it takes you for a dizzy
ride but gets you nowhere.
