More power to Maritime punch . . . missles, turbines

Four new destroyers for Canadian Forces

Contracts for the construction of
four helicopter-carrying destroyers for
Maritime Command have been an-
nounced. These ships, the DDH-280
class, are fitted with a missile system
for defence against air attack and a

DDH-280 Class
five-inch calibre gun for surface ac-
tion, as well as carrying comprehen-
sive anti-submarine gear.

The ships, named Iroquis, Huron,
Athabaskan and Algonquin, will be
ready for service commencing June,
1971, with the last ship delivered by
September, 1972, Marine Industries
Limited, Sorel, and Davie Shipbuild-
ing Limited, Lauzon, Quebec, will

each build two ships. The ships with
a displacement of 4,100 tons, are con-
siderably larger than the previous de-
stroyer escorts built in Canada. Sig-
nificant features include an all-gas-
turbine propulsion plant and a com-
puterized command-and-control sys-
tem.

The cost of the overall four-ship
program comprising ship construction,
propulsion and other machinery,
weapons systems and communications

equipment is estimated at between
$220 and $225 million.

Something of Value

One of the major premises operating in the Forces
today has been the distinct separation of training and
education functions. While such distinctions may be ex-
pedient in the short-run; a too-rigidly enforced division
may destroy the many possible benefits that accrue when
combining certain training and education concepts. In-
stead of dividing our limited resources into two separate
and seemingly 1ilc}stile: camps, would the Forces not be
farther ahead To amalgamate certain programs under the
education banner?

DND devotes approximately $10,000,000 annually to
the operation of the three Canadian Military Colleges and
the Regular Officer Training Plan. This allotment repre-
sents a significant portion of the total outlay for all ed-
ucational activities carried on by the Forces. The Cana-
dian Forces can be proud of their university; one of Can-
ada’s finest, in terms of staff, facilities and academic
achievements. But servicemen may be upheld for express-
ing concern and dismay that the full potential of the
Royal Military College of Canada and its constituent col-
leges has not been thoroughly explored. This potential
is enormous; and its development will bring rich rewards
to the total Forces’ education program. -

During most of June, July and August the fine labora-
tories, libraries and class rooms at the military colleges
stand virtually silent while the cadets undergo practical
service training. During this same period other Canadian
universities are conducting vigorous summer schools, in
which many service personnel are enrclled. Would it not
benefit the Forces to open their university during the
summer months for those members?

An integrated program of extension, correspondence
and residence courses conducted by our university would
open new vistas in education in the Forces, and reap
substantial returns on our investment in education. In-
stead of flocking to campuses across the country, Forces
personnel could attend summer school at the military
colleges, following a curriculum designed for and by the
Canadian Forces, leading to baccalaureate and graduate
degrees.

The full facilities (including degree-granting status) of
a university are available to the Forces. Complementary
programs could be coordinated to provide technologist
courses leading to accredited diplomas in many fields;
staff college courses could be upgraded (as in the US.
Services) to provide graduate credit in administration; the
possibilities are unlimited.

The Armed Forces must recognize that education can-
not be limited to a specific few, especially when an aca-
demic structure exists that has the basic facilities of pro-
viding an education to all who are willing to work to-
wards this worthy goal. This proposal is not based on
assumptions of a limited requirement of degrees or di-
plomas required by the Forces each year, but on the
maximum utilization of resources and the consequent
benefits that accrue to an increased level of education
throughout the Forces.

The returns from education to the individual and or-
ganization are out of all conceivable proportion to the
money and energy invested. Benjamin Franklin wrote that,
“If a man empties his purse into his head, no man can
take it away from him. An investment in knowledge al-
ways pays the best interest.”

It is now a well-documented fact
that television is one of the most effec-
tive teaching instruments known to -
man (and child). Several large institu-
tions in the USA have recognized the
need for improved children’s program-
ming and are co-sponsoring a Chil-
dren’s Television Workshop, a year-
long national experiment to “see how
TV can be used as a teaching tool and
simultaneously be made so interestin|
and entertaining that youngsters wiﬁ
want to tune in of their own accord.”

This experiment is generating con-
siderable excitement and enthusiasm,
and rightly so!

Our first selection is
“WHISTLE ON THE WIND” by
Nan Shipley of Winnipeg. She has
written several books about the Ca-
nadian Northwest of half a century
or so ago. This is the story of Lyn and
Don Bishop, a newlywed couple
whose first home is a boxcar at a
Trading Post in Manitoba’s northland.
Lyn’s husband is helping to build the
Hudson’s Bay Railway from Winnipeg
to Churchill, across 1200 miles of
frozen wasteland. The vivid de-
scriptions of the cold and snow almost
make you shiver at times; then to the
other ‘extreme, heat, mosquitoes, and
bush fires. One can really get the feel-
ing of what life was like in Manito-
ba’s wilderness only thirty odd years
ago. I would particularly recommend
this book to the teen-age set. They
should like the romance of this young
couple in Canada’s untamed north,
but anyone at all interested in the
history of Canada will enjoy “WHIS-
TLE ON THE WIND”.

My second selection has no less than
thirty-one Canadian authors.

Driving Economically

A driver'’s habitual behavior on the
road is the factor that determines how
much mileage he will get for his dollar.
An example: The same driver used the
same car in two runs over the same
ten miles of heavily congested city
streets, The first run was driven “hot-
rod” style; rapid acceleration, jack rab-
bit starts, quick stops made to com-
plete the trip as quickly as possible
without exceeding the speed limit. The
second run was made with an emphasis
on economy rather than speed. Instead
of tramping on the accelerator and
roaring away in low gear, the driver
accelerated gradually but attempted to
get his car in high gear before reach-
ing 20 mph. Rather than rushing up
to a red liiaht and jamming on the
brakes, he glided into stopping position.
He was careful not to race his engine
thus reducing “slippage” in lower
gears. He hit 30 mph whenever he
could, but the emphasis was on smooth-
ness not speed. These are the results
of the two runs:

Miles Per Gallon Time
Hotrod Driving 8.5 39 minutes
Smooth Driving 17 44 minutes
A similar test was conducted to de-

termine just how much drivers vary in
their economy ol operation. Forty-five
drivers were given identical cars in
topnotch condition. In one month of
driving, their average gas mileage var-
ied up to 10 miles per gallon. The most
expensive driver was able to get 13.9
miles per gallon and the most eco-
nomical driver averaged 23.4 miles.
The way a person drives can signifi-
cantly affect his pocketbook. These are
the important points to remember
about driving and fuel economy:
1. The higher the operating speed, the
more gas is used. One recent test of
fuel consumption at various speeds in-
dicated the following fuel costs:

Speed Gas Cost Per Mile
25 2.5¢
35 3.1c
45 4.lc
55 5.4c
7.0¢

2. Rapid acceleration wastes gas; ac-
celerate gradually but get the car in
high gear by 20 mph. Driving in low
or intermediate gear also raises fuel
consumption.

3. Quick unplanned stops waste the
gas that has been used to build up the
car’s momentum. Think ahead. Antici-
pate stops.

4. Never race the engine. This burns
up fuel needlessly.

In addition to efficient operation,
economy minded drivers will keep their
cars in peak working order, because
both the way you drive AND care for
your car are important factors in how
much your transportation will cost.

Release bid denied

Qur last sports editorial charged
that, until Canadians develop proper
skating techniques and re-learn the
fundamentals of hockey as an art and
science, Canada will be doomed to
mediocre showings in International
competitions.

This indictment received substan-
tial support during Bunny Ahearne’s
recent visit to Winnipeg. He support-
ed our contention that the National
Hockey League, with its misplaced
emphasis on rowdiness and “body-
contact” was the subversive agent in
preventing Canada from fielding first-
rate hockey (as opposed to boxer-
linebacker-wrestler on skates) teams
in the Olympics and world series.

The irrational demands of profes-
sional and commercial hockey to make
the game more “exciting” by condon-
ing physical violence on the ice, have
a detrimental effect on our young-
sters, who studiously imitate their
NHL idols, (including Shack and Fer-
guson) by slamming opposing players
into the boards rather than attempt-
ing to employ skillful checking tech-
niques to get the puck.

This misplaced emphasis on vio-
lence and “ruggedness” in NHL
hockey encourages young hockey
players to substitute (often with par-
ental and coaches’ approval) body-
checking for puck-checﬁing, physical
violence for speed and skill, and the

let’s Play Hockey!... Yes — Let's!

ability to “smash” an opponent for
real hockey ability. Hockey is an in-
herently fast and exciting game with-
out degrading it with fighting and
violence. To underline this statement,
just reflect back to the Russian team
in the recent Winter Olympics. Were
they not one of the most exciting
hockey teams around? — and they
achieved this reputation by playing
hockey and skating well, not by em-
ploying hockey sticks as war clubs!
Until the Canadian Amateur
Hockey Association starts concerning
itself with encouraging hockey play-
ers, rather than providing cannon
fodder for the big-gun hooligans of
the NHL, we will continue to be dis-
graced in international competition.
As long as we perpetrate this charade
of violence on skates masquerading as
hockey, our youngsters will be de-
prived of truly learning to play the
game well. The CAHA would do
much to redeem our lost prestige in
hockey by enforcing Olympic rules
for all teams under its jurisdiction and
by disassociating itself entirely from
the NHL’s mafia-like embrace. Or
alternatively, we could withdraw from
international competitions completely,
and concentrate on making hockey
more violent and rowdy; which seems
to be the irrevocable path we have
chosen for ourselves. i
