General Dare, who replaces
General Reyno as Vice Chief of
the Defence Staff, has had ex-
tensive command and staff ex-
perience. In World War II he
served in Sicily and Italy with
the 1st Canadian Division and
in North West Europe with the
4th Canadian Armoured Divi-
sion.

General Dare was appointed
Deputy Chief Reserves in July
1966. In this appointment he
was responsible for developing
a new organizational structure
and training program for the
navy, army and air reserves.
