Let's be quite serious this time. About our kids. 

Ever heard of the drug problem? We use the term ‘drug’ ina 

very general sense. We mean everything from sniffing glue and 

dabbling in marijuana to mainlining and going on trips with LSD. 

What is a drug addict? In the old-fashioned popular concept 

he was the depraved dope fiend, complete with pasty face, trembling 

hands, glazed over eyeballs and you name it. We now learn in 

modern times that he, or she, could be anything from the nice 

neighbor next door to your own teen-age child. 

And what are ‘drugs’? In the old days one thought of such 

obvioys things as marijuana, heroin, cocaine and so forth. But 

now we have a pharmacology which ranges far afield and makes, 

the more timid of us suspect of even taking an aspirin when the 

headbone begins to crackle under modern stress. 

In short, this column, along with one heck of a lot of other 

people is becoming quite confused over the entire subject of drugs. 

And why are we confused? Some of our gentle readers might 

attribute it to lack of native intelligence, but be this as it may, our 

own personal reason for confusion is the utter contradiction which 

goes on daily from the various learned sources in the field of 

medicine, sociology and even religion. 

Take a case in point... a fairly recent editorial in a Winnipeg 

daily newspaper condemned the use of marijuana, in fairly sweep- 

ing terms. The next thing we see is a series of letters to the editor 

of the same newspaper from an assortment of experts. By ‘expert’ 

we merely mean that the letterwriters were persons of education 

and experience. The only trouble is that where one concurred 

wholeheartedly with the newspaper's stand, the next condemned 

it as ignorant and medieval in concept. Well now, if one doctor 

tells us that we have a torn ligament and the next one says that 

its arthritis, we grow confused and suspicious. Should it be any 

different when it comes to the matter of drugs? 

So now lets discuss the reason for even bringing the subject of 

drugs up in this column. The reason is that the writer has been told 

by one base commander in the CAF that in his opinion he has a 

drug problem amongst the teenagers of his base. Several other 

bases have expressed deep concern through their base newspapers. 

Which brings us to the local scene in Winnipeg. We do_not have 

dependants’ schools within the base so are not able to study the 

subjects in microcosm, as the sociologists might say. But our 

children are scattered through many local schools . . . and some 

of the comments made about the subject indicate that drugs aren’t 

too difficult to come by in this area. 

We are told that every teenager these days is exposed to 

drugs, if not through pushers, at least through day to day contact 

with others who use drugs. Is this true? If so, who is gathering 

the facts and what do they plan to do with them? Have the medical 

people in this country ever conducted a thorough study of the use 

and effect of drugs and if they have, has it been referred to anyone 

in a position where some action can be taken? 

At this point the reader might feel that this column has been 

rather vague and groping thus far. If so, its probably true. Be- 

cause we don’t know the facts. We are utterly confused by doctors, 

policemen, sociologists and the rest who feel that the field of 

drug addiction is part of their personal domain, but who do little 

to tell us what the score is. 

Intuitively we feel that the use of marijuana is bad because it 

may tend to lead the user on toward greater kicks with more 

potent and dangerous drugs and chemicals. But our feeling is 

intuitive only . . . we aren’t experts. We hear such expressions 

as ‘physical’ addiction and ‘psychological’ addiction . . . but aren’t 

fully certain what all this means or what the inter-relationship 

mvolves. 
Yes, we do have a drug problem. Simply for the reason that 

none of us laymen know what the score is and we’re sick and 

tired of hearing the experts disagree.

Medals, as pointed out in these 
columns, are awards for ser- 
viees rendered, whether gallan- 
try, long service or participa- 

tion in a campaign or event. 

Gallantry is of course a difficult 
subject. A VC winner once 

Opined that it is merely a ques- 

tion of being seen doing one's 
duty, and there can be no doubt 
that there have been many who 
well deserved this highest of 
decorations but whose actions 
were not observed by sufficient 
Or any witnesses. Some COs 
mever recommend decorations 
im anything but the most excep- 
tional circumstances, while 
others consider the question 
under quite different parame- 
ters and believe them to be a 
good morale builder for both 
the man and his unit. This is 
perfectly valid, and servicemen 
will likely always support: the 
principle underlying awards for 

bravery in the full understand- 
ing of the limitations of the ab- 
stract terms of reference. 

Good conduct medals are of 
more questionable worth, and 
the esteem in which they are 
held is in direct proportion to 
the requirements of service. A 
few still mourn the passing of 
the old eighteen year ‘long dis- 
fance’ gong and the CD with 
its twelve year requirements re- 
flects in essence a simple re- 
duction in standards. But there 
are inconsistencies in its terms 
ef reference which permit a 
reservist to count Common- 
wealth reserve service as quali- 
fying time while his regular 

force counterpart may not. 

While this is not a matter of 
vital import to many, it does 
illustrate the basic problem of 
medals: the incredible difficulty 

in describing equitable terms of 

reference. 
Medals have their origin in 

Campaigns and perusal of the 
pertinent orders illustrates the 
nebulous and sometimes erron- 
eous impressions they can give. 

For example, one UN medal is 
currently awarded for a mini- 
mum of six months (although 
a year is usually served) under 

fairly dangerous conditions. The 
identical medal was previously 
awarded for as little as thirty 
days in reasonably luxurious cir- 

cumstances. This in no way 

denigrates the recipients, but 
demonstrates the inconsistency 
and incongruity that can result 
from varying terms of reference. 
Likewise, a man with wartime 
Service and no CVSM was not 

mecessarily a conscript, as he 

could well have served in other 
Commonwealth forces. There 
are those who missed a medal 
by a few days, some who got 
two or more for one operation, 

and others who were taken ill 
and returned home after a very 
short period in the theatre. 

Special awards such as the 
Centennial medal are examples 

of well-intentioned plans to 
reward a small percentage for 
good work. The net result is a 
large number of understandably 
resentful people. Someone must 
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decide who will get one and he 
can obviously not put in his own 

name. His own ability should 
quite properly not be impugned, 
so he must be‘given the medal, 

for starters. He must agonize 
over which of his subordinates 
are deserving to the exclusion 
of others, and try to come up 

with a fair solution. Eventually 
they are given mainly to those 

holding certain ranks or ap- 
pointments, and the whole in- 

tent is practically negated. 

Man is vain by nature and 

servicemen are no exception. 
Many are resentful that their 

worthy service is not made 
evident in their dress. Theories 
are expounded that ribbons 
should be issued for completion 
of so many thousand hours fly- 
ing, a tour in submarines, a 

posting to a remote Arctic out- 

post or for lengthy periods 
spent sleeping in wet slit trench- 
es. There are some who opine 
that a tour in Europe should be 
grounds for an award, a ques- 

tionable argument at best since 
the posting is in constant de- 

mand and life there exceedingly 
pleasant. 

How then can an equitable 

system be devised? The obvious 
answer is that it can‘t. Our Am- 

erican cousins give medals in 

such profusion that only a 
trained observer can judge their 
worth. It is hard to believe we 
should go to these lengths, but 
equally agonizing to contem- 

plate the scrapping of all awards 
except those for bravery, since 
they do have their uses and 

five indication of experience 

and effort while catering to the 
pride and morale of the wearer. 

In any event, we are locked 

into a variety of UN ribbons, 
and it is almost unthinkable 
that our forces should not be 
permitted to wear ribbons given 

for an operation involving the 
forces of several other countries. 

It is a pity that our recent 

editorial inviting comment on 
the subject has attracted no 
local replies. Perhaps like the 
minutes of a famous conference, 

it reflects the conclusion that 
“the matter is too difficult to 
discuss any further.”
