CANEX, decided the best way
to go about improving the lot
of servicemen was to form a
study group to find out what
they already had and if it could
be improved.

The team (referred to as the
Dillon Report) poked its noses
into junior. ranks, messes,
snack bars, grocery and service
station outlets, gift shops and
recreational facilities and came
up with the following recom-
mendations:

e a centralized Canadian
Armed Forces exchange sys-

tem (CANEX) be formed
» all resale outlets be organ-
ized under a base exchange
officer responsible to the
base commander but under
technical direction of CANEX
e an armed forces central fund
be established to finance
major morale-recreation
projects
e a2 Canadian Armed Forces
Welfare fund be establidhed.
These recommendations were
approved by defence council on
Sept. 6, 1967 and CANEX was
on the rails.
One of the main problems un-
covered by the study team was

junior rank messes. In its re-
port the team stated, . the
majority of junior rank clubs
had an uninviting atmosphere
comparable to second rate beer
parlours.”

So, has CANEX generated
any funds to overhaul messes,
spruce up recreation facilities,
make loans and provide welfare
services? You bet your sweet
gasoline pumps they have.

For instance, during the year
1969/70 CANEX piled up a net
profit of $5 million with bases/-
stations/ships retaining $3.9 mil-
lion for support activities, or
capital expenditures including
CFCF loan repayment.

The balance, $1.1 million,
was paid in levies to Canadian
Forces Central Fund ($524,000),
Exchange System Central Oper-
ating Fund ($314,000) and to a
reserve for welfare/benevolent
purposes ($262,000).

Also CFCF has loaned over
$ million interest free and
approved in principle another
$8 million for proposed con-
struction projects by bases/-
stations and ships.

As for junior rank messes,
27 have been renovated at a
cost of %' million while 23
more are on the drawing board
for renovation at a cost of
about $1 million.

And to beef up the armed
forces welfare program, DGP-
SP (of which CANEX is an in-
tegral part) wil soon give
birth to a new fund called the
Canadian Forces Personnel as-
sistance Fund. Benefits of
this fund will be extended to
all members of the forces and
their dependents regardless of
their existing and/or ~ former
status in the forces.

NOISE AND YOU ... .5 v sochier

For the past decade people
have become more and more
aware of their noisy environ-
ment. Cars make more noise,
people who live around airports
certainly know what noise is.
But is the everyday din and
erash and bang that surrounds
us really the only noise? What
is noise anyway?

Noise is related to sound, it
is a rather distant relationship
but nevertheless a relationship.
We may say that noise is ‘‘un-
wanted sound, sound outl of
place.”” Let me illustrate that:
Somebody plays the Blue Danube
on a mouth organ during High
Mass. Is it music or noise? It is
“ynwanted sound, sound out
of place,” therefore it is noise.

This shows that there are
many different kinds of noise:
traffic, a pile driver, a jack-
hammer, aircraft coming or
taking off, children screaming
and — Rock and Roll—

Noise and sound are measured
in decibels. Anything that has
a rating higher than 85 deci-
bels, and normal conversation
at 3 feet is rated at 6570 dB,
is considered potentially danger-
ous. Dangerous because long
exposure to a high decibel noise
will impair your hearing, make
you hard of hearing, but not only
that, it may change your
personality. Because sound and
noise stimulate nerve cells, and
high decibel noise overstimu-
lates them and therefore causes
an irritation, and irritation
may turn a normally complacent
person inte a crabby, cranky
one.

Why do our young people pro-
test so much? Why are they al-

ways shouting and carrying pla-
cards against this and that? Ask
them sometimes. More often than
not they do not really know.
But could it be that noise irri-
tation is one of many possible
answers?

Consider this, and keep in
mind that the Medics say that
anything 85 dB or over causes
damage and is irritating: a
teen band consisting of 3 elec-
tric guitars, drums, organ and
the inevitable amplifier. The
building they played in was con-
crete-block walls, tile floor and
steel beam ceiling, in other
words a gym. Depending on
where one stood the sound or
noise volume was from 102 to
113 dB.

Is it any wonder our children
are hard of hearing, irritable
cranky and hard to handle?
And what about us, the pa
ents? Are we only exposed to
noise for 8 hours a day? No,
we are not, we come home abd
have to listen to the TV, or
Junior's Hi-Fi or radio turned
up to the last notch of the volume
control.

So we become hard of hear
ing and irritable, we shout at
the wife, she shouts as the
kids: ‘“Shut up.”’ we are ir
ritable, she is irritable, the kids
become nervous wrecks.

Talk about a chain reaction.
Is there an answer, and what
is it? Do you have it? I have
not. I can give you a few more
facts next time around.

who has dug out his moth-
eaten shorts, gym, blue, from the
easement and discovered to
his horror that he cannot get
them on. Complete despair sets
in when he finds he cannot run
even one mile in the twelve
minutes allowed, let alone the
mile and a guarter required to
meet the “Fair" category under
the standards described.

This can be pretty shattering,
but if you can: just bring your-
self to try you will find an im-
provement the following day
and this improvement will con-
tinue. A word of warning is in
order here. Check with the MO
if there is any doubt as to gen-
eral health. Take it easy at
first and walk for short periods
if you must or if you feel
‘strange’ and by that I don't
mean somewhat tuckered out.
Don't flop down at the end of
the twelve minutes; walk for
another five to cool off. The
toughest part is getting started.
One day you will discover that
you can run one and half miles
in the twelve minutes allowed
and you can maintain the

‘good’ fitness level by doing this
a mere four times a week. The
benefits are not hard to describe
and are immense. The differenc-
es in habits that ensue regard-
ing eating, TV watching, sleep-
ing, smoking, and attitude are
really impressive. Common re-
marks are, I feel like a mil-
lion bucks”; “I sleep like a
log but get up early’; “I get
out and do more'; “I'm not as
mean as I was”. One very
gratifying moment is the surprise
on the face of the doctor who
examined you three months
before when he sees your new
systolic blood pressure. Let's
face it. We have everything
going for us. Most bosses will
allow forty-five minutes a day
of duty time if it is used for
real exercise. With twelve or
fifteen minutes running, cycling
or swimming there is ample
time for travelling as well as a
shower or sauna. Medical
exams are free and expert ad-
vice available. In fact, the
Command Physical Education
officer will let you test your
oxygen consumption and heart
rate before and after a two-
month programme if you ask
him. Running is certainly cheap
and remarkably easy to learn.

There is probably no other
aspect of service life in which
we have been so signally un-
successful during the last
twenty years as physical fit-

ness. All the efforts of all our
organizations devoted to the
subject have proved largely
unsuccessful and we have dete-
riorated, like the civilians, to a
few do and the mass that watch.

New government policies sub-
scribe to the support of amateur
athletics which is most worthy
but contributes primarily to the
few. What is probably really

needed is a huge gymnasium,
pool and sports complex in
every city open to the public
at no expense on a 24-hour a
day basis. Indeed our own local
facility at Lipsett Hall is loaned
to civilian organizations in large
proportion for the main reason
that we ourselves just do not
use it.

Training Command Bases pe-
riodically examine all personnel
and make PT mandatory for
those that cannot attain a fairly
easy standard taking cognizance
of medical limitations and age.
This is a big improvement over
the weekly “‘Sports afternoon’
bit that has been abused for so
long; but it would be interest-
ing to pick a Canadian base, of
any Command, at random and
have the first hundred people
encountered run the twelve
minute test.

tions but allow reporting offi-
cers to remark on fitness if
they consider it meaningful. The
distinct inference seems to be
that it is not meaningful unless
a man finds a ten minute snooze
every hour an absolute necessity.

If badges are worn to denote
marksmen, parachutists and
other individual achievement,
why is there not one for the
maintenance of sustained high
physical fitness? Is it because
it might prove embarrassing to
many by its absence?

It is certainly ludicrous that
we worry and gripe about pen-
sions and take no action regard-
ing the one aspect we can do
something about, so stop ra-
tionalizing your golf, weight
lifting, tennis and lawn mowing
into physical fitness. They are
good for certain muscles but do
little for the heart and lungs
which are the ones which when
neglected may cost you your
life.

Your heart started beating
before you were born and will
stop when you die. Relax on your
chesterfield for five minutes and
then measure your pulse. What
is it — seventy-five, eighty,
eighty-five? A conditioned ath-
lete will have a resting rate in
the fifties or sixties or even
lower. He will need fewer beats
to eclimb the stairs and yet
under exhausting work his pulse
will peak out at about 175
beats a minute when yours has
gone to a dangerous two hun-
dred plus.

You can save your heart
15,000 beats a day if you get
into shape and you will stand
a better chance of living long
enough to get your hard earned
pension investment back.

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INCREASE IN RENTS PAID BY
SERVICEMEN IN DND ACCOMMODATION

Mr. Lambert (Edmonton West):
1. Has the Department of National Defence recently ordered

an increase in rents to be paid by servicemen and families in
DND accommodation and, if so, what is the nature of the increases
and what is the effective date thereof?

2. What has motivated such an increase, and if in the case
of an increase in grants to municipalities in lieu of taxes, have
such increases matched increases of taxes with respect to each
hase concerned or has a uniform increase in rents been demanded
of the affected servicemen?

3 (a) What is the anticipated yield of the additional rent
demand (b) what increase in payments in lieu of taxes are
expected in the fiscal year 1970-717

Mr. Yves Forest (Parliamentary Secrefary to President of the
Privy Council): 1 am informed by the Department of National
Defence and the Department of Finance as follows: 1. Yes, effec-
tive 1 April, 1970. The amount will vary depending on type of
accommodation but in no instance will the increase exceed $15
per month.

2 Rent for Canadian Forces’ married quarters was revised
effective 1 April, 1968, at the direction of Treasury Board. All charges
are based on the weighted national average of market rental
values as appraised by Central Mortgage and Housing Corpora-
tion. A transitional period was established during which the
rates in effect on 31 March, 1968, would be increased by $15 per
month per year on 1 April. Two such increases have been im-
posed. Provision was also made for subsequent review and adjust-
ment of charges if warranted on 1 April, 1970, and at intervals
of two years thereafter.

The grants to municipalities in lieu of taxes have no bearing
on the system of charges for married gquarters.

3. (a) As there are some 26,077 married quarters controlled
by DND under the rental system, and administered by over 100
base commanders across Canada, records at Canadian Forces
Headguarters are not maintained in a manner which would readily
provide this information. However, it is estimated that approxi-
mately $4.5 million additional rent will acerue during 1970-71.

3 (b) Government records are not kept in such a way as to
indicate the amount of grants on individual properties and the
necessary information is not readily available. On a percentage
basis, the year to year growth rate of grants in lieu of taxes has
recently averaged about 8 per cent. However, this includes growth
as a result of the econstruction or acquisition of new federal
property. In the case of service accommodation, where new con-

struction is relatively limited, the annual growth rate would he
somewhat lower, perhaps about 6 or 7 per cent, depending very
largely upon changes in municipal tax rates. In the absence of
specific information about changes in municipal tax rates and
levels of assessment in 1970-71, the percentage range of 6 to 7
is the best measure of the government's expectations for growth
of grants in lieu of taxes on service accommodation.

Question: What causes tooth
decay?
Answer: Unlike most diseases
tooth decay 1s not caused by
any particular germ. Rather it
is the result of several factors:
1. resistance of the tooth to
decay
2. the type of food eaten
3. the composition and amount
of the saliva

4. the number of bacteria in
the mouth

5. the cleanliness of the teeth.

In simple terms teeth decay
in the following manner:

Small pieces of food along
with substances from the saliva

and other debris become at-
tached to the teeth in a thin
film.

A look at Instrument and Electrical

BY 5GT.J. ROSS

Tucked away in one small
corner of the steel and concrete
vastness of 16 Hangar is a
very small section, with a very
large name, Instrument Elec-
trical Repair. Not all of our
readers have a good fortune
of working on aircraft, hence
this pretentious title stenciled on
a door within the “Big Hangar”
may have little or no meaning
to the uninformed. Instrument-
Electrical, or I&E as it is com-
monly called, is charged with
the responsibility of maintain-
ing aircraft instruments, air-
craft electrics and all their
related systems.

The I&E Repair Section at
CFB Winnipeg is actually quite
a large organization, totalling
some 35 men and operating out
of two locations, I&E Repair
on the hangar floor and I&E
Shops, up on the first floor.
These two sections, under the
capable guidance of Warrant
Officer  *'George” Wautier,
combine to provide an essential
service to the Aircraft Repair
Organization.

I&E Repair starts on the main
floor with the repair crews.
Here the aircraft undergoing
inspection are stripped, parts
and components are removed
and sent to the I&E Shops for
testing and calibration. In the

shops the components, Air-
speed Indicators, Altimeters,
compass systems, generators,

starters, inverters, to mention
only a few, are meticulously
stripped, cleaned and tested,
and if they meet the prede-
termined tolerances they are
returned to the repair crew
and re-installed on the air-
craft. Then the components are
“matched’”’ to relate equipment
on the aireraft. The reward for

Cadet exchange
visits slated

OTTAWA (CFP) — About 250
sea, army and air cadets will
visit and work in the Caribbean
area, Britain, Europe and the
United States on cadet exchange
visits this year.

An even 100 sea cadets will
tour east and west coast naval
establishments in the U.S,,
while a similar number of
United States sea cadets will
be hosted by Cornwallis and
Halifax, N.S. and Quadra, near
Vietoria.

Ten sea cadets are headed for
Britain August 7-23 with 10
British cadets coming to Can-
ada.

For members of the Royal
Canadian Army Cadet Corps,
six master cadets will train in
Wales at the army outward
bound school, Morfa Camp,
Towyn, July 11-16, while a
similar number of British and
seven U.S. Ranger cadets will

train at the Banff, Alta., na-
tional army cadet camp.
Twenty-seven army cadets

will go to Jamaica, 17 to Bar-
bados, 27 to Trinidad-Tobago,
four to Grenada and four to
Guyana on July 23 and August
15.

Sixty-two air cadets will visit
air installations in the United
States while others not yet
selected will fly to England.

To be eligible for these ex-
change visits, cadets must be
master cadets, in good physical

Training will include general
military subjects, physical fit-
ness, and range firing practices.

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DND buys science
fiction nightmare

Looking for all the world like a science fiction nightmare is
a scaled model of a new submersible planned for use by the
Canadian Armed Forces in marine operations.

An interim version of the submersible meanwhile has been
accepted for trials at DND’s Nanoose underwaler range near
Nanaimo, B.C. The interim model will be exchanged for a new
submersible now under construction by International Hydro
Dynamics, Vancouver, this fall.

The submersible is 25 feet long, 10 feet wide and nine feet
high. It is air transportable, carries a crew of two and contains
a lock-out compartment to permit divers to leave and re-enter
while submerged.

The underwater vehicle can be used for search and recovery
of lost equipment, inspection of cables, submarine rescue opera-
tions and underwater research.

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Child safety week
slated in May

OTTAWA (CFP) — Concerned
about the safety of your chil-
dren?

So is the Canada Safety Coun-
cil, which will kick off a week-
long, nation-wide Child Safety
Week campaign May 3.

And there is one sure way to
educate our children council
experts say: stricter pre-school
supervision and careful teaching
of safety rules by parents, at
home and out of doors.

The Council’s 1968 statistics
(latest available) are grim. The
car continues to be the number
one killer. Car-pedestrian mis-
haps killed 826 youngsters under
15. Of these, 574 were in the
514 year age group 342
between the ages of five and
nine.

Accidental suffocation took
the lives of 347 children 289
of which were under one year.
Drowning was third, killing 339,
mostly in the 5 to 14-year age

group.
The 1968 overall accidental
death toll amongst our chil-

dren was 1,959 with over half a
million injured. Since 1961, On-
tario’s child passenger injuries
alone doubled (7,500 to 15,000)
and the pedestrian accident
rate increased to 13,000 from
10,000.

A 1968 World Health Orga-
nization report rates Canada the
worst offender in accidental
deaths in the infant and 59
years age group. That year a
child was accidentally poisoned
every 15 minutes and one need-
lessy injured every five min-
utes!

The council says child deaths
through carelessness can be
reduced. It is up to parents,
to show young people by exam-
ple when walking with them and
by discussing safety rules.

Pre-schoolers need clear cut
rules such as * . . . no running
in the streets”. Patience is a
must, too, safety experis say,
because children have a signi-
ficantly different rate of learn-
ing. Without patience they may
just “turn off” about safety.

While stressing traffic safety,
the council points out that 598
children died in home accidents
in 1968. Suffocation, fire and
explosion were the big killers.

So keep alert when driving
through the base married quar-
ters areas. Remember, for every
service family there are about
2.5 children, many of them
school age!

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Pension change affects forces

OTTAWA (CFP) Extra
pension benefits are in store
for retired servicemen as a
result of a government decision
to overhaul civilian and armed
forces pensions.

The Statute Law Amendment
Act became law April 1 and in-
troduced healthier pensions for
retired members of the forces
along with a slight increase in
pension contributions to serving
personnel.

Reaping immediate benefits
from the new provisions will be
pensioners 60 years of age and
over, widows and children re-
gardless of age, the medical
pensioner released disabled
under 60, and retired people
under 60, who have, since re-
tiring, become disabled.

The increase will cost serving
personnel one-half of one per-
cent more of their pay begin-
ning April 1 bringing them into
line with what public servants
contribute. That’s about $3 a
month for those in the salary
area of $7,200 a year.

Pension increases will range
from two per cent for those re-
tiring in 1969 to 42.8 per cent
for service people who retired
before 1953.

But a healthy pensioner under
age 60 will not receive an in-
crease now!

Personnel benefits officials
here state in a forces-wide
message (Canforgen 064 of
March 26) that although all
pensioners will not receive the
increase on April 1, they will
get the full escalated value of
their pensions at age 60. For
example, a serviceman who re-
tires now at age 50 with a pen-
sion of $4,000 a year would have
to wait 10 years to collect the
supplementary benefit. His pen-
sion then, provided the cost of
