preparations as federal, provin- 
cial and local officials quickly 
responded to the potential oil 
pollution emergency. With 
them came scores of press, 
radio and TV representatives 
and Colonel Roy Sturgess, the 

bass commander, prepared to 

meet requests from all sources. 
An area has been provided 

to serve as the ops room for 
department of transport  of- 
ficials who included Captain 
Bill Stuart, former command- 
ing officer of the operational 
support ship Provider.

From CFB Gagetown, WO 
Duke Cruikshank, 2 Field Squad- 
ron, who gained first-hand ex- 
perience in the oil pollution 
business during the Arrow in- 

cident, arrived to assist in 
booming operations. 
WO Cruikshank is being as- 

sisted by M/Cpl David Coll, 

also from 2 Field Squadron. 
In the meantime, the huge 

oil slick is being slowly moved 
by wind and tide in the Gulf 
area and the experts predict 

“it’s got to hit somewhere”’. 
From experience with the 

Arrow, the experts know that 
when it does hit — it will be a 
long, difficult and messy job 
to clean it up. 
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Winnipeg prepared for aircrew invasion

Why store CF-5's? 
OTTAWA (CFP) — Why is 

the defence department storing 
some of its new CF-5 aircraft? 

The suggestion has crept into 
some newspaper accounts that 

the department is ‘‘mothball- 
ing’ several million dollars 
worth of new fighters because 

it doesn’t have a role for the 
aircraft. 

The CF-5 has always had a 
clearly stated role. The fighter 
was ordered five years ago, in 
line with the 1964 White Paper, 
as a tactical air support aircraft 
for land unit. 

In 1968, however, the govern- 
ment placed a freeze on the 
1.8 billion dollar defence budget. 
Obviously, with rising person- 
nel, equipment and maintenance 
costs, cutbacks had to be made 
within the forces. These have 
included a reduction in our 
NATO forces in Europe, dis- 

posal of Air Transport Com- 
mand aircraft and paying off 
of HMCS Bonaventure. Instead 
of the planned four squadrons 

of CF-5's, the department could 

afford to operate only two. 
It has been suggested that 

the department should have 

terminated the 115-aircraft con- 
tract to fit the reduced re- 
quirement. If this step had been 
taken the department would 

have had to pay very close to 
the full contract price in any 

case. 
Some reporters were under 

the impression that the CF-5 

was ordered for peacekeeping 
operations, when in fact the 
originally-planned four squad- 
rons were designated for close- 
support operations with Mobile 

Command. 
The defence staff is now 

studying possible options for 
use of the surplus CF-5's in the 

aircraft’s assigned role. In the 
meantime they are being placed 
in storage as they come off 

the line. This information has 

been available for months to 
anyone who asked, contrary to 

reports in some newspapers 
alleging that the department 
withheld the information. 

Air Hall 
needs funds 
Despite rumours to the con- 

trary the Hall of Camadian 

Aviation and RCAF memorial 
is still going strong. Thus far 
cash pledges in excess of 
$500,000 have been made and 
donations are arriving daily. 

The corporate campaign is 
now in full swing. This campaign, 

which involves the industrial 
and financial segment of the 
business world, is expected 

to produce well over half of the 
overall goal of $3.6 million. 

The results while encouraging, 
are below the levels predicted 

for this date. This is perhaps 
to be expected in the face of 
the current financial climate. 
A number of potentially large 
contributions are in the offing, 

which, if they materialize could 
restore the funding to close to 
the planned rate. 

The “in service’’ campaign 
is virtually complete in so far 

as the person to person canvass 
is concerned. The campaign 
has thus far yielded a total of 
$160,000 of which CFB Win- 

nipeg donated $9,200. It was 
impossible to reach everyone 
during the campaign and cases 

have arisen where individuals 
having the desire to give have 

not yet been canvassed. Any 
in this category are urged to go 
to their Memorial Fund Co- 
ordinator or to the accounts 
officer and arrange for a pay 
assignment.

Keep plugging away 

September is almost over and the early morning frost brings 

our annual advance notice of winter. 
Ah, winter, with its crystalline fairyland of white; 

hockey and skiing, with the laughter of sleighs and toboggans, 
children ringing in the still, crackling air. 

But, hark! We hear yet another sound echoing across the land 

scape. Lo and behold, it is the shriek of a motorist whose engine 
won’t start. Why won’t his engine start, you inquire? We shall) 

tell you. His engine won't start because it is 20 below zero and 

car has been sitting in a parking lot for eight or nine hours. 
* * * 

This brings us to the subject of plug outlets for block heaters. 
At present this base has 3,339 parking spaces, of which 1,406 are 

equipped with plug-ins. The base hopes to have approximately & 
more installed in the near future. These are dividied amonst the 
3,280 people, service and civilian, who work here. (The 3,339 parking 

include several hundred adjacent to messes and non spaces 
working areas, so there isn’t really a space for each individual.) 

Regulations say that we can have parking spaces up to & 
percent of our personnel strength, so we exceed the limit in this) 
regard. But perhaps the rule needs revision so we won't feel too 
guilty about it. The regulations say furthermore that the installation 
of plug outlets requires Treasury Board approval. We don’t knoy 
why, but we find it a bit mystifying to think of such a high 
ranking group concerning themselves with such a munda 

subject. 
Now then, of the 1,406 existing plugs, all but 200 were installed 

at public expense — and with the current financial climate it’s 
almost certain that any future ones installed will be supported b 
non-public funds, as are the 80 plugs already mentioned. But NPF 
supported or not, the approval for installation must still come frony 
Treasury Board. 

In summary, after installation of the new plugs, we'll have 

approximately 45 percent of our spaces equipped with outlets. 

Let's use them to the maximum. If you're one of the lucky pl 
possessors, make sure your space is used by others on the staff 

when you’re absent or leave or T.D. 
Let us now pray for an early Spring.

_— Mirror, mirror, on the wall 

    

The recent re-run of the 
television programme ‘The 
Military Man’ proved of bare- 
ly passing interest to most of 
us mainly because service 
opinion of the initial product 
was that, with the odd excep- 
tion, the programme was ter- 
rible. The CBC apparently 
thought otherwise and managed 
to generate news coverage of 

the repeat performance which 
gave the distinct impression 

that the original had been 
hailed as an incisive master- 
piece that could be accepted as 
the very last word on the subject. 

Life in NATO was certainly 
portrayed as delightful, lazing 
in the sun and playing with 
one’s children until wifey broke 
the monotony by announcing 

lunch. This purported aspect 
of service life, among other 
erroneous impressions will un- 
doubtedly remain firmly fixed 
in the minds of millions of 
viewers for life. 

Projecting an image of what 
we are and what we do has 
always been one of our most 
elusive problems. To many a 
civilian, we waste away the 

days awaiting the trumpet call 
to war. He is convinced that 
we pay no taxes, are given 
free accommodation and_in- 
tentionally fritter away public 
monies by buying equipments 
we do not need. 

Like all federal employees 
we are a natural target for 
hack journalists eager to score 
a few cheap points and rush 
off to greener fields. Not long 
ago, a weekend magazine even 
dragged out the horses on the 
payroll bit, even though it hap- 

pened nearly 20 years ago. 
It is little wonder that the 

serviceman almost despairs of 
ever meeting a civilian with a 
reasonably comprehensive 
understanding of our tasks, 
hopes, and fears. This is 

evidenced particularly in radio 
“phone in” programmes. There 
is bewilderment that forest fires 
are allowed to rage unchecked 
or discarded automobiles rust 
in ditches while the forces 
are most certainly lolling around 
in their well-appointed canteens. 

At the grass roots level how- 

ever, we usually project well. 

Relatives united with lost chil- 

dren or downed pilots seldom 

have cause to be anything but 
grateful. A company of wet and 
weary men will long remember 

the old lady who provided hot 

coffee from her meagre pension 
while they were sandbagging 
her ramshackle home’ from the 
floods. (Some will remember 
with bitterness the inflated 
prices they were forced to pay 
for a nightcap beer after sweat- 
ing a 16 hour day on the dyke 
which protected the pub as well 

as the town). 
Our own information services 

are perfectly competent in the 

field of public relations and 
they fight a continuing battle 
against ignorance and those 
whose intent it is to denigrate 
our efforts. Those that jibe at 
the efforts of our PR staff should 
remember that their task is not 
always easy. We were recently 
castigated for a surplus of ground 
support fighter aircraft. It is not 
easy to explain to the people 
that these may not be required 
because our role was changed, 

without leaving a definite im- 
pression that it was we who 
loused it all up. 

We seem friendless on every 
side and beset by suble and 
devious slurs on our worth. 

I am a night person by 

nature and prepared to stay 
with almost any degree of late 
electronic entertainment but 
invariably switch off before the 
late news. I recently discovered 
by accident that they, years 

ago, ceased illustrating our 
endeavours while the brave 
music of ‘O Canada’ prepared 
us for a yestful night. 

Instead of the thundering 

lurch, almost felt in the living 
room, of a destroyer crashing 
through mountainous seas, one 

is now presented with surf 
breaking on rocks. The empty 
sea behind seems to infer that 
we have taken exclusively 
to submarine warfare or that 
our ships are breaking ice in 

the North or menacing poaching 
fishermen. The fighter squadron 
in beautiful formation has been 
replaced by scores of unco- 
ordinated birds, polluting the 
sunny beach below. Surely, I 
felt, they would still enchant 
us with the invincible steel 
chariot speeding over rough 

terrain, its turret traversing in 

an unending search for Canada's 
enemies. Apparently a herd of 
muddy cattle mooing in a 

swamp is a more sleep inducing 

subject. 
It is | suppose, one more 

example of the principle that 
war and its panoply have be- 

come increasingly distressing, a 

subject to be hidden away in 
the pretense that it does not 
exist. 
Sometimes it is hard not to 

believe that we as people don’t 

fall into the same category. 
My regular service readers, 

if there are any, may have 
anticipated the Kipling quote:

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Two searches, two finds, 

but no survivors 

440 Transport and Rescue 
Squadron participated in two 
searches recently, both unfor- 

tunately, fatal air crashes. The 
first, SAR Molsberry was a 
light aircraft with four people 
on board out of Penhold, Alberta. 
The search started on the 23rd 
of August and the Searchmaster 
and three aircraft and crew 
were based in Penhold. At the 
time Penhold was ankle-deep in 

Air Cadets and their outstand- 
ing band could be heard some 
mornings as early as 0645 hrs., 
blasting out with the Air Force 
March. For a moment on the 
first morning we heard them 
we thought we were in the air 
force again! 

Except for the first and last 

days the search was conducted 
in marginal weather with low 
ceilings. 450 Squadron, a Voy- 
ageur helicopter squadron from 

Namao, was asked to send a 
helicopter to aid in the search, 
which they did. 

During the first and part of 

the second day of the search 

much of the primary area was 

searched in good weather. For 
the next six days the low ceilings 
kept the search from a detailed 
study of the primary area, 
however, the search was con- 

tinued as close to the primary 
area as was practical. 

Meanwhile the Searchmaster 
Capt. Jack Walmsley had been 
able to compile a good number 
ef sighting reports and_ this 
helped to narrow down the 
numerous possibilities as to 
where the missing aircraft could 

have gone. These numerous 
possibilities existed as the pilot 
had not filed a flight plan. 

The Voyageur helicopter cap- 

tained by Capt. Davis of 450 
Sqn. had been employed to 
search the numerous smaller 
river and creek valleys in the 
area. It was also able to land 
at some of the smaller settle- 
ments and inquire about the 
missing aircraft. It was on its 
last run of the day up one of 

these small valleys at about 
the seven thousand foot level 
that one of the crewmen spotted 
something. Only after the second 

orbit and then after hovering 

for a while did Capt. Davis 
finally spot and ascertain that in 
fact it was a crash. Even at that 
Davis said that his co-pilot never 

was sure he had seen it. They 
landed on a clearing a little 
higher up the mountain and 
climbed back down to the crash 
site in the valley. They then 

confirmed that it was the miss- 
ing aircraft and the four occu- 
pants. So without the excellent 

assistance from 450 Sqn. we 
might have searched many more 

days. 
Mr. Enghoj, one of the rela- 

tives of one of the crash victims 
told the crews after the search 
that he was simply astounded 
at the effort put forth in the 
search. All in all 277 hours 
were expended in the search 

including 51 hours in transit to 

and from Penhold. 
The search pointed out that a 

modern helicopter of the Voy- 
ageur type could be invaluable 
in mountain searches. It also 
reminded the crews of 440 Sqn. 

how difficult and hazardous 
mountain searches can be. 

The second search, SAR Ney 
started about noon on Labour 

Day. This time it was fairly 
certain that the missing aircraft 

had intended to fly from Snow 
Lake to Thompson Manitoba a 
distance of about 100 miles. The 
mission pilot Mr. Ney was in 
a light aircraft on floats from 
Thompson. 

On the day of the search the 

weather was reasonable and after 
reaching Snow Lake the crew 
flew on to Thompson on a track 
crawl. While on this track crawl 
another light aircraft called in 
and said that he had looked at 
all the lakes between Snow Lake 
and Thompson and had seen 

nothing and was returning to 

Thompson. 

After flying down the route 
from Snow Lake to Thompson 
the crew then flew down a line 
six miles removed from the 
original track back down to 

Snow Lake, Generally this is 

the procedure. at the beginning 
of a search, to fly at 1000 feet 
above the terrain and search to 
a distance of three miles either 
side of the aircraft. This proce- 

dure is designed primarily to 
spot survivors signalling with 
fire, smoke, flares or mirrors. 

After arriving over Snow 
Lake once again the crew’s plan 
was to fly one more leg to 
Thompson then refuel, eat, 
and carry on with a night search 

looking for signal fires. How- 
ever, about one third of the 
way from Snow Lake to Thomp- 
son, Cpl. Harry Jurgens of 
the para rescue section spotted 
something off to the left and 
after numerous low passes and 

orbits the crew ascertained that 
it was a crashed aircraft and 
that two of the three-letter 
designator matched that of the 
missing aircraft. This was an 
outstanding bit of spotting by 
Cpl. Jurgens as the aircraft 
had gone almost straight into 

the muskeg and was buried’ 
almost up to the tail fin. It

The next day the crew guided 

a locally hired helicopter carry- 
ing the RCMP and a coroner to 
the crash site. They confirmed 
that it was the missing aircraft. 
It wasn’t until five or six days 
later that they were able to 
confirm that the pilot was still 
aboard due to the difficulty in 
extracting the aircraft from the 
muskey. The total search time 
was 10.6 hours of which 2.6 INSURANCE 
was actually spent on the search.

Unit with a proud history takes residence here 
Part of Winnipeg’s pre-war 

history, the Princess Patricia's 
Canadian Light Infantry, has re- 
turned to the city after an ab- 

sence of 31 years. 
The regiment's 2nd Battalion, 

one of Canada’s most renowned 
infantry units, now is settling 

into Fort Osborne Barracks’ Sel- 
kirk Lines, following service with 

Canada’s NATO formation in 
West Germany. . 
Commander of _ the bat- 

talion is Lt.-Col. John de Chaste- 
lain, 33, of Calgary. 

The PPCLI last called Win- 
nipeg home between the First 

and Second World Wars, when 
they were garrisoned for a 20- 
year period at the old Fort 
Osborne Barracks complex on 
Tuxedo Blvd. They were the first 
Winnipeg infantry unit to go 
overseas in 1939. The Patricias 
returned to Manitoba briefly after 
the war, before being assigned 
to Calgary's Currie Barracks, 
where the regiment's ist Bat- 
talion now serves. 
Formed in 1914 at the outbreak 

of the First World War, the regi- 

ment is attributed with an im- 
pressive number of firsts in Cana- 

dian military history. 
It was the first Catiadian unit 

to see action in the 1914-1918 war, 
and the only one among the 

British armies to carry its 
regimental color in battle. In 
the Second World War the Patri- 
cias were the first Allied troops 
to set foot on Italy's Lombardy 

Plains. 
The regiment’s 2nd Battalion 

was the first Canadian unit to 
see action in Korea, and is the 
only Canadian unit ever to win 
a U.S. Presidentail Distinguished 
Unit Award for Valor, at Kap- 
yong in 1951. All members of the 
battalion wear a symbol of the 

award while in uniform. 
The Patricias also became the 

army’s first peacetime parachute 
unit after the Second World War. 
They also played a leading part 
in the disastrous Winnipeg floods 
of 1950, 

Founder of the PPCLI was the

A. Hamilton Gault of Montreal,

The regiment was named after 
HRH Princess Patricia of Con- 
naught, daughter of the then 
governor general of Canada, and 
granddaughter of Queen Victoria. 

Men from all parts of Canada 
poured into Ottawa to join the 
regiment. They included pros- 
pectors, trappers, guides, cow 

punchers, prize fighters, pro- 
fessional and. business men, 
and, above all, old soldiers. 

Princess Patricia personally 
designed and worked the regi- 
mental color, the “ric-a-dam- 
doo,"’ and presented it to her 

regiment before they sailed for 
Europe. 

The Patricias suffered 4,076 

casualties in the First World 
War and won a total of 369 
awards for gallantry, including 
three Victoria Crosses. Their 
founder, A. Hamilton Gault, who 
later commanded them in action, 
lost a leg in the fierce trench 
fighting. 

In the Second World War the 
PPCLI served in the United 
Kingdom, Sicily, Italy and 

Northwest Europe, suffering 
1,098 wounded, 241 killed, and 

winning 47 decorations.

In 1950, at the outbreak of 
the Korean Conflict, the Regi- 
ment raised a second battalion 
(2 PPCLI, now stationed in 

Winnipeg) as part of the United 
Nations Force. In December,

Canadian unit in action, to form 
part of the 
Brigade. The Battalion with- 
stood the harsh winter in spite 
of inadequate equipment and 

fought its way slowly up the 
peninsula.

PPCLI annual meeting held here 
WINNIPEG — One of Canada’s 

proudest veterans’ fraternities 
gathered in Winnipeg recently 
when the national association of 
Princess Patricia’s Canadian 
Light Infantry held its annual 

meeting here. 

It was the first meeting for 
the PPCLI organization in 
Winnipeg in 31 years, going 
back to pre-Second World War 
days, when the regiment's 
home station was here. 

It also coincided with the 
return of the Patricias to 
Winnipeg. The regiment’s 2nd 
Battalion currently is going into 
garrison at Fort Osborne Bar- 
racks, following a 3%-year tour 
of duty in West Germany. 

The PPCLI last left Winnipeg 
in 1939, and was the first Win- 

nipeg infantry unit to embark 
for overseas in the Second World 
War. Since the war its designated 
home stations have been Ed- 
monton and Calgary. 

Veteran serving and retired 
members of the regiment from 
several Canadian centres will 
attend the activities at Fort 
Osborne Barracks’ Selkirk Lines. 
Among them were the current 

colonel-of-the-regiment, Maj.- 
Gen. Cameron B. Ware, from 
Kingston, Ont. Gen. Ware, an 
honorary citizen of Winnipeg, 
commissioned in the PPCLI 
in 1935, commanded them in 
the Italian campaign, and won 
the Distinguished Service Order. 

A wartime member of the 
regiment still serving is the 
current chief of staff at Win- 

nipeg’s Canadian Forces’ Train- 

ing Command Headquarters, 
Brig.-Gen. R. Stuart Graham. 
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PPCLI RSM was in Korea 
CWO Heyman was born in 

Sweetsburg, Quebec in 1930. 
He was raised and educated 
in Saint John, N.B. In 1950 he 
enlisted in the Canadian 
Army and received his basic 

training at the Royal Canadian 
School of Infantry. He was then 
posted to the Royal Canadian 
Regiment and served with its 
3rd Battalion in Korea.
