Editor Voxair,

The letter (printed above) is obviously well intended by a parent
who, fortunately for his children, is interested in their social and
moral welfare. I personally don’t go to very many movies because
many are trash. There are I admit some very fine exceptions
to this general statement.

This whole question of sex in movies, if I recall correctly, was
discussed at some length at a recent open line radio show. I did
not hear the whole show, but I can recall one statement made to
the effect that it seems that we have pollution in more ways than
one. We are very well aware of the content of the entertainment
page of our newspapers. I submit that if one were to examine
the movie listings on any given night in our larger newspapers
very few “GENERAL” listings are to be found. I am old enough
to remember the Andy Hardy series, Dagwood Bumpstead,
Tarzan, even the good old Frankenstein, Wolfman and Lone Ranger
series. Alas, they are no longer with us. In short “‘square pictures”
play to empty houses.

But let us get down to what we are going to do about it on
this Base. I have had a discussion with Mr. Jim Parker, the Theatre
Manager, and we have come up with what we hope a compromise
solution. I would emphasize this is not a complete solution, but
an aid based upon the idea outlined in the first paragraph of
‘An NCO's’ letter. Effective now, the Manager shall take into
practice of not showing a sex thriller type of advertising trailer
to an audience which he thinks should not be exposed to this
experience. It should be appreciated that he will have to look
ahead on this and give his decision on the type of movie to be
shown. He will not be perfect, but it is a step in the right direction.

I personally thank this NCO whom I have already described as
being one who cares about the welfare of his children. I sincerely
wish that we had more parents who cared about their children.
I have in an article which I wrote some time ago in Voxair
described the apathy of parents and have lauded the efforts of
the few conscientious and industrious people that we have on this
Base who go along out of their way to assist the little people.

Death of
the cowboy

Our whole way of life today
is dictated by the Cowboy
Ethic, a hangover from our
days of taming the West. Growth
and expansion are worshipped
like a god. Nature must bhe
subdued. Cut, plant, procreate,
mine the land, and then move
West.

Growth brings more jobs, more
economic prosperity. Great. But
growth also brings an even
greater number of people seek-
ing those jobs; it brings de-
mands for capital to build high-
ways, schools, hospitals and
public works; it brings congested
cities, parks and recreation
areas.

The cowboy of the 1970°’s no
longer needs many children to
help him work the farm. These
children are becoming a liability
instead of an asset. In fact, by
limiting the average number
of children per new family to
two, it is estimated that we
would have a 20 percent higher
standard of living in 75 years’
“time if we continue re-
producing at our present'"\rate.
The first reason for this®id u-@;,
smaller families can sa
and invest more, resulting in a
higher productivity for each
worker. Secondly, a lower
proportion of the population
would be dependent upon the
labour force.

A stable population will re-
quire a considerable re-direction
of our industrial capability,
because we are so firmly geared
to growth. For example, the
construction industry, instead of
expanding each year, will in
fact have to reduce its output
because of the decreased de-

mand for highways, schools,
hospitals and public works.
Without the intense pressure

of expansion, we will be able
to direct our resources towards
modernizing our cities, increas-
ing the standards of our housing
and treating our wastes.

What about the adult re-educa-
tion that will be required to
adapt the work force to their
new jobs? With fewer numbers
of children entering our educa-
tion system, our existing educa-
tional facilities and teachers
could be utilized. However, at
our present growth rate,
adult education is but a dream
in the politician’s eye.

You and I can look forward
to an extremely comfortable
life; we can in fact progress.
We can look forward to
greater leisure time and to great-
er material wealth. These
advances can only be expected
if we manage to limite the
growth of our population. The
question is whether we are
personally geared to live in a
country with a zero population
growth rate. However, if we
don't want to live in the same
congestion that presently exists
in India and China, we have to
make the effort to adjust.

PROTEST AGAINST SHELLING OF ISLAND OF CULEBRA
BY CANADIAN FORCES

Mr. Andrew Brewin (Greenwood): My question is directed to =

the Prime Minister. Has the right hon. gentleman received a pro- -
test from the mayor of Culebra against the shelling of that island °

by Canadian forces and, if so, what response has he made to the
protest?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): As a result of
the news story I did check with my office and I had received no
such correspondence before entering the House. I know that the
Minister of National Defence is prepared to deal with the substance
of the matter if he is requested to do so.

Mr. Brewin: I would so request him, then.

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister of National Defence): Mr.
Speaker, 1 am advised that Canadian naval units were not in
the vicinity of Puerto Rico on the date mentioned in the news story
which appeared in the Globe and Mail, that is, January 21. There
were on station and shelling on January 27 and 28. On the first of
these days no difficulties arose and no helicopters were airborne.
On the second day Canadian ships took their place on station after
ships of other countries. The safety officer sent a sigimal indicating
that ships should cease firing because there was someone on the
range. A Canadian helicopter participated in a search, with United
States aircraft, to see whether the person could be located. No
one was located within the area and the safety officer gave instrue-
tions to resume firing again.

With regard to one aspect of the report, I might tell the hon.
member that tear gas is not carried in the inventory of Maritime
Command and at no time on the day in question did the helicopter
land or drop anything on the range. These are the facts of the situa-
tion as communicated to me.

Mr. R. Gordon L. Fairweather (Fundy-Royal): Can the
minister assure us that exercises of this sort will not take place
near places where people live?

Mr. Macdonal (Rosedale): This particular operation was
carried out under the NATO Atlantic Command and the arrange-
ments were made with the NATO states involved in the exercise.
In this case the range was within the jurisdiction of the United
States authorities; the question might be discussed with them,
but it seems to me they are the sovereign authority in this case.

A
Buffalo from Comox and
Civilian aircraft took over at
daylight and the missing air-
craft was found shortly there-
after with the three survivors
all OK.

The next call was for an
aircraft missing on a flight from
Fort Franklin to Hay River.
This time a Search Master and
staff was dispatched with the
aireraft in anticipation of a long
search. Once again the missing
aircraft was located quickly,
this time by a erew in a Her-
cules from Namao.They used
a unique system for the Spot-
ters. They were strapped into
stretchers which were fastened
to the floor in the rear of the
aircraft and the rear door was
left open during flight. This gave
them an unobstructed (not
even glass) view of the groung.
Once again the three occupants
of the missing aircraft were
OK.

The third incident of the month
was an aircraft missing on a
flight plan from Saskatoon to
Edmonton via North Battleford.
Two Dakotas plus the Search-
master and his staff were em-
ployed on this search. Our

**The Private War of Jacket
Coates” by Herbert Fairlie
Wood. Published by Longmans
Canada Limited, 55 Barber
Green Road, Don Mills, Ontario.
156 pages.

Normally a book is reviewed
when it first comes on the
shelves but we feel this book has
enough redeeming virtues to
Servicemen, especially those on
the South Site, to warrant re;
viewing now. Anyway we just
finished reading it and wish to
pass our own good fortune along.
This book could easily have been
sub-titled in the very words of
the protagonist Private “‘Jacket”
Coates; *“You have to be on your
toes to stay ahead in the soldier-

ing game.”*
Mr. Coates, civilian; let us
not say ‘‘down and out” but

rather — casting about to seek
his fortune; decides in 1950 that
his talent would be best put to
use for King and Country in the
Special Force being reised to
participate in the ‘‘collective
action to resist aggression’ in
Korea.

Throughout the book the reader
instinctively knows that the
author is drawing on real inci-
dents in his description of
Coates’ and his friends' esca-
pades and escapes. Their cheer-
ful disregard of regulations,
ability to wrangle good jobs,
beat raps and generally defeat
the system will remind all of
us of various other Servicemen
we have known or now know.
The author's descriptions of
officers and men alike will bring
faces alive to most readers.

Coates’ miraculous talents are
equalled by his mess-mates:
Johnny Trapper, a regular
soldier who gets caught in mili-
tary bureaucracy and finds him-
self enlisted twice and in the
Special Force by mistake and
Elmer Butts, a Maritimer who
is so green that, when the CO
said “clean my uniforms,” he
washed them all, including mess
dress and blues and hung them
up todry!

All Coates’ views and vig-
nettes of his officers and fellow
servicemen will delight and
warm the heart of any who have
served in the Armed Forces.
This reviewer feels that few
readers will not at some place
in this book lay it aside and
exclaim, “By God, that’s just
the way it was (is)!”" To the
Patricias with their Presidential
Citation on their shoulder, this
will be especially so.

ABOUT THE AUTHOR

Lieutenant Colonel Herbert
Fairlie Wood was a 25 year sold-
ier. He served with the Irish
Regiment throughout World War
I1, survived various staff ap-
pointments to become Brigade
Major of the Special Force in
Korea and later commanded 3
PPCLI in that theatre. He has
also written the official history
of the Canadian Army in Korea,
“Strange Battleground’.

in a more simplified manner
to avoid eriticism from profes-
sional advocates. In all prob-
ability, if it were not for the
big prizes gained in later stages
of play, most sports would suffer
from a lack of players.

There is the possibility that
team membership would not
be filled, causing a cancellation
of an event happening. Tourna-
ments would not be able to have
competitors entering without
prizes in some material form,
to make an event worthwhile.

Some highly participatory in-
dividuals do not need incentive
in order for involvement in a
sport. But for the majority,
some kind of award is needed.
It is apparent that in the
relaxed '70’s, emphasis must
be placed on incentive to expand
mankind’s awareness of the
benefits in sport participation.
The environment is too conducive
for relaxation, incentive must
be broadened to help all par-
ticipatory events.

Calgary wins Western Title

Two overtime goals were the
difference between a trip to
CFB Borden, and the Canadian
Forces Hockey Championships,
or a plane ride home to Win-
nipeg as the Royals playing
in their second overtime game
of the day lost a heart breaker
to CFB Calgary 86, in the final
game of the Zone 2/3 hockey
Final.

CFB Edmonton was the host
for the ten team, two section,
Round-Robin Series which got
under way on Monday 8 Feb
and ended with the champion-
ship game on Friday 12 Feb.
The Royals’ first game was
almost a disaster as our boys
not only lost the game to
CFB Moose Jaw by a 63
score, but also the services of

forward Jim Gillespi with a
broken ankle. John Swanson
picked up fourteen stitches

above the left eye but was able
to compete in the series. Royals
handed Gimli a 142 routing
and easily handled the host
CFB Edmonton eclub 92 in
their third game but again the
injury bug caught up with
them as forward Craig Skim-
mering suffered a broken
nose. Thursday saw the Royals
win their easiest game 17-4
over CFS Dana, Sask., to wind
up in second place in the “A"
section behind Moose Jaw. In
the “B” section Cold Lake,
the defending Canadian Forces
Champions won without suffer-
ing a loss and CFB Calgary
placed second.

The tournament rules called
for the first place winner of
Section “A” (CFB Moose Jaw)
to meet the second place team
in “B” section (CFB Calgary)
and the “B” section winner
(Cold Lake) to take on our
Royals in the other semi-final
game.
