Militia form part of enemy force

LAHR, West Germany (CFP)

Canadian militiamen from
the Rockies to the Gaspé are
joining regular troops of 4 Ca-
nadian Mechanized Brigade
Group (4CMBG) in West Ger-
many as they prepare for Ex-
ercise Reforger IV with the U.S.
Army near the Czechoslovakian
border this month.

More than 200 reservists will
be part of the 3,000-man Cana-
dian group, which will be acting
as the “enemy” during the ex-
ercise.

Reforger is the name given
the annual exercise of U.S.
forces to test their ability to
man a division in Europe with
personnel stationed in the con-
tinental United States. Equip-
ment for the division is per-
manently placed and main-
tained in West Germany, but
the men are flown in en masse
only when required, and for the
annual exercise.

The largest block of reservists
comes from Ontario, some 86
of them. Sixty-one. are from the
Prairies and 40 are from Que-
bec, to serve here with 1st
Battalion Royal 22e Regiment.
The others will be with 1 Royal
Canadian Horse Artillery, Royal
Canadian Dragoons, 3 Mech-

anized Commando and 4 CM-
BG’s Service Battalion.
In addition,

a dozen men

from units of Canadian Forces
Communications Command’s
militia units in Canada are
augmenting the signals staff
here.

Militia participation in 4
CMBG exercises started in 1967
when the brigade was stationed
in  north Rhine-Westphalia,
northern Germany. They were
brought over to bolster the num-
bers of Canadians taking part
in the annual NATO exercise of
the British Army of the Rhine,
of which they were a part. They
were needed because many reg-
ular troops had to be left
behind each year to provide
maintenance and “‘housekeep-
ing"” duties at the eight forts
named by 4 CMBG units.

The brigade moved to south-
western Germany in 1970 as
part of a consolidation pro-
gram, using the existing facili-
ties of 1 Air Division, which
was disbanded at the same time.

The brigade is now tasked to

U.S. forces in southern Ger-
many and uses U.S. training
areas.

Reforger IV will take place
near Wurzburg, north of Munich
and near the Czech border.

The militiamen were flown
to Germany by Air Transport
Command’s Boeing 707s, 153 of
them on a special flight Jan. 6,
and the rest on regularly-
scheduled runs. Periods of their

Ottawa (CFP) Maritime
Command's helicopter-destroy-
er HMCS Margaree and the
operations support ship HMCS
Protecteur represented Canada,
Friday, January 19, at Ports-
mouth, England, during NATO’s
Standing Naval Force Atlantic’s
annual change of command
ceremony.

Commodore J. W. H. Wevers,
Royal Netherlands Navy took
over command of the seven-
ship, multi-national force from

Commodore John Fieldhouse,
Royal Navy.

Including the two Canadian
ships, the force, known as

STANAVFORLANT, consists of
the Royal Naval anti-submarine
frigate Falmouth, the Royal
Netherlands Navy frigate Isaac
Sweers, the Royal Norwegian
Navy destroyer-escort Stavan-
ger, the United States Navy
guided missile destroyver Sem-
mes and the Federal German
Navy frigate Emden.

Formed in January, 1968, the
force is a permanent successor
to NATO’s Match Maker squad-
ron which operated on and off
between 1965 and 1967.The force
is made up of between four and
nine ships from NATO countries,
ranging from destroyers and
frigates to submarines and
supply ships.

Missions of the force, which
steams some 50,000 miles each
year, include maintaining NA-
TO's naval effectiveness at a
high level, while providing clear
and unmistakable evidence of
NATO solidarity and unity.

Legal Beagle

CANADA

Both our long heritage of British Common Law and certain of
our statutes, such as the *“Canadian Bill of Rights' and the
“Criminal Code of Canada’, recognize and point out that we are
all endowed with certain human rights and fundamental freedoms,
such as freedom of speech, freedom to worship, freedom of the
press, the right to equality before the law and many others. How-
ever, unless you know what your rights are, you may not always
secure them.

The following is intended to tell you about your rights under
the law in some praetical situations — WHEN YOU ARE AR-
RESTED OR SIMPLY CHARGED WITH AN OFFENCE, OR
WHEN YOU ARE SUED. -

IF YOU ARE ARRESTED OR CHARGED

You should know that there is a difference between offences
under the law. Indictable offences are the most serious grade of
offences, and summary conviction offences are less serious from
a point of view of penalty as well as procedure. Most, but not
all, offences referred to in the Criminal Code of Canada are in-
dictable offences. “The Narcotic Control Act” is another statute
making many offences indictable. Crimes such as murder, rape,
robbery or trafficking in narcotics are examples of indictable
offences.

Many provincial statutes or city bylaws create summary con-
viction offences such as violations against the Highway Traffic
Act or the Liquor Control Aect. A charge under a city bylaw of
causing a disturbance is another example of a summary convic-
tion offence.

The important point is that summary conviction offences are
usually initiated by way of a summons served upon you to appear
at court at a certain time to answer as to whether or not you are
guilty of the charge against you.

On the other hand, indictable offences are often initiated by
way of a warrant being issued by a Justicc of the Peace or
Magistrate after an “‘information” is sworn that the person named
has violated the law. That warrant is then given to a Peace Offi-

_cer (usually a policeman) to arrest that person.

Suppose some day you are walking along the street, minding
your own business and, not conscious of having done anything
wrong, a policeman taps you on your shoulder and says, ‘‘You
are under arrest!’”’ What should you do? It is well to know the
authority of the policeman to make an arrest and to know your
rights under the circumstances.

A Peace Officer may arrest a person in any one of the following
situations:

1. He may arrest, without a warrant, anyone whom he finds
committing an indictable offence. (Any citizen may actually
make such an arrest.)

2. He may arrest, without a warrant, a person who has committed

an indictable offence or who he believes, has committed or

is about to commit an indictable offence or is about to commit

suicide.
3. He may arrest anyone named in a warrant.

Under the law, you are presumed to be innocent unless proven
guilty at a trial or unless you plead guilty.

Even though you are presumed not guilty and actually have
not done anything unlawful, a policeman may have to make an
arrest or may believe he is justified in making it.

If you are under arrest, for an indictable offence, the police
have the right te photograph vou and take your fingerprints.

They also have the right, when you are charged with any of-
fence, to question you as part of their investigation as to whether
someone committed a crime and who it may have been. The police
are not doing anything wrong in asking you questions so long as
they do not make promises or threats or use foree to get you to
answer. They are doing their duty to protect people and property
against wrongdoer.

ON THE OTHER HAND, WITH CERTAIN EXCEPTIONS, YOU

HAVE THE RIGHT:

1. To be informed promptly of the reason for your arrest or
detention.

2. To call a lawyer without delay.

3. To refuse to answer questions or to make any statement or to
sign any paper.

To be brought before a Magistrate, Justice of the Peace or
Judge, as soon as practical after your arrest for the purposes of a
bail application. This involves asking for your release from custody,
until the trial or until the date set for your “plea’, upon
certain security being put up, or simply upon your own promise to
appear in court.

Being arrested and charged with an offence is a serious matter.
If you wish to protect your rights you should have the advice of
your lawyer just as soon as possible.

It would be foolish, as well as unlawful, to try to run away
when arrested or to resist arrest. It would be wise, however, to try
to find out what you are charged with and to get a lawyer’s help
as soon as possible, regardless if you are guilty or not. He can
advise you about your rights and possibly avoid you being punished
for something you are not guilty of under the law.

After several remands, and an
application for a Change of
Venue, the Klyne versus Rouse
Hearing was finally held in the
upper lounge of the WO & Sgts’
Mess on January 19th. Appearing
before a capacity crowd, Messrs
Guittard and Stephensen of Guit-
tard, Guittard, Guittard, and
Stephensen presented uncontest-
ed evidence in favor of their client
Mr. Sandelerious Rouse.

jury after only six minutes
deliberation announced that all
damages and court costs were to
go against CWO Sandelerious
Rouse. It can only be reported
that the findings of the jury
will have to go down in history
asthe greatest singlemiscarriage
of Justice in Canadian law. This
reporter is prevented under the
threat of contempt of court from
publishing the names of any
members of the jury, however it
can be stated that they were all
of sergeant rank, eguivalent to
that of Mr. Klyne and Ireland.
Mr. Rouse was so shaken by
the decision of the jury that in a
fit of mental rage he broke his
crayons and threw them on the
floor. Mr. Guittard of Guittard,
Guittard, Guittard and Stephen-
sen also had to be comforted by
Doctor Cosgrove, hushand of
Susan Guittard. It can now be
told that Mr. Guittard's legal
career was riding on the findings
of the jury and it is doubtful, at
least to this reporter, that he
will ever again attain or exercise
the status he previously held as
a member of the Sergeant’s Bar.

On 1 January, 1972, members
of the Armed Forces became
subject to the same tax regula-
tions as civilians, therefore they
are required to file Income Tax
Returns on the same basis.
Form T4 — Statement of Re-
muneration Paid

The Forms T4 are expected
to arrive from National Defence
Headquarters approximately
mid-February, at CFB Winni-
peg for distribution to the in-
dividuals concerned.

The following is a partial list
of what is contained in the Form
T4:

Total earnings before deduc-
tions, Employee's pension con-
tribution — Canada/Quebec
Pension Plan, Unemployment
Insurance premium, Registered
pension plan contribution, and
Income tax deducted at source.

The 1972 Individual Income
Tax Returns (Code 21 — Mani-
toba) on being received from
Queen's Printers will be dis-
tributed to Sections for onward
transmission to individuals.
These forms will also be avail-
able for pick-up personally at
local Post Offices and at the In-
come Tax Office at York and
Kennedy Street.

Personnel who had previously
filed Income Tax Returns for
Non-Service Income purposes,
and have received the 1972 In-
come Tax Return (Code 10 —
Ontario), unless they were resi-
dent in the Province of Ontario
on 31 December, 1972, should
disregard this form and obtain
the (Code 21 — Manitoba) form.

More information will be
promulgated on this subject at a
later date.
