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Monument 

unveiled 
OTTAWA — Commemorative 

services were held across the 
country Sunday, May 6, honour- 
ing Canadian sailors who were 

killed during the Battle of the 
Atlantic. 

The national ceremony is held 

annually in Halifax. 
In Ottawa services included 

the unveiling of a monument, 
by Governor-General Roland 
Michener, commemorating this 

year’s 50th anniversary of the 
naval reserves of Canada. 

The unveiling took place at 
HMCS Carleton, Dow’s Lake, 
at 11 a.m. 

The Royal Canadian Navy car- 
ried the brunt of the convoy 

responsibilities in the North 
Atlantic during the Second World 
War. 
From a 1939 force of 11 ships 

and 1,585 officers and men, 
the RCN grew to be the Allies’ 
third largest sea force, sur- 
passed only by Britain and the 
United States. 

With a top strength of 400 
ships and more than 95,000 men 
and women, the RCN convoyed 

25,859 merchant ships eastward 
between North America and 
Britain and returned westward 
with 16,823 ships under escort. 

An estimated 200 million tons 
of cargo was transported in 
these ships, 

Peak year for convoying in 
the North Atlantic was 1944 
while the previous year was 
the RCN’s best for sub-hunting. 
During 1943, 14 U-boats were 
destroyed.

SAIGON The “biggest 

beggar” in Saigon got a 

charitable response from mem- 

bers of the Canadian Forces con- 
tingent with the International 
Commission of Control and 
Supervision in Vietnam. 

Rev. Lucien Oliver, 70, 
originally from Lévis, Que., 
said, “They call me the biggest 
beggar in Saigon, but it’s for 

the good of the people.” 
Father Olivier, who left 

Canada 44 years ago for Saigon, 
runs the Redemptorist Orphan- 

age in that city where about 800 

children are cared for. 
Maj. Maurice Labrie, also 

from Lévis, a padre with the 
Canadian contingent marshalled 
the Canadian resources to help 
Father Olivier in his work. 
Donation boxes were placed 

in the Canadian pay office 

and outside the Canadian post 
office at nearby Tan Son Nhut 
airbase. 

Medical Officer Maj. Jean- 
Paul Vézina of Québec also 
gathered a variety of medical 
supplies for the orphanage. 

Maj. David Estey of Dart- 

mouth, N.S., also a padre, 
helped Maj. Labrie unload the 

supplies into Father Olivier’s 

small office. 
After the supplies had been 

delivered the paymaster, Capt. 
Raymond Dussault, Valcartier, 

Que., presented Father Olivier 
with the money that had been 
collected. Capt. Dussault had 
met the priest when Capt. 
Dussault was in Vietnam with 
the old International Control 
Commission in 1966.

other material. This shipment 

was flown in from Canada 
aboard the same plane which 
carried External Affairs Minister 
Mitchell Sharp on his tour of 
Vietnam in March. 

Saigon life 
SAIGON (CFP) — After three 

months in Vietnam the 70-man 
Canadian headquarters staff 
here is settling into improved 

quarters and making use of 

better facilities and services 
at the Tan Son Nhut airbase, 

on the northwest fringe of this 
crowded city of 3,000,000. 

The work load still remains 
heavy, with round-the-clock 

monitoring of activities in the 
seven regional headquarters 

seattered throughout the coun- 

try. Support staffs keep the 

outlying regions in communica- 
tion with Saigon and, through 
regularly scheduled _ flights, 
meet supply requirements. 
Working hours in the small 

Canadian compound on the 
large airbase have been adapted 
to match the native working 
schedule and overcome the 
100 degrees F, mid-day tem- 

peratures. Instead of a former 
sun-up to sun-down routine, the 

day now runs from 7:30 a.m. 
to noon, and from 3 p.m. to 
6 p.m. Sundays are free for most, 
while a skeleton staff mans key 

positions. 
Two messes have been taken 

over by the ICCS and are 

run, at present, by Canadians. 
Specials such as ‘baked cat- 
fish au beurre’ attract the 
curious, but standard Canadian 

food with fresh fruit satisfy most. 
Canteenmerchandiseatpresent 

is restricted, with only basic 
items such as shaving gear, 

  

cigarettes and deodorant 
available. In the near future, 
however, a larger canteen 
will come into operaton with a 
wide range of items. 
Dilapidated old barrack blocks 

with overhead fans, and the 
odd bed bug and cockroach, 

have been replaced with in- 
dividual, air conditioned rooms. 
Improved mail service now 
brings news from home 
about every seven days. Rest 
and recreation plans permit four 

days leave a month, to be ac- 
cumulated up to a maximum 

of 16 days at any one time. 
Leave can be taken either 
within Vietnam at various 
holiday resorts, or in other 
southeast Asian countries such 
as Thailand, Hong Kong, Japan 
or Indonesia.

There are training camps to 

attend across Canada as well as 
foreign exchanges to participate 
in. 

Sea cadets will train at Hali- 
fax and Cornwallis, N.S., and 
Esquimalt and Comox, B.C. 

Courses offered include sea- 
manship, operations and watch- 
keeping, engine operation, com- 
munications, air technical 

trades, supply and administra- 
tion, first aid, physical educa- 
tion, music, cooking and leader- 
ship. 

A national sailing regatta, 
sponsored by the Navy League 

of Canada, involving 20 two-man 

crews, will be held at Burling- 
ton, Ont., from Aug. 25-26. . 
Exchange visits will be made 

between Canada and the United 
States, Britain, the Netherlands, 
Belgium, Sweden and West 
Germany. 

For army cadets training 

will be offered at 14 locations 
across Canada. Exchange visits 
will be with Carribean coun- 
tries and Britain. Main train- 
ing camps will be established 
at Gagetown, N.B.; Valcartier, 
Que.; Ipperwash, Ont.; Banff, 
Alta.; and Vernon, B.C. 

The over-all program, in- 
volving about 9,000 cadets, in- 
cludes courses in leadership, 

adventure training and orienteer- 
ing, parachute training, moun- 
taineering, instructional tech- 
niques, driver communications, 

survival training, band and 
rifle training, as well as sports 
and recreational activities. 

Air cadets are slated to at- 
tend camps at Greenwood, 
N.S., Bagotville, Que., Trenton, 

Ont., and Penhold, Alta. There 

they will receive familiariza- 
tion flying in Otter aircraft, 
glider flying, and basic airman- 
ship. 

Selected air cadets receive 
pilot training at civilian flying 
clubs under a ‘Flying Scholar- 

ship’ program. 
A senior leaders course is 

slated for CFB Cold Lake, Alta., 
while at CFB Borden, Ont., tech- 
nical training courses will be 
held. Courses in athletic leader- 
ship, hospital attendant and 
bush survival will also be of- 
fered. 

Air cadet exchange programs 
this year will be with Britain, 
the U.S.A., Australia, Israel, 

Germany, Belgium, France, 

the Netherlands, Norway, Por- 
tugal, Spain, Sweden and 
Switzerland.

CONSUMER PROTECTION 

IN MANITOBA 
Simple Answers to Common 

Questions 
(Third and Final Article 

in the Series) 

Door-to-door Sales 

Every door-to-door sale, (any 
sale made elsewhere than at a 
seller's regular place of business 
by a salesman you did not con- 
tact) has special rules: 

— You may cancel the sale 
at any time within four days 
by sending a written notice to 

the company at the address shown 
on the sales contract or in- 
voice the salesman gave you. 
You don’t have to have a rea- 
son — you can just simply 

change your mind. 
— Of course, if you cancel, 

you are entitled to your money 

or deposit back and the return 
of any trade-in given. Naturally, 
you must return the goods you 
bought. 

— At the top of the sales 

form there must be printed a 
statement of your right to cancel 

and the address to which you 

can send the cancellation letter 
within the four-day period. A 
copy of this form must be left 
with you at the time of pur- 
chase. 
— Ask the salesman to show 

you his licence BEFORE you 
let him in your house. He is 
required to be licensed by the 
Consumers Bureau and his com- 
pany is required to post a bond 
with them. If he doesn't have a 
licence, don’t deal with him and 
call the Bureau or the Police. 
— It’s against the law for the 

salesman to give you a gift, 
discount or commission in ex- 
change for you giving him the 
names of other prospective cus- 
tomers. 
— If he gives you a free 

gift, there must be no strings 
attached. He cannot add the value 
of the gift to the price of the 

goods you buy nor can he re- 
quire you to buy goods to keep 

the gift. 
Collection Agents 

If your unpaid bills have been 
turned over to a Collection 
Agent, he must follow these 
definite rules: 
—He cannot collect more 

than the actual amount you owe. 
He can’t add on his collection 
fees or any other charges. If 
he does collect more than you 
owe, he has to pay you three 
times the extra amount you 
paid him and you can get this 

back from him in cash or apply 
it against the amount still 
owing. 

— He can’t bother or harass 
you with personal visits or phone 

ealls again and again. He can 

only call between 7:00 a.m. and 
9:00 p.m. and never on Sun- 

days or holidays. 

— He can’t try to scare you 
by making threats or -by using 

forms that look like court docu- 
ments. 
— He can’t make any seizures 

or repossessions of your goods 

except with full legal authority. 

Make him show you his court 
order or authorization from the 
finance company or person who 

holds your chattel mortgage. If 
he doesn’t, don’t let him take 
your goods and call the police 
or the Consumers Bureau. 

— If you pay him any money, 
make sure you get a receipt 

with his name and his firm’s 
name and address on it. His com- 
pany is required to be licensed 
and bonded to protect you. Save 
your receipt and call the Con- 
sumers Bureau if any problems 
arise. 
Credit Cards 

Frequently you will open your 
mail and find an unasked for 
credit card with your name and 

address on it. THIS TYPE OF 
SOLICITATION IS AGAINST 
THE LAW. Send it back or de- 
stroy it. You have no_ obli- 
gation to accept or use it but 
if you do you will be liable for 
any purchases. 

You should immediately report 
the name of the company that 
sent you the unsolicited credit 
ecard to the Consumers Bureau. 
If your eredit ecard is lost or 
stolen you should immediately 
notify the company by phone and 
then by registered letter. You 
have no obligation to pay for 
any unauthorized amounts 
charged to it after you've noti- 
fied the company. 

The total amount you can be 
responsible for after it is stolen, 
lost or used by an unauthorized 
person is the actual unauthorized 
charges made against your card 
up to a maximum of $50 or 
your credit limit. 

If there’s a dispute between 
you and the company that issued 
the credit card, it is up to the 
company (and not you) to 
prove: 
— the charge was incurred by 

you or someone authorized 

by you (your wife, ete.) 
you did not _ notify 

the company that your card was 
lost or stolen. 
The Consumers Bureau

CHILDREN FROM EXPLOSIVE DEVICE — ACTION TO 

PREVENT SIMILAR DISASTER 
Mr. Douglas Stewart (Okanagan-Kootenay): Mr. Speaker, I wish 
to direct a question to the Minister of National Defence. Is the 
minister aware of the tragic incident yesterday which caused 
the deaths of two Vernon, British Columbia, children, killed 

when a mortar shell, picked up on a former munitions training 
range at Camp Vernon, exploded? 
Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National Defence): Yes, 

Mr. Speaker, I am aware of this tragic accident. It is being 
investigated. I do not believe it is yet known what the explosive _ 
device was that caused the accident, but the RCMP are investi- 
gating and we are co-operating fully. 
Mr. Stewart (Okanagan-Kootenay): Will the minister indicate 
whether or not he is prepared to issue a directive that this second 
world war training range be combed and recombed in order to 
prevent similar disasters? 
Mr. Richardson: Mr. Speaker, this area has been examined by 
military engineers over the years, dating back as far as 1963. 
If there is new evidence following the investigation that warrants 
a further examination, then I would authorize it. 

POSSIBLE POSTING OF HMCS “KOOTENAY” TO 

SOUTHEAST ASIAN WATERS — SUGGESTED SENDING 

OF OTHER TYPES OF VESSELS 
Mr. Stan Schumacher (Palliser): Mr. Speaker, my question is 
supplementary to the first question to the Minister of National 
Defence and relates to his announcement that the HMCS Kootenay 

would be sent to Southeast Asian waters to relieve the Terra 
Nova. Is any consideration being given to sending a ship simi- 
lar to the HMCS Preserver or the HMCS Protector in order 
that there might be some passenger carrying ability connected 
with those vessels that will be operating in those waters, 

particularly after the events of Saturday? 
Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National Defence): Mr. 
Speaker, if I may correct the question in this way, we did not 
announce that the Kootenay would be going; we asked the 
Kootenay crew to stand by and be prepared to leave if necessary. 

The Terra Nova will be there until the end of May. No con- 
sideration has been given to other ships because in fact that would 
not be necessary. The Terra Nova or the Kootenay could carry 

all of our personnel in Viet Nam. 

POSSIBLE OPENING OF MILITARY COLLEGES TO 
WOMEN 
Hon. George Hees (Prince Edward-Hastings): Mr. Speaker, I 
have a question for the Minister of National Defence. I asked this 
question about two months ago and the minister said he would 
give it consideration. | wonder whether he is now ready to give 
the answer. I view of the tremendous advantages afforded young 

men wishing to go into the armed forces as a career, is the 
government not willing to provide the same advantages to 
young women by allowing them to attend military colleges and 
attain the same standards with the same advantages? 
Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National Defence): Mr. 
Speaker, although I have explained to the House that it is not 
now our policy to admit women to military colleges — 
Some Hon. Members: Shame! 
Mr. Richardson: I would say that personally I believe the 
time may now be appropriate for us to re-examine that policy 
and I will do so following the suggestion of the hon. member 
with which I agree. If I could have a moment longer, 
Mr. Speaker, I would like to say that even though we do not 
have women enrolled in the military colleges we do provide 
opportunities for training at the universities. There are now #2 

women enrolled in officer training courses at civilian univer- 
sities on an equal basis with men. 
Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon. member has a supple- 
mentary and he will be recognized for that purpose. I believe 
the Minister of State seeks the floor on a point of order but I 
will first recognize the hon. member. 
Mr. Hees: Mr. Speaker, I was not referring to those who wish to 
upgrade their education and are allowed to go to university 
because they do not get these advantages at all. As a graduate 
of RMC I can tell the minister that women would be very wel- 
come at these colleges. 

ANNUAL ESCALATION OF PENSIONS OF RETIRED 
ARMED FORCES PERSONNEL NOT YET 60 
Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): May I direct a 
supplementary question, which is parallel to the one I just asked, 
to the Minister of National Defence. Can he say what prog- 
ress he is making so that retired armed forces personnel not 
yet 60 years of age will receive the annual escalation in their 
pensions? 
Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National Defence): Mr. Speaker, 
the matter is under consideration. 

PAY OF CANADIAN ARMED FORCES PERSONNEL ON 

VIET NAM SUPERVISORY COMMISSION 

Mr. Walter Baker (Grenville-Carleton): Mr. Speaker, I should 
like to direct a question to the Minister of National Defence. 
In view of the fact that the Department of National Defence per- 
sonnel are working as long hours and under conditions that are 
as dangerous as the conditions under which employees of the 
Department of External Affairs are working in Viet Nam, is 
the minister going to announce an increase in pay rates for 
the defence personnel equal to that paid to external affairs and 
other civilan personnel serving in Viet Nam? 
Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National Defence): Mr. 
Speaker, the arrangements for foreign service pay are deter- 
mined by the Treasury Board, not directly by the Department 
of National Defence or the Department of External Affairs. 
Mr. Baker: Would the minister care to enlighten the House now 
as to what the minister’s recommendations are to the Treasury 
Board with respect to this matter and with respect to pay for 
Department of National Defence personnel equal to that of 
members of the Public Service of Canada? 
Mr. Richardson: Broadly speaking, we have achieved equality 
of pay for the armed forces and the public service. When we 
look at something specific, such as the matter mentioned by the 
hon. member, foreign service allowances, we have to con- 

sider other elements in the total package of allowances and bene- 
fits. We have to look at the pension plan, at housing conditions, 
and even medical care. There is a lot in the package that has 
to be weighed, not just one item.  
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OTTAWA (CFP) — The Matra 
racing enterprise is as French 
as Charles de Gaulle and, in 
fact, owes its very existence 

to Le Grand Charlie. Aside from 
the old Mercedes and Auto Union 
Firms, Matra is the only maker 

of racing cars to be government 

sponsored. 
Originally a producer of 

missiles, telecommunication and 

guidance equipment, Matra 

bought out the Renault Bonnet 
Racing works in 1964. They im- 
mediately set about construct- 

ing F3 cars and, with remark- 
able regularity, took a succes- 
sion of French national cham- 
pionships. A subsequent expan- 
sion into F2 brought that title 

to Matra from 1967 to 1969 
inclusive. The prestige from 
these victories won for the 
factory a non-repayable gov- 
ernment “loan’’ of 1.25 million 
dollars to get into Formula 
One and endurance racing. 

Matra won the World Cham- 
pionship in 1969, their second 
year in Fl. The situation, how- 

ever, was that although the 
chassis and money were French 
the engine and tires (Ford and 
Dunlop) were English while 
the driver, Jackie Stewart, 
was a Scot. This dampened 
national pride considerably and 
did nothing to off-set the 
miserable failure of the Matra 
sportsracer in the endurance 
series. 

In 1970 all foreign frills dis- 
appeared and Matra mounted 

an all-French F1 effort. The 
engine was their own Matra- 
Simea V-12, the drivers were 

former national champs Jean- 
Pierre Beltoise and Henri 
Pescarolo and sponsorship came 

from the French Elf petroleum 
company and Chrysler Europe 
(Simca). 
However, 1970 was another 

of the years of the Lotus and 
the Matra model MS120 could 
finish the season no better than 

_tied for sixth place. In the 
drivers’ standings  Beltoise 
finished ninth and Pescarolo 
twelfth. Blame for these failures 
fell on the engine since only 

two of the team’s DNFs could 
be attributed to either the 
design or construction of \the 
chassis.

The engine had come from 

the model MS650/630 endurance 
racer and been returned for the 
flat-out GP speeds. It brought 
two problems which had not 
been noticed in the distance 
series; a narrow power band 
and a voracious appetite. In 
CP races, where so much de- 

pends on light weight and power 
over a wide range of speed, 
these were costly penalties. 
Besides starting five bhp 
down, the engine also had to 
push a car that weighed any- 
where from 100 to 150 pounds 
more than the competition 

because of the extra fuel load. 
It’s little wonder, then, that the 

car did as poorly as it did. 
The 1971 Matra team was con- 

siderably less French-oriented 
having replaced Pescarolo with 
Chris Amon and the Elf sponsor- 
ship with Shell. But Beltoise 
had his licence suspended early 
in the year and it fell to Amon 
to carry the French colors into 
battle. The car acquired a 
more reasonable power-to-weight 
ratio and pioneered the full- 
front nose and cold-air box that 

have now become standard 
on GP cars. But little could be 
done about the engine’s thirst 
and the season ended with 
Matra in seventh place in the 
builders’ standings and Amon 
ninth in the drivers’. Beltoise 
finished 22nd. 

The year 1972 brought a vast- 
ly reduced F1 effort with only 
one car entered for Amon. He 

finished with only twelve points 
while the factory fell to dead 
last in the Constructors’ Cup 
standings. Even by mid-season 

it was obvious that the factory’s 
thoughts were somewhere else. 
‘‘Somewhere else’, in this case, 
was the Twenty-four Hours of 
Le Mans which was to be 
an all-or-nothing effort. 

The team entered four cars 
for some of the world’s best 
drivers (each paired with a 
French driver), had over a 
million dollars from the Pom- 
pidou government, and em- 
ployed 110 mechanics and en- 
gineers. The fact that the mighty 
Ferrari team stayed away 
helped considerably. 
Two laps after M. Pompidou 

dropped the flag to start the 
race, Beltoise dropped his en- 
gine (thus putting his partner, 
“Unluck Amon", out as well) 
and 24 hours after that Matra 
had a clear win . their 
first anywhere since 1969. 

Matra’s plans for 1973 are 
at best undecided. Despite 
the million dollars and 110 
workers, it’s unlikely that they 
will be any match for the likes 

of Ferrari, Alfa, Romeo or 
even Mirage in the endurance 
series. Amon has been released 
to seek his fortune with March 
(whose future is also still un- 

decided) and it’s probable 
that again there will be a single 
ear in Fl. Likely driver? The 
prodigal son, Beltoise.

Back several eons ago or was 

that just one year ago, the orga- 
nizers of this new professional 
hockey league kept telling all 
who would listen that the W.H.A: 
would not experience the pitfalls 
of the N.H.L. expansion, i.e. 
four or five strong teams and the 
rest weak, but would start their 

first season with all teams being 
of equal strength hence 
“Parity”. 

Has there been parity? Well, 

the season went down to the final 
day before all but one of the play- 
off positions were decided, with 
the fourth and final berth in the 

W.H.A.’s Western Division 

being decided by playing a spe- 

cial sudden “death” game. Only 
twenty points separated the first 

and last placed teams (New Eng- 
land and Quebec) in the East- 
ern Division while Winnipeg 

Jets and the Cougars of Chica- 

go in the West were only 36 
points apart. In the N.H.L. 
however, 89 points separated 

Montreal and the hapless Island- 
ers from New York in the East 
and Chicago Black Hawks had 

a 46 point bulge on California in 
‘the Western Division. 

So I guess you could say that 

the W.H.A. had parity. A 
deeper look into the final statis- 
tics shows that the N.H.L. had 
three players with fifty or more 
goals and only three players with 
one hundred or more points, 

while the W.H.A. had five fifty 

and over goal scorers and eight 
players who were over the one 

hundred points in scoring figures. 

With only twelve teams, the 

W.H.A. scored a total of 3,329 

goals in seventy-eight games 
with the New York Raiders 

the most scored on team with 

334 goals, followed by Quebec 

with 313, Philadelphia 305 and 
Ottawa with 301, and all these 

clubs play in the Eastern Divi- 
sion. The most scored on team 
in the West was Chicago Cou- 
gars with 295 goals against. 

The N.H.L. on the other 
hand with sixteen teams scored 
a total of 4,014 goals with. just 
three teams allowing over three 

hundred goals against (Van- 
couver 339, New York Islanders 
347 in the East and California 
with 223 in the West). 

These statistics point out the 
following: (a) that the W.H.A. 
in its first year of operation did 
in fact have parity; (b) the N.- 
H.L. in the midst of another ex- 
pansion year does not have par- 

ity; (¢) that the W.H.A. is 
not as strong defensively as the 
N.H.L.: and (d) that with a

few players added here and there 
to shore up this lack of defence 
the W.H.A. will in time challenge 
the older professional hockey 

league for the top players and 
the paying fan as well. 

Another statistical fact worth 
noting is that teams in the N.H.L. 
allowed a total of 4,086 goals 
against for an averdge of 3.22 
goals per game while W.H.A. 
teams were scored on 3,339 times 

for a 3.56 goals against Average. 
Considering the N.H.L. has 
six additional teams the differ- 
ence between these two profes- 
sional giants of hockey is mar- 
ginal. 
Now what comes next? With 

their first season behind them 
all clubs know the areas in which 
they must improve upon. New 
York Raiders for instance were 
second only to the New England 
Raiders in goals scored but were 
last in the league with goals 
against, a fact that cost them a 
place in the playoffs. With a 
goalie here and a defenceman or 
forward there all clubs will strive 
to improve over the—coming 
months thus heading into their 
second season not only with 
“parity” with much tighter de- 
fences and less fifty goal scorers. 
For those fans who faithfully 
followed the W.H.A. because 
of its new approach to the game, 
1973/74 will be more of the same 

and will make it most difficult 
to purchase a seat than was the 
case in most arenas this past sea- 
son. 

Stray Spokes — What is a 
“complete” hockey player some 
one asked me the other day. A 
look at the final statistics in the 
W.HLA. and the N.H.L. 
shows us that players such as 
Bobby Hull and Phil Esposito 
assist on as many goals as they 
seore. Also the new »‘‘stars” 
rising in the wings such as Ron 
Ward and Tommy Webster 
in the W.H.A, and Rick 
MacLeish of the N.H.L. are 
some of the players whose goal/ 
assist output are comparable. 
However, this does not neccessar- 

ily make for the complete hockey 
player. Then what does! 
Well, let us take a look at one 
— Bobby Hull — 1972/73 saw 

Bobby miss fifteen games due to 
legal problems, yet he scored 51 
goals and assisted on another 52, 
he scored 15 power play goals, 
seven game winners, nine of his 
goals tied the game and he also 
seored two short-handed goals 
while killing penalties; Bobby 
coached the Jets to first place 
in the Western Division of the 
W.H.A. in his very first year 
as a playing coach. On the pub- 
lic relations net Bobby again 
stood out. His ability to smile,

OTTAWA (CFP) — A man 

who drinks and drives is play- 
ing Russian Roulette. 

He holds a gun to his head 
with five chambers filled. He 
may fire only one shot — two 
— three — four — or all five. 

The shot — criminal prosecu- 
tion. The intoxicated motorist 
may face a civilian criminal 
court for impaired driving, crim- 
inal negligence or other crimin- 
al charges. The punishments 

may range from fines to leng- 
thy terms of imprisonment. 
Criminal convictions for a ser- 
viceman can well have an ad- 
verse effect on a career. 

Second shot — civil lawsuits. 
If the negligent conduct causes 
injuries or damages, he is legal- 
ly responsible for it. Civil dam- 
ages awarded by the courts may 
exceed insurance coverage and 

keep him in debt long after the 
trial is over. 

Third shot — financial hard- 
ships. An auto collision may be 
fatal to the drunk driver or some 
innocent party. Tragedy strikes 

the family — it widows the wife 
and leaves the children father- 
less. If he survives the accident, 
he may become a cripple for the 
rest of his life. He becomes a 
burden instead of a provider for 
the family. 

Fourth shot — moral implica- 
tions. It is hard to imagine the 
emotional suffering when a per- 

son realizes he has seriously in- 
jured or killed another human 
being. 

Fifth shot — personal losses. 
The intoxicated motorist can 
risk ‘losing his driver's license, 
have an insurance policy can- 
celled, disrupt family relations 
or suffer professional ruin. 

No one has a monopoly on the 
market of common sense. It 
doesn’t take a mental giant to 
realize drinking and driving are 
a losing combination. 

Oh yes, we forgot to men- 
tion- the sixth cylinder of the 
gun is empty. Pull the trigger 
and nothing will happen — 
you'll make it back safely. 

Consider the odds next time 
you find yourself in this situa- 
tion.
