Officially Opened

On Thursday the 17th of May
the 2 PPCLI area of the South
Site of CFB Winnipeg, formerly
known as Selkirk Lines, was of-
ficially opened as Kapyong Bar-
racks. The formal opening took

place five months and five days
after the Chief of the Defence
Staff, General J. A. Dextraze,
CBE, CMM, DSO, CD approved
the renaming of -the lines
in recognition of the Battalion’s

occupancy. At that time the
unit was serving with the UN
Forces in Cyprus, and could not
participate in any formal open-
ing ceremonies.

The day began with a full
parade and march-past of the
Battalion under the command
of LCOL J. H. Allan, CD. This
parade marked the official re-
turn of the Battalion from duty
with the UN Forces in Cyprus,
as well as the official opening of
Kapyong Barracks. The [nspect-
ing Officer was COL J. R. Stone,
DSO, MC, CD (Retired). Col.
Stone travelled from his home
in Vancouver, B.C. to be with
the Battalion on this occasion.

Col Stone was the Command-
ing Officer of Second Battalion
Princess Patricia’s Canadian
Light Infantry during the Korean
War when it defended Hill 677
at Kapyong. At the end of sev-
eral days fighting the Battalion
still held its position although all
the units around it had been
forced to withdraw. The enemy
advance had been halted and
Kapyong became a name of
which all Patricias could be
proud. As a result of the Kap-
yvong action the Battalion won
the U.S. Presidential Citation and
Col Stone won a bar to the DSO
he had gained in World War II.

At 10:15 A M., immediately af-
ter the parade, the opening cere-
mony took place with Col Stone
unveiling the new entrance sign
in front of Kapyong Barracks.
Following this the American
Consul-General, Mr. William
Kelly cut a ribbon to open the
Kapyong Battle Display in Fre-
zenberg Building, the Battalion
headquarters building.

The day's ceremonies were
completed by a plaque-unveiling
ceremony at the South Site
Protestant Chapel. Afterwards,
the visitors and senior officers
attended a luncheon at Kapyong
Barracks’ WOs' and Sgts’ Mess.
The men finished their part of
the celebrations by having the
afternoon off.

OTTAWA — Building bridges

or airfields, aiding in controlling
of prison riots, preventing ava-
lanches or fighting forest fires

In June and July last year,
specially trained troops from 1
Signals Regiment, Kingston, pro-
vided aid to the Ontario Pro-
vineial Police in the search for
14 convicts who escaped from
Millhaven Penitentiary.

Last fall a Canadian Forces
medical team travelled to Ugan-
da to aid the Canadian depart-
ment of manpower and immi-
gration in processing thousands
of Ugandan Asians who were be-
ing ousted and who sought immi-
gration to Canada.

Once the 4,400 displaced Ugan-
dans had been flown to Longue,
Pointe, Que., the Canadian
Forces provided accommoda-

tion, medical facilities and food
services under the direction of
immigration authorities.

In snowbound Quebee City,
Canadian Forces tracked person-
nel carriers transported hun-
dreds of stranded residents. At
least one seriously ill man was
saved from possible death.

Forces personnel fought forest
fires in Alberta, floods in the
Maritimes, and a twin Bailey
bridge to replace a wrecked span
on Highway 17 was built by
Forces engineers under the di-
rection of the Ontario ministry of
transport. .

Canadian Forces aireraft and
ships regularly undertake search
and rescue operations on land
and sea. Under agreements with
the International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAQ) Canada is
responsible for airecraft search
and rescues over an area in ex-
cess of 6,000,000 square miles.

Sometimes with the help of ci-
vilian aircraft, 97 per cent of the
searches in 1972 were successful.

Ankara, Turkey, May 15-16,

At the end of a three day visit
to the Canadian Contingent with
the United Nations Peacekeep-
ing Force in Cyprus in mid May,
Defence Minister James Rich-
ardson held talks with President
Makarios and Vice-President
Denktach.

Mr. Richardson expressed Can-
ada's satisfaction with the suc-
cess of the UN Force in pre-
venting a recurrence of inter-
communal strife. He said, how-
ever, that Canada was concerned
with the slow progress being
made towards a political settle-
ment.

He said that in the next few
months some measure of decon-
frontation between opposing fac-
tions would be a useful first step
towards a political settlement.

During his stay on the Island,

Mr. Richardson visited outposts
in the outlying areas operated by
the Danish and Finnish con-
tingents and the ‘“‘Green Line"
outposts in Nicosia which are
the responsibility of the Cana-
dian contingent.

Since April, the main element
of the Canadian contingent has
been provided by the 3rd Bat-
talion of the Royal 22nd Regi-
ment, Valecartier. Mr. Richard-
son said the contingent was
most impressive and was main-
taining the high standard set in
Cyprus by Canadian Units since
March 1964.

He said that early in June
the Canadian Government would
be considering the extension of
the UN Mandate in Cyprus
which comes up for renewal 15
June.

At long last summer’s just
around the corner again, and
our popular resort areas will
soon, be alive with thousands
of visitors. Most of these recrea-
tion spots are situated near
lakes, rivers or the coast, and
this accounts for the big boom
in water sports.

In view of this a thorough
knowledge of water safety has
become most important. It in-
volves all concerned — swim-

mers, rowers, skin divers,
canoeists, yachtsmen, power
boat operators and anglers

alike. Knowing how to swim is
not really enough. This is proved
by the fact that- every year
hundreds of swimmers lose their
lives by drowning. One should
also know how to exercise care
and good sense, and always be
fully prepared for emergencies.

The Red Cross Water Safety
Service has provided instruc-
tion in the field of water safety
for more than 25 years. Its
influence has been felt. For
one thing, in spite of the big
increase in Canada's popula-
tion and the greater popularity
“of water sports, the national
drowning figures have hardly
risen at all over the years.

The Water Safety Service
has contributed a lot to this
improved state of affairs.

Last year, for example, 800,000
Canadians enrolled in its water

safety courses.

The efforts of the Water
Safety Service apart, one grim
fact remains. Statisties show that
most drownings continue to re-
sult from aeccidental entry into
the water. What happens is this.
The victim finds himself gulping
for breath and he begins to
panic. That puts his life in real
danger.

To safeguard against such
situations the Red Cross Water
Safety Service runs a special
survival swimming course for
people of all ages. It is well
recommended — it's a require-
ment for all members of the’
Armed Forces. The Red Cross
recommends that you take it
too.

Spot-Lite is
actually the name of the week-
ly leaflet issued by the hospital’s
recreational department so that
all patients may see at a glance
the entertainment available
for the ensuing week.

A typical layout is as follows:
For SUNDAY — Protestant
9:00 am. St. Luke's Chapel,
Holy Communion which is also
broadcast over the hospital
radio system. 9:45 a.m. Divine
Worship which is also broad-
cast over the hospital broad-
cast system. Roman Catholic
9:00 a.m. St. Camillus Chapel
Mass, which is also broadecast
over the hospital radio system.
Thursday 9:00 a.m. St. Luke's
Chapel Holy Communion. Tue.
and Thur. 9:15 a.m. St. Camil-
lus Chapel Mass.

For MONDAY — at 1:30 p.m.
Bing-Song with piano ac-
companiment held in “8"”
Ward. 6:00 p.m. Feature movie
shown in the Red Cross Lodge.

For TUESDAY — at 1:30
p.m. Bingo for permanent
care and day hospital patients
held in “S” Ward. 2:00 p.m.
Piano and song on Wards “V”’
and “W". This program then
moves to the Red Cross Lodge
and continues until 2:45 p.m.
and sometimes longer depend-
ing on response.

For WEDNESDAY — at 1:30
p.m. General interest films in
colour shown in “8” Ward.
2:00 p.m. Library book service
to the various wards. 7:30 p.m.
Bingo for all patients interested
held in the Red Cross Lodge and
generally sponsored by a dif-
ferent Branch of the Roval
Canadian Legion every week.
Prizes generally range from
50¢ to $2.00 depending on the
particular Legion and monies
available. Refreshments are
served gratis afterwards. Whilst
on the subject of the Legions
most Branches have their par-
ticular day or evening to pro-
vide their own paid up mem-
bers with smokes and other
personal comforts.

For THURSDAY — 1:30 p.m.
Bowling tournament held on
“S" Ward. 2:00 p.m. General

interest films in colour are
shown on “V') and “W" Wards.

For FRIDAY — 1:30 p.m.
5pin  bowling at downtown

bowling alley for patients of cer-
tain wards. Others interested
may contact the recreation of-
fice. 1:30 p.m. Music and danec-
ing on “S" Ward. 2:00 p.m.
Library bookcart service to
wards.

It would appear that the most
unfortunate part of the whole
operation is that during the

summer months the Red Cross
Lodge canteen facilities are
closed on Saturdays, Sundays
and holidays. There is also not
currently an appreciable li-
brary - of general interest
books that patients may borrow
to read. Many of the older books
have been thrown out and a
few taken away without au-
thority.

The hospital contains one
barber shop which ecaters to up-
patients in the morning. Dur-
ing the afternoon the barber
visits the wvarious wards and
will eut hair for any patient
that a nurse okays as being fit
to cope with it.

Both Chapels, St. Luke the
Physician (P) and St. Camillus
(RC) are located on the top
floor (8th) of the hospital and
afford inspirational views from
both within and without. Need-
less to say the three resident
Padres are kept very busy.
By name they are: C. L.
Morgan (Anglican), A. R. Mac-
Ver Umted) and E. J. Grise
(RC).

There is a well stocked
medical library also located on
the 8th floor, however, most of
the books are strictly reference
material for professional
medical personnel.

In addition there are pro-
vided Medical Social Services,
Occupational Therapy, Physio-
therapy, Arts, and Crafts, and
of course a Welfare Office
which sometimes can provide
the difference between the de-
sire to live and the could-care-
less attitude.

Deer Lodge is a rather large
complex requiring many per-
sonnel to operate. No matter
what shift comes up there in-
variably appears to be a shortage
of nurses, orderlies, cleaners,
ete. Those that do show up run
their very legs off trying to aid
everyone in dire necessity and
as you may or may not realize
a veterans hospital provides
some rather ticklish situations
what with the great variety of
maladies and sometimes eerie
actions of the 'patients them-
selves. Members of the staff
almost reguire eyes in the back
of their head to remain abreast
of some of the patients,

As a rather unexpected, and
fairly lengthy patient of Deer
Lodge over the past several
months, I hold great esteem
and admiration for all those
employed within and heartily
thank each and ewery one for
all their individual and col-
lective actions,- their kindness
and painstaking, and thank God
for my ultimate recovery.

Forces. The programme held
at Loyalist College in Belle-
ville, Ontario, offers courses in:
Accountancy 52 weeks; Busi-
ness-Administration, 52 weeks;
Real Estate (Assessment and
Appraisal), 52 weeks;
Mechanical  Technician, 52
weeks; Electronic Technician,
38 weeks; and Electrical Tech-
nician, for 38 weeks.

These courses recognize ser-
vice aequired skills and exper-
ience and as a result they lead
to the granting of the Loyalist
College Two Year Diploma
after completing up to only one
year of study.

The accounting courses have
been recognized by the Certi-
fied General Accountants and
the technical courses are recog-
nized by the Association of En-
gineering Technologists of Ont-
ario.

Servicemen who are accepted
will be entitled to Canada Man-
power training allowances while
enrolled in these courses. The
amount payable varies and is
determined by number of de-
pendants and whether or not
you maintain residence for your
family in a city other than Belle-
ville.

After years of peeping over
a piece of fence, CFTMPC per-
sonnel will now be able to peer
panoramically at the horizon.

The ‘“uplift”” happened four
weeks ago when the unit’'s nine
servicemen, one servicewoman,
and 20 civilians packed their
occupational — and, in some
cases, avocational — belongings
and moved deftly and dramat-
ically into Building 52, an un-
sentimentally sensible structure
that neither grabs the eye nor
tugs the heart but now, because
of CE ingenuity, fairly bristles
with functional vim and vigour.

Huddled for eight years in
Building 81, a peripherally
positioned Quanset hut on the east
side of the North Site, CFTMPC,
the low-profile unit that produces
training aids ranging from pub-
lications to projectibles, now
operates in a scintillating setting
that dazzles but, of course, never
distracts.

The unit’s new home, an open
warehouse converted into a high-
occupancy building, boasts a
brilliant and bountiful array of
colorful and practical features
which include red and and pur-
ple acoustical screens used as
office partitions, sound absorbent
fibreglass ceiling panels, indus-
trial carpets in specialized areas
and, in the workshops, 550-volt
multi-vapour lamps that produce
five times the output per watt of
power consumed compared with
the output of conventional tung-
sten-filament lamps.

The $92,000 renovation proj-
ect, which took only three months

Moves

to complete, was funded under
a federal government winter
works program and 25 civilians
were employed on the project
on a full-time basis.

Composed of four sections —
editorial, graphics, composing
and workshops — and an ad-
ministrative complement of five
headed by Major C.C. Lock-
hard, Commanding Officer of
the unit, CFTMPC has finally
“arrived” at Canadian Forces
Base Winnipeg.

In other words, the unit's days
of locative limbo are over!

For the followers of Canadian Football and in particular the
Winnipeg Blue Bombers the arrests of Mack Herron, Jim Thorpe
and Amos Van Phelt last week on drug charges has to rate as
the greatest calamity since the fall of Troy. This was the year
of the Grey Cup, season tickets were selling briskly, new plavers
to fill those certain weak holes had hopefully been signed.
Then came the news that popular Mack Herron and Van Phelt
had been arrested by local police for being in possession of cer-
tain illegal drugs; then later in the week Jim Thorpe, the
Bombers and Canada’s best pass receiver, was picked up by the
RCMP at Toronto’s International Airport with a number of drugs
packed in a checked suitcase. Then the final blow to the Bomber’s
management was the report out of Detroit that a week previous
Herron had been picked up in his car with drugs and charged
with carrying same and has his car impounded. Mack apparently
pleaded guilty to this charge.

It would appear that the careers of all three football playvers
in the CFL are over. The teams of the Canadian Football League
take a strong stand on Drugs used by players apparently off the
field although legally some players are prescribed drugs by team
doctors to get rid of or to cut down pain from injuries. Much
has been said about the players in American Football and in the
CFL taking hard drugs to keep going but nothing has. ever
come to light to prove that they actually have; until now that is.
Last season two members of the Hamilton Tiger Cats were con-
victed of growing and being in possession of ‘“‘grass' and were
waived out of the league. One, a former American College All-Star
returned to the United States and signed with St. Louis Cardinals
of the N.F.L. However, as he had commenced the 1972 season
in Hamilton had to sit out of football until this year. Nothing will
prevent the three Bombers from playing in the U.S. this season
should they be convicted of the charges laid and suspended from
play inthe C.F.L.

The loss of Herron cannot be measured in wins or losses or
dollars and cents. That he cannot be replaced this season or may-
be next is a fact the coaching staff has to live with. Whether
the team can win it all — The Grey Cup, that is — will only
be known next November. Van Phelt was to have been given
a try-out after sitting out last year because of a knee injury.
Had he made it and proved to be the Back his press clippings
say he was, then the Blue and Gold of Winnipeg would have
been powerful on the ground as well as in the air. That is only
speculation, however, and probably we shall never find out. Thrope
was not in the Bomber’s plans for the coming season and the
club was trying to arrange a trade for him when he was arrested.

Regardless of the outcome of the trials The Winnipeg Blue
Bombers and the Canadian Football League have suffered a cruel
blow — a blow that will take years to get over. However, fans
forget quickly especially if a club is a winner. With the likes of
Jonas, Frank™ and company the Winnipeg Blue Bombers I am
sure will shake off this latest setback and carry on with the business
of bringing the Grey Cup back to Winnipeg in 1973.

For many people in society
today, the word adoption repre-
sents an event of happiness and
the fulfilment of a very natural
need. But the gratitude and
appreciation directed at staff by
adoptive parents after receiving
a child, is only part of the situ-
ation. There is also a mother
without the support of a husband,
who also for very unselfish rea-
sons, decides to offer her child
an opportunity to have what she
feels she cannot provide. This
decision is painful and difficult.
The following thoughts and
ideas were presented to us by a
young mother who made such a
decision. For any woman the
decision to relinquish her child
permanently, is usually taken
only after much soul-searching
pondering. It is made at a time
when she is weakened physically
by confinement and vulnerable
emotionally by hernatural fellings
of protectiveness and love for
her infant. It requires the courage
to place the needs of her child
before her own and to gamble
that she will be able to accept
this decision in years to come. To
deny ‘one's own needs in this way
can be described as the ultimate
in unselfishness and love.

““Adoption is a proper, com-
mon eight letter word. It's well
shaped letters, dutifully crossed
“t"  carefully dotted “i” are
no indication to what hides with-
in. There is no hint of the doubt
and hurt which lurks beneath the
legalities. The hurt is so deep,
so raw that in the first few weeks
tears were my constant ally.
The doubt is a shadow of the de-
cision. A decision I hope is
right. Right for today, tomorrow
and an eternity of tomorrows.

Living between the hurting
times of my baby’s birth and the
signing of the papers was torture.
It is a time when I could have
departed from my original choice
and shunned adoption. And, ch
how I wanted and maybe needed
my baby. I had to detach my-
self from my situation and care-
fully reflect upon the facts. My
most abundant love could not
materialize into the tokens he
needs for survival. My kiss could

not clothe him; my most loving
heart could not produce a home
for him. But while I cannot give
these essentials to him directly
I can still make sure he is pro-
vided for. So I chose what I hoped
was best. And yet, it is not only
for his advantage that he had
adopting parents. Like the rest
of the human race, [ have hopes
and dreams and yes, I am selfish.

After those weeks of agonizing
indecision, signing the papers is
really an anticlimax. In fact, it
is too easy. There is nothing to
betray thefearful aftermath when
the shock has worn off, and . . .
my God, what have [ done?

When this post-signature numb-
ness evaporated, I was left with
apsyche that collapsed when con-
fronted with any example of ma-
ternal bliss.

Unfortunately, another barrier
was to be surmounted. Guilt. I
felt no guilt because I could not
care for the child I was respon-
sible for. No, actually the guilt
was imbedded in me by my
staunch supporters —my friends,
relatives and social workers.
These people all placed so much
confidence in my ability to cope
that when I wanted to ery I felt
guilty. Thus, unknowingly, these
pillars T clung to, conjured this
other demon for me to fight,
guilt, simply because 1 was dis-
playing a very normal emotion.
The emotion of sorrow when a
mother loses a child. I tried to

hide my depression, locking in-
side feelings that needed to be
released. Eventually, after many
sleepless nights I was able to free
myself of this burden of unneces-
sary guilt.

Tears are the most effective
outlet for anyone’s sorrow. Tears
wash away some of the hurt and
pressure on the heart. But no
one can do my crying for me.
Tears fill the very special gap
that friends ean find no admission
to. ’

A wall has been built around
my most vulnerable self. I must
protect myself from the stones
cast at me by those without sin.
Perhaps I sound bitter and per-
haps, I am. But if I did not de-
velop a wall, the condescend-
ing looks, attitudes and unspoken
opinions would be more than I
could bear when linked with the
deep hurt I daily endure.

It is unrealistic to tell me to
“regather the pieces and for-
get the past”. Regather the
pieces, yes, but 1 will never for-
get the child I have borne, so
please don't ask.

During the time 1 have penned
my emotions, my tears, my al-
lies are ever-present, ever-falling.
The agony of an unwed mother
is one that starts as a sharp pain
and is dimmed by time to a con-
stant ache. The surrendered
child is never replaced, never for-
gotten.”’

Speaking of the big dailies, it is not always easy to see eye
to eye with their critics. Both the Press and the Trib apparently
loved Libby Morris, who did a one-woman show not long ago, but
I felt she was more of a sputnik than a star. The Press had
little or no good to say for Stuido 22's Gingerbread Lady, yet
it was fine entertainment nevertheless. However, in the case of
Actor's Showcase performance of three one-act plays under the
collective title of Look ar it This Way, 1 am in almost 100
agreement with the ecritic of the Press. The plays were badly
chosen, lacking in direction, and without too much meaning.
The dictionary defines amateur as “one who is fond of . . .
so this could not be called even amateur effort, as it was very
hard to be fond of any of it.

The first play, “The Daughters”, by local writer Rosemary de
Graff, was probably the best written, but that is not saying
much. What it gained from the writing, got lost in over-acting
and the non-directed antics of the cast. The next was called
‘“Sunday Costs Five Pesos’’, with a group of obvious nen-Latins
trying to impersonate Mexicans. The actors did try to breathe
some life into this play, but it was such a lighthearted bit of
fluff that their task was hopeless.

The final offering was called “Hundred and First"” and dealt
with the life on welfase of the poor. Supposed to be satire, it
came out as many things. Some of the actors played it straight,
some as farce, and some as builesque. Jerry Meclllroy as the
Father, and Audrev Robertson Poapst, as the Mother, helped to
hold things together in spite of the script, and the disregard
for same by some of the other cast members. Miss Poapst's role
called for her to yell “You're fulla crap!” at all and sundry, and
she did this with much gusto, even to the audience at the final
curtain. By this time the crowd had become quite ready to believe
her, as they had received such a load during the course of the
play.

Actor’'s Showcase does good things — it gives a chance for
young people to act, it puts on children’s plays, and it operates
on a shoestring. However, it must learn to choose plays with a
it more taste, and try to avoid picking items purely for their
shock and/or smock values.
