Ottawa — Canadian Forces will 

employ about 9,000 students this 

summer as part of the federal 
government's Student Summer 

Employment Activity Program, 
defence minister Barney Danson 

has announced. 

The defence department’s 

share of the $65.9 million project 
will be $7,552,000, making it the 
second largest departmental 
contribution to the program. 

Manpower and Immigration will 

spend $45.9 million. 

The Forces will provide cadet 
training and activities, community 
assistance projects and Reserve 

training, similar to programs 

operated for the past six years. 
Cadet employment will cost 

$1.7 million for on-going sea, 
army and air cadet training and 

activities, with about 4,600 cadets 

and 500 instructors attending 

summer camps. Cadets atfending 

camp for six weeks or longer 
receive a $100 training bonus. 

Community assistance, costing 

$952,000, will involvé over 750 

students for projects in selected 

communities. The program is 
designed to improve community 
lite by building and repairing park 
facilities, constructing nature 

trails, improving the ecology, and 
conducting activities to attract 

tourists. The pay is $127.75 per 
week. 

The Réserve portion of the 
program will employ 3,250 
students for eight weeks training 
in the Reserves, at a cost of $4.9 

million. Students will receive 
$18.25 per day, plus rations and 
quarters when on field exercises. 

Students 17 to 34 years of age 

interested in the Reserve program 

may apply to local Reserve units 

or Canada Manpower after April 
1. For community assistance 

projects, students 16-34 years of 

age may apply through Canada 

Manpower. Only those cadets who 

were members of units on or 

before Jan. 31, 1977, may attend 
summer camps.

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STATUS OF NATIONAL AIR MUSEUM 

In 1968_a decision was taken 

to build an RCAF Memorial in 
Trenton. It was to have been a 
pyramid-shaped structure housing 

historical collections as well as 
two chapels and a convention 
room, 

A Mr Prus won the contract 
and began making technical 

drawings. Professional money 
raisers were hired about this time; 
however, it soon became evident 
that the required funds (3.8 
million) would not be raised and 
the fund raising programs were 
cancelled. 

Alternatives to the Memorial 
building were considered, such as 
constructing a smaller building, 

creating memorial gardens, or 
granting scholarships, but all were 

considered to be unsuitable, It 
was then that Dr Baird from the 

National Aeronautical Collection 
at Rockcliffe was approached. He 
agreed to a joint program which 
called for a new building to be 

constructed by the Federal 
Government with the RCAF 
Memorial Fund helping to supply 
some of the displays. 

Dr Baird formed a 
committee and Air Marshal (Ret) 
Dunlap found a suitable location 

near Uplands. The project was put 

before the Board of Trustees of 

Museums of Canada; however, it 

took 3 years to have the proposal 
heard by this group. The proposal 
received objections from Western 

representatives about the location, 

and the cost of dismantling the 

current aeronautical coHection 
and moving it to Winnipeg was 
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looked into, About one year ago a 
motion was passed by the Board 
of Trustees to: 

a. back a new museum; 

b. keep it in Ottawa; and 
build it near Uplands. 

In the meantime, the current 
aeronautical collection was to 
acquire a fourth hangar at 
Rockcliffe which would be used 

for the preparation of displays. It 
was decided to display all RCAF 

badges from both active and 

disabled stations and squadrons 
(approx 170) at a cost of about 
$350 per plaque. All active units 
(about 85) were contacted and all 

responded favourably. 

Approximately 114 plaques have 
been ordered and about 53 have 
been received to date. 

Unfortunately, the fourth 

hangar for Rockcliffe has not yet 
been realized nor has the new 

museum been built. Therefore 

there is still no suitable place to 
display these plaques. Both 
NDHQ and AIRCOM HQ have 

been considered as possible sites; 
however, there was no suitable 

location for the display where it 
would be available for all ranks to 
view, At the moment, the Air 
Movements Unit at Ottawa is 
being considered as a temporary 
location until the National 
Aeronautical Collection has the 
space available. 

The money collected from 
service members is ‘about 
$200,000 and is being kept by- 
Royal Trust. It is expected that 
the interest (by the end of the 
year) from this money will pay 
for all the plaques of disbanded 
units. 

Both Air Marshal Dunlap 
(Ret) and LCOL Clarke (Ret) 
work 3 to 4 days per week on this 
project on a voluntary basis. The 
administration of this endeavour 
is estimated to have cost less then 
$50 for the past year.

CFB Winnipeg has two 

full-time and four part-time dental 

clinics, scattered across Manitoba, 

that belong to one of eight dental 

detachments which come under 
the Command of 14 Dental Unit. 

14 Dental Unit _has it’s 
headquarters on the Air 

Command side of the base. It is 

responsible for the provision of 

dental treatment to military 

personnel stationed’ in the 

following provinces, Manitoba, 

Saskatchewan, Alberta and other 

areas and territories, Yukon, 
North West ant! Thunder Bay. The 

Commanding Officer, who is also 

Command Dental Officer, is COL. 
John C. Brick, C.D., D.D.S. 

The two full-time clinics of 

CFB Winnipeg are the Selkirk 
Lines dental clinic (South Site) 

and 14 Dental Unit Detachment 
dental clinic (North Site dental 

clinic). 

The Selkirk Lines dental clinic 
has a dental team of five; a dental 

officer (Major), a dental hygienist 

(MWO), a laboratory technician 
(SGT.) and two dental assistants) 
one SGT. and one civilian). Their 

job is to maintain a high degree of 

dental fitness for the military 

personnel of the 2 PPCLI 
battalion. Their task is made more 
difficult by a rapid turnover of 
personnel and a tight training 

schedule. 
The part-time dental clinics are 

located in CFS Gypsumville, CFS 

Beausejour, CFS Sioux Lookout 
and CFS Churchill. Twice a year, 

for two weeks at a time, teams 

consisting of one dental officer 

and an assistant travel on TD to 
provide routine dental treatment 

to personnel of these stations. 

More difficult cases are referred to 
Winnipeg. In 

emergency dental care is provided 

by a civilian dentist. 

The North Site or 14 Dental 
Unit Detachment is a multiple 

chair dental clinic located in the 

north wing of the first floor of the 
Base Hospital. The dental team 

consists of one detachment 
commander. or Base Dental 

Officer (LCOL.), three dental 
officers (one Major and two 

Captains), five dental assistants (1 

WO, 1 SGT., 1 PTE., 2 Civilians), 

one hygienist (WO), four 
laboratory technicians (1 MWO, 1 

SGT., 2 CPLS.) and one clerk 
(civilian), Their responsibility is to 

provide a broad spectrum of 

dental treatment to base 
personnel or personnel referred 
from outlying clinics. 

Dental officers are committed 
first lo the relief of pain, second 

to the prevention of oral disease 

or problems and third to the 

treatment of oral disease or 

problems in order to upgrade or 
maintain a high degree of dental 

fitness compatible with the 

operational requirements of the 
military. About two years ago, the 

Canadian Forces Dental Services 

trained a sizeable number of 
Public Health dental officers to 

certain areas 

reduce a treatment load that was 

growing out of control. An annual 

program .of early detection and 
prevention was set up and called 

Phase I. This consisted of dental 
education, oral hygiene 
instructions, examination of teeth 

(X-Rays) and soft tissues, cleaning 

of teeth and fluoridation. The aim 
is control of dental disease by the 

individual with periodic 
supervision by the dental team. 
Once dental disease is under 
control, dental officers can then 

provide more comprehensive and 

lasting treatment. 

-Dental assistants do more than 

assist a dental officer at the chair. 
They have quite a number of 

auxiliary functions; - equipment 
maintenance, sterilization of 
instruments, administration, to 

name a few. They have the 

opportunity to branch off into 
other trades during their career if 

they show aptitide and 
motivation. 

Dental hygienists have a key 

role in the implementation of the 

Preventive Dentistry Program. 

They give oral hygiene 

instructions, clean teeth, take 

X-Rays and organize the annual 

recalls. 
Dental laboratory technicians 

fabricate dentures, crowns, and 
inlays, mouthguards, and 

orthodontic appliances to the 
specifications of dental officers. 

They also have auxiliary duties. 

Many of these dental officers 
and tradesmen have remustered 
from other trades, changed careers 

or transferred from sea or air 
elements. 

Since | September 1975, with 

the inauguration of Air 

Command, the detachment 

commander or Base Dental 
Officer is a LCOL. He is also the 

first. of a new breed of Case 
Dental Officers who will have 

been trained in a new specialty; 

General Dentistry. This new 

concept in specialigation 

originated in the U.S. Army 
Dental Corps. 

During the late 1950's and 

early 1960's, the U.S. Army 

Dental Corps recognized the trend 
towards specialization in the 

dental profession. To take 

advantage of the increasing dental 
knowledge, it greatly expanded 
it’s graduate and postgraduate 

training. New problems arose very 

quickly. Most Army installations 

were staffed by a small number of 

dentists and it was not economical 

financially or professionally to 
provide every military community 

with a full assortment of 

specialists. The ratio of specialists 

to general practitioners far exceed 

the ratio of the civilian 
community. The Vietnam. war 
demonstrated the need _ for 
dentists versatile enough to be 

employed anywhere and in any 

capacity professional or 
administrative. To solve these new 

problems, the Army in 1962 

initiated it’s first two year 

residency program in general 
dentistry. The desired end 
product of this type of training 

was a dental officer of high 

versatility and one who could 

serve in many capacities; clinician 

in many of the specialties (except 
orthodontics) capable of 
providing or supervising care for 

the majority of patients and of 
properly referring patients to 

specialists; chief clinician of a 
dental clinic; director or teacher 

in continuing education;

chiefs of departments of dentistry 
in Army Haspitals. 

In the early 70°s, the Canadian 

Forces Dental Services initiated an 

exchange program -with the U.S. 

Army Dental Corps and in 1973 
the first two Canadian dental 
officers began their General 
Dentistry training programs, one 

‘in Fort Knox, the other in Fort 
Hood, Since then, four more have 

been selected and sent to other 
installations. 

In 1976, the North and South 
Site dental clinics were equipped 
with brand new dental units. The 
North Site dental clinic will soon 

be remodeled to better provide 

the general dentistry concept to 

all patients. Much planning and 
reorganization was necessitated to 
ensure that a maximum of care 

could be provided in a minimum 

of space and time. In the near 

future there is a strong possibility 

that the whole clinic will be 

air-conditioned. 

  
  

This is a brief resumé of the 
nature and role of 14 Dental Unit 
Detachment at CFB Winnipeg. 

Like all other sections on the base 
the workload outstrips our 

capabilities but we keep on trying 
under the circumstances.

SHOPPING 
© Returnables. Buy milk and soft drinks in returnable 

bottles — and be sure to return them. This type of 
bottle can average 20 tips; you save monvy (because 
you get tie deposit back) plus the energy needed to 
make new disposable bottles, cans or milk cartons. 

By returning them you also avoid the possibility of 
litter: 

  

Shopping bags. Take your own shopping bags (from 

Previous trips) to the store and insist that the clerk 
use them rather than new ones. If you're just picking 
Up One of two items, don't use a bag, 

* Avoid overpackaging. You know the type. Razor 

blades come in bubble packages that look like the 
Houston Astrodome, Some food products come with 

twa or three layers of paper, foil and cardboard. 
Who needs it? Stecr clear of these overpackaged 

products — or find a place that sells them without 

the gaudy wrapping, Tell the store manager how you 
fecl, Write to the manufacturer and let him know 
as well. 

* Avoid convenience foods. Highly processed foods 
often come in elaborate packages. Try to use fresh 

vegetables where possible. The energy you'll use to 
cook them will probably be a lot less than the energy 
used to prepare, pre-cook and preserve a convenience 
item, 

scraps, grass clippings, etc, Many garden backs will 

show you how to make the frame and how to start 
the pile. You'll have great fertilizer and humus for 
your garden. 

Grow your own. Backyard gardens. can be very 
rewarding — good food, lots of fun, lower food bills, 

and hidden energy savings as well. 

SEPARATING AND RECYCLING . 

Try to separate your garbage so the maximum 
amount of material can be recycled. 

© Newspapers. Put these and other papers into separate 

bundles. 

“© Cans. When you're finished with-cans, rinse them 
out, fatten them and set them aside for recycling. 
You may notice that right now different metals are 
used in cans. However, the cans of the future will 
probably be made entirely of steel which will make 
recycling easier, 

* Bottles. If you can't possibly use bottles, and they 
can't be returned, take off the metal rings and caps 

and put them aside for recycling. 

® Collection or drop-off. The actual collection of items 
for recycling will vary in cach community. Some 

may be picked up during normal garbage pick-ups. 

In other cases you may have to take the bottles, 
‘cans, ete. to a central depot. 

© Do your own thing. Not all communities have recy= 
eling programs. If you're without one, press your 

local council to start planning a strong recycling 
effort. Get involved in local environmental groups. 
‘Your efforts will bencfit all concerned in the long-run. 

Buy your foods in vulk if possible, anf take your 

own container. Country markets can be fascing 

fun.

(SAVOR). This will be the first 

(and last) theoretical lesson, all 
other training being completed on 

the job. OJT must always be 
carried out under, the supervision 
of a qualified ATG navigator due 

to the extremely high hazard 

situation which may result from 
an incorrect application of the 
SAVOR theoty. 

NAVIGATOR OPERATING 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE 

SAVOR SYSTEM 

1. Request pilot select correct 
VOR frequency for the next 
airways reporting point. 

2. State the correct, required 
inbound radial to the facility and 
suggest to the pilot that he dial it 

in on his track bar. (NOTE: If the 

pilot has difficulty adding or 

subtracting 180 degrees to arrive 

at the correct inbound track, 

suggest to him that he continue 
turning the selector knob until the 

track bar centres and the “TO” 
flag appears in the window. Never 

volunteer to do the math for the 

pilot - wait *til he asks for the 

correct answer. Watch the 

co-pilot, he may try to help the 

pilot so that he'll get a good crew 

report.) 

3. Monitor the flight progress - 

if track deviation exceed 10 

radials, the pilot fails the run and 

you must return to step 1 and 
start over again. 

4. If the aircraft remains within 

the previously specified track 

limits, continue inbound to the 
facility until station passage 

occurs. 

5. At station passage the 
SAVOR system will cause the 
Station Passage Alert (STAPAL) 
actuator to close, subsequently 

causing the STAPAL bell to ring 
and the STAPAL warning light (A 

large, yellow, flashing strobe 

Jamp) to illuminate. At this point, 
the SOANS Nav must, within 
three seconds, depress the Banana 

Delivery System (BDS) switch. 

With this action, a small panel in 

the autopilot console will open 

and a servo-delivery arm will 

deposit a plump, yellow, imported 

banana in the right hand of the 
pilot. (WARNING: Undue delay 

in actuating the BDS_ will 

probably result in severe injury to 

the SOANS Nav in that the pilot 

will become vicious and 

uncontrollable). 

6. This completes one full 

cycle of SOANS Navigation with 
the SAVOR system. To continue 

in the flight, return to step 1 and 
repeat the procedure. (NOTE: 

SOANS/SAVORS flights should 
never exceed five (5) hours, nor 

should leg distances of less than 

120 nm be flown with the 
SAVORS engaged. Disregard of 
these safe operating limits will 
result in the pilot becoming 

bilious and drowsy and, if 

continued, will inevitably result in 
obesity and unconsciousness. The 

safe operating limits can be 
exceeded if: 

a. the aircraft is equipped with 

the optional SBDS_ (Sectional 

Banana Delivery System) which 

can be programmed to deliver 

VOXAIR

b. the SOANS/SAVOR system 

is used within the continental 
USA in conjunction with an 
authorized RNAV system (The 

SOANS Nav must liaise with ATC 

to ensure that the aircraft seldom, 

if ever, actually reaches a 
reporting facility); 

c. there are more than three 

qualified pilots on board; 
d. Sharpa Hazily is the pilot; 

and 

e. the Aerospace Squadron can 
be prevailed upon to allow McNair 

to fill the position of the pilot in 

command.) 

7. At this time, very few pilots 

of the local CFANS support unit 
are authorized to operate using 

the SOANS/SAVORS equipment. 
Therefore, it may take quite some 

time for all staff members to be 

flight-checked in their use.

The other day I took a package of frozen spinach out of the freezer 

and tried to open it. I turned it around a couple of times to find the 

end that says, “Lift Tab and pull across”. This package, however, did 
not have the convenient open-up zip, and I had to-pull, tear, pry, and 

claw the reluctant package to get at its contents. 

More and more, we are becoming slaves to convenience. If we have a 
choice between washed and unwashed potatoes, between bagged and 

unbagged radishes, between frozen and fresh carrots, most of us go the 
easy way, the convenient way. : 

What are we saving? Time? Do we want to save time in order to 

pursue more worthy goals, more significant pastimes, more creative 

fulfilment? 

Or are we saving energy (human energy, that is)? We speak of 

‘labor-saving’ devices. So we are saving the labor of cutting the greens 

from a bunch of radishes, of opening the box of frozen food the 

‘natural’ way (by tearing and prying). If you compare the methods, you 

will find that there is not all that much time or energy gained by doing 

thiffgs the ‘convenient’ way. 

The point is that we have been brainwashed by industrial packaging 

concerns who would have us believe that we are too preoccupied, too 

busy, and/or too Jazy to lift a finger or two for perfectly simple tasks 

like opening a can of beans with an old-fashioned can-opener - let alone 

making baked beans from scratch - or to bake a cake by combining 

flour, eggs, sugar, etc., instead of mixing it nice and easy out of a 

carton, 

Naturally, for every new zip-top can, package, bag, or bottle, we pay 

an increased price. We seem quite willing to accept that judging by the 

dine-up of shopping carts loaded down with mountains of convenience 

packages on any day of the week - because the time and energy saved 
ostensibly frees us for other, more interesting pursuits, such as the 
widely advertised do-it-yourself activities like hooking rug - which 

makes us creative, building a boat - by which we recapture the old 

craftsmanship of our forebears, changing our own oil - which makes us 

feel we are beating the ‘money-grabbing’ service stations — even if only 

in a small way. 

. Again, we are subtly goaded and guided by the marketing experts 

who do a great job of brainwashing us through TV and magazine 

advertising, through clever store displays. And we ail fall for some of 
the gimmicks some of the time. : : 

But now, they've gone too far: Last Saturday I saw, in the produce 

section in one of the big supermarkets, pre-packaged baking potatoes, 
individually wrapped in foil, and then nicely displayed, three to a little 
cardboard tray, which was again wrapped in a cellophane film! A young 

woman beside me was staring at the novelty in disbelief, as | was, and 

she said, shaking her head, “You can’t convince me that we need 

THAT!” | agreed. 

Much of this waste and unneeded ‘convenience’ is foisted upon us in 
the name of progress - ever new inventions to improve our ‘lifestyle’ - 

but not necessarily our life. We can’t turn back the clock of progress, 
but we can stop and think occasionally and examine our values.

“The Debate Is On” 
The forum is not Parliament as 

one might expect, nor is it any of 

the Provincial Legislatures, nor is 

it any of the other political 

structures we have in this country. 

The forum for the Constitutional 
Debate is television. 

The resolution, though not 

formally worded, could be this: 
“Be it resolved that the Canadian 
federal experiment has been 

successful, and Canadian 
federalism will continue.” 

The team for the positive side 

of the resolution is headed by 

Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau. 

The team taking up the negative 

side in the debate is headed by 
Premier Rene Levesque. These 

leaders are both experienced 

debaters, both trained in the same 
school of debate, both articulate, 

both persuasive, both bilingual. 

The teams supporting these 
two leaders are loaded with 
heavy-weights, all experienced 
political men, honed in a variety 

of public, offices both federal and 

provincial. 

The language of the debate is 
either English or French, with 

simultaneous translation generally 
provided, 4 

And finally, the audience for 

the debate is the whole Canadian 

. nation, locked in the snows of the 

north, crowded into magalopolis 
urban areas, Seemingly isolated on 

farms or ranches, in forests or on 

s€a coasts, 

And all this is made possible 

because the forum for the debate 

is television, Between the 
toothpaste commercials and the 
violent U.S.A. police stories, 

among the soap operas and 
chopped up late movies, our 
Constitutional Debate is taking 

place. 
We can watch the main 

speeches instantly as they happen; 

or we can wait for the replay-later 
in the day; or we can look for the 
summary at the end of the day. 

And the rebuttals come as 

instantly, hardly giving us time to 

think about the main points that 
were made. Echos of the debate 

are heard on radio, and finally, 

the speeches and rebuttals are 

recorded for us in the daily press. 

At the beginning of the first 
Canadian. Centruy, the 

Constitutional Debate took place 
among a few, for a few, with only 

the printed word as the tool to 
involve the population. A century 

later there is now the possibility 

for greater involvement on the 

part of the population, because 
the means of social 

communication reach out to most 
everyone. 

The “but” in all this is that the 

communication by the media is 

still mostly one way: that is from 

the debaters to the audience. The 
challenge for the people working 

in media will be to help the flow 
of response in the reverse 

direction. After all, (to rework a 

cliché) the Constitutional Debate 
is too important to leave totally 

to the politicians. 

A particularly Canadian twist 

to this debate has been the 
podium from which the leaders 

spoke: both have chosen to 

address the Canadian nation 

indirectly through an American 
audience. Levesque decided upen 

an audience of business men in 
New York, Trudeau chose the 

very Congress of the U.S.A. 

Three Canadian TV networks 
covered these speeches live and in 

color, and in two languages. These 
were mass media events for us in 
Canada but not in the U.S.A. The 

American press and media barely 

noted these events taking place. It 

does seem particularly Canadian 
that even in this case of our most 

serious debate arid internal 

squabble we gain credibility in, 
and communicate through the

Supervisors, like policemen and 

judges would be unnecessary if 

everybody knew precisely what he 

was supposed to do in every 

circumstance and could be relied 
upon to do it. All of us to some 

extent are involved in supervision 

whether it be in relation to our 
family, to our job or in any 

situation where things are getting 

done through people. 

With regard to the workplace 
the supervisor's job is to supply 

the difference between the skill 
and motivation that a subordinate 

has and what he needs for an 

optimal job performance, Over 

the years people who work out 

the theories of supervision have 

divided. themselves into two more 

or less opposing camps, one 
favouring democratic methods 

and the other favouring 

authoritarian 

democratic school has had the 

field pretty much to itself, at least 

as far as theorizing was concerned, 

There are signs, however, that the 
pendulum is beginning to swing in 

the other direction as the 
authoritarian school is starting to 
get some voice. It does not follow 

that if you treat everybody 

decently you. can make a silk 

purse out of a sow’s ear. 

Most people do things in a 

climate that gives them a chance 

to be themselves, but difficulty 
arrises from the attempt to nvake 
kindness work miracles. No 

supervisor should be stripped of 

all authority - by his boss or by 

himself and left to do his job by 
wheedling, cajoling and appeals to 
sweet reason. On the other hand 

supervisors of the hardfisted 
variety who neither know 

anything nor care a damn about 

theories, whose only interest is in 
getting the work done often by 

throwing their weight-around are 

equally bankrupt in supervisory 

effectiveness, Good supervisory 

habits are not the same for all 
supervisors and all subordinates. 

Some people need discipline more + 

than they need understanding, 

some need merely to be left alone 

and others need desperately to 

have someone pay attention to 

them. Good supervision is based 

upon the best efforts of one 

person to understand another. 

This means that a.supervisor who 

memorizes a list of rules for 

leadership and applies’ them 

indiscriminately to everyone may 

succeed in getting cooperation for 

the time being, but he is not likely 

to win the respect or create the 

moral that makes for sustained 

efficiency. 

obviously insincere as treating 
everyone to the same push-button 
style of benevolence. 

The supervisor who is trying to 

get to know his men and to meet 

their desires for satisfaction from 

their work at least halfway, is 
likely to have most of his men 
actively trying to help him 

accomplish what has to be done. 

Some subordinates know more 

than others, learn faster than 

others or are more motivated than 

others-and some are just the 

opposite. In effect every 
subordinate presents a different 
supervisory problem and usually a 

constantly changing one as well, 

This means that there are very few 
“rules” of good supervision that 
won't have plenty of exceptions 

in actual practise.

FIRE PREVENTION NEWS — LIOME ESCAPE PLAN 

Would you know what to do if FIRE struck your home in the 

middle of the night? Many, many people are under the impression that 

it can’t happen to them. 
ARE YOU ONE OF THEM?° 

How many times have you said, after reading the local newspaper 
headlines, describing deaths and severe burns by fire, ‘I must plan a 
home escape in case of fire’, but have you done so?

THE FIRE 

At sometime prior to 0100 hours a fire started in the area of a stereo 

phonograph located on the first floor close to the stairway servicing the 

second storey, housing two bedrooms. The parents and an 18 year old 

daughter occupied these bedrooms and the 14 year old son, crippled by 
muscular distrophy was confined to bed located in the living room area 

of the first floor. The boy, unable to turn his head due to his disability, 
could not see the fire but felt the heat, tried summoning his mother. 

The three occupants of the upstairs bedrooms were alerted when the 
heat actuating alarm device sounded, they proceeded to enter the 

hallway but were met by flames shooting up the stairway and reaching 

the ceiling. The daughter was told by the mother to climb out the 
window and jump to safety which she did after suffering minor burns 

and slight injury from the drop. Neighbors forced the front door and 
rescued the crippled boy. The mother was found on the bathroom floor 

and the father in the bedroom, The father was dead when removed by 
firefighters and the mother suffered severe burns and died three weeks 

later. The cause of the fire was attributed to a faulty extension cord 

connected to the stereo, 

In the case of this fire, there was only one escape route from the 

upstairs bedrooms which was the stairway engulfed in flames. The 
provisions of a second means of escape such as a window and the 
practicing of a home fire escape plan in the event of emergencies such 

as this story, would help prevent many deaths and injuriés suffered 

through fire in dwellings.

tried to throw water on the fire. She died in the 
kitchen, Scorching heat and smoke quickly 
filled upstairs hall.

off porch roof to the ground. But their two children, 

ages 3 and 4, were suffocated at the foot of 
their bedroom window. 

STEP 1 (basic floor layout) 
A) Make an outline of entire flour area. 

Dimensions and details need not be exact. 

B) Now add each bedroom and label it. 
C) Locate windows, doors and stairway 

as shown on above sample. 

If on upper floor, shade in any rooftops 

that could be used as a fire escape. 

STEP 2 (room inspection) 
A) Goto each bedroom, Select the best 

window for an emergency escape. 
B) Test the window, screen or storm sash 

to see that they work easily... and are 
. large and low enough to use. 

STEP 3 (complete “Escape Plan’’) 
A) Black arrows show normal exit 

through hall or stairway. 

Colored arrows show emergency exit 
in case fire blocks hallway or stairs. 

These mistakes cost 6 LIVES. It happened 
so easily — SO NEEDLESSLY! Why? Because 

these families (and yours?) did not have a 

simple HOME FIRE ESCAPE PLAN!
