FIRST FLIGHT — AN UNQUALIFIED SUCCESS

CP140101 lifted off the runway on 22 Mar 79 at 0846, was declared airworthy at 0921 and returned to base at 1412 Pacific Standard Time.

During its 5 hour and 26 minute maiden flight, the aircraft, which has been temporarily renumbered N64996 1o meet FAA regulations,
underwent airworthiness tests over the Palmdale area and then flew north to Bakersfield and Avenal. Totest its underwater listening devices, the
plane headed for the Santa Barbara Channel, where two sonobuoys were dropped.

The working first flight was declared an “unqualified success™. John Christiansen, Lockheed's chief engineering test pilot summed up the
results of the flight with the remark “of all the first flights I've ever made, this planie was in the finest condition of any I've flown".

This first CP-140 will be joined in flight test by the next two aircraft due off the production line in Oct 79 and Jan B0. These three aircraft will
accumulate a total of 525 hours in flight tests prior to the start of deliveries to Greenwood in May 80,

Princess Patricia, after consenting to the use of her name by the Regiment, made a “CAMP” colour of her own design and which incorporated
her personal cypher. The colour was presented to the Regiment 23 August 1914 at a parade in Lansdowne Park, Ottawa.

On 28 January 1919, it was consecrated as the PPCLI. Regimental Colour. The Colour is commonly referred toasthe RIC- A-DAM -DOO
and is presently held by the Regimental Museum at the Home Station — Calgary, Alberta.

At a farewell parade at Bramshot, England 21 February 1919, Princess Patricia decorated her colour with a wreath of laurel in silver gilt
(know as the “Wreath of Immortelles™).

The Regiment adopted the Birthday of Princess Patricia, 17 March, as the Regimental Birthday and every 17 March there is a celebration to
commemorate it.

This year on the 17th March, the Second Battalion Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry, Kapyong Barracks, Winnipeg commemorated
the Birthday with a Battalion Parade. The parade was commanded by LCOL W.H. Minnis CD. Commanding Officer, and the parade
Regimental Sergeant Major was CWO Wilson CA.

On parade with the Battalion was the Regimental Colour of the 2nd Battalion PPCLI with the Wreath of Laurel. The Colour Party consisted
of 2LT K.J.K. Merrigan as the Colour Officer; SGT P. Ballam from C Coy and SGT T.N. Dobson from A Coy as the escorts to the colour.

DINING IN THE DARK

After having spent a frustrating afternoon shopping downtown, we felt
like rewarding ourselves with a good dinner — a dinner not cooked by
myself.

Although I am considered by some to be a fair cook (even if 1 say so
myself), there is a slight flaw in my culinary expertise, to which I humbly
confess: | can’t make a perfect steak. Atleast, I can’t seem to produce the kind
I have on occasion eaten in some restaurants: juicy, tender, and succulent.
That’s what temptingly came to mind during that exhausting shopping trip.
So, on the spur of a moment, we went to Hy's Steak Lofi with great appetite.

At 6 pm, the place looked empty. It was also dark. Maybe it was closed?
But no,a maitre d* appeared from the shadows and sweetly inquired, “Dinner
for two?" He led the way across the soft carpet to a table. A candle was lit in
one of those wind-light affairs, but it didn't shed much light on the

surroundings. | could make out the ubiquitous brick wall at one end of the *

room and fleetingly wondered (again) why it is that Canadian restaurateurs
seem to think that for ‘atmosphere’ a brick wall is de rigueur. T guess it is
supposed to makea place look rustie, or romantic, or something. (It always
reminds me of a cellar.) But the adjacent walls are producing a stark contrast.
Here we have carved wood, interspaced with veined mirrors, all discreetly
dark and gloomy. Whoever designed this place didn’t know when to stop
with the elusive atmosphere: Old oil paintings in gilded ornate frames,
chandeliers (alas, ill-lit), carved pillars, the works. And all'that in utter semi-
darkness. The only bright spot was the glass-enclosed fiery inferno, that giant
barbecue where the steaks are cooked for everyone to watch. But we didn’t
come here to judge the interior decorator’s work, nor were we in need of
atmosphere. We wanied a good steak dinner.

Our eyes, however, needed a little time to adjust to that indoor eclipse, and,
to pass the time, we ordered martinis — without the aid of a printed list —
and waited for the place to become brighter. But this did not happen. The
waiter came to take our order. As | was trying to point out an item on the
invisible menu. he bent down and observed, “Good heavens, isn't it dark in

| here!” He held the candle close 1o the menu.-and-this-way we made our

choices, This way. 1 also realized How prices had-soared again since last time
we ate out, but what else is new? We decided on rib steak. You get soup or
salad with the dinner, and potatoes(baked, boiled, or french fried), but if you
want vegetables, you have to order them extra. The choice was between

cauliflower, asparagus, broccoli, and carrots, all fresh, according to the

menu. All right. fresh asparagus sounded good: That hurdle taken, we settled
back in anticipation.

First came a basket with garlic-buttered bread — nice and hot and simply
delicious. Then the salads arrived in huge bowls, This was not your ordinary
chef’s salad with cut-up bits of lettuce, celery, and a few forlorn chips of
radish — maybe some onion — that precede many restaurant dinners. No,
this creation appeared as if someone had gone wild in a salad bar, stopping
regretfully only when the bowl began to overflow. | could discern letiuce and
beets, but there were many other soft and crunchy bits that I couldn't quite
identify in the poor illumination. The house dressing was tasty and tangy,
even if slightly on the vinegary side. Since my companion doesn't believe in
stuffing himself with a lot of bread and so spoil hisdinner, 1 gobbled up all the
delectable garlic toast, mine and his.

Now our steaks were being turned on the grill for the last time and were
brought to the table in all their sizzling splendor. What you hear is what you
get, 1 hoped, since the visual delights that are part of enjoyable dining were
sadly missing here. Well, the steak was okay, mine at least. My companion’s
idea of medium-rare differs somewhat from that of the chef: his steak was
charred on the outside, and quite rare within. {I know, I know, he should
have sent it back.) The asparagus was lukewarm, limp, and grossly
overcooked. It must have been fresh once. but before itended up on my $1.50
side dish. it had certainly made a detour through a can or a freezer. I ate less
than half of it. My companion’s boiled potato had not been boiled long
enough — it was, in fact, half raw. He didnt finish it.

The wine was good. even if served in those oversized all-purpose glasses
that local restaurants seem to be so fond of.

The garlic toast was heavenly, even after it had cooled somewhat.

Service and timing were smooth and efficient. Only once did the waiter
inquire how the steak was (and we didn’t tell him)..As a concession to modern
woman, he graciously let me taste the wine (since I chose it), but then he
turned old-fashioned again by presenting my male companion with the bill.

I could have cooked a steak like that. I could have come up with better
potatoes and vegetables, for sure. My cutlery matches, and our dining room
is well-lit. So what did we pay forty dollars for? Invisible atmosphere?
Experience, maybe.

Whatever else. | do recommend the garlic toast.
