Although many methods are used 
to transport militia personnel from

operated by Air Command. 

Once in camp, the units move 

immediately to field conditions. The 

first two days are spent in unit 
training, then the forces are divided 
into two groups, Attack and 

Defence. For a little more than three 
days, Exercise Quaker Reply III 
tested the ability of the groups, and 
their commanders. Blank ammuni- 
tion was used. 

At the end of Quaker Reply III, 
the groups were regrouped into a 

single brigade for the live firing that 
was Exercise Power Repulse. 

The exercise directors was COL 
Desmond Paine, the Commander of 
Saskatchewan Military District, who 

is a partner in an architectural firm 

in civilian life, and the deputy 
director was COL R.A. Jacobson, 
Commander of South Alberta 

  
District,, who in civilian life is a 
provincial court judge. 

MGEN Rohmer said the exercises 
were good examples of the training 

available to the citizen soldiers of the 
reserves, a force the general said had 

been in existence since before 

Confederation. 

While the general officers were 
visiting the units in the field, a 

number of senior staff officers of the 

regular force took the opportunity 

of discussing aims, objectives and 
problems with their contacts in the 
militia.

THE FIRST ACE 
Roland Garros, a French pilot who had become famous asthe first man to 

fly the Mediterranean, turned his attention to the problem of firing through 
the propeller of the more suitable single-engine tractor aircraft. Using an idea 
based on experiments done by Raymond Saulnier, he came up with a 
workable, but dangerous, solution. His mechanic, Jules Hue, mounted an 
automatic rifle on the front of his Morane monoplane and attached steel 
deflector plates to the backside of the propeller. Bullets that did not go 
through the propeller arc would simply ricochet off the angled steel plates. It 
was a frightening solution, but Garros was a man of courage and conviction; 
he took his innovation into the air and, within 18 days, shot down three 
enemy airplanes and forced twoto land, thus earning the title “ace,” a French 
slang term denoting an outstanding performer in any field. An Allied 
journalist, hearing of Garros’ five victories (only three were confirmed) and 
references to him as an “ace,” interpreted the term to meana pilot with five 

  

  
scores, In his news stories, he reported that five scores were required to 
become an ace. The misinterpretation that five scores qualified a pilot as an 
ace spread and later became the accepted criterion. 

With his front-firing gun, Garros was the terror of the skies until engine 
trouble forced him down behind enemy lines on Aprl 19, 1915, When the 
Germans saw his aircraft, the secret of his deflector device was out. 

Garros’ propeller with the deflector plates was shown to Anthony Fokker, 
a brilliant young Dutch engineer who operated a pilot training school anda 
small aircraft factory in Germany. Fokker was told to produce a system that 
would be as good or better. Within the week, he delivered a synchronizer 
gear, a mechanical propeller was safely out of the way. Fokker’s 
synchronizer, or interrupter system, was immediately installed on one of his 
monoplanes and, although not entirely free of problems, the device was 
considered a great success.

SAFE BOATING 
  

An increasing number of Canad- 
ians are taking to boating asa source 
of recreational pleasure, Increasing 
use of boats means more enjoyment 
for more people but it carries with it 
an increased responsibility, Greater 
care must be taken to observe 
boating ‘safety rules. 

In 1977, drownings totalled 977 in 
Canada: The 13-21 age group was 
the hardest hit with 253 deaths, 
These cold and faceless statistics tell 
the story of men, women and 
children-who were only looking for 
fun and recreation. Most of them 
would still be alive today if they had 
been more aware and respectful of 
safety. 

For mary years now DND in co- 
operation with the Canada Safety 
Council-and Transport Canada has 
been sponsoring safe boating week 
DND wide. This year’s campaign 
theme is: quote boating means 
floating? Stay afloat unquote. It is 
our belief that safety through 
information and education is the 
answer to the tragedy of death, pain 
and property damage resulting from 
accidents. Inform yourself — and 
stay afloat! Here are some safe 
boating tips: 

A. Do not overload. Maintain 
adequate freeboard at all times; 
consider the sea conditions, the 
duration of the trip, the predicted 
weather and the experience of the 
operator, 

B. Keep analert lookout. Serious 
accidents have resulted from failure 
in this respect. 

C. Be especially careful when 
operating in any area where 
swimmers might be. They are often 
difficult to see. 

D. Watch your wake. It might 
capsize a small craft; it can damage 
boats or property along the shore. 
You are responsible, Pass through 
anchorages only at minimum speed. 

E. Keep firefighting and life- 
saving equipment in good condition 
and readily available at all times. 

F. Obey the rules of the road. 
Neglect of this is the greatest single 
cause of collison, 

G. Always have children wear 
lifesaving devices. Never hesitate to 
have quote all hands unquote wear 
lifesaving devices whenever circum- 
stances cause the slightest doubt of 
safety. 

H. Know your fuel tank capacity 
and cruising radius.

J. If you capsize, remember that 
if the boat continues to float it is 
usually best to remain with it — you 
are more easily located by search 
plane or boat. 

K. Good housekeeping is even 
more important afloat than ashore. 
Cleanliness diminishes the probabi- 
lity of fire. 

L. Know the meanings of the 
buoys. Never moor to one — it isa 
federal offence. 

M. Consider what action you 
would take under various emergency 
conditions — man overboard, fog, 
fire, a stove-in plank or other bad 
leak, motor breakdown, bad storm 
or collison. 

N. Have an adequate anchor and 
sufficient line to assure good holding 
in a blow (at least six times depth of 
water). 

O. Know the various distress 
signals, A recognized distress signal 
used on small boats is to slowly and 
repeatedly raise and lower the arms 
outstretched to each side. 

P. Storm signals are for your 
information and safety. Learn them 
and be guided accordingly. 

Q. Water ski only when you are 
well clear of all other boats, bathers 
and_ obstructions and there are two 
persons in the boat to maintain a 
proper lookout. 

R. Always instruct at least one 
other person-on board of the 
Tudiments of boat handling in case 
you are disabled — or fall 
overboard. 

5. Before departing on a boat 
trip, you should advise a responsible 
friend or relative about where you 
intend to cruise. Be sure that the 
person has a good description of 
your boat. Keep him advised of any 
changes in your cruise plans.

We 
Ordering From A ‘Priceless’ Menu 

I studied the menu with anticipation, noting all the promising goodies offered in English as well as in French: Duck 4 lorange, filet mignon a la Béarnaise, quail Rohloff, paté de fois gras with truffles, and so on. The choice would be difficult. Suddenly I noticed witha tinge of alarm that there were no prices. I checked the menu from top to bottom again, wondering whether they might have written them out in words (as I have seen in some other places) to give a touch of elegance and distract the diner from the vulgar considerations of money spelled out in cold numerals. Something like 
“Chef's Salad — four dollars and ninety-five cents...” But there was no hint at all on this menu. 

Discreetly, I turned to one of my companions and drew his attention to the omission. Was this place so grand that you were expected not to care about 
the cost of your meal? Or did everybody pay by Diners’ Club or Carte Blanche anyway? I was reassured: His menu did have prices, and I realized that La Vieille Gare Restaurant was merely following a ‘chivalrous’ continental tradition: a lady should not have to worry her pretty little head abut the bill. Her husband (lover, friend, boss, or whatever) would look after the mundane affairs of paying. 

Before my feminist hackles rose to indignant heights at such patronization, I thought that the Practice might have its good side, too: How better to impress your out-of-town visitors, your mother-in-law, a business friend, than having them choose from an unmarked menu? Surely, for Winnipeg, this has to be an ultimate touch of sophistication. 
La Vieille Gare in St. Boniface (“The Old Railway Station”) provides other nice touches. Nobody seems to be afraid that the customers will steal the silverware; the cutlery matches the rest of the tasteful table settings — tablecloths, napkins, fresh carnation, good china, and appropriate glasses. | am mentioning this, because I have noticed the cheap, stainless steel knives and forks in some otherwise very high-class and expensive eating places in town, not to mention the ubiquitous all-purpose huge wine glasses. Here, we had the feeling that every detail was carefully thought out, and every knife and spoon was properly laid out and had its particular function. 
But let's talk about important matters: food. The choice was varied and tempting. Shrimp cocktail, escargots, and goose liver paté with truffles were appetizers we could not resist, and they were all delectable. We also ordered the salade maison, which was good, but contained nothing more exotic than lettuce, radishes, and so on. As expected, though, it came with a house dressing. The waiter did not give us the usual boring choice of French, blue cheese, and Thousand Island, and that’s the way it should be. A chef should have confidence in his own creation. 
Somehow we did not get the soupe du jour that was listed as part of the meal. Perhaps the waiter assumed that we had ordered the salad instead of the soup. We had not. In a restaurant that recently served a twelve-course dinner with nine wines to selected guests, one can be forgiven to expect salad and soup. But when our main courses arrived, it was too late to complain. 
We had chosen medallions of veal, sirloin steak, and filet mignon, respectively. With it, we had zucchini covered in a delicious sauce and a choice of pan-fried, baked, or french-fried potatoes. I am glad I picked the latter. These pommes frites turned out to be a far ery from the chips served in most places; they had that delicate balance of tender-crispness that eludes the makers of pre-cooked, mass-produced french fries. ; 
My filet was done to perfection, exactly as I had ordered it, and my companions’ dishes were equally exquisite. I am speaking for them with some confidence, even if we did not taste the food from each others’ plates. Throughout the meal, the butter bowl and bread basket were discreetly replenished. 
Although the choices for a sweet dessert were tempting, we settled for an assorted cheese plate to nibble with wine or brandy. 
The waiters and waitresses are well-trained and give faultless service. They must have confidence in their work and their restaurant: not once did any of 

them hover over us and enquire anxiously, “Is everything all right?” 
Everything was all right. Well, almost. I still would have liked to get the soup.

VOULEZ-VOUS AVEC ABBA 
Sweden’s pop powerhouse, Abba, 

have already eclipsed many of the 
sales records set by The Beatles. 
Long established as Europe's prime 
pop group, Abba’s record sales 

throughout the Continent, Asia and 

even behind the Iron Curtain are 

staggering. Already the most slickly 
merchandised groups, Abba and 

their record company, Atlantic, are 

currently tooling up for what should 
be the biggest promotional push 
ever for the group. Starting on 

September 15th, Abba will begin 

their first tour of the United States 
and Canada. While the gorup have 
sold over 53 million albums, they 

have not dominated the North 

American market in the same 
manner that they have done with the 
rest of the music world. All that just 

might change in the very near future. 

    
VOULEZ-VOUS 

Their latest album, “Voulez- 
Vous” (Atlantic XSD 16000 — 
marketed in Canada by WEA 

Music) has just hit the stands, and its 

this elpee that will be the forerunner 
of their concert tour. 

The set contains ten songs, all 
written by Abba. members Benny 
Anderson and Bjorn Ulvaeus, and is 
probably their best recorded effort 

to date. One song in the album, 

“Chiquitita”, is already well known. 
It was Abba’s donation to UNICEF's 
International Year of the Child and 
all royalties from that song will goto 

UNICEF, “Chiquitita” has received 
substantial North American airplay 
and although that song might be well 
known it will be eclipsed by the sales 

surge of their current single “Does 
Your Mother Know”, which is 
rapidly approaching gold. The 
‘mother’ track is a current top ten 

hit. A song that rocks and rolls with 
an infectious feel. and holds a lyric 
line loaded with hooks. Much of the 
guitar work throughout the set is by 
Janne Schaffer who is currently 

clicking with his own album, 

“Earmeal”. . 
The usual Abba excellence is 

found in the uptempo “If It Wasn't 
For The Nights”, a string and bass 
laden “Lovers” adds a romantic 
touch and Abba just might surprise 
some listeners with their sensuous 
lyrics on “Kiss Of Fire”. This. tune 
opens like a torchy ballad and 
suddenly explodes into a disco 
winner with solid keyboard and 

guitar workouts. Their rendition of 

“As Good As New” should endear 

them to the disco crowd, as will the 

title track “Voulez-Vous”. Set 
rounds out with “I Have A Dream”, 
“The King Has Lost His Crown” and 

the tune that ranks as the album 

highlights, “Angeleyes”. 

As usual, the vocal blending of 

Abba (Benny, Bjorn, Anna and 
Frida)}-borders on perfection.

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WHERE IS YOUR GAS CAN? 
It has come to the attention of Fire 

Prevention Staff that a number of 
people in MDPRs, BLHUs and 

PMQs are storing their gas cans 

outdoors adjacent to their homes. In 
most of the areas there are a large 
number of small children who play 
in the backyards where the gas cans 
have been noticed and there has been 

one instance where the unsecured can 
of gasoline had been tipped over and 
a quantity of the gas had been 
spilled. Although this problem is 
noticeable in all areas, MDPRs are 
especially bad due to the close 
proximity of the homes and the 
number of small children playing in 
that confined area. 

The possibilities of what could 

have taken place in the above 
instance are horrible to contemplate. 
A severely burned three or four year 
old child or a heavily damaged home 
are not the best things to think about 

as everyone gets ready for summer 
holidays. 

Fire Prevention Staff recommend 
the storage of flammable liquids in 
approved safety cans placed in a 

storage shed or garage. However as 
this is not always possible, storage is 
then recommended in the basement 

in a secure cool ventilated area 
where children cannot readily come 
in contact with the flammables. It 
should also be noted that the 
National Fire Code of Canada 

Article 4.2.4.3 states: “NO PERSON 

SHALL STORE MORE THAN 

ONE GALLON OF FLAM- 
MABLE LIQUID IN A DWELL- 
ING UNIT”. Also remember DND 
prohibits the indoor storage of small 
motors (lawn mowers, outboard 

motors, etc.) unless the fuel system 
has been drained.
