WINNIPEG — An award of $4,040 for a suggestion that so far has saved Canadian taxpayers an estimated $144,000 has gone to 47-year old WO
Morten E. Keddy, an Armed Forces Communications and Electronics technician based at Air Command headquarters here.

Keddy. a native of Halifax, submitted a design for an incincrator to destroy unwanted classified military documents at Air Command bases and
stations across Canada.

His design, adopted under the Incentive Award Plan of the Public Service of Canada, resulted in the production of an incinerator at a cost of about
$2.000. Commercially-manufactured models previously used ran to about $12,000 each.

In addition, the commercial variety had several faults, say officials, including fire and safety hazards.

Keddy's model provides an economical alternative which will last longer, they say, and require minimal repairs. Also, it eliminates or reduces a fire
hazard associated with former models, as well as ensure a more secure system of disposing of classified waste. :

Along with the cash award, the warrant officer received a certificate of award and a congratulatory letter from the Chief of the Defence Staff in
Outawa.

Keddy began his military career early in 1951 and has served in Korea, Egypt and Germany and various parts of Canada. He is the son of John
Albert Keddy of RR #1, Sherbrooke, N.S.

To obtain information on the Reserves, the parliamentarians will visit
a number of summer exercises of Reserve units across Canada and include
a visit to “Rendezvous 817 at CFB Gagetown, N.B., where a number of
reservists are participating in the division-size army exercise there. There
will also be a series of public hearings across Canada beginning this fall and
advertisements placed lhmughoul Canada inviting organizations and indi-
viduals to submit briefs.

Mr. Harquail stated that, *It is a good committee of enthusiastic members
very much interested in the Reserves who would like to hear from anyone
who has a direct interest in that subject™.

Fire Prevention
News

A little extra caution is an ilem
well worth taking on any camping
trip - whether it be the backyard or
the open woods varicty. A fire extin-
guisher is @ must in every camper’s
equipment, for it could well be a life
saver. It is also recommended that
a portable smoke alarm be part of
every holidayer’s equipment, A min-
imum of onc of these life saving de-
properly - located in a
recrcational vehicle or a tent, a motel
or hotel room, can detect the pres-
ence of smoke and providg those pre-
cious extra moments that can mean
survival: on all camping trips all fire
laws. ordinances and regulations
must be strictly observed.

Explosions and fires on boats can
be terrilying experiences, often re-
sulting in serious burns and even
death. Each year the boat population
grows, increasing to a greal extent
the number of explosions and fires
aboard boats. Most fires or explo-
sions occur immediately after boat
motors have been refuelled. With
common sense and proper precau
tions, boating fires can be prevented.

- Don’t smoke when you usc gas-
oline: shut down engines, motors,
fans. and heating devices before
fucling. :

- Leave room in tank for luel ex-
pansion: wipe up spills.

- Never refill portable fuel tanks
in the boat; take them ashore for fill-
ing and wipc off any spillage before
placing them aboard.

- Check bilges for leakage, fuel
odors: ventilate’ until fuel odor is
gone: now start your engine.

- Use stoves approved for marine
usc: portable stoves and heaters arc
unsafe.

- Have fire extinguishers that you
know how to work and locate them
in arcas of immediate accessibility.

Tips On How
To Save Gas

When you are buying gas in the
summer and planning on just park-
ing your car, dont fill the tank right
to the top, as most service station
attendants do. leave room for expan-
sion. Gas in underground service sta-
tion tanks are cold and with your car
standing in the heat, the gas will ex-
pand and overflow, and gas-vapours
add to air pollution.

Anticipate stops. Let the car slow
down by itself. When you use the
brakes, you are changing the energy
of motion (kinetic) to waste heat.
Try touching the brake drums after
a hard stop.

Slow easy starts. This keeps the
engine working at maximum effi-
ciency. Opening the throttle wide
reduces the vacuum high. Avoid long
warm ups. The engine can warm up
while the car is being driven mod-
crately. Idling the engine with the
choke on washes oil from the cyclin-
der walls. The gas also seeps down
into the oil pan and dilutes the oil

this reduced lubrication causes
unnecessary wear on the ‘engine as
well as wasting gas. Avoid  high
speeds. Air resistance increases at
three times the speed increase. The
air resistence at 120 KPH is twice
as much as at 100 KPH. Regular
tune ups keep the engine running
cfficiently. Check the tire pressure
regularily-underinflated tires cause
drag, causing the engine o use more
gas.

Smaller cars. Smaller engines use
less gas and should be considered
when buying a new car. Of course,
a lot depends on the family needs.
Size of the family, trailer towing etc.
whatever car you choose, check its
full efficiency. A booklet put out by
Transport Canada gives the gull con-
sumption of most cars and is inva-
luable when car shopping, it is
entitled Fuel Consumption Guide.

The 1980 edition cars is yours for
the asking. Contact the UTILO at
the Base CE. Bldg 100. The 1981
edition has not been received as yet.
This booklet also explains how to fig-
ure your gas mileage and how Lo con-
vert litres 1o kilometers, etc.

Always drive your car as if you
had an cgg between your foot and
the gas pedal, and plan your trips so
as to do all your business with one
trip rather than several. The money
saved on gas is better than money
carned it’s tax free and don't lorget
our energy and conservation motto,
HELP GEORGE DO IT!

WINNIPEG — More than 750
Canadian Forces Militia men and
women from Northwestern Ontario,
Manitoba.

The Militia members represented
no less than 30 (thirty) armoured,
infantry, service supporl, engineer
and medical corps units beiween
Thunder Bay. Ont., and the Alberta-
British Columbia border.

Prairie Militia Training Centre
at Dundurn is situated 35 kilometres
south of Saskatoon.

This vear's exercise, known as
Milcon (for Militia Concentration)
81, was led by BGEN M. Desmond
Paine of Saskatoon, who assumed
command of all Canadian Force’s
Militia units within Militia Area
Prairic one year ago.

In civilian life BGEN Paine, the
former commander of Saskatchewan
Militia District, is a partner in the

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Looting is Prohibited

In our last article, which exam-
ined the proper treatment of civilians
during time of war, reference was
made to a list contained in CFP
318(4) which specifically prohibits
cerlain measures concerning civil-
ians. Two of the items on that list
deal with civilian property. They
prohibit:

- any destruction of real or per-
sonal property {(without regard to
whom it belongs) which is not made
absolutely necessary by military
operations (remember the Anvil and
the Fly): and

- requisitioning of supplies in oc-
cupicd territory without considera-
tion for the nceds of the civilian
population, or which is out of pro-
portion to the resources of an area.

This article deals with a more
basic prohibition respecting prop-
erty: DO NOT STEAL.

While pillage or plunder may
have been acceptable during the
Thirty Years War, anyone who to-
day acts in time of war as if 1t was
still 1630 could be the subject of very
modcrn disciplinary or criminal pro-
ceedings. Stealing is a crime, both
under the Code of Service Discipline
(see section 104 of the National Def-
ence Act (NDA), Article 103.46 in
Vaolume 11, QR&Q), and under the
Criminal Code of Canada. The lact
that a war is being fought, and the
thiel' just happens to be passing
through or is in occupation of a for-
cign country, does not make the un-
authorized taking of another’s
property any different from plain old
garden varicty stealing. You may
call it looting, or plundering or the
ever popular scrounging, but any
person convicted of stealing is liable
under section 104 of the NDA to im-
prisonment for a term not exceeding
seven years or less punishrhent.

Since we have referred Lo section
104 of the NIDA. and while you sull
have the book apen. let’s look at sec-
tion 67 of the NDA, articie 103.10
of QR&O. which has even more di-
rect application to this topic. That
section reads in part as follows:

Ivery person who

(d) without orders from his su-
perior officer, improperly destroys or
damages any property; .

(c) breaks into any house or other
place in search of plunder;

(I} commits any offence against
the property or person aof any inhab-
itant or resident of a country in
which he is serving:

(g) steals from, or with intent to
stcal, scarches the person of any per-
son killed or wounded, in the course
of warlike operations;

(h) steals any money or property
that has been leflt exposed or unpro-
tected in consequence of warlike
operilions: or

(i) takes otherwise than for the
public service any money or property
uabandoned by the cnemy:

is guilty of an offence and on con-
viction, if he commited any such off-
ence on aclive service, is liable to
imprisonment for life or to less pun-
ishment. and in any other case is li-
able to dismissal with disgrace from
Her Majesty’s service or to less
punishment™

There is no question that section
67 is very wide and certainly covers
the subject of looting. ‘It is not
cnough, however, to merely refrain
from committing such acts. Regu-
lations require that an officer or man
report 1o the proper authority any
infringement of the pertinent stat-
utes, regulations, rules, orders and
instructions governing the conduct
ol any person subject to the Code of

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Service discipline. There is an eve
more immediate duty on command
ers and leaders of every rank to pre-
vent offences from being committed

In addition to everything else, the
plunder of public or private property
is o violation of the laws or customs
of war amounting to a war crime. As
a result, any soldier who is captured
and who is suspected of looting or
plundering, can be charged with a
war crime and tried by his caplors.
It should be noted that the accepted
punishment in international law for
anyone convicled of the commission
ol a war crime is death. The court
may, however, be more lenient.

On the more practical side, steal-
ing private property may well make
civilians more likely to fight or to
support the enemy forces. We could
find ourselves fighting both the en-
cmy armed lorces and civilians. Why
ask for that kind of problem? So,
when searching dwellings or shops
in enemy towns or villages, or in any
other circumstances, do not take
non-military property. Any military
property you do take must be turned
over Lo your superior,

It has been many years since any
kind of war was lought on Canadian
soil. Even taking into account such
fighting as has taken place in this
country, it is truc that our land and
people have never known the dev-
astation and destruction of war which
accompanies modern conflicting
armies. It may be difficult 1o under-
stand, therefore, the sorrow, rage
and anguish of secing personal prop-
erty. lamily treasures destroyed or
taken away. We can all understand,
however, one simple rule enforced by
the Code of Service Discipline: Re-
speel civilian property LOOT-
ING IS PROHIBITED!

If you can remember a group out of Detroit, by the name of The Domingos
then you are definitely an oldies-bui-goodies freak. A lan of the elder art
of rock and roll. - '

The Domingos started off in the fifties with Henry Fambrough, Billy
Henderson, Pervis Jackson and Bobbie Smith. They changed their name to
The Spinriers in 1957, and the only change in their line-up has been the
addition of John Edwards as a permanent member in 1977. John had been
filling in for various members when they were ill, since 1973.

In the world of music, where many groups number their longevity in
terms of months, it is phenomenal to have a group that has been together
going on three decades.

When they switched names, from Domingos to Spinners, they recorded
with Tri-Phi Records in 61 and clicked with “That's What Girls Are Made
For™. When Tri-Phi merged with Motown in 64, it was “Sweet Thing” and
their first gold record “It's A Shame”, writlen & produced by Stevie
Wonder. ’

In 1972, The Spinners moved to the Atlantic Record label where they
have been knocking off a series of solid chart winners with such top tracks
as: “Then Came You", “Rubberband Man™ and “Games People Play™. A
couple of years ago, “Dancin’ and Lovin™ marked a new sound and slightly
new direction for the group. The addition of producer Michael Zager (of
Love-Zager Productions) blended perfectly with The Spinners style and the
album yielded the group’s 12th Atlantic gold record for a re-make of the
Valli/Seasons smash “Working My Way Back To You”. In May 1980, the
“Love Trippin™ set was released and the medley “Cupid/I've Loved You
For A Long Time"” became an across the boards romp that bordered on
platinum. And then? And then, along came. ..
