NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH

WINDOW SECURITY
Windows provide little security.
Most window locks can be pried open
with ease. However you can upgrade
the security of your home by install-
ing secondary locks on all the
windows of your home.
PINNING
Nearly all types of windows can be
pinned for security. Commercial pins
are available, but large nails are just
as effective and substantially less
expensive.
DOUBLE HUNG WINDOWS
Double hung windows or windows
which open by sliding up can be
secured by pinning, or by a commer-
cial lock.
PATIO DOORS
Sliding glass doors are the hardest
points in the home to protect against
entry because they incorporate all the
weak points of both doors and win-
dows.
- most patio doors can be simply
lifted out of their tracks and set
aside. To prevent this, install
shims in the upper track. They
will fill the space above the door
and make it impossible for the
door to clear the lower track.
- patio doors may also be pinned
as with windows, or locked with
a commercial lock.
BASEMENT WINDOWS

This is one of the most common
points of entry for burglars. Special
attention should be paid to securing
these windows.

- basement windows hidden by
bushes or trees provide burglars
with an ideal place to work unob-
served. Such windows should be
replaced with plexiglassor lexan,
or re-inforced with decorative
security bars.

GARAGE SECURITY

Garages are a favorite target for
burglars, particularly if they havean
inside door connecting the garage
and the home. A garage door should
be locked at all times whether you are
in the home or away. Use a good qual-
ity of padlock to secure your garage
door. If you have windows in your
garage, put curtains over them. This
will prevent potential burglars from
window shopping for valuable prop-
erty or expensive tools that might be
stored there. It also prevents them
from seeing if a car is in the garage
while they are trying to determine if
anyone is at home.

An open door on an empty garage,
or a clear view through a window into
anempty garage, is a good indication
that there is probably nobody at
home. It is an open invitation to a
burglar.

The connecting door between the
garage and the home is often a hol-
low core construction because it is
considered an interior door. This is a
serious mistake in security. Such
doors should be solid core. They
should open inward into the house,
and they should be secured with a
dead bolt lock.

Two important facts about garage
security;

- if a burglar getsinto your garage,
he will probably have as much
time as he needs to gain entry to
your home through the connect-
ing door because he will be out of
the sight of your neighbours.

- in addition, most garages offer the
burglars a wide selection of tools
which can be used in housebreak-
ing.

Security of this nature is your

WINNIPEG — As milestones in the CF-18 program are met, similar mile-
stones in the long career of the CF-101 Voodoo, are also being met.

At the Bristol Aerospace plant in Winnipeg, June 10, a small group of
DND representatives joined company executives and about 200 Bristol
employees to witness the roll-out of the last Voodoo from depot level inspec-
tion and repair (DLIR).

For more than 20 years Voodoos have been coming and going through the
Winnipeg plant. Bristol figures show that from a fleet of between 56 and 68
aircraft, they have received and dispatched more than 520 airframes in proj-
ects ranging from DLIR to modifications and trials involving only part of
the fleet.

The highlight, according to Bristol, was the “Peace Wings” program in
which 56 Canadian Voodoos were exchanged for 66 more modern U.S. air-
crait. Through 1970-71, Bristol swapped ejection seats and engines and
modified airframes to U.S. and Canadian specifications.

Bristol's contribution to the air defence effort does not end with this DLIR
contract. Over the next three years about 35 Voodoos will pass through the
plant for periodic inspections. By transferring periodics to the civilian con-
tractor the Forces free technicians for training in preparation for the CF-18
Hornet.

CF-101, tail number 101048, had the distinction of being the last DLIR
bird to go through Bristol Aerospace in Winnipeg.

FISHING TIPS

Fishing from a boat may seem a
quiet and perfectly safe sport, but
some of the risks it involves are dra-
madtically illustrated by the number
of drownings due to capsizing and
falls overboard.

Landing a fish is an exciting
moment and fishermen often forget
the most basic safety rules. They lean
over the gunwale or stand on one side
of the boat, causing it to capsize or
then to fall overboard. With practice
and proper technigque one can usu-
ally land a fish while sitting.

The Canada Safety Council says
boaters should not change places
while in deep water, but should wait
until the boat comes to the shore or
moves to shallow water. When mov-
ing around in the boat, stay low and
centered, with hands grasping both
gunwales, and step along the keel, not
on the seats. .

Although approved life-saving
devices are required for every person
in the boat, it is a safe practice for
fishermen to wear personal flotation
devices that will keep them afloat
should they fall overboard.

Some swimming enthusiasts
believe they can swim longer under
water if they first take a few rapid
deep breaths. They are wrong, and the
practice may lead to hyperventila-
tion which is dangerous or even fatal.

We've all heard about carbon
monoxide which can leak from
defective auto exhausts, but it can
be just as dangerous in the small
enclosed space of a boat cabin.
Owners of eraft with inboard
engines should check all metal fit-
tings for corrosion, and ensure
exhaust pipes have not become
choked by carbon deposits.

There are times when power boat
operators should slow dgwn. The
Canada Safety Council says they
include: in bad weather, when mak-
ing sharp turns, when passing
rowboats and canoes, in waters
where people swim or divers may
be down, and where limits are
posted. It only takes one show-off or
careless boater to bring all boaters
into disrepute.

When tied up, the Canada Safety
Council advises boaters to ensure
no line or rope is left across the
dock in such a way as to cause the
unwary to trip.

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When a 28 year old theatrical com-
pany stages a 28 year old musical
comedy, one might expect some
creaking of the joints, not to mention
an irrelevant story line. Yet the
Pajama Game, now running at the
Rainbow Stage in Kildonan Park,
stands up well in its middle age crisis
and is both timely and lively.

The show concerns the workers of
the Sleep-Tite pajama factory and the
old union-management problem of
strikes and strike threats for a 7% cent
raise in pay. It should be remem-
bered that in 1954 this kind of money
bought more than a box of matches
or a stick of gum. Although the
amounts do change, inflation has not
killed the humour in the work and
play situations which make up the
show.

There has been some recent criti-
cism of the Manitoba Theatre Centre
for giving all the plum roles to out-
of-town actors. Rainbow Stage,
although it gives a lot of local talent
a chance in the chorus, is also guilty
of thissin. Six of the eight major play-
ers were from Vancouver, Saskatoon
and/or Toronto, although the two
comics — who were excellent — John
Kozak and Jay Brazeau — are both
Winnipeg born. Even the main dan-
cers were imported from Vancouver,
along with choreographer Jim Hib-
bard and director Don McManus.

But maybe this kind of moaning is
being provincial, as the cast was good,
and in particular the two main leads
— Wanda Cannon and Victor Young
were able to get their songs across in
spite of a sound system which is not
always perfect. This made the show
a success where people with less tal-
ent or voice might have failed.

As always the sets were very fine,
ranging from the factory to the office
to the park and on to Hernando’s
Hideaway, the most ornate night club
in the mid-west, It is all good clean
fun, take the kids and head out north
Main Street. The show runs until July
17th.

For their 25th anniversary season
the Theatre Centre will give you six
plays on the Main Stage for as little
as $22.00, if you are willing to goto a
Wednesday matinee, orare a Student
or a Senior, or you can pay up to $80.00
if you want the best seat on opening

night. At the Warehouse Theatre the

offer is five plays for $25.00 for stu-
dents, up to $42.50 for an adult on
Friday or Saturday evening.

The Ballet tickets, for four per-
formances, rangé from the very low
Children and Senior rate of $9.00 for
the cheapest seat — again at a mat-
inee — up to $40.00 for the normal
adult any night tickets, which would
cost you $12 a piece if you bought
them individually.
