CFB Winnipeg is presently 
undergoing an On-Site Manpower 
Establishment Review (OSMER) to 
validate the manpower required to 
perform the operational and support 
roles assigned. The review will en- 
compass the Technical Services, Ad- 

ministration, Operations and Comp- 
troller Branches. 
The OSMER commenced with a 

visit by an NDHQ@ team 6-11 Feb- 
ruary and will be finalized during the 
period 24 October-25 November 1983. 
In the interim, an evaluation or 
assessment of manpower needs 

based on either .staffing guides 
(cleaners PERIs, food service person- 
nel) or an on-the-job work count will 
be completed. Almost all Base person- 
nel will be involved to some degree. 

The OSMER process is important. 
Increased tasking can be gradual and 
go relatively unnoticed until a real 
burden develops. The OSMER will 
identify areas where additional per- 
sonnel are warranted. Conversely, 
where workload has decreased, it will 
permit reduction of staff — whose ser- 
vices can be better utilized elsewhere. 

For many, the requirement to care- 
fully record work statistics will be a 
laborious process. It will take cons- 
cientious and extra effort on the part 
of all personnel involved to ensure 

that the results of the OSMER ac- 
curately reflect the workload as- 
signed to the Base so that our estab- 
lishment can be adjusted accordingly. 
It is well worth the effort!

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"| THE ART OF COMMUNICATIONS 
PART I 

Have you ever noticed how talkative 

people are? We spend a large part of 

our waking hour talking to or at each 
other. But do people listen, do they 
understand? Do they communicate? 

I have taken the liberty of resear- 
ching the art of communication and 
condensed it in hope we all become 
more aware of its importance. 

Communication and perception are 
two phenomena that are very closely 
linked in that they form the basis of 
information transferred between per- 

sons or groups. Communication is not 
in itself information since it must 
first be perceived by the person 

receiving it. Some people are er- 

roneously led to believe that they con- 
vey information to others simply 
because they talk with them every 

day. Unfortunately they forget that 
communication that is not perceived 
has no value. Such communication 
confuses individuals and the result 
reduces their understanding. 

Communications can be defined as 
the transmission or exchange of ideas 
or concepts. The process works both 
ways: from one person to another or 
from one group to another group. The 
information that an individual com- 
municates can include facts or at- 
titudes. This brings us to the most 
important aspect of effective com- 
munication: it’s dual aspect. This 
means that every message must be 

understood in the same way by 
everyone involved in the communica- 
tion.

Every attempt at communication 
must take into account the following 
essential elements; 
A) Someone must conceive a mes- 

sage, ie., this person must formu- 

late his thoughts. 
B) The message must be transmitted; 

the person who has conceived it 
must choose the mode of transmis- 
sion; speech, writing, drawing, 
gesture, etc. 

C) The message must be received; it 
must be interpreted and evaluated. 

D)The signal of reception must also 
be sent out to advise that the 
message has not only been re- 

ceived but also understood. This 
could be done by action or verbal 
feedback. 

In order to communicate effectively 
with others, it is sometimes more im- 
portant to master non-verbal com- 
munication than have a certain ease 
for expressing one self. The verbal 
elements of an ordinary communica- 

tion between two people contain less 
than 35% of the social realities of the 
situation, while 65% of these realities 
are expressed by implicit messages. 
The latter include the way we dress, 
our physical appearance, our posture, 
our body tension, our facial expres- 
sion, the frequency of our visual con- 

tact, hand and body movements, in- 
tonation, remoteness, touch, ete.

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MARKING SPORTS FIELDS <j 
In the last five years or so, safety 

chalk has been generally used to 
create clean, clearly visible markings 
on sports fields. We have forgotten 

both that agricultural lime was once 
widely used and a safety hazard can 
result from its use, especially under 
certain conditions. 
Recently at Royal Roads Military 

College in Victoria, B.C., lime was 
mistakenly used for field marking in- 
stead of the chalk product normally 
used — “Safe — Lime”. During the 
annual rugby exchange game be- 
tween the officer cadets of RRMC and 
the cadets of the United States Air 
Force Academy, several players ex- 
perienced skin burns due to the lime 

markings. The game was played in a 
heavy rainfall and was particularly 
hard hitting due to the rivalry be- 
tween the two schools. The field was 
muddy and this “liquid dirt’, when 
mixed with the already slightly abra- 
sive material of the heavy-duty rugby 
uniforms, created a sandpaper effect. 
All of these factors coupled with the 
caustic lime created skin burn reac- 
tion on several players from both 
sides. Fortunately, no eye damage or 
permanent skin injuries were 
sustained. 

The summary investigation which 
followed the incident revealed several 
safety related recommendations: 

O Chalk marking material should 
always be stored in a clean, dry loca- 
tion with good lighting. Because of 
limited storage facilities at the Col- 
lege it was the practice to store the 
chalk next to agricultural lime in a 

dimly lit warehouse. The bags were 
similar in design and colour, which 

led to confusion in selecting the 
marking material. 

0 Standing Orders and unit regula- 
tions must always reflect the proper 
procedures for field marking material 
storage, and be read and understood 
by field maintenance staff members. 

OO 'Fhe concept of safety in rela- 
tively simple day-to-day procedures 
must be constantly stated and em- 
phasized so that personnel check 
their actions thoroughly. Staff mem- 
bers working as partners should 
check each other continually to 
eliminate possible errors’ in 
procedure. 
Lime and other caustic agents can 

pose a real life safety hazard for all 
sports if applied as field markings. In- 
ert chalk only should be used — no 
substitutes. Normally lime doesnot 
pose a serious threat to human, how- 
ever when the combination of condi- 
tions is such as in this incident, lime 
can become a formidable burn agent. 

Play safe — insist on safety in your 
field marking by using only chalk, not 
lime. Store the chalk separately, away 
from all other chemicals, follow pro- 
cedures which include the “buddy 
system” of safety checks and keep 
safety consciousness in the fore at all 

times.

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HOBBIES

Many people have different types of hobbies ranging from stamp collecting 
to guy/girl watching but others like Al Barrett spend all their spare time 
building model airplanes. 

Al works out of Building 2 as a sanitation technician and recently I had the 
opportunity to meet this most interesting man. He has been with the depart- 
ment for eight years and although he has previous military service, he gives 
credit to his brother for getting him started with his second love, building 
model airplanes. 

Al received his first model as a gift and after building it found he had a great 
thirst for more knowledge and so later moved into more advanced and 
sophisticated rubber powered models. His accomplishments include such 
planes as a P51, bi-planes and 8 foot gliders. 
These models operate on the same idea as a regular plane and have the same 

equipment such as rudder, aileron and elevator. There are four servos; a 
mechanism of gears that move back and forth to operate the nose, wheels 
and rudder. 5 

To fly the plane through the air is done by radio power. The engine is gas 
operated and a receiver is hand controlled from ground level. The principle 
is the same as radio waves received on your radio or television set. : 
The majority of the planes built are made of balsa, spruce and plywood. Once 

the model has been assembled, a mono coat similar to cellophane is applied 
with an iron and heated with a nozzle dryer to tighten the unit. Because the 
coating is already coloured, no paint is needed but colour may be applied to 
the fuselage. 

Al has reorganized his basement where all winter he builds to prepare for 
the summer months, when he does all his flying. He has been involved with 
the hobby for close to forty years and feels a very important factor to con- 
sider is safety. 
And for the past three years Al has been a member of Model Aeronautics 

Association of Canada. This year he hopes to obtain his pilot wings but in order 
to do this he must go through a complete flight pattern. Once he receives his 
wings, this allows him to teach other people to fly. The importance of this 
is that these planes fly at great speed and even though are powered by radio 
control at ground level, if you don’t know what you are doing, serious injury 
ean result. The club stresses safety. 
MACC provides its members with an insurance policy against damage 

liability for up to $1,000,000. As you can see, this is a serious hobby. 
Your children may read this and become interested enough to make in- 

quiries as to the cost of this exciting new hobby. Although they will not start 
or be ready for some to advance to Al's level of flying, some of the costs are 
as follows: Kit $80, radio $450, the motor can run up to $170. 
The accompanying photo is that of a bi-plane that Al just recently finished. 

Although the picture doesn't do it justice, it is red and white and although 
I don’t know much about my subject, I think it is a pretty little thing. 

Should you wish to see Al and his great flying machines, take a drive out 
one summer day to the park, 6 miles south of the Mint and watch with fascina- 
tion the enjoyment the talent and expertise this pilot puts into his very special 
hobby.
