OCCUPATIONAL TRAINING

Interested in occupational training?
Many servicemen approaching retire-
ment are — since entry to civilian jobs
depends on having both recent and
marketable skills. This can be
troublesome when military skills and
experience do not fit easily the needs
of the outside world.

One answer is provided by the
Canada Employment and Immigra-
tion Commssion. This department is
responsible for Bill C278 ‘“The Na.-
tional Training Act’'. Under this plan
they do not run courses themselves
but purchase student positions at
community colleges, institutions of
technology, commercial business col-
leges and vocational institutes.

What are the ground rules for seek-
ing this kind of training? Briefly:
— the course normally must be no

longer than 52 weeks;
— it must be occupation orientated
and meet the needs of the employ-

ment market; and
— it cannot be academic training
beyond the high school level.

However, if schooling is needed
before occupational training can
begin, up to 52 weeks is available.
This is in addition to the basic course.

A variety of courses are available
across Canada pertaining to numer-
ous occupations. Do you want to fill
one of these student places? You have
to sell your interest, ability and poten-
tial to a manpower counsellor. This is
decided during a face to face inter-
view at the Canada Employment
Centre nearest your base.

Welding course? A Computer Pro-
gramming Course? A Cooking and
Chefs Course? These are but a few of
the training opportunities seized by
servicemen after their retirement, as
a worthwhile entry to the outside
world. Are you interested?

GP. The award was presented for Mr.
Taylor's work in producing the Air
Command Weather Manual, a publi-
cation which has required many
hours over the years to bring to fruit-
ion, and which will finally replace
weather ways which has been the
bane of many a pilot and navigator
since it's publication in 1950.

Norm is presently the Staff Officer,
Meteorology Training in 14 Training
Group Headquarters and has had a
long career with the Air Force. He
Jjoined the RCAF in 1940 and after
training in Prince Albert and Saska-

toon, received his wings and pro--

ceeded overseas for the RAF OTU on
Blenheims. After tours on two RAF
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squadrons, during which time he
says he almost qualified as an enemy
war ace (the Blenheim was not easy
to fly) he joined 413 Squadron and
finished the War Flying Catalinas.
After the war he went back to
school and obtained his B Sc (Physics)
from the University of Alberta. The
RCAF attracted him again and in
1950 he began his 32 year career as
a meteorologist. He has served at
Zwiebrucken, Rivers and Winnipeg,
joining Air Command as a Staff
Officer when. it was formed and
subsequently on 1 Aug 81, he joined
14 TRG GP in his present position.
Mr. Taylor's service as a wartime
pilot and as an active pilot still, gives
him a unique insight into the impor-
tance of weather to all aircrew and
was a major motivating factor in the
production of the Weather Manual.
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POLICE ENCOURAGE
USE OF HELMETS -

FOR OR AGAINST

At 2100 hrs, 23 Jun 83, Cst.
BLACK, Winnipeg City Police,
District 2, reported to the Military
Police that a serviceman had just
been involved in a motorcycle acci-
dent on Portage Ave. The serviceman
sustained several injuries; lacer-
taions on the right side of his head
and multiple lacerations and abra-
sions on his arms. The accident ocecur-
red as a result of the serviceman los-
ing control of his motoreyele. He was
not wearing a helmet.

The following is a list of standard
objections and responses which are
most likely to be received by in-
dividuals concerned with proposed
Motorcycle Helmet Laws:
OBJECTION:

The majority of motoreyclists oppose
compulsory helmet laws.
RESPONSE:

There is no evidence in this respect,
a recent survey in Manitoba showed
an overwhelming majority of
Manitoba residents do favour com-

- pulsory safety helmet legislation.

OBJECTION:

Wearing a helmet reduces the hear-
ing capability of the motorcyclist.
This hearing loss impedes safe opera-
tion of the bike.

RESPONSE: ‘

The evidence is very clear that a well-
designed safety helmet does not
significantly reduce hearing, par-
ticularly considering the level of noise
from the motorcycle itself and the
high level of wind-noise.
OBJECTION:

The ratio of serious injury accidents
to Fatal accidents increases after
mandatory helmet laws are intro-
duced.

RESPONSE:

This statistic only hides the Fact that
more helmeted riders survive their
accidents, thus becoming serious in-
jury statistics rather than fatalities.
OBJECTION:

General objection questioning the
value of safety helmets.
RESPONSE:

Investigations have shown that if you
are involved in a motorcycle acecident
you have a better than even chance of
hitting your head. If your head is NOT
protected and hits a solid object, even
at speeds as low as 20 m.p.h. you will
suffer a life threatening injury or you
will be dead!

CONCLUSION:

If you are wearing yvour helmet all the
evidence indicates that you chances
of survival are very much improved
and your injuries will be much
reduced.

Wearing helmets will not eliminate
accidents but it may make a VITAL
difference to the seriousness of the
results.

ELECTRIC LAWNMOWERS
If you are using an electric lawn
mower, your Fire Chief advises you to
be sure that it is certified and ap-
proved by a mationally recognized
testing agency, and that it is double-
insulated or grounded. Wait for a dry
day before cutting lawns as water
might mean a nasty shock for you.
Store under cover in a dry place.
Cords can be made unsafe by both
rain and sun. Water may cause a
short and heat and ultra-violet from
the sun cause deterioration of
insulation.
All power garden tools should be a
in dry place. Don't carry an appliance
by the cord, and never yank the cord
when removing it from the receptacle;
grasp the plug, not the wire. Keep the
cord away from sharp edges, water,
oil, and heat. ~
— keep your appliances sharp and
clean for best and safest perfor-
mance and follow manufacturers
directions for servicing the appli-
ances. _

— keep children a safe distance away
from your work area.

IN CASE OF GASOLINE FIRE
— If you should ever have a gasoline

fire, it is usually best to forget

fighting the fire . . . get everybody

away from it and call the fire
department immediately.

— However, if you are in a position to
fight the fire, do soonly as long as
you are clearly not putting
yourself or anyone else in any
danger. DO NOT FIGHT the fire if
the fire is spreading beyond the
spot where it started, or if the fire
could block your exit or if you are
not too sure how your extinguisher
works. These firefighting rules
apply to any type of fire emergency
situation. DO NOT try to use water
to put out a gasoline fire.
GASOLINE AND CHILDREN

If you use gasoline around the
house, keep it out of the reach of
children at all times — even if you
have to lock it up. If your child should
ever swallow gasoline, take the
following steps:

— first, get gasoline and child apart.
He might drink more. If he spilled
it on himself, get the wet clothing
off and wash him with warm water
and lots of soap to prevent
chemical burns.

— then call a Poison Centre or a
doctor right away. Get these
numbers now and list them along
with other emergency numbers —
fire, police, ambulance.

There is nothing I like more than
going on an exercise, especially when
it is an Adventure Training Exercise
with a great bunch of people. Early
Saturday, 11th June our bus and
truck were loaded to the gills with
canoes, IMP rations and rucksacks,
not to mention fishing rods. The
Jjourney began with excited and some
yet-hungover privates. With 18 males
and four females (18 privates and
leaders), it would prove to be an in-
teresting week. We started our jour-
ney at Tulabi Lake, continuing with
a 30-mile paddle up through the Bird
River system to a well-used cabin on
the east shore of Snowshoe Lake.
Using the cabin as our base head-
guarters we will be carrying out
various manoeuvres such as orien-
teering with map and compass and
various swimming skills. One of the
hardest tasks will be the tiresome
task of casting, reeling and trolling
for fish. For people who did not bring
fishing rods, they will be relieved of
one demanding task.

Upon arriving at Tulabi, we were
keen on unloading all the gear from
the bus and tractor-trailer. Various
preparations were made to ensure all
canoes were serviceable. Except for
some last minute repairs with good
old dependable'gun tape on one canoe,
everything was ready to go. Once in
the water, we encountered our first
portage of the day; having to carry
two 47-1b boxes of rations in each
canoe along with rucksacks and the
canoe, it was not one of our favourite
duties. After two more portages and
10 miles behind us we decided to pitch
our sleeping bags on the rocky shore
of Elbow Lake. We dined on loin
steak, potatoes, peas and fresh fruit.
Everyone ate heartily, knowing it
would be our last real meal for a week.
After a restless night in the company
of buzzing mosquitoes and chirping
frogs, we rose to a loud and forceful
bugle call with a few broken notes
here and there and played by an en-
thusiastic private female. We en-
countered three more portages as the
day went on, which by the way, are
not the easiest things to go through.
Just ask Elvie Campbell and Pierre
Meyer — they’ll be glad to say that
they are happy just to be alive after
nearly going over a waterfall.

Arriving at the eabin at approx-
imately 1330 hours we were wel-
comed with open arms by a filthy
cabin — but that didn't last long. The
place was made ship-shape in an
hour, sparing us some time to have a
swim before supper. It wasn't long
after supper before people were pass-
ing out from fatigue. After a few
games of Chase the Ace, the cabin
was silent except for the uncon-
trollable snoring and sleep-talking.

Everyone rose early to try out Capt
Don McLeod's favourite ham omelet-
tes — he, I think, was the only one
who liked them. We began our day
with a series of orienteering man-
oeuvres consisting of three teams of
six people. Each team plotted coor-
dinates on the map and then travelled
to each of their destinations. Upon ar-
riving at the destination, a red
streamer was tied. Then each of the
other teams had to find another
team’s marker. Some coordinates
were found after a few rounds around
the lake; but others had some prob-
lems the first day. Either they had the
wrong coordinates or they were just
going in circles. Some were just
totally confused. After a lunch of
delectable rations, we tried our hand
at canoe rescuing which proved to be
very successful. Our evening group
sessions were the best event of the
day. We told of our reasons for join-
ing the Forces and of our home town
— where we were from. There were
some very interesting stories told
that night.

The following day was more or less
the same schedule as the first day, ex-
cept it had a 100% 1mprovement on
the orienteering. None of us wanted
to eat rations for supper so we all
grabbed our fishing rods and hit the
lake for some well-deserved fishing.
Thanks to our non-fishermen who
stayed home to cook supper, we
feasted on fried pickerel and home
made french fries. That was the best
meal of the trip. We gathered for
another group session after supper at
which time we told each other our
most unusual experience. I think our
favourite was Maj Holland's pigeon
story.

Day b got us up early with the ever-
popular playing of Reveille. I'm get-
ting better every day. Today was our
last day for orienteering — a real hard
target to find. An old coffee pot that
was found in the cabin was used as a
marker deep in the woods. With our
rain gear on hand, we went tracking
through the woods and swamp and
found it with little difficulty.
Although we were soaked, our spirits
were high. After lunch we went out
for another target. This time it was a
partially submerged gas can with a
message on it. We were getting to be
experts at everything by now. It was
also our last day for canoe rescuing
which was also a complete success.
After supper everyone just laid
around and relaxed, taking in all the
comforts of a camp mattress. Lights
out were from 1800 hours on, depend-
ing on how tired you were.

The final day at the camp began at

0830 hours. This was a day for muck-

ing out the camp and packing our
gear. We left the camp free of tears at
1400 hours. The canoeing was much
easier today with the wind at our
backs which was a relief for all of us.
We camped out on the southwest
shore of Elbow Lake on a small island
which couldn't hold back the curios-
ity of the local wildlife. The sunset
over the lake was fantastic; loons
could be heard all evening.

The last day on the lake proved to
be the most beautiful of all; it made
leaving all that much harder. The
lake was as smooth as glass; the loons
were calling regularly and the usual
call of a bugle woke everyone up to an
excellent morning but for the myriad
of mosquitoes. With only three more
hours of canoeing left, we took our
time. We even took in some small
rapids.

Our bus was to arrive at 1600 hours
so we had a few hours to spare. To our
surprise and pleasure, our Base Com-
mander, Colonel Brian Smith made
an appearance in a Bell Jet Ranger
Helicopter piloted by Capt Ed
Ukrainetz who manceuvred the craft
with great precision into an area
where the boats docked. Also travel-
ling with him was our BAMEO, Maj
Meindl and the BML Production
Officer, Capt John Lawrence. We
enjoyed their visit very much, and
especially the wine which our Com-
mander brought along with him. We
also let some of our visitors try out
IMP rations which they said they en-
Jjoyed, much to our surprise. Demon-
strations included our final showing
of our expertise in canoe rescuing
before our guests had to leave. Their
stay was all too short but as we later
learned, they had other engagements.
The rest of the day was spent talking
about how we would terrorize the Jr
Ranks' Mess in the state we were in.

Once back at Bldg 90, signed-for
items were returned and everyone
went their way. It is funny how you
can live with someone you didn't even
know before, and after a week come
away knowing them like the back of
your hand. It was a great experience
for anyone who loves the great out of
doors and enjoys working as a team
to overcome problems. I think that
was the main objective for this Exer-
cise — teamwork. We solved many
problems by putting our heads to-
gether and working it out as a team.
One word of advice — if your boss
comes up to you and asks you if you
want to'go on Adventure Training, by
all means GO. He will probably tell
you that it BUILDS CHARACTER.

THE GAR DOCTOR

Make sure your car is in tip top
shape before the hot summer months!

When was the last time you had
your car checked? Automobile main-
tenance is essential for safe and effi-
cient driving. If you are unsure as to
whether your car is in tip top shape,
have it checked now before the hot
summer months. The following
guideline outlines key points for a
complete auto checkup.

Check tire pressures regularly.
Keep tires inflated to the manufac-
turers specifications. Most recom-
mendations are for cold pressure, so
buy a good guality gauge and take
readings before starting out. Good
gauges are available at your Canex
Service Station. You can improve
mileage one percent for every two
pounds of tire pressure needed to
bring them up to manufacturers spec-
ifications. Replace all four tires with
radials. They will generally give three
to five percent improvement in gas
mileage in the city and up to ten per-
cent on the highway. When you buy
a new car specify radials they last
longer, give better mileage and often
provide better steering qualities, but
don’t mix tires — it can be dangerous.
Have wheels properly aligned. Im-
proper wheel alignment can increase
fuel use and cause unnecessary tire
wear. A regular alignment check is a
good idea after the wheels have had
severe jolting from striking potholes,
bumps or curbs. A good time is before
your summer vacation, or any long
trip. Check at your Canex Service Sta-
tion for any advice or front end in-
spection.

METRIC COMMISSION CANADA
ANNOUNCES PHASE-OUT PLAN

Edmonton — June 22, 1983 — The
Chairman of Metric Commission
Canada, Mr. D.R.B. McArthur, an-
nounced today that since 75% of the
more than 100 sector committees
will have completed the implementa-
tion of their-conversion plans, the
Commission has adopted a plan for
phasing-out its activities on March
31, 1985. To ensure continuity, a
metric office will be established
within the Federal Department of
Consumer and Corporate Affairs
Canada to coordinate the remaining
sectors of the economy implementing
their conversion programs.

Metric Commission Canada’s man-
date since 1971, as stated in the
White Paper on Metrie Conversion in
Canada, has been to: “Advise upon
and coordinate overall planning of the
conversation process’’. The White
Paper also states that: ‘‘Metric con-
version may be conceived as a variety
of programmes extending over
periods of years as determined by the
needs and problems in different sec-
tors of the economy".

Thirty-five committees already
have completed the implementation
phase of their plans and have dis-
banded. It is anticipated that another
forty-five sectors will have completed
the final phase of their activities by
March 31, 1985.

Use gasoline of the proper octane
rating. Your owner's manual gives
the gasoline octane rating and gaso-
line type recommended by the auto
manufacturer. What you want is oc-
tane just high enough to prevent
knocking. Check and change oil and
filter at recommended intervals,
Everytime you add gasoline check the
oil. Use a good quality SE multigrade
(multi viscosity) oil. Look for the API-
SAE rating on the container. Multi-
grade oil like 10-30 and 10-40 helps
reduce internal engine friction and
gives better gasoline mileage than
single grade oils. Do not use an oil of
higher viscosity than recommended
in your owner’s manual since heavier
oils tend to improve friction and
decrease miles per litre efficiency. A
lower viscosity oil such as 5-30 is
recommended for winter months ina
cold climate such as we have to put up
with in Manitoba. Have you had an
engine tune-up recently? Do you need
one? If your engine is hard to start,
hesitates, sputters, idles roughly, you
are losing good gas mileage and
should have the engines condition
checked before your vacation. If you
have a good tune-up done at your
Canex Service Station, by qualified
mechanics, you could save up to 12
percent on your gasoline bills.
