ushered in a new commander Aug. 
19, with flags snapping in a brisk 
Prairie breeze, CF-18 fighters roaring 
a tribute overhead, and 300 air force 
members performing the accompany: 
ing parade ritual. 

“T accept the commission which you 

have just given me with enormous 
pride,” said Lieutenant-General Paul 
D. Manson, who on the eve of his 49th 

birthday became the organization's 
fourth commander since its incep- 

tion, in 1975, on the same hangar 
line. 

He was directing his remarks to the 
new chief of the defence staff, 
General G.C.E. Theriault, who, as 

presiding officer, also warmly 
praised the retiring commander, Lt.- 
Gen. Kenneth E. Lewis. 

After 36 years of military service, 
Gen. Lewis now moves on to a new 

career in the civil aviation field. 

“It is, of course, a singular honor,” 
Gen. Manson.told the audience, “for 

an airman in Canada to accede to the 

command of Air Command. _ 
“TI am very conscious of the 

challenges that this assignment 
brings with it, not the least of which 

will be matching the remarkable 
leadership of my predecessor, as 
demonstrated during his three years 
in command,"’ said the new 
commander. 

In directing his remarks to the CDS 
and all ranks of Air Command, Gen. 
Manson said that ‘‘in particular, also, 
I acknowledge the great challenge 
that Air Command faces in *con- 
tributing to the deterrence of war, at 
what is a very critical moment in the 
history of our country. 

“With the enormous destructive 
power of modern weapons,” he added, 

“deterrence cannot be allowed to fail, 

because the results of failure are 
intolerable.” 

He went on to say that “‘it is essen- 

tial, therefore, that the first objective 

of Air Command must be the 
maintenance of that high level of 
operational effectiveness which has 

characterized this command since its 
inception.” 

“In the context of deterrence,” he 
said, ‘‘which, after all, is our 
business, I acknowledge the impor- 
tance of NORAD and NATO, which I 

consider to be two of the greatest and 
genuine peace movements of our 

time. 
“As a member of Air Command,” he 

added, “I am proud to serve these 
alliances and to support their very 

profound underlying concept, which 

is that peace and freedom are in- 
separable and attainable.” 

Later, he said, ‘In a few moments, 
Gen. Lewis will step to this dais to 
receive his final salute as a serving 

member of the Canadian Forces. It 
will be a historic moment, and I think 
a sad one, as members of Air Com- 

mand offer a well-earned tribute toa 
great Canadian airman and leader at 
the conclusion of a truly distin- 

guished career.” 
Turning to Gen. and Mrs. Lewis, he 

said “we all extend our heartfelt 
gratitude for all that you have done, 
and we express our sincere best 
wishes for a happy future. You will be 
missed.”

assembled guests, said, ‘I hand over 
command to Gen. Manson with a 
sense of pride, satisfaction and 
optimism: 

“Pride in the men and women of Air 

Command, military and civilian, 
whose accomplishments, often 

against very difficult challenges, 
have steadily improved the effec- 

tiveness of the command.” 
“Satisfaction that the quality of our 

people has never been better, and that 
much-needed equipment is appear- 

ing; it is satisfaction tinged with a 
realization that we still have a long 
way to go in re-equipping our force 
and increasing our personnel 
establishment.” 

“Optimism that these needs will be 
met eventually, and that Air Com- 

mand, under Gen. Manson's leader- 

ship, will make strong progress.” 
He concluded by saying, ‘‘to Gen. 

Manson, my compliments and best 
wishes. You are an officer of excep- 
tional ability, and I am pleased to 

hand over Air Command to you.” 
Highlights of the ceremony for 

many were the two fly pasts by four 
of the new CF-18 fighter aircraft for 
the incoming and outgoing com- 

manders. Fittingly, the one in tribute 

to Gen. Manson also was for the same 
man who had managed the new 
fighter aircraft program, which led to 

the government’s selection of the 

CF-18. "

Earlier, the lieutenant-governor of 

Manitoba, Hon. Pearl McGonigal, 

presented a government house scroll 
to Gen. Lewis, saying that “Because 
of his wise counsel, good advice and 
strong leadership, Air Command has

performed ordinary duties extra- 
ordinarily well, and has performed 
extraordinary duties in an _abso- 

lutely outstanding manner.”

MILITARY FAMILY STUDY 
What are the everyday stresses and strains of service life? How do the 

stresses of service life affect the general health and well-being of the service 
person, their spouse, marriage, children and careers? Questions such as these 
are being asked in a Force wide survey of Military Family Life/Work Stress 
and in the next couple of weeks you and your spouse may be asked to com- 
plete a questionnaire and give your views on service life. The results of the 
study are intended to provide an understanding of family life in the Forces 
and to guide future DND policies. 

Clearly, the survey is an indication that the Forces is concerned about the 
well-being of service families. If you are equally concerned about service life 
make every effort to come out and express your views if you have been in- 
cluded in the survey. 

EX-SERVICEMEN SOUGHT FOR STUDY INTO 
EFFECTS OF 1950s RADIATION 

A researcher studying how high-level radiation affected servicemen who 
worked with it in the 1950s is looking for more veterans who may have been 
exposed to radioactive material. 

Dr. Sankaran Raman, an epidemiologist with the University of Ottawa, is 
appealing to any veterans not already part of the study to contact him. 
Raman’s work, sponsored by the Veterans’ Affairs Department, ceritres on 
mortality rates among veterans involved in decontamination duties at Chalk 
River in 1953 and 1958. Two separate accidents there exposed some workers 
to high levels of radiation. The study also focuses on ex-servicemen who 
witnessed atomic bomb testing in Nevada and Australia in the 1950s. 

If the ex-servicemen have died, their families are urged to contact Raman 
in confidence. 

If Raman’s study shows fatalities from some types of cancer are higher 
among people who handled radioactive material or who were at the atomic 
bomb blasts, their claims for pensions could be strengthened. Among those 
still alive, a morbidity study — a study of their overall health and lifestyle 
— might become necessary in order to determine if they are entitled to a 
special pension claim. 
Raman said having his data analysed by Statscan should take about six 

months. A final report will go to the pension commission in April 1984.

He returned to Canada in 1967 to 
undergo pilot ‘training and after 
graduation flew as a pilot in transport 
and training aircraft. 

He served as an Intelligence Officer 
in NORAD Headquarters at Colorado 
Springs, at Moose Jaw as the Officer 
in Charge of Officer Development, 
before being promoted to Lieutenant 
Colonel and posted to Winnipeg in LCol J.R. Chandler

and delicately seasoned to perfection.

The wine 
list is better than those of most local

4 CMBG AUGMENTED 
FOR EXERCISE 

OTTAWA — More than 4,000 Cana- 
dian soldiers will take part in a 
month-long training exercise in 
Bavaria, Federal Republic of Ger- 

many, beginning August 19. 
The soldiers, members of 4 Cana- 

dian Mechanized Brigade Group (4 
CMBG) along with augmentation 
troops from Canada train annually in 
Bavaria as part of the NATO fall 
manoeuvres. The first part of the ex- 
ercise will take place on a military 

range at Hohenfels from August 20 
to September 8. This first phase is for 
small unit training. 
The brigade will then move north to 

an area approximately 70 kms east of 
Nurenburg for two weeks of intensive 
combat operations in the Bavarian 
countryside. , 

For the Canadian brigade, this ex- 
ercise is the culmination of a year of 
training. All their skills and tactics 
are tested under realistic conditions. 
During the exercise, called Swift 
Thrust II, 4 CMBG will practice 
defensive and offensive manoeuvres. 
Approximately 50 cadets, 300 

militia and 600 members of the 
Regular Force from across Canada 
will be flown to Europe for the fall 
manoeuvres. This will provide the op- 
portunity to test and practice pro- 
cedures for reinforcing Canadian 
units in Europe in case of a crisis. 
Flyover units are to augment the 
Royal 22° Regiment, the Recce 
Squadron, and the Defence and 
Employment Platoon at Brigade

ARMX 83: THE SHAPE OF THINGS TO COME 
It’s the stuff James Bond movies 

are made of. 
An electronic beep . . . beep... beep 

alerts you that someone is shooting at 
you. It’s a near miss — this time. Next 
time, you're not so lucky. You know 
you've been hit. It’s not the blood; it’s 

your beeper — it’s going crazy and 

only a key can stop the noise. Of 
course the key will also deactivate 
your rifle and put you out of the war. 
You're wounded . . . or dead. 

This scenario may have the ring of 
a new electronic video game but in 
fact, it’s army training. Computer- 
ized direct fire weapons — everything 

from rifles to tanks — will make this 
kind of realistic training possible for 
CF members, And according to LCol 
Stu Northrup of the Directorate of 
Operational Guidance Coordination at 
NDHQ, “It's the next best thing to 
real combat: this kind of immediate 
feedback training will save lives if we 
ever have to go to war.” f 

This kind of modern technology, as 
it applies to military training devices, 
was featured during the “ARMX 83” 
exhibition organized by LCol 
Northrup at Mobile Command Head- 
quarters in St. Hubert, Que. earlier 
this year. And Agent 007 would have 
felt right at home amid the electronic 
gadgetry on display. 
ARMX 83 was the first Army 

Technology Training Devices Exhibi- 

tion sponsored by DND. It was such 
an unqualified success that plans are 

already in the works for ARMX 85 in 
Ottawa, which will be billed as a tri- 
service exhibition due to the univer- 
sal application of many of the train- 

ing devices to the three 
environments. 

This year close to 3,000 spectators 
attended ARMX, including CF 

military personnel from Canada and 
Europe and civilians from police 
forces, other government depart- 
ments and foreign attachés. Sixty- 
three civilian firms from Canada, 
Europe, Israel, the United States and 
the United Kingdom exhibited their 
wares during the three-day event. 
LGen Charles Belzile, Commander 

Mobile Command, explained to those 
attending the exhibition that the 
basic philosophy behind ARMX was 

to make sure soldiers and units of the 
Canadian Forces were trained to use 
their weaponry to maximum effec- 
tiveness. “‘As weapons systems 

become more capable, so too must our 

soldiers,” he said. 
He told exhibitors that industry can 

provide independent research and 
develop innovative technology based 
on a sound understanding of the 
army’s goals. In reference to the 

modernization and revitalization of 
CF training, LGen Belzile said, ‘‘If 
you can show us a better, cheaper way 

  

      
  

  

of conducting any portion of our train- 

ing, my staff will listen. If it’s a great 
idea, I'll listen." 

The CF want to improve the realism 
and training value of their field train- 
ing exercises, he explained. “If ever 
Canada is involved in another war,” 
he said, “the outcome will depend 

more on the quality of the Canadian 
soldier, his leaders and his training, 

than on equipment.” 
Military spectators viewed a wide 

cross section of the latest devices that 
will eventually influence -how the 
Forces train. 
Users had an opportunity to per- 

sonally discuss their training pro- 
blems with the technology 
developers. And instructors were 
made aware of what’s available. 
“Industry representatives loved 

having us there because it gave them 
the opportunity to check the practical 
application of their devices,’ said 
LCol Northrup. “‘One conversation 
between a senior NCO and a company 
representative triggered a modifica- 
tion to one piece of equipment.” 

A friendly atmosphere, in which the 
military and industry could exchange 
information about the expanding field 
of simulation, was what the 
organizers strived for. And that's 
what they got. .

CFB Edmonton and Air Command 

Headquarters Detachment Edmonton 
geared up this summer for one of the 
most ambitious military/civilian 
operations since the Commonwealth 
Games in 1978.

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Your Canex Service Station 
mechanics are your brake specialists, 
but do you know, or ever wondered 
what happens when you apply your 
brake pedal to sop your car, or what 
to look for when your brakes start to 
fail? Your brakes stop your car by 
forcing a high friction material 
against a spinning cast iron disc or 
brake drums that are bolted to the 
wheels. This friction causes the car'to 
slow and eventually stop. The friction 
-material is pressed against the brake 
dise or drum by a hydraulic system. 
The system begins with the brake 
pedal which is attached to a master 
cylinder. Each brake is operated by a 
wheel cylinder. These cylinders are 
connected by a series of lines and 
hoses filled with hydraulic brake 
fluid. When you push the brake pedal 
a piston moves against the fluid in the 
master cylinder forcing it through the

brake lines and hoses and thus ap- 
plies equal pressure to all four wheel 
cylinders. The cylinders in turn press 
the linings against the discs or 
drums. 
What is the difference between a 

dise brake system and a drum 
system: 
A. A disc brake consists of a cast. 
iron dise or roter and a caliper that 
clamps friction pads against it. The 
rotor turns with the wheel, the caliper 
is mounted on the suspension, when 
the brake pedal is pressed the two 
brake pads are forced against the 
spinning disc by the resulting 
hydraulic pressure. When the disc is 
pinched by the pads the disc is 
slowed or stopped, depending on the 
pressure you apply on the brake 
pedal. 
B. Adrum brake system operates on 
the same hydraulic principal as disc 
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brakes. However in this system there 
is a brake drum inside each wheel 
when the brake pedal is pressed the 
resulting pressure moves the two 
curved brake shoes, each with a lin- 
ing of friction material against the in- 
side of a spinning drum. The pressure 
you apply on the brake pedal causes 
the car to slow down or stop. 
How do you know when you need 

brake service? Below are noises to 
listen for or visual inspections you 
can make and by knowing what to 
look for could save you extensive 
repair; or more important, save your 
life or a serious accident. 
A. “Serunching"’ noise probably 
means worn brake shoes or pads. 
Metal to metal sounds means there is 
no friction material left on shoes or 
discs. 
B. “Squeal’’ noise means brake 
shoes are glazed caused by high 
speed braking. Brake shoes should be 
inspected and deglazed to insure pro- 
per braking. 
C. Car pulls to one side, wheel 
cylinder leaking, wheel cylinder 
piston stuck, caliper stuck, not allow- 
ing the brake pad or brake shoes to 
return to a release position. 
D. Rear wheels stick or lock when 
brakes applied, defective axle seals or 
rear wheel bearings. 
E. Brake pedal moves up and down 
when you apply your brakes, brake 
frums out of round or have your 

brake calipers checked for warpage. 
F. Low hard pedal, extending stop- 
ping distance, power brake in- 
operative, loss of friction lining. 
G. Low soft pedal, brake warning 
light coming on, hydraulic leak, shoes 
or disc coming on, hydraulic leak, 
shoes or disc pads worn out, master 
cylinder not working properly. Flex 
rubber brake hoses leaking. 

The above symptoms are a few you 
as a driver can determine. You can 
also prevent a possible expensive 
repair job by a visual inspection once 
a week. 
A. Check your wheels inside for 
signs of brake fluid. 
B. Check drive-way cement pad for 
liquid (brake fluid). 
C. Red light coming on, this is a 
warning that there is a problem. 
Check immediately for an inspection 
by a mechanic. 
What is involved in a good brake 

job? A comprehensive Canex brake 
job consists of the following steps: 
1. Install premium quality disc pads 
or brake shoes. 
2. Re-surface brake drums or rotors. 
3. Re-pack inner and outer wheel 
bearings. Wash all bearings with sol- 
vent and inspect for wear. : 
4. Install new front.wheel seals. 
5. Inspect master cylinder, wheel 
cylinder, calipers, brake lines, flex 
hoses.
