1984 marks the 25th year of service of the Canadian Forces Medical Serv-
ices (CFMS). On 15 January 1959, the medical branches of the Royal Canadi-
an Navy and the Royal Canadian Air Force as well as the Royal Canadian Army
Medical Corps were amalgamated officially to forim the CFMS. As such, the
CFMS became one of the first unified services of the Canadian Forces.

Une question de discrétion?

La jurisprudence nous enseigne aussi que que le mode de publicité ou de
distribution d’une oeuvre influe sur son caractére abscéne. Au Canada, une
méme production peut étre obscéne si elle est répandue dans le public en géné-
ral, ce qui n'est pas le cas si elle est accessible seulement 4 un groupe res-
treint d’individus. Selon les juristes Hélen Mémard et Micheline Lachance
qui ont fait une étude fouillée sur ce sujet, il ressort de la plupart des affai-
res ol le cinéma était en cause que: 1) les adultes qui fréguentent les salles
de cinéma a tendance pornographique ont choisi d'y aller; 2) ces salles parti-
culiéres sont interdites aux moins de 18 ans; 3) la clientele sait ce gqu’elle va
chercher dans ces endroits; 4) la publicité est discréte; 5) dans la plupart des
cas, il n'y a pas de plainte de la part des clients ou du public en général. La-
publicité sera suffisante toutefois lorsque tout le monde est sollicité, méme
si une partie seulement du public peut choisir de voir I'oeuvre en question.
Ce que la communauté peut tolérer au cinéma ne sera pas nécessairement
tolérable dans un média de masse. La Cour d'Appel de 1'Ontario a reconnu
que l'audience d'un média tel que la télévision et la couverture d'un maga.-
zine n'est pas limitée a ceux qui choisissent de voir une production. Quelle
sera l'attitude des tribunaux face a la Télé payante? Va-t-on considérer qu’elle
s’adresse & un groupe restreint ou a toute la population?

Le témoignage de spécialistes est admissible pour déterminer le seuil de
tolérance de la société. C'est & la Cour toutefois que revient de peser I'impor-
tance qu’elle doit y accorder. Par exemple, un spécialiste peut faire valoir que
le matériel a été présenté ailleurs au Canada comme ce fut le cas au Mani-
toba, alors que la censure s'attaquait au film ‘Le dernier tango de Paris’ Le
Juge a tenu compte de la diffusion du film dans d'utres provinces parce qu’elle
reflétait un acquiescement du public et des autorités.

L’obscénité, un bien public?

Compte tenu de tout ce qui précede, il est évident que la négation-de 1'obs-
cénité sera I'un des motifs les plus souvent invoqués en défense. En principe,
la Couronne n'a qu'a produire la “publication” pour appuyer I'allégation d'obs-
cénité. L'accusé pourra alors s'opposer a la poursuite en plaidant qu'il n'ya
pas d'exploitation indue des choses sexuelles ou gue ce n'est pas la des carac-
téristiques dominantes de 1'oeuvre. Pour ce faire, il doit soulever un doute
raisonnable en sa faveur en faisant valoir, par exemple, que 1'évolution de la
mentalité canadienne ne justifie la distribution de 1'oeuvre. Cet argument
pourrait étre cependant revu a la lumiére du débat souleve par les revendica-
tions des femmes. 4

Egalement, et ¢'est 1a un moyen de défense prévu a 'article 159 du Code
criminel, nul ne doit étre déclaré coupable s'il établit qu'il “a servi le bien
public”, méme lorsque la chose est obscéne. Il faut constater que cette défense
de bien public”, méme lorsque la chose est obscéne. Il faut constater que cette
défense de bien public sera souvent liée au mérite et a la valeur de 1'oeuvre.
Mais, en définitive, quel que soit 1'opinion des témoins experts, il appartient
a la cour de déterminer si la valeur arstitique ou autre de I'oeuvre prévaut
ou, au contraire, si 'exploitation exageré des choses sexuelles submerge entié-
rement les mérites que la publication peut avoir par ailleurs.

La pilice des moeurs: :

Ce sont les divers corps policiers, section des moeurs, qui “protégent” 1'or-
dre public et les bonnes moeurs. Ils peuvent agir de leur initiative lorsqu’ils
jugent qu'une oeuvre porte atteinte aux bonnes moeurs. Ils peuvent égale-
ment étre saisis d'une plainte par un individu ou par un groupe de citoyens.
Ainsi, la Société Radio-Canada est actuellement poursuivie en vertu du Code
criminel, & la saisie de la plainte d'un téléspectateur indigné par la diffusion
du film J'irair comme un cheval fou d’'Arrabal.

Il est bon de rappeler que quicongue croit *‘pour des motifs raisonnables”
et probables qu'une personne a commis une infraction” en vertu de la police;
et c'est le procureur général qui, & titre de représentant des intéréts de la
société et de garant de la justice, assume généralement la pousuite lorsque
la preuve s'avere suffisante. Soulignons qu'en Ontario, les plaintes contre les
films sont souvent déposées par le Bureau de la censure. Au Québec, ce sont,
Jjusqu'a présent, les corps policiers qui semblent surtout agir en la matiére.
On peut se demander pourgoi, dans un domaine ausfi controversé, la popula-
tion ne s’en occupe pas davantage, puisque la meilleure arme contre 1'obscé-
nité est sans doute la vigilance éclairée du citoyen dans son milieu de vie.

DES OEUFS A LA FLORENTINE
POUR PAQUES ”

La décoration des oeufs durs destinés a orner la table du diner de Paques
est une tradition agréable. Elle présente toutefois un inconvénient soit celui
d’avoir a consommer une grande quantité de sandiwhes au cours de la semaine
suivante. Plutot que de laisser tomber cette pratique traditionnelle, la Divi-
sion de la consultation en alimentation d’Agriculture Canada offre une solu-
tion. Il suffit de mettre les oeufs sur la table seulement & la toute derniére
minute et de les réfrigérer immédiatement aprés le repas. Ils pourront ser-
vir a préparer une casserole savoureuse, les oeufs a la florentine, pour le petit
déjeuner du matin de Paques ou celui du lendemain. Par ailleurs, on peut
préparer ce mets 4 I'avance en le laissant au réfrigérateur toute la nuit.

Le goat des épinards, des oeufs et de la sauce Mornay des oeufs a la floren-
tine permet a ce mets délicieux de rivaliser avec tous les autres plats favoris
‘pendant la période de Paques.

25 mL de beurre

25 mL de farine

125 mL de lait

125 mL de bouillon de poulet

2 mL de sel

50 mL de fromage parmesan rapé

1 paquet (300 g) d’épinards
congelés OU (283 g) d'épinards
frais
1 mL de sel
15 mL de beurre
4 gros oeufs OU 6 petits oeufs
3 cuits dur

Faire fondre 25 mL de beurre. Incorporer la farine. Ajouter graduellement
le lait, le bouillon et les 2 mL de sel. Remuer et laisser mijoter jusqu'a ce que
le mélange soit lisse et plus épais. Incorporer le fromage. Metter la sauce de
coté. Faire cuire les épinards congelés selon les instructions sur I'emballage
ou cuire les épinards frais avec quelques gouttes d'eau jusqu'a ce qu'ils soient
tendres (environ 5 min).

PARENTS FRANGOPHOKES

Cet article s’adresse particuliérement aux parents francophones de la com-
munauté manotobaine. A titre d'éducateurs, voux étres confrontés a des
difficultés de toute sorte dans vos relations parents-enfants-adolescents.

Avec 'enfant qui s'agite, qui se met en colére (parfois trop facilement), qui
défie votre autorité, qui réussit mal & 1'école, etc., quoi faire . . .? Face a l'en-
fant refermé sur lui-méme, qui ne communique pas ses problémes ou ses
peurs, vous vous demandez comment le rejoindre. Et face & 1'adolescent qui
ne sait pas trop ce qu-'il veut ou, dans quel deomaine poursuivre ses études,
ou bien vous vous sentez incertain pour le guider ou bien vous le dirigez dans
un domaine dont vous croyez qu'-il sera heuraeux et réussira.

-La ot ce propos veut en venir est, connaissez-vous vraiment qui est votre
enfant/adolescent? Pouvez-vous identifier ses talents propres et personnels,
ses capactés naturelles, ses craintes et ses défenses? Il est possible que vous
répondiez: Oui, bien sur! Mais ce que vous connaissez de lui/elle, est, ce qu'il
ou elle voux extériorise en apparence. En plus de cela, comme tout étre hu-
main, votre vue est subjective a cause du simple fait que vous le ou la voyez
en tant que parents. Votre vision est alors biaisée. Alors, comment faire pour
découvrir quelle est sa véritable personnalité? Lui faire passere des tests d'ap-
titudes? le faire évaluer par un orienteur, un psychologue? oui; peut-étre, peut-
étre seulement que vous obtiendrez des résultats satisfaisants, qui aideront.

Je vous suggeére de découvrir par vous-méme et ce, objectivement, les com-
posantes réelles de la personnalité de votre enfant. Comment?

Par I'étude d'une technique scientifique: la Graphoanalyse. Cela ne reléve
pas de la fiction, ou des astres ou de l'imaginaire. Précisons d’abord que la
Graphoanalyse est l'identification des traits de personnalité par 1'étude des
traits de l'écriture. Elle est objective parce gue chaque trait et crochet que
trace 1'enfant indique ce qui est a lui, ‘ce qui le caractérise comme individu.

Et si cette barre de T est située au 3/4 du “T"', vous avez
alors un enfant qui s’établit des projets réalistes et qu'il sait pouvoir atteindre.
De plus, si vous ajoutez a ces traits de 1'écriture le poides du trait et sa lon-
gueur, vous avez le degré de volonté qu'a I'enfant pour réaliser ses projets
et, son niveau d’enthousiasme.

Cela n’est qu'un fort petit apergu de ce que la Graphoanalyse peut révéler
sur votre enfant ou adolescent; elle peut vous en dévoiler encore une infinité
de traits de caractére. N'oublions pas que chaque humain a sa propre écri-
ture comme il a sa propre individualité. En Graphoanalyse, les traits décou-
verts sont analysés 1'un par rapport a 'autre jusqu'a ce que la personnalité
soit identifiée.

Pour apprendre a identifier ces traits dans 1'écriture, un cours vous sera
offert dés le mois de mai prochain. Le cours d'initiation en Graphoanalyse
sera donnée en fracais.
