Families staying at the House
find it a haven while they and
their children endure the disrup-
tions to family life brought
about by the diagnosis of cancer
or other life-threatening
diseases. The House enables
families to cook their own
meals, do their laundry, and
share in conversations with
other parents undergoing sim-
ilar traumatic experiences.

A significant number of
children travel from communi-
ties in Manitoba, North West-
ern Ontario and Saskatchewan
for treatment at The Children’s
Hospital and the Manitoba
Cancer Clinic. Effective treat-
ment often requires hospitaliza-
tion for periods of many days to
several weeks. When possible, a
child being treated as an out-
patient can stay with his family
at the Ronald McDonald
House.

33% Du Gommerce Mondial Se
Fait Sous Forme De Troc

Les économistes nous disent toujours que l'invention de la monnaie
d’échange (piéce d’'or et argent) a marqué le début de 1'ére moderne des rela-
tions commefciales, en dégageant I'homoéconomicus du fardeau que constitu-
ait le troc ou échange de marchandises. Or, le troc a récemment fait une
apparition remarquée dans le commercial international ot1, en 10 ans, sa place
est passée de 2% a environ 33% des échanges.

Cette explosion récente marque-t-elle un progrés ou un recul? Est-ce la fin
du systéme du libre échange?

Les accords de troc sont de plus en plus nombreux. La vente d’un réacteur
cnadien Candu & la Roumanie en échange de 25 millions de tonnes de fraises
congelées est bien connue. Plus récomment, des avions canadiens ont été
échangés contre des piéces automobiles et du vin espagnol. Les Etats-Unis
ont vendu des avions au Portugal en échange de 'achat d'un montant égquiva-
lent, sur cing ans, de chaussures, piéces automobiles et piéces d’avions.
Renault échange environ 25% de ses exportations d’automobiles vers les pays
en voie de développement contre des produits tels que le café, la banane; etc.

I'URSS, et maintenant avec la Chine.

Traditionnellement, seul le commerce avec les pays de 1'Est faisait 1'objet
de troc, ce qui expligue d’ailleurs la grande expérience que les Autrichiens
ont dans ce domaine. Maintenant, plus de 80 pays le pratiquent sous une forme
ou sous une autre, les pays de 1I'’Amérique latine et de 1'Asie en téte. En par-
ticulier, il est devenue difficile de commercer sans troc avec des pays tels que
le Brésil, les Philippines et la Yougoslavie.

Les exemples précédents illustrent les difficultés qui peuvent étre rencon-
trées dans les opérations du troc. Méme pour un trox simple, il y a deux fois
plus de problémes essentiels que dans une vente contrel monnaie. C'est une
forme de commerce compiquée, colteuse, sujette a beaucoup de délais et de
problémes.

L’entrepreneur doit exercer deux fois plus de précautions avant de signer
un contrat de troc. Le troc est pratiqué surtout & I'avantage des pays qui ont
des produits difficilement vendables, et en général ne représente que des en-
nuis pour l'entrepreneur de chez nous.

Le troc est avant tout motivé par le manque de devises et le déficit des
balances commerciales. Les pays en voie de développement ne peuvent acheter
les produits dont ils ont besoin que dans la mesure o ils peuvent vendre ce
qu’ils produisent. Ils imposent donc au vendeur étranger potentiel d’accep-
ter payment en produits locaux plutét qu’en devises. Dans une situation de
surplus mondial des produits de base (sucre, café, ete.) ou d’excés de capa-
cité de production de certains produits manufacturiers (automobiles, cami-
ons, etc). c'est un excellent moyen de se distinguer de la concurrence et de
forcer des exportations qui n’auraient’pas lieu.

De plus, le vendeur étranger devenue acheteur forcé se doit de trouver un
débouché pour les produits qu'on lui impose pour réaliser le produit de sa
vente. C’'est moyen pour le pays de se doter d'une force de vente trés efficace.
Sur $4 milliards d'exportations, General Electric en réalise prés de 800 mil-
lions 8 (20%) sous forme de troc. Les pays qui en bénéficient disposent done
de General Electric comme réseau de distribution pour leurs produits. C'est
une force de vente trés enviable. ;

MOVE IN CLOSE

One of the main causes of disap-
pointing summer pictures is the
photographer’s failure to get close
enough to the subject. A shot taken
from a distance with several different
points of interest is not as effective as
one that fills the frame with the most
important subject. Moving in close will
help you focus only on the essential
elements of the subject, creating
greater impact and interest for viewers.

You can physically move yourself
and the camera closer to the subject to
eliminate busy, unattractive back-
grounds. With some cameras you can
switch lenses to ones that will magnify

Keep your eye on the viewfinder to
determine how close is enough.

You see ex-
actly what the camera will photo-
graph and this is useful in composing
your pictures as tightly as possible.

By filling the entire frame with
your subject, the viewer has no dif-
ficulty in understanding what you
wish to show with your photograph!
