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Milestone events and activities this 
past year have helped shape the 
future of the Canadian Armed Forces. 
1984 was marked by the appoint- 
ment, September 17, of Robert C. 
Coates as the new Defence Minister. 
Mr. Coates immediately announced 
that the Canadian Forces would be 
getting new uniforms to reflect the 

three distinct environments. He 
subsequently indicated that a Govern- 
ment defence policy would be in- 

itiated. 
Defence expenditures in 1984-85 

are expected to total $8.7 billion. 
Under the impetus of 3% real growth 
average in the defence budget for the 
past five years, re-quipment pro- 
grams and overall preparedness and 
substainability have continued to 
improve. 

NEW EQUIPMENT FOR THE 
FORCES 
A number of new naval procurement 

programs were initiated in 1984. In 

May, Maritime Command announced 
a $100 million program to acquire the 
Nixie torpedo defence system as well 
as Mark 46 (Mod. 5) torpedoes. The 

Nixie system is designed to emit con- 
fusing signals to enemy torpedoes, 
causing them to go off course and 
miss their targets. The MK46 (Mod. 

5) torpedo is an upgraded version of 
earlier torpedoes. It will equip Cana- 
dian surface vessels and Aurora 
maritime patrol aircraft. 

In November, a $16-million con- 
tract was awarded for the design and 
development of a shipboard electronic 
subsystem for the Canadian Towed 
Array Sonar System (CANTASS) - a 
passive acoustic device used for the 
detection and tracking of submarine 

targets. HMCS Annapolis, HMCS 
Nipigon, and the City Class patrol 
frigates currently on order will be 
equipped with CANTASS. 

Army 

The past year saw the land compo- 

nent of the Canadian Forces make 
progress in improving its firepower 
with the selection of a new family of 

small arms. The Colt M16A2 rifle and 
its carbine version, known in Canada 
as the C7 and C8 respectively, have 
been chosen to replace the C1 rifle 
and Sterling sub-machine gun. Both 
‘older weapons have been in service 
since the mid-50s. The Belgian Fabri- 
que Nationale Minimi light machine 

gun also was selected to replace the 
C2 automatic weapon. All the new 
weapons fire the NATO standard 5.56 
mm ammunition and their selection 

  

will further improve standardization: ° 

within the Alliance. Cost of the three 
weapons, associated equipment and 

ammunition, is approximately 3230 
million. 

A $13-million small arms purchase 
of approximately 1,000 Fabrique Na- 
tionale MAG-58 medium machine 
guns also was made during the year. - 
The MAG-58 will replace the general 
purpose machine gun. It offers a 
much superior rate of fire, greater 
reliability and is lighter and easier to 
manipulate than its predecessor. 
Approximately 800 TOW II missiles 

and 150 thermal imaging sights were 
purchased at a cost of $30 million to 

upgrade the land forces TOW (Tube- 
launched, Optically-tracked, Wire- 
guided) anti-tank missile system. The 
missile offers higher speed, longer

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January seems to be the month for Canadian plays in Winnipeg, as the 
Prairie Theatre Exchange ran one early in the month, and currently the 
Manitoba Theatre Centre has two on stage until the 26th. MTC’s efforts can 
be further qualified as shows by Canadian women authors, if you want to be 
both nationalistic and chauvenistic. According to firstnight audience reac- 
tion, these are a hit and a near miss. 
The hit is at the Warehouse Theatare, with the bilingual theme and title 

of Beautiful Deeds/De Beaux Gestes. Written by singer Marie-Lynn Ham- 
mond, it deals with the lives of her two grandmothers, one English and one 
French-Canadian. By exploring her own mixed background, the author covers 
the broader aspects of the English-French relationships in this country. She 
also performs as a member of the cast, in the somewhat minor role of singer- 
story teller. 
The two actresses who play the grandmothers, from 1944 to the present, 

are Diana Belshaw as Elsie the Anglo side, and Lousie Philippe as the French 

Corinne. The latter has some of the best lines,but both gave it a great shot. 
Dealing with the marriage of a Catholic Franco girl toa Protestant RCAF 

pilot during the War, the story is one which many of us can understand, or 
even remember. Pilots are made out to be more glamorous guys than they 
actually are (at least the ones I have met in the past 40 years), but this isa 
fault you can live with. (As we all know, at least half their stories are true.) 
Anyway, the crowd at the opening performance was neither old nor military, 

and they gave the show a standing ovation. 
* *¢ * * * 

Meanwhile, over at the Main Stage, Quiet in the Land, which has won prizes 
and literary awards, is also on-going. This is by playwright Anne Chilsett, 
born in Newfoundland, experiences across the country to Victoria, and now 
a resident of Winnipeg as wife of MTC Artistic Director James Roy. She has 
chosen and researched well an interesting topic, again a Canadian conflict, 
but the play does not set people on fire. In fact, Supercritic, the gal who sits 
in the next seat, gave opinions of ‘‘dullsville, draggy” and etc.. 
The time of the play is 1917-18, and the people those of an Amish community 

near Kitchener, Ontario. They are not only peace-lovers, but have a German 
background, which puts them in a bad light with their WASP neighbours. 

This is a universal topic, family break-up, war vs peace, and an off-beat set- 
ting. In 1982 the play was awarded the Chalmers Award (whatever that is) 
and in 1983 it was given the Governor-General's Literary Award, and ran as 
a hit in various places in the East. Maybe there are not too many Canadian 
plays written each year, so this not-too-bad play was the best of the lot. It is 
worth a visit, and will be shown to school groups - where it should be suc- 
cessful as both a theatrical vehicle and as a lesson in history. 

Actor David Fox, who has credits as long as your arm, and who has played 
the role before, was unconvincing to me as the hard-nosed preacher, but the 

rest of the cast were okay. The sets were bigger and better than ever, and 
lighting fine. 

My fellow critic on the afternoon paper figured that the sets were so good 
they dwarfed the actors, and probably he is right. Sometimes several conver- 
sations were going on at the same time, which is a good skit if it comes off, 
but it did not always work, nor advance the plot. 

In spite of these weaknesses, give it a try.

All people taking part will be required to register with the Duty Lifeguard 
in the pool office. Once registered, swimmers will be given a number and re- 
quired, on the honour system, to record their lengths. The lengths will be 

posted every second week on the pool office window. 
The total distance has been calculated to be 240 miles (approximately) and

A boost to the land forces mobility 
came in September with the purchase 
of 90 BV 206 oversnow carriers at a 
cost of $20 million. The tracked, ar- 
ticulated vehicles are for use by the 

Canadian Air-Sea Transportable 
brigade group assigned to Northern 
Norway, where the majority of the 
vehicles will be pre-positioned. 

In Europe, 4 Canadian Mechanized 
Brigade Group (4 CMBG) enhanced 
its heavy lift cargo and recovery 

capabilities with the acquisition of 
more than forty 10-ton trucks at a 
total value of $8 million. 

Air Force 
Canada's air force also took steps to 

improve its capabilities in 1984. Six 
de Havilland-Canada Dash-8 twin tur- 
boprop transports were purchased in 
August at a cost of $98 million. Four 
of the Dash-8s will serve with the Air 
Naviation School in Winnipeg, while 
the remaining two will serve as in- 
theater light transports in Europe. 
Two C-130 Hercules also were pur- 
chased at a cost of $46 million to com- 
pensate for attrition in the Hercules 
fleet.

HMCS Onondaga returned to opera- 
tional service on completion of its ex- 
tensive $14 million Submarine 
Operational Update Program (SOUP) 
refit. HMCS Onondaga was the se- 
cond of three submarines to undergo 

the refit which includes a new fire- 
control system, improved endurance, 
habitability, and communications 
equipment. These and other modifica- 
tions have enhanced their operational 
capability to the point where they are 
among the most effective diesel- 
electric.submarines in existence. 
HMCS Nipigon, an east coast 

destroyer, underwent a major moder- 
nization at the Davie shipyards in 
Quebec City. HMCS Terra Nova, 

HMCS Qu’Appelle and HMCS Yukon 
also received a general overhaul and 
refit of their machinery and fixtures 
in west coast shipyards. This 

Destroyer Life Extension (DELEX) 
program is designed to ensure that 
the 16 steam-driven destroyers main- 
tain an acceptable level of operability 
and combat capability. Under the 
$213 million program, of which half 
will be Canadian content, ships also 
receive new radar and fire control 

systems, electronic warfare and com- 

munications equipment and other im- 
provements. The upgrading of the 
ships’ electronics will enable them to 
better communicate with the Aurora 
long-range patrol aircraft and the 
Satellite Communications (SAT- 
COMS) terminals. Ten terminals, pur- 

chased for $10.5 million, are being 
installed on Maritime Command 
ships. Their acquisition will also per- 
mit Canadian naval vessels to com- 
municate and operate more 

effectively during NATO and joint 
US-Canadian exercises. 

Significant progress in the Cana- 
dian Patrol Frigate (CPF) project was 
made in the fields of ship design and 
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construction, project management, 

maintenance and supply support and 
personnel training during 1984. Ata 
cost of $3.5 bilhon, the CPF is the 
largest and most technically-complex 
procurement ever undertaken in 
Canada by the Department of Na- 
tional Defence and the Canadian 

Forces. When delivered, the ships will 

be among the most modern and 
capable warships of their size and will 
substantially enhance the deterrent 
capability of Canada’s maritime 
forces. 
The procurement of six frigates is 

an integral part of a broader naval 
modernization program which is in 
various stages of planning and im- 
plementation. The Tribal Class Up- 

date and Modernization Project 

(TRUMP), for example, continued to 
make headway with a contract award 
for the project definition phase last 
July, The modernization program on 
the four Tribal Class destroyers is 
estimated at $650 million and will 
provide the Canadian Navy with 
modern and technologically advanced 
ships well into the next century. 
The Canadian Forces base in 

Halifax is taking on a new look as 

work continues on the $335 million 
base-development plan. Infrastruc- 
ture improvements to the Halifax 
naval dockyard this year include a 

new ship repair building and upgrad- 
ed jetty facilities in support of first 
and second line maintenance. A 
100-bed hospital and a new head- 

quarters building for Maritime Com- 
mand are also under construction. 
More than 6,000 persons-years of 
employment will have been created as 
a result of the base development plan. 

A similar modernization program is 
also underway on the west coast, 

where more than $18 million is being 
spent on upgrading jetties and for the 
construction of new medical facilities 
at the Esquimalt base. 

Plans for the formation of three 
Naval Reserve divisions in 
Chicoutimi, Trois-Riviéres, and 
Rimouski were announced during the 
summer. The decision to create these 
three new divisions is part of an 
overall plan to increase the naval 
presence in the province of Quebec. It 
follows the move of the Naval Reserve 
Division Headquarters from Halifax 

to Quebec City in 1988. 

Army 
The ongoing vehicle replacement 

program saw the delivery of the last 
of 2,767 2%-ton trucks to the land 
forces this year. The acquisition in- 
cludes 791 trailers which will be in 
service next year. Approximately 70 
special equipment shelters for in- 
stallation on truck chassis will also be 
delivered in 1985. These shelters will 
enable the configuring of mobile 
command-post, dental _ clinic, 

workshop and other specialty 
vehicles for land forces use in field 
operations. 
The first Iltis light utility vehicle 

was accepted on behalf of the Cana- 
dian Forces by Defence Minister 
Robert Coates in November. Over the 
next year, the land forces will take 
delivery of 1,900 of these new jeeps 
at a cost of $68 million. 

Air force 
Foundations were laid for the new 

Air Command Headquarters building 
in Winnipeg last summer. The $28.4 
million structure will provide

The CF-18 replaced the CF-101 
Voodoo in the interceptor role at 409 
Squadron at CFB Cold Lake and 
became the second of eight dedicated 
squadrons which will eventually 
operate the fighter in Canada and 

Europe. The CF-18 also made its 
debut in the European theatre as a 
formation of the fighters deployed to 

the Federal Republic of Germany on 
exercise Rhine Hornet in June. 
Despite a brief interruption in the 
delivery schedule, resulting from 
modifications to the tail assembly on 

new production aircraft, the 
manufacturer has resumed delivery 
at an accelerated rate and by year's 
end, over 40 CF-18s will have been 
received out of a purchase of 138 
aircraft. 

In addition to carrying out its nor- 
mal Alliance commitments, it is with 
the NATO Airborne Early Warning 
Force (NAEWF) — an airborne 
surveillance system capable of inter- 
change detecting and monitoring air- 
craft and ship movements — that 
KCanada is making its greatest con- 
tribution to a NATO program. At 
$330 million, Canada’s share for the 
acquisition costs of a fleet of 18 H-3A 

Sentry aircraft is the third largest 
after the United States and the 
Federal Republic of Germany. On top 
of its financial contribution for ac- 
quisition, operations and 
maintenance, Canada is providing 
about 150 military personnel for 
duties with the NAEWF in Geilenkir- 
ehen, Federal Republic of Germany.

ercises combined air, surface and 
sub-surface elements to create a 
realistic and challenging multi-threat 
environment. EASTLANT exercises 
in the spring and fall and MARCOT 
*84 in May-June highlighted the east 
coast operational training. RIMPAC 
*84 in May was the major maritime 
exercise for Canada’s west coast fleet. 

Army 
In October, CFB Petawawa was the 

scene of exercise Trial Chace II. The 
exercise, involving approximately 
800 Forces personnel, tested plans 
for casualty handling under chemical 
warfare conditions. The trial includ- 
ed a 72-hour period of continuous 
operation in a simulated chemical en- 
vironment. New items of equipment, 
including a bubble-shaped tent liner 
to remove air impurities and a new 

resuscitator, were tested. 

The Second Battalion, Princess 

Patricia's Canadian Light Infantry, 
based in Winnipeg, deployed to the 
Federal Republic of Germany to start 
its first-ever four-year tour of duty 
with Canadian Forces Europe, replac- 
ing the Third Battalion, The Royal 
Canadian Regiment. The unit rota- 
tion, dubbed Operation Princess 
Royal I, was undertaken to permit all 

infantry battalions in the Regular 
Force the opportunity to train under 
European conditions. 

The twice-yearly rotation flights of 
Canadian troops in Cyprus saw the 
First Battalion, Princess Patricia’s 
Canadian Infantry (1 PPCLI), replace 
the 2nd Battalion, The Royal Cana- 
dian Regiment, in February for a six- 
month tour. 1 PPCLI was relieved of 
its United Nations peacekeeping 
duties in September by the First 
Ballalion, The Royal Canadian 
Regiment. 
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Air force 
Air Command Transport Group 

maintained a high level of activity as 
it undertook troop lift flights suppor- 
ting the Canadian participation in two 
NATO exercises. Land, sea and air 

forces based in Canada and Europe 
took part in Teamwork/Avalanche 
Express winter exercises in Northern 
Norway and 600 members of the 
Regular Forces and 350 militia from 
across Canada were flown to the 
Federal Republic of Germany to aug- 
ment units of 4 CMBG in the annual 
NATO fall maneouvres called 
Autumn Forge. 

Tactical fighters participated in one 
Red Flag exercise in January at Nellis 
Air Force Base, Nevada, and two 

Maple Flag exercises in April-May 

and September-October at Cold Lake, 
Alta, The exercises feature a deman- 
ding, high intensity mock combat en- 
vironment to hone skills and expand 

the tactical fighter community's store 
of operational knowledge. These air 
combat exercises regularly feature 
cooperation with participating US Air 
Force E-3A Sentry airborne warning 
and control system (AWACS) aircraft. 

The first tests carried out under the 
joint Canada-U.S. Test and Evalua- 
tion agreement took place in March 
when the US Air Force began testing 
the Air Launched cruise Missile 
(ALCM) in Canada. The initial test of 
the ALCM involved a “captive carry” 
mission with the missile carried 
under the wing of a B-52 mothership. 
The test flight began over the 
MacKenzie Delta and terminated at 
the Primrose Range near CFB Cold 
Lake. U.S. F-16 fighters also tested 
the Low Altitude Navigation and 
Targeting InfraRed for Night (LAN- 
TIRN) system at CFB Gagetown, 
N.B., until November. The LANTIRN 
system consists of a navigation and 
targeting pod with a forward-looking 
infra-red receiver and terrain- 

following radar and is designed to 
provide fighter aircraft with a night, 
low altitude, navigation and atttack 
‘capability. A routine aircraft testing 
program inyolving two AV-8B (Har- 
rier) aircraft, also took place during 
November at the Air Combat Man- 
oeuvering Range facility at Cold 
Lake. 

When the yacht ‘Royal Princess” 
sank during a storm off the Northern 
British Columbia coast last June, 
Canadian Forces Search and Rescue 
(SAR) units moved in quickly to save 
all 20 persons on board. Not all 
rescues are of the magnitude of the 
Royal Princess incident but rescue 
coordination centres across Canada 
handle more than 10,000 calls each 

year. Through the mandatory use of 
ELTs — electronic location transmit- 
ters — on aircraft and ships and the 
introduction of SARSAT, (search and 
rescue satellite-caided tracking 
system) the time spent searching for 
victims of accidents has been reduc- 
ed considerably. 

In September, Canadian Forces 
para-rescue specialists took three out 

of five international trophies at the 
annual SAREX competitions, held 
this year at Eglin Air Force Base, 
Florida. Canada has led the overall 
competition seven times since 
SAREX was first organized in 1976. 

PEOPLE AND PEOPLE PROGRAMS 
Members of the Canadian Forces 

were proud to see one of their own, 
naval Commander Marc Garneau, 
make history by becoming this coun- 
try’s first astronaut. The eight-day 
space mission aboard the US space 
shuttle “Challenger” began October 
5 from Cape Canaveral. As soon as 
the spacecraft entered orbit, Com- 
mander Garneau began work on a 
series of Canadian experiments in 
space technology, space science and 
life science. 
The face of Canada’s military col- 

leges changed forever when the first 
“Lady Cadets” graduated in May 
from the Royal Military College in 
Kingston, Ont. Canadian Forces 
women now, serve in 94 classifica- 

tions and trades. 
The Canadian Forces continued to 

offer many opportunities to the youth 
of Canada in 1984. The Youth Train- 
ing and Employment Program 
(YTEP) was enlarged by an additional 
$8.5 million to allow 1,000 youths to 
receive the training and work ex- 

_ perience they need to find a perma- 
nent job. Already 5,000 youths have 
benefitted from an average of one 
year full-time training and service 
with the Regular Force as part of the 
$75 million YTHP initiated last year. 

CEREMONIAL 

It was a year of international com- 
memoration as Canada and its allies 
celebrated the 35th anniversary of 
the North Atlantic Treaty Organiza- 
tion (NATO). Contingents of the 
Canadian Forces also participated in 
international celebrations com- 
memorating the 40th anniversary of 
the Allied invasion of Normandy, 
France, during the Second World 
War. 
The sea, land and air elements were 

all active in the Canadian tours of 

Pope John Paul IJ and Her Majesty 
the Queen during the fall. The 
destroyers HMCS Annapolis and 
HMCS Saguenay had the honour of 
escorting HM Yacht Britannia during 
the visit of Her Majesty, Queen 
Elizabeth II. Forces involvement in- 
cluded provision of airlift, ground 
transport, security, ceremonial duties 
and other services. 

The Canadian Forces also sup- 
ported the Quebec '84 festivities com- 
memorating the 450th anniversary of 
Jacques Cartier’s arrival in Canada. 
Leading up to the event, Maritime 
Command warships escorted the tall 
ships taking part in a race from Ber- 
muda to Halifax and hosted a number 
of events and activities to explain the 
role of Canadian maritime forces in 
the maintenance of Canadian 
sovereignty and NATO deterrence. 
Transport, logistics and communica- 
tions support for Quebec '84 was pro- 
vided by Mobile Command, which 

staged the largest military parade in 
Quebec City since the First World 
War. Air Command also contributed 
to celebrations with an exhibition by 
the Snowbirds aerobatic display 
team. 

Canadian airmen everywhere 
celebrated this year on the occasion of 
the 60th anniversary of the formation 
of the Royal Canadian Air force — Air 
Command's predecessor. To mark the 
anniversary, special events, including 
air shows, displays and reunions were 
held across the country. 

... LOOKING AT 1985. . 
1985 is expected to bring a new na- 

tional focus on defence as Defence 
Minister Robert Coates makes public 
a policy paper reviewing Canadian 
Forces capabilities and commitments 
at home and abroad. 

As the Canadian Forces look ahead, 

the keel of the first Canadian Patrol 
Frigate, HMCS Halifax, will be laid 

Caz 
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down, coinciding with nation-wide 
celebrations of the 75th anniversary 
of the naval service in Canada. An in- 
ternational naval review will take 
place in Halifax, where Canadian 

sailors are expected to be wearing 
their new “dark blues.” 
Mobile Command and elements of 

Air Command will participate in a ma- 
jor divisional-size exercise, Rendez- 
Vous ‘85, in Wainwright, Alta. 
The CF-18 will replace the CF-104 

in 1 Canadian Air Group in the 
Federal Republic of Germany. 
The Department of National 

Defence will also be selecting finalists 
competing for its’ $600 million Low- 
Level Air Defence (LLAD) system ear- 
ly next year. The LLAD system is 
designed to protect Canadian troops 
and equipment assigned to NATO 

against an ever-increasing air threat. 
Canada and the United States are 

expected to complate negotiations 
now in progress to modernize the 
North American Aerospace Defence 
Command (NORAD). The NORAD 
modernization program, to which 
Canada could contribute in excess of 

$700 million, is addressing such 
questions as the future of the DEW 
Line and Pinetree radar stations and 
new technological developments that 
can help protect North American 
skies.
