WINNIPEG — "I become Com-
mander of Air Command filled with
great pride and determination.”

So said LGen. Donald M.
McNaughton, 51, at change-of-com-
mand ceremonies Thursday, June 13,
successor to LGen. Paul D. Manson in
a hand-over parade outside Hangar
11.

The new commander, fifth since the
formation of Air Command in 1975,
explained, “"with pride because I have
come to know well the quality and
strength of personnel of Air Com-
mand, and they have given me every
reason to be proud.

“With determination,” he added,
‘““because I am aware of the
magnitude of the mandate accorded
Air Command; I will dedicate myself
fully towards its fulfillment.”

Presiding at the mid-morning event
was Her Honour, Pearl McGonigal,
Manitoba’'s lieutenant-governor.

Gen. Manson, who took over as
commander in August, 1983, now
returns to National Defence Head-
quarters, Ottawa, to become Assis-
tant Deputy Minister, Personnel.

Before several hundred guests and
spectators, Gen. McNaughton said
‘‘Let me say how proud 1 am to accept
the great trust placed in me . . . it
must be every pilot’s dream to reach
this position and I am grateful to the
many people who have helped me to
be able to stand on this dias today.
“Haven't bent any aircraft — yet”

He went on to say that “*“Within the
service there were a multitude of peo-
ple who showed their confidence in
me and who helped me greatly along
the way.

“‘One of the truly significant events
in my career,”” he said, “‘occurred 33
years ago when my flying instructor,
Flight Lieutenant Grant Goodale,
crossed his fingers and sent meoff to
solo for the first time.

“Grant, I am pleased to report that
I have kept your trust and haven’t
bent any aircraft — yet."”

The new Air Command leader told
spectators and participants that *'I
will need the continued support of
every _member of the Command —
group y commander s, base and station
commanders and every member of
their organizations.

*I will also rely heavily on the ex-
cellent support of the Air Command
Headquarters staff. It will be a team
effort, with everyone doing his and
her parts.”

The general said, "'It is an exciting
time for Air Command, because the
need for a strong air element in
Canada and abroad has never been
greater.

“Air Command is a unigue and
dynamic organization which is ready
and able to meet the challenges of to-
day and of the future. I am proud to
have the opportunity to be part of it."”

He paid tribute to his predecessor,
saying it is a great honour to succeed
“an officer of the calibre of Gen. Man-
son. The Command has flourished
under his leadership and it will be my
privilege to ensure that the many in-
itiatives begun by him are carried
On. "

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Gen. Manson said in his remarks
that “the maintenance of peace and
freedom in a troubled world is our
most important task, and I shall
always consider the greatest mark of
my success as a military officer to be
the fact that I have never had to go to
war. We in Air Command can be pro-
ud of our contribution to that noble
cause.’’

The former commander went on to
say that “when I accepted command
two years ago, my belief was that the
alliances to which Air Command con-
tributes, NATO and NORAD, are two
of the great and genuine peace
movements of our time. I believe that
to be just as true now as it was then.”

Gen. Manson added that “it is with
great sadness that we must now take
our leave, but we will be back. Never
before have we felt so much at home,
so much among friends, as we have
here in Winnipeg . . .

“To my worthy successor, LGen.
McNaughton, I thank you for your
outstanding support during the past
two years, and I offer my sincere, best
wishes for success as you undertake
your new duties as Commander.

“You could not ask for a better job,
nor work with better people; nor could
Air Command ask for a better Com-
mander."”

Meet The New Top Airman

Lieutenant-General McNaughton
was born in Perth, Ontario, in 1934
and graduated from Perth Collegiate
Institute in 1951. He enrolled in the
RCAF in March, 1952, and, following
pilot training, was employed in flying
instructional duties at Centralia and
Trenton, Ontario, until 1958.

From 1959 until 1963, he flew
F-86's with 439(F) Squadron in Mar-
ville, France, and on his return to
Canada was Chief Flying Instructor
at Gimli, Manitoba, until 1966. Dur-
ing this tour, he commanded the
squadron first equipped with the CT
114 Tutor when it was introduced in-
to the RCAF as a basic trainer.

In 1966-67, Gen. McNaughton at-
tended the Canadian Army Staff Col-
lege in Kingston, Ontario, and, on
graduation, was employed in Mobile
Command Headgquarters for two
years as a Senior Staff Officer. In
1969, he returned to Kingston as a
member of the Directing Staff at the
Canadian Land Forces Command and
Staff College.

He returned to flying assignments
in May, 1972, with courses on the
CH-136 Kiowa and CH-135 Twin
Huey helicopters. From December,
1972, until June, 1973, he was a stu-
dent at the RAF Air Warfare College
in England and upon return to
Canada took command of 427 Tac-
tical Helicopter Squadron at
Petawawa, Ontario. Promoted to Col-
onel on 1 July 1874, Lieutenant-
General McNaughton was posted to
Mobile Command Headquarters as
Deputy Chief of Staff, Operations

Su pport.
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Served in Middle East

From August, 1975, until July,
1977, he was Deputy Commander of
10 Tactical Air Goup at St. Hubert,
Quebec. During that tour, he spent
six months in Egypt as Deputy Com-
mander of the Canadian Contingent,
United Nations Emergency Force
Middlé East.

In July, 1977, he became the Base
Commander of Canadian Forces Base
Winnipeg. After one year at Win-
nipeg, he was promoted to the rank of
Brigadier-General and posted to Na-
tional Defence Headquarters in Ot-
tawa, where he assumed the
appointment of Director-General, Air
Doctrine and Operations.

After serving three in Na-
tional Defence Headquarters, he was
appointed Commander, 10 Tactical
Air Group.

On 23 July, 1982, he was promoted
to Major-General and appointed
Deputy Commander, Air Command,
at Winnipeg. He was appointed to the
Order of Military Merit in the grade
of Commander on 23 December,
1983.

On 12 June, 1985, Lieutenant-
General McNaughton was promoted
to his present rank. He assumes his
appointment as Commander, Air
Command, with the responsibility for
providing operationally-ready Air
Forces to meet Canadian, continental
and international defence com-
mitments.

He is married to Frances Jean
Finkle of Belleville, Ontario. They
have two children, a daughter, Jean,

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YTEP Extended

6,000 New Jobs

For 17-25 Age Group

OTTAWA — Defence Minister Erik
Nielsen has announced the allocation
of $60-million for the extension of the
Canadian Forces Youth Training and
Employment Program (YTEP) and
the renewal of a Civilian Temporary
Employment Program (CTEP).

“These employment initiatives will
create approximately 6,000 new jobs
at Canadian Forces bases and sta-
tions across Canada during 1985.
They complement other career-
related and training programs an-
nounced by our government,” Mr.
Nielsen said. y

The Canadian Forces YTEP has
been enlarged this year with a share
of $32 million of the total allocation
and will allow 2,500 youths to receive
training and work experience they
need to find a permanent job.

The YTEP program, now under-
way, will run until the end of March,
1986. It is open to male and female
volunteers in the 17-t0-25 year age
group. Regular Force selection stan-
dards are used and participants are
chosen from regional quotas derived
from the current pattern of youth
unemployment across Canada. All
anrollments are processed through
Canadian Foreces Recruiting Centres.

Participants in the program benefit
from one year of full-time training
and service with the Regular Force.
In addition to basic military training,
emphasis is on the acquisition of
useful skills and trades such as
marine engineering mechanic,
medical assistant or finance clerk.

The remaining $28-million will be
used to fund the CTEP which will pro-
vide about 3,500 temporary civilian
jobs. The program, open to both men
and women, will provide meaningful
employment in .the administrative
support, general labour, minor
maintenance and - construction
categories for an average period of six
months. Persons interested in this
program should contact a Canada
Employment Centre.

The Department of National
Defence is already participating in
several other government employ-
ment initiatives.

Summer Youth Employment Pro-

Under this $16.7-million program,

approximately 8,000 students will
*-ain with the Militia, and the Naval,

Air and Communications Reserves
and another 1,600 student staff
cadets will be employed as super-
visors in the cadet summer camps.
KATIMAVIK. A total of approximate-
ly 400 youths will be enrolled for a
three-month period of service in the
Primary Reserve in 1985 at a total
program cost of $1.3 million.
Student Summer Employment Pro-
gram. This program, which has been
allocated a total of $5-million for this
summer, will provide approximately
1,250 clerical and manual type jobs at
Canadian Forces bases and stations.
Co-operative Student Employment
and Summer Internship programs.
Under these initiatives, funded at
$1.3-million, more than 400 universi-
ty students will be provided jobs in
work related to their studies during
1985.

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Hees Says We Have a Duty to “Vels”

One of the first things I did after
taking over the department was to
meet with the senior people in the
various veterans organizations to
learn their views regarding how the
department had been looking after
the concerns of veterans. These opi-
nions fall roughly into three
categories: -

FIRST - there had been a lack of
generosity in dealing with applica-
tions for pension. :

SECOND - unnecessary delays in
dealing with applications had made it
necessary for veterans to wait many
months, or even years, before they
were advised of the results of their ap-
plications.

THIRD - there had been many ex-
amples of lack of courtesy extended
to veterans who were applying for
pensions.

As a result of these meetings, I ad-
vised the department, and the boards
and commissions which operate
within it, that, in future, the policy of
the government in dealing with
veterans would be one of: -
GENEROSITY - in which the veteran
would always receive the benefit of
the doubt, and the greatest generosi-
ty permitted by the pension act.
SPEED - in which all unnecessary
delays in dealing with veterans' ap-
plications would be eliminated; and
COURTESY - towards our veterans at
all times.

Another very important matter,
brought forward by the veterans
organizations, was the annual in-
crease in the basic rate of pension. As
you know, it has been increased each
year by the percentage increase of the
consumer price index.

During the next few days, I will be
presenting to parliament legislation
which will amend the pension act in
five important ways. The first of
these amendments will provide that,
in future, the rate of pension will be
increased each year by whichever is
the greater — the percentage increase
in the consumer price index, or the
percentage increase of the average
wage of the five selected categories of
public servants.

This change will remedy a situation
which for years has been very unfair
to veterans because the percentage
increase in the CPI has often lagged
behind the percentage increase gain-
ed by these public servants. In 1984,
this difference amounted to $611.00.

This change will benefit 51,000
pensioners, plus 90,000 widows,
children and orphans.

The second amendment will con-
tinue a disability pension at the mar-
ried rate for 12 months following the
death of a pensioner. As you know,
the reduction to the single rate now
begins one month after the pensioner
dies.

This change will remove the shock
of an immediately reduced income at
a time when the spouse is under the
emotional stress of such a grievous
personal loss.

It’s an important change, and in
line with a provision of the war
veterans allowance act that has been
in place for years. About 6,000
widows and a few widowers are ex-
pected to benefit from this change.

The third amendment will extend
the same right to survivors of pen-
sioners who had been receiving atten-
dance and/or exceptional incapacity
allowance. Three hundred widows
and a few widowers will benefit from
this change, which can only be
described as very generous.

The fourth amendment deals with
the pension review board, the final
stop in the pension process, and
which is currently facing an eight
month backlog of cases. I cannot, and
will not, allow my team to be over-
whelmed in this way. Nor will I allow
any veteran's case to be delayed for
want of action that can be taken.

Accordingly, the legislation will
provide for the appointment of up to
four supernumerary members of the
pension review board. The appoint-
ments will be for six months’ dura-
tion, and as required.

I regard this provision as a
guarantee to our veterans and to the
board that the team will be equipped
to meet the challenge of speeding up
our examination processes in every
possible way.

But teams also have to be flexible.
Consequently, another provision will
permit pension entitlement boards to
be composed of two or three commis-
sioners, as opposed to the present
necessity of having three. This should
allow these boards to process a third
more cases every year.

More importantly, this change
opens up the whole question of what
happens on a split decision. Past prac-
tice has been to turn down the
veterans's application whenever a
split decision occurred. No longer.
Once the legislation is through, every
split decision will go in favour of the
veteran. When 1 say the veteran is to
get the benefit of the doubt, I mean it.

Another thing which I am glad that
we have been able to take on is the ex-
amination of veterans who were sub-
jected to atomic radiation in the
1950s, either at Chalk River, the
Nevada Desert, or the Australian
Desert. 1 have arranged with the
Department of National Health and
Welfare to haye their doctors examine
ach of these veterans to find out if any
of them have contracted a serious il-
Iness in the intervening years, and if
so, could that serious illness have
been caused by radiation. For many
ears, these veterans have been asking
that this be done.

I have advised the veterans con-
cerned that, if it is reported to me that
a serious illness has been contracted
which eould have been caused by
radiation, I will strongly recommend
to the Canadian Pension Commission
that the Veteran's Pension applica-

tion be given very serious con-
sideration.

Finally, T would like to tell you
about our most exciting development
for many years — the aging veterans
program. This program, which is be-
ing phased in now, will permit many
veterans to remain in their own
homes, rather than receive care in
hospitals or nursing homes. We want
to help veterans enjoy the freedom of
living in their own homes as much as
possible,

The aging veterans program does
just this. It tailors its services to
those who are having some difficulty
managing life at home. Perhaps it
just means paying for someone to
come around and shovel snow in
winter and cut the grass in summer.
It assists a veteran who can’t do the
cleaning or laundry anymore, even
though it would break his or her heart
to have to move into an institution for
these reasons.

The benefits and services under the
aging veterans program are aimed at
helping veterans to maintain or im-
prove their independence and self-
sufficiency. All assistance provided,
whether financial or service related,
must support this objective.

Some 97,000 veterans will be eligi-
ble for the program by 1988. It could
well be a trailblazer for the non-
veteran population. Health
authorities will be watching our pro-
gress, as our statistics reveal that we
:an help eight veterans in their
nomes for the price of keeping just
one person in a hospital bed for one

. And no computer can calculate
the value of happiness and peace of
mind!

So that’s the note I want to end on
.. . with the Department of Veterans
Affairs fulfilling its mission to serve
veterans all their days. I will just
leave you with one {mal thought.
There is no sunset clause on the debt
owed to the defenders of the past. We
have a duty to them.

In 1977, 1 went to Montréal. In
