A friend of mine from this village 
recently received a Xmas parcel from 
Canada froma pen pal whose husband 
is in your Air Force. By way of pack- 
ing, there was a copy of Voxair dated 
Oct. 30, 1985, the Remembrance Day 
edition. Inside there was a copy of that 

beautiful poem “In Flanders Fields,” 
by the poet and soldier John MacRae 
in his own handwriting and written on 
the very day that I was born, Dec. 8, 
1915. 
My late husband always thought 

there was a relationship between the 
poet and this family,-but nobody ever 

tried to find out. 
My husband's great grandfather 

was a pipe major in the Seaforth 
Highlanders, born in Kintail, Ros- 
shire in 1755. By his first marriage to 
a Miss. MacKenzie from Applecross 

he had two sons who followed him in- 
to the Army as pipers. They were Alex- 
ander and John MacRae, and the poet 
may be descended from one of these. 
Donald Roy married again when he 

was 80, and my husband was descend- 
ed from this second union. The bride 
was only 26 and they had these 
children! 

In an old book of the Clan MacRae 
Association I see that in 1925 that the 
Honorary President was Colonel 
David McRae, Guelph, Canada, father 
of the late Lieut.-Colonel John McRae. 
I would love to hear if these are descen- 

dants there with Rosshire connec- 
tions, if you have any way of tracing 
them. 

Thave recited that beautiful poem in 

church on Armistice Sunday. It means 
alot tome, as my own father, a gunner 
in the Royal Garrison Artillery, serv- 
ed throughout the First World War, 
only to die of “flue and pneumonia in 
Salonika” (Greece). He was 27 and I 
was three years old and my sister only 

six months. I have visited his grave at 
Garpol, so remembrance has meant 
something real to me all my life. 
Iam a poet myself and have always 

been affected by words like ‘‘F landers 

Notice 
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Fields” which pull at my heartstrings. 
Please forgive me if this is asking 

too much of you, but I feel your paper 
was really meant to reach me.

“Enchanting” says Supercritic, the girl who sits next to me at the theatre, 

regarding the play currently running at the Manitoba Theatre Centre. This is 
Tsymbaly, the story of a Ukrainian boy's progress in the world. Originally from 
a small town in Manitoba, the lad rises to prominence in Vancouver, in spite of 
his marriage to a girl from the other side of the tracks. 

On opening night the audience fully agreed with Supercritic, in that they gave 
a standing ovation to the cast at the end of the show. Such ovations are very rare 
at MTC, and it is hard to find causes other than perfection. Possibly it was 
because the play sponsored by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of 
Manitoba — but surely they are not all Ukrainian by birth. So I rule out racial 
bias as a cause, and go with excellence. 

This is a gentle play, with a number of musical numbers mixed in, telling the 
story of a Manitoba farm boy who gets an education and then moves away from 
his homeland, only to find that the old ways are maybe the best. The Sun call- 

' ed it “Fiddler on the Roofski,”’ as it parallels the show of Russian life. Only three 
more days remain; it closes January 25th, but it is worth a visit.

At the Warehouse theatre a different type of production opened on January 
15th, and will run to February 1st. Thisis One ina Million, a comedy drama tell- 
ing of a girl’s preoccupation with the million-dollar lottery. Set in Nova Scotia, 
but written by Manitoba-born T.H. Hatte, this comic effort has a cast of five who 
became involved in some earthquake changes toa marriage, and complications 
from outside sources.

The Royal Winnipeg Ballet is off on tour to B.C. and Alberta, with a stop at 
Seattle, Washington. They will perform mixed programmes which incorporate 
a wide variety of styles and moods, from classics to contemporary. 
And speaking of the Ballet, reader Major R.K. Ferguson tells me that he has 

a second opinion on my appraisal of the Christmas number “‘Nuteracker.” Ap- 
parently he shelled out a great deal of money to take his family to the perfor- 
mance, thinking that it was a standard Nutcracker long in the repertoire of 
many ballet companies throughout the world. However, since 1972, the Royal 
Winnipeg has offered the John Neumeier version, which is quite different. For 
several years this was danced each Christmas, so we got used to it, and of late 
it has been offered every two years. But no permanent resident of the city has 
questioned this policy, and most enjoy the show they see. 

I will leave it to Mr. Riske, the General Manager of the Ballet to respond to 
the good Major, and make sure in the future that we always say that this is the 
Neumeier choreogrpahy, as I believe most of the papers did this year.

version, and that others found it a disappointment. One man’s meat is another 
man's poisson, as the bilingual lads say.

What DND and the GF did last years = 
1985 wasa year of changes and new 

commitments for the Canadian 

Forces. 
On February 27, Erik Nielsen, 

Deputy Prime Minister, was ap- 
pointed Minister of National Defence. 
On August 20, Harvie Andre was ap- 
pointed Associate Minister of Na- 
tional Defence. Mr. Nielsen is 
responsible for the major policy deci- 
sions of the Department, while Mr. 
Andre is concerned with the day-to- 
day operations. 

While departmental officials work- 
ed on a defence policy review in 
preparation for the publication of a 

new White Paper, the government 
moved in several important areas. It 
increased Canada’s contribution to 
NATO, it signed an agreement with 
the United States to modernize the 
North American Aerospace Defence 
(NORAD) radars, it agreed to a new 
peacekeeping commitment, and it an- 
nounced measures to enhance Cana- 

dian sovereignty in the Arctic. 
In keeping with the government's 

emphasis on defence, expenditures in 
1985-86 are expected to be $9.4 
billion, an increase of seven per cent 

over 1984-85. 

NATO 
On March 11, the Minister and the 

Secretary of State for External Affairs 

announced that the number of Cana- 
dian Forces personnel stationed in 
Europe would be increased by 1,220. 
The majority of the additional troops, 
who are mainly assigned to 4 Cana- 
dian Mechanized Brigade Group (4 

CMBG), moved to the Federal Repub- 
lic of Germany from Canada this past 
summer; the rest will be in place by the 
summer of 1986. 
The ministers also announced that 

a separate infantry battalion in 
Canada would be designated to Allied 
Command Europe Mobile Force, 

Land, a multi-national NATO deter- 
rent force intended to reinforce 
Europe during a crisis. This means 

the lead battalion of the Canadian 

Air/Sea Transportable (CAST) 
Brigade Group, which had also been 
responsible for the AMF(L) commit- 
ment, is now dedicated solely to rein- 
forcing Norway. 

In addition to increasing the number 
of troops stationed in Europe, the 
Department of National Defence also 
enhanced its NATO commitment to 

starting to re-equip its NATO- 
assigned air squadrons with the new 
CF-18 fighter aircraft. 

In July, 409 Squadron, previously 
operational at Canadian Forces Base 

(CFB) Cold Lake, Alta., moved toCFB 
Baden-Soellingen, FRG, and formed 
the first of three NATO-dedicated 
squadrons of 1 Canadian Air Group 
No. 439 Squadron, also based at 
Baden-Soellingen, received its com- 
plement of CF’-18 aircraft and began 
combat-readiness training in 

December. 

Official ceremonies to celebrate the 
CF-18's introduction to Europe were 
held October 31. Military and civilian 
officials from the NATO countries at- 
tended the event presided over by 
Defence Minister Nielsen. 

On May 8, the government announc- 
ed the names of finalists bidding to 
supply the Canadian Forces with a 
Low-Level Air Defence system. Three 
consortia — AB Bofors, of Sweden, 

with Canadian Marconi Co.; Con- 
traves AG, of Switzerland, with 
Raytheon Canada; and Machine Tool 
Works Oerlikon-Burhle Ltd., of 
Switzerland, with Litton Systems 
Canada — now are in the final phase of 
the competition. ; 
DND is looking for an anti-aircraft 

system to protect its mobile brigade in 
Norway, 4CMBG in FRG, and theair- 

  

fields at Lahr and Baden-Soellingen, 
FRG. The three finalists have submit- 
ted bids that include a variety of gun, 
missile and electronic systems, 
together with industrial benefits 
packages. Winner of the 3600-million 
contract is expectedt o be announced 
in March, 1986, with delivery to begin 
in 1988. 
The government nominated Goose 

Bay, Labrador, as a possible site for 

the NATO Tactical Fighter Weapons 
Centre, which would provide an in- 

creased level of tactical air trianing for 

NATO nations. The Canadian offer 
contends that Goose Bay would make 
an ideal NATO training centre 
because it is surrounded by wilder- 
ness, is favoured with good weather 

conditions and already has large, low- 
level training areas totalling 100,000 
sq. km., which are in use by the 
British, Canadian and German mili- 
tary forces. Goose Bay is less than five 
hours flying time from Europe. 

In June, the government announced 
a $93-million development plan for the 
Goose Bay airport and the neighbour- 
ing community of Happy Valley. DND 

is contributing $30 million to the plan 
which extends over the 1985-1995 
period and is designed to meet the cur- 
rent level of military activity, as well 
as any increase in the use of Goose Bay 
airport. The plan will create more than 
800 jobs and add $66 million annual- 
ly to the area’s economy. 

As part of its NATO commitment, 

Canada agreed in 1983 to test the Air- 
Launched Cruise Missile (ALCM) over 
Canadian Territory. In accordance 
with the Canada-U.S. Test and Evalu- 
ation Agreement, three tests of the 

unarmed ALCM were conducted in 
January and February of 1985. 

In the first test, the ALCM remain- 
ed tethered to a B-52 aircraft and its 
navigational data was used to control

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the flight. For the second and third 
tests, the ALCM was free-flying and 
accompanied by two aircraft, as well 

asan AWACS aircraft. All three tests 

originated over the Beaufort Sea and 
ended at the Primrose Lake Evalua- 
tion Range near CFB Cold Lake, Alta. 
All the tests were successful. 

NORAD 
Canada and the U.S. signed an 

agreement on a North American Air 

Defence Modernization Plan in 

Quebec City, March 18. 
The agreement follows a joint 

Canada-U.S. study on the type of 
threat the North American continent 
is likely to face in the future, and the 

type of equipment it will need to cope 
with that threat. Accordinly, Canada 
and the U.S. have decided to build new 
early-warning radars in the north and 
over-the-horizon-backscatter (OTH-B) 
radars at three sites in the United 
States and to upgrade selected nor- 
thern airfields to allow the deploy- 

ment of Airborne Warning and 
Control System (AWACS) aircraft and 
fighter aircraft in northern Canada. — 

To detect intrusions into North 

American airspace, NORAD current- 
ly relies on 31 Distant Harly Warning 
(DEW) Line radars (21 of which are in 
Canada) and 24 Pinetree Radar sta- 
tions, all of which were built in the 
1950s. The DEW Line is operated by 
the U.S. Air Force, with Canadian in- 
volvement limited to small detach- 
ments of military personnel at four of 
the 21 Canadian sites — Cape Dyer, 

Hall Beach, Cambridge Bay, and Cape 

Parry. To assist with identification, 
Canada and the U.S. maintain squad- 
rons of fighter aircraft dedicated to 
North American defence. Canada cur- 

rently is re-equipping its squadrons 

with CF-18 aircraft.

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More — CF 1985 review 
The new northern radar system, 

ealled the North Warning System 
(NWS), will allow NORAD to detect 
aircraft and cruise missiles penetra- 
ting North American airspace at both 
high and low altitudes. It will replace 

the DEW Line. 
The Canadian portion of the NWS 

will consist of 11 long-range radars 

and 36 unmanned short-range radars 

in the Canadian Arctic and the coast of 
Labrador. Canada will be responsible 
for all construction and communica- 
tions in Canada, and for actual opera- 

tion and maintenance of the Canadian 
portion of the NWS, The new system 
is expected to be operational by 1992. 
Canada will pay 40 per cent of the 

$1.5 billion cost of modernizing the 

northern radar system. More than 
11,500 person-years of employment 
will be generated during the eight- 
year modernization program. 

A $268.6-million contract was 
awarded to a Canadian consortium 
comprised of CANAC Consultants 

Ltd., of Toronto, and MICROTEL Ltd., 
of Burnaby, B.C., for the supply of 

communications equipment for the 
North Warning Sytem (NWS). 
Seventeen of the 24 long-range 

radars in the Pinetree Line, which 
runs across southern Canada from 
Gander, Nfld., to Holberg, B.C., will be 
closed because they are too far south 
to cope with the current and future 

threat. Canada and the U.S. willshare 

the costs of closing these stations on 
a 45-55 basis and DND will work close- 
ly with the affected communities to 
lessen the impact. 

The U.S. will be paying for, and 
deploying on its territory, three 

OTH-B radars, and will operate and 
maintain the AWACS aircraft 
designated for NORADuse. The OTH- 
B radars will be jointly manned by 
Canadian and American personnel. In 
addition, the number of Canadian 
military personnel currently assigned 
to NORAD AWACS operations is ex- 
pected to increase.

Canada and the U.S. have partici- 
pated in NORAD since 1958. The 
NORAD Agreement, which usually 
runs for five years, is up for renewal 
next May. The objectives of NORAD 
are to safeguard the sovereignty of 
airspace in Canada and the United 

States and to contribute to the deter- 
rence of an attack on North America 
by providing aerospace surveillance, 
warning and attack characterization 
and, should deterrence fail, to respond 
with the military forces of both 
countries. 

Peacekeeping 

In April, Canada agreed to provide 
up to 140 personnel and nine unarm- 
ed CH-135 ‘Twin Huey’ helicopters to 
the Multi-national Force and Observer 

group &MF'O) in the Sinai. The MFO 
was established in 1979, outside the 

United Nations framework, to moni- 

tor the Camp David Accords signed by 
Egypt and Israel. There are 11 coun- 
tries participating in the MFO. 
Canada will replace the Australian 
contingent on April 25, 1986. 

The Canadian Forces helicopter unit 
will transport observers on their 

- verification tasks, transport person- 
neland supplies to remote areas, con- 

duct medical evacuations and search 

and rescue operations. In addition, 
some of the Canadian personnel will 

be employed on the MFO Command- 
er’s staff. 

Canada will absorb the $5.5-million 

annual cost, which would be incurred 
if the troops and equipment were ser- 

ving in their normal duties. The 
$5.9-million annual cost arising from 
specific tasks with respect to the MFO 
will be recovered. 

By participating in the MFO, 
Canada is demonstrating its commit- 
ment to assist in the search for peace 
and stability in the Middle East. 

Canadian personnel also continued 
to serve with the United Nations 
peacekeeping forces. in the Canadian 
Forces’ 4374 rotation to Cyprus, le 3& 

Co OCfA<— 
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Bataillon, Royal 22© Régiment (3 
R22€R) from CFB Valcartier, Que., 

took over from the 18t Battalion, The 
Royal Canadian Regiment (1 RCR) 
from London, Ont., during the period 
February 26 March 15. In 
September, the 224 Regiment, Royal 
Canadian Horse Artillery, based at 
Petawawa, Ont., replaced 3 R22°R. 
Canadian Forces personnel have serv- 
ed with the United Nations peacekeep- 
ing force in Cyprus since March 1964. 
Two hundred Canadian servicemen 

continue to serve with the United Na- 
tions observer force on the Golan 
Heights and the Canadian Forces con- 
tributed officers, men and equipment 
to peacekeeping units in Korea, India- 
Pakistan, and elsewhere in the Middle 
East. 

Sovereignty protection 
In September, the government an-' 

nounced new sovereignty protection 
measures for the 3.9 million square 
kilometers that comprise the Cana- 
dian north. These measures included 
the drawing of formal boundaries, 
straight baselines around the vast 

Arctic archipelago; the construction of 
a Polar Class 8 icebreaker capable of 
year-round patrols in the Arctic; and 
the introduction of legislation extend- 

ing jurisdiction of Canadian law to the 
Arctic offshore. 

In addition, the government assign- 
ed the Canadian Forces greater re- 
sponsibility in the north. In 
accordance with this plan, DND is in- 
creasing the number of sovereignty 
flights by CP-140 aircraft over the 
Arctic, and Maritime Command is 
planning naval exercises in the 
Eastern Arctic for the next year. 
Mobile Command, which has long 
maintained an active presence in the 

Arctic, conducted six company-level 
exercises in the North over the past 
year. 
During 1985, Northern Region 

Headquarters staff continued their 
regular activities and visits to com- 

munities in the North. The presence of 
the Canadian Rangers, as well as the 

conduct of Regular Force exercises in 
isolated areas, continued to support 

national goals and help assert Cana- 
dian sovereignty. 

Off the Atlantic and Pacific coasts, 
ships and aircrafts of Maritime Com- 
mand assist in fisheries patrols. Air 
surveillance is conducted primarily by 
the medium-range CP-121 Tracker 

aircraft, supplemented by the CP-140 
Aurora aircraft. 

Equipment 
Defence expenditures are widely 

distributed across the Canadian 
economy and benefit an extensive 
range of industrial activity. DND says 
opportunities to stimulate industry 
and foster economic growth are con- 
siderable, whether achieved by direct 
procurement of goods and services in 
Canada or by offsets for purchases 
made abroad. The magnitude and 
breadth of resources allocated to 
defence make DND expenditures a 
significant factor in industrial 
development and job creation. In 
1985-86, 27 per cent of the defence 

budget was allocated to equipment 
and construction. 

In January, DND signed a 

$17.65-million contract with General 
Motors of London, Ont., for 11 Alison 
570KF marine engines to replace the 
cruising engines on the four DDH-280 
destroyers. The engines will be 
delivered in the summer and fall of 
1986. r 
Litton Systems Canada Ltd., of 

‘Toronto completed a project definition 
phase for the Tribal Update and 
Modernization Project (TRUMP). 
Under TRUMP, the four Tribal Class 
destroyers which entered service in 

1972-73 will be updated and their air 
defence capabilities enhanced. In the 
project definition, Litton Systems 

assessed the equipment options, per- 
formance and costs. Plans call for the

Work on the 
first ship will begin in 1987; the last 
ship is expected to be completed in 
1991. 

In March, DND awarded a $183-- 
million contract to Canadair Ltd., of 
Montreal, for the purchase of 12 addi- 
tional CL-G01 Challenger aircraft over 
the next two years. With this procure- 
ment, the Canadian Forces will 
operate a fleet of 15 Challengers. 
Four Challenger long-range aircraft 

will replace the CC-117 Falcon aircraft 

currently in ‘service with 412 

Transport Squadron at CFB Ottawa. 
- The new aircraft can also be con- 
figured for medical evacuation. Seven 
Challenger aircraft will be recon- 
figured to replace the Falcons used for 

electronic warfare training and opera- 
tions by 414 Electronic Warfare 
Squadron at CFB North Bay, Ont. The 

remaining Challenger aircraft will 
serve as an avionics test-bed aircraft 
at the Aerospace Engineering Test 
Establishment at CF'B Cold Lake. 

In April, Air Command took delivery 
of two new CC-130H Hercules 
transport aircraft. 
That same month, the last of the 18 

E-3A Sentry Airborne Early Warning 
aircraft was delivered to NATO. 
Canada’s contribution to the acquisi- 
tion of the 18 aircraft and to the 
military personnel requirements of 
the NATO Airborne Early Warning 
(NAEW) Force is the third largest 
after the United States and the 
Federal Republic of Germany. In addi- 

tion to its financial contributions for 
acquisition, operations and mainten- 
ance, Canada will provide up toa max- 
imum of 160 military personnel for 
duties with the NAEW Force and the 

E-3A Component Canadian National 
Support Unit. 
Work on the six-ship Canadian 

Patrol (CPF) program continued and 
in May the first cutting of steel 

signified the start of construction. 
Production of the lead shipis schedul- 
ed for 1989. 

DND is buying 87 M113 armoured 
personnel carriers (APC) and associ- 
ated support equipment for various 
land units at a total project cost of 
$37.1 million. The new equipment will 
replenish the current M113 APC in- 
ventory, and will ensure sufficient 
reserves to meet operational require- 

ments of infantry and other land 
units. 

To enable the Reserve Force to train 

with the same equipment as the 
Regular Force, DND is buying 66 
military portable artillery computers 

(MiliPAC) for militia artillery units. 
Computing Devices of Canada in Ne- 
pean, Ont., received the $4.5-million 
contract in May, and will deliver the 

computers by mid-1986. 

Also in May, DND signed a $40-- 
million contract with Leigh Instru- 
ments Ltd. of Ottawa, for the provi- 
sion of 40 state-of-the-art replacement

Tactical Air Navigation (TACAN) 
beacons, with an option to provide an 
additional 20 beacons. 

As part of the Artillery Improve- 
ment Program, DND signed a $27.3-- © 
million contract in June with Bendix 
Avelex, Inc., of Montreal for 24 Gun 

Alignment and Control Systems 

(GACS). The GACS, which consist of 
three sub-systems — an infrared 
laser, a data transmission mechanism 
and a loudspeaker — will be delivered 

by early 1989. . 
In August, DND awarded a $15.7-- 

million contract to the Logistic Equip- 
ment Division of Bombardier Inc., of 
Valcourt, Que., for the production of 

600 military pattern light utility 
trucks, designated ‘Iltis Canadian’. 
The contract includes spare parts, 
tooling and contract support services. 
The new vehicles will augment the 
1983 purchase of 1,900 Iltis by the 
same manufacturer. 

To enhance the readiness and sus- 
tainability of the new CF-18 fighter 
aircraft, DND is buying 184 AIM-7M 

Sparrow radar guided missiles and 
180 AIM-9M Sidewinder heat-seeking 
missiles at a cost of $80 million. 
Deliveries will begin in late 1986 and 
be completed by early 1989. The 
missiles are in addition to the initial 
suit of weapons obtained with the 
CF-18 under the original contract. 

In September, Treasury Board ap- 
proved a $41-million contract of addi- 
tional Mark 46 Mod 5 torpedoes. The 

new torpedoes will replace the older, 
less capable Mark 44s currently car- 
ried by Canadian Forces’ ships, 
helicopters and maritime patrol 

aircraft. 
In October, DND* signed a 

$77.5-million contract for six Dash-8 
aircraft. Four of the aircraft will 
replace Hercules aircraft used at the 
Canadian Forces Aerospace and 
Navigational School in Winnipeg and 
the remaining two will replace the 
Dash-7s currently in use by the Can- 
dian Forces in Europe. 
DND also signed a $90-million con- 

tract with the U.S. Navy to purchase 
Mark 48 Mod 4 torpedoes from the 

U.S. Department of Defence. Thenew 
torpedoes will replace the Mark 37s 
currently in service with Canada's 
three Oberon Class submarines. 
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Toensure that DND’s 30 major war- 
ships and more than 120 auxiliary 
vessels remain operational, regularly- 
scheduled maintenance is carried out. 
Ship’s staffs perform on-board 
preventive and corrective 
maintenance, while major refits are 
conducted at the naval Ship Repair 
Units in Halifax and Esquimalt, B.C., 
or at commercial ship-repair yards 
located across Canada. 
The Destroyer Life Extension Pro- 

gram (DELEX) is in its final stages. 
After a delay caused by a strike, 
Marine Industries Ltd. completed the 
refit of HMCS Assiniboine in 
November and Versatile Vickers com- 
pleted HMCS Saguenay the same 
month. MIL will complete the refit of 
their sister ship, HMCS Margaree, by 
April 1986. 

Saint John Shipbuilding Ltd. has 
been awarded a $21.6-million contract 
to refit HMCS Annapolis and Versatile 

Pacific Inc. has the contract to refit 
HMCS Saskatchewan. Versatile 
Vickers Inc. was awarded a 

$12.2-million contract to refit the 
supply ship HMCS Preserver. 
During 1985, DND completed the in- 

stallation of communications equip- 
ment purchased under a $3.9-million 

Microwave Radio Replacement Pro- 
gram. The new equipment replaced 
obsolete microwave systems, which 

provided air, and search and rescue 

communications, at CF Bases Edmon- 
ton and Trenton, Ont. It also replaced 
ship-to-shore systems operating bet- 
ween CF'S Aldergrove, B.C., and its 
transmitter site at Matsqui, B.C. 
The Military Aeronautical Com- 

munications System provides high- 
frequency communications for Air 
and Maritime Commands. DND sign- 
ed a contract for the system in 1983 
with Rockwell International of 
Canada Ltd. During 1985, it was in- 
stalled at the CF School of Com- 

munications and Electronics at CFB 
Kingston, Ont. and at CF Bases Tren- 

ton, Lahr, and Baden-Soellingen, as 
well as CF Stations St. John’s, Nfld., 
Mill Cove, N.S., and the Naval Radio 

Station at Newport Corners, N.S. The 
system will be installed at the remain- 
ing sites, CFB Edmonton and CF Sta- 
tions Aldergrove and Matsqui, early in 
1986. 

The year 1985 marked the third full 

year of CF-18 operations. By year's 
end, 73 of the 138 aircraft ordered 
from McDonnell Douglas had been 
delivered. Deliveries will continue at 
the rate of two per month until the last 
aircraft is received in September, 
1988. 

Personnel 
The year also marked the 100th an- 

niversary of the participation of 

women in the Canadian Forces. 
Canada is, with a handful of other na- 
tions, at the forefront of the employ- 
ment of women in military service. 

The number of women serving in 

the Canadian Forces has risen froma 
controlled ceiling of 1,500 in 1971 to 
over 7,300 today, which represents 

8.9 per cent of the Regular Force. 
Within NATO, only the United States, 
with 9.5 per cent, has ahigher percen- 
tage of women in the military. 

Women officers in the Canadian 
Forces may be employed in 24 of 33 of- 
ficer classifications and non- 
commissioned servicewomen may 

serve in 62 of the 99 trades. Terms and 
conditions of service are generally the 
same for both men and women. Since 
the role of women in the Canadian 
Forces has only expanded in the last 

15 years, the number of women serv- 
ing in senior positions is naturally 
limited, but it is steadily increasing. 
DND has recently concluded a four- 

part series of trials to test the effects 
of employing service women in near- 
combat roles. Women served on a fleet 
diving ship, HMCS Cormorant, with 4 
Service Battalion and 4 Field Am- 
bulance in FRG, as pilots, navigators, 
and flight engineers with Air Com- 
mand, and on an isolated posting at 

CFS Alert, Ellesmere Island. DND 

now is gathering all the information 
from each of the trials and will compile 
an overall report from which a com- 
prehensive policy on the employment 

of women can be developed. 
In February, 1985, DND unveiled 

the new separate force uniforms to be 
issued to the military over the next 

three years. 

While retaining the unified force 
structure, the sea element will be

land element will wear green, and the 
air element will have light blue 
uniforms. 

The cuts of the land and air 
uniforms will be the same as the pre- 

sent Canadian Forces uniform, but

The sea element will wear a 
double-breasted jacket. The Canadian 
Forces remains a unified structure, 
hence rank symbology will remain the 
same. 
There will be both winter and sum- 

mer dress, with the lighter weight

DND continued its invovlement in 

summer employment initiatives. The

The program, 
open to both men and women, provides 
meaningful employment in the ad- 
ministrative support, general labour, 
minor maintenance and construction 
categories for an average period of six 
months.

units of Mobile Command and aircraft

The year marked the Navy’s 75th 

anniversary year. In celebration, 

numerous events, ranging from pla- 
que unveilings to grand fleet 
assemblies, were held around the 
country. A major event of the year- 
long celebration was the Canadian 
Forces Tattoo in 1985, which began 
its 11 city tour in Saint John, N.B.,on 
July 5.

The 
distinctly Canadian show included 20 
separate scenes of precision military 
displays, rugged competition, top pro- 
fessional military music, pipe bands, 
dancing, and gymnastics.

With a core of 525 
military personnel and as many as 250 
local military and civilian performers, 
the Canadian Forces Tattoo 1985 was 
the largest show to go on tour since 
1967. More than 200,000 witnessed 
this entertainment spectacular. 

The year also was the 15th anniver- 
sary year of the Canadian Forces 
flight demonstration team, the 
Snowbirds. The Snowbirds and the 
parachute team, the Sky Hawks gave 
approximately 70 performances each 
across Canada and the United States, 
including participation in eight major 
national air shows. 

In July, the Snowbirds received the 
‘Spirit of Flight Award’ from the Na 
tional Aviation Hall of Fame in 
Dayton, Ohio, in recognition of the 
team’s promotion of aviation 

awareness throughout North 
America.
