Gen. Manson currently is Assistant
Deputy Minister (Personnel) at Na-
tional Defence Headquarters, Ottawa.
He assumed this appointmefit on
relinquishing command of Air Com-

Gen. Donald M. McNaughton, the cur-
rent commander.

In making the announcement, the
prime minister expressed apprecia-
tion to Gen. Thériault for ‘‘his impor-
tant contribution to the defence
community in Canada,” and wished
him success in his future endeavours.

of the Forces’ distinctive environment
uniform program, which is proceed-
ing on schedule.

Naval base dress for approximately
150 personnel and base/garrison
dress for some 150 air and 150 army
personnel respectively are being
manufactured for wear during the
trial.

Commands will decide specifically
where the new base dress will be test-
ed. The trial uniforms will have as
wide a distribution as possible for ex-
posure to a variety of climates and
base functions. ]

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Quality control

Steel and humans need same
development, protection

This article will attempt to explain
how quality control is built into a
product, and some of the various
methods used to ensure the original
guality characteristics are maintained
throughout the useable life of a
product.

First and foremost, quality cannot
be added to the finished produect,
although cosmetics applied to a
product certainly enhance its ap-
pearance.

Basically we are going to compare
the birth of a baby with the production
of a steel ingot, using quality conno-
tations.

The genes in a baby, which are in-
herited from its parents, will deter-
mine just what type of individual has
been created. In a like vein, the alloy-
ing elements in a steel ingot e.g. car-
bon, titanium, scrap metal, and
ferrous oxide will determine the qual-
ity characteristics of the steel.

From birth to adulthood, the infant
is checked for health, physical condi-
tion, educational development, and all
the other quality characteristics that
will ensure the proper development of
an adult human being. Similarly, the
steel ingot will be changed by
machining, etching, heat treating,
ageing, and other prescribed methods
to ensure the end product is what is re-
quired, and has all the necessary qual-
ity characteristics. Now the adult
human is preparing to make an ongo-
ing contribution to society, as he has
been molded and possesses the neces-
sary quality characteristics to per-
form in many roles such as a pilot,
scientist, or whatever. In a like man-
ner, the steel ingot has been molded
and now has the quality characteris-
ties built in to perform in many fune-

tions such as an aircraft hinge,
undercarriage, strut, or a main engine
bearing.

The quality human will continue to
carry out his functions, subject to
checkups and evaluations, and so will
the steel part which will be also sub-
ject to checks and evaluations.

When the adult finally retires, hav-
ing performed his role in a quality
fashion, so too the steel component,
which is given an arbitrary life span,
must be retired. Advancing years and
working causes humans and metals to
deteriorate, and as aresult they begin
to lose some of their basic quality
characteristics. Some of these losses
in humans are failing eyesight, arthri-
tis, slowed reflexes, and just plain
fatigue.

In metals we have similar signs of
deterioration such as metal fatigue,
corrosion, stress cracks, and loss of
tensile strength.

To sum up, because the human was
born with certain quality characteris-
tics (genes) and was molded via phys-
ical exercises, ongoing checks, and
evaluations, so the steel ingot was
molded to contain certain quality
characteristics (alloys), with many
evaluations and checks to ascertainits
capability to perform its intended role.

To get a better understanding of me-
tals we must realize that in a non-
human role they are alive. Metals ex-
pand, contract, flex, deteriorate, and
in time will fail simply because of fa-
tigue. Metals require protection from
the elements even as a human does,
and if this is accomplished the two en-
tities will perform their intended func-
tions in a highly satisfactory quality
fashion.

Twenty-eight percent of Canadian
women smoke. Since 1970, the per-
centage of women considered heavy
smokers (consuming over 25
cigarettes per day) has increased 57
percent.

Health Risks to Women

According to the Canadian Lung As-
sociation, women who are heavy
smokers have nearly three times as
much emphysema and bronchitis,
abut 75 percent more chronic sinusi-
ties, 50 percent more peptic ulcers,
and lose almost twice as many days
from work or school compared to
women who do not smoke.

But women also face different
health risks than men. For example,
the combination of smoking and oral
contraceptives increases the risk of
coronary heart disease 30 times and
the risk of stroke 20 times. Manufac-
turers of oral contraceptives now put
warnings about the potential dangers
on their package inserts.

In addition, women who smoke pot
not only jeopardize their own health
but that of their unborn child. The risk
of miscarriage, stillbirth and prema-
ture delivery are significantly higher
when a woman smokes. Furthermore,
babies born of smokers are, on the
average, lighter at birth and tend to
develop more complications during
the early weeks following birth.
Fear of Weight Gain

One of the most common excuses
used by women who smoke is the fear
of weight gain. Research shows that
weight gain does not have to go hand-

0il is the key o engine lite

With so many moving parts, obvi-
ously the engine reguires a great deal
of lubrication. Without oil, the engine
would very quickly destroy itself.
Reasonable care and proper lubrica-
tion should maximize the life of the
engine.

Motor oil is added to the engine
through a filter cap on top of the block
and it is stored in the oil pan under the
block. The dipstick will tell you how
much oil is in the pan, and when more
should be added. You should have the
oil level checked every time you buy
fuel. If you are unable to check your
own oil level, we, at the service station,
will gladly assist you.

The oilis circulated through the en-
gine block by the oil pump, which
forces the oil through passagesin the
block and through a replaceable filter.
In this way, the cylinder walls and the
crankshaft always receive a constant
supply of filtered oil. Quality engine
oils contain detergents and additives
to help keep your engine clean. Dirt is
held in suspension in the oil, to be re-
moved by the filter so it won't settle on

engine parts or clog oil passages. -

When oil is not changed regularly, the
additives lose their effectiveness and
their ability to hold dirt. The oil be-
comes thicker and will not flow freely,
the result: engine wear.

For a smooth running engine, be
sure to change the oil and filter at the
intervals recommended in your main-
tenance manual, with the correct type
of oil and filter. There are various
types of oil best suited for certain
times of the year and driving condi-
tions. If you need any advice on the
various types of oils, please come in
and see me, or telephone anytime at
local 5620. Oil is critical to your engine
life, and fortunately it is one of the eas-
1est things for any owner or driver to
look after.

Problem signs and signals

A dark brown and black stain under
the front of your car could mean an oil
leak. The cause of the problem could
be as simple as a gasket (washer). The
consequehces, if unchecked, could be
serious.

An engine that sputters going up
hills or keeps running after the engine
is turned off usually indicates a timing
problem. A simple adjustment may
solve it and give you better gas mile-
age, too.

Excessive black or blue smoke from
the exhause of a gasoline engine isa
sign that somethingis wrong. The en-
gine could be burning oil or the carbu-
rator could require adjustments. Have
it checked regularly.

Warning lights on your instrument
panel should not be ignored, especial-
ly the oil pressure light and the brake
light. Have your car checked as soon

as possible.

in-hand with quitting smoking. “In
fact, among persons who give up
smoking, only one-third gain weight,”
says Dr. Peggy Russell, a leading
health educator and smoking cessa-
tion expert from the University of
Pittsburgh. “Another third maintain
the same weight while the remaining
third actually lose weight because
they feel better and exercise more."

Dr. Russell believes that smoking is
oneof the most difficult health habits
tochange — but that women may face
a particularly hard challenge. ‘‘Wom-
en smoke to regulate negative effects
— that is reduce anxiety and anger —
while men tend to smoke for pleasure
and stimulation,’ she says.
Overcoming Nicotine Addiction

Numerous smoking cessation treat-
ments are available but Dr. Russell
feels they do not address a central is-
sue for many smokers — nicotine de-
pendence.

“Few people realize that cigarette
smoking is considered a form of addic-
tion and that nicotine is an addictive
substance, the addictive nature of
cigarettes can cause considerable
difficulty for heavily dependent smok-
ers trying to quit,"” she explains.

The solution for heavily dependent
smokersis to slowly wean themselves
away from nicotine without develop-
ing withdrawal symptoms. Smokers
can then deal with the psychological
problems associated with their smok-
ing habit.

If you hare having difficulty in quit-
ting, consult your family physician.
He or she can advise you on the best
smokKing cessation treatment to suit
you. Or, contact your local cancer so-
ciety, lung association or heart foun-
dation. They each have programs
designed to help people quit smoking.

New uniform update

OTTAWA — The formal transition
for a “new look" for the Canadian
Forces will begin on schedule with the
issue in September of new winter-
weight distinctive environmental uni-
forms to 50 per cent of CF personnel.
If production proceeds as planned, the
transition will be complete by January
31, 1989.

“Right now, everything is on time
and on budget with the main uniform
items,"” said project director LCol R.G.
Edwards (ret'd). Fabric is being
produced and manufacturers across
the country are cutting, stitching and
trimming to meet the fall target for
the beginning of the second phase of
the new uniform project.

First phase of the program coincid-
ed with the staging in the summer of
1985 of the CF Tattoo. Military tattoo
participants, and a small number of
CF personnel from various commands
and National Defence Headquarters,
wore the new uniforms during this
demonstration phase.

During the second phase, half of all
CF personnel will receive their initial
issue of service dress. The winter-
weight issue in September will be fol-
lowed by the issue of the summer-
weight uniform, beginning in April,
1987.

Remaining half of CF personnel will
begin to receive winter uniforms in
Septmber, 1987, and summer uni-
forms the following April.

About your tan

The best way to get a good tan
without burning is from short, repeti-
tive exposure to the sun. This stimu-
lates the melanocytes (pigment cells
of the skin) to darken without exces-
sive radiation which leads to burning.
Increase your exposure to the sun
gradually, day by day. That way you'll
have a tan to be proud of when you
come home. Far better to have it fade
away than peel away.

Sunscreens are formulated as oils,
lotions, creams, and gels. Creams and
gels generally provide you with a bit
more protection than oils and lotions.
You must apply your sunscreen
smoothly and evenly and reapply it af-
ter swimming, or if you are sweating
heavily. This will help you continue
your sunscreen’s initial protection;
however, continuous reapplication of
the same product will not lengthen the
time you can be out in the sun before

burning. You simply cannot double
L

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your SPF factor by applying the same
sunscreen twice.

SPF factor? You've probably noticed
that most products today are marked
with an SPF number. The SPF num-
ber is the “sun protection factor”
number. It represents the ratio of time
for sunburning unprotected skin as
opposed to protected skin. Flor exam-
ple, if you usually burn in one hour of
sun exposure, you can, theoretically,
remain in the sun for 8 hours before
you will burn if you use a product with
an SPF of 6. In theory, that is. Some
products vary in the accuracy of their
ranked SPF values. SPF numbers are
drawn from a scale of 2 to 17. Err on
the side of caution; choose a higher
SPF number rather than a lower one.

Choose your SPF number by the
type of skin you have.

What type of skin do you have?
You'll have to answer that one by your-
self by considering your previous sun-
tanning history. Don't forget: Your
skin's sensitivity to the sun can
change. Have you been badly burned
before? You will burn more easily now.

Are you taking any medications?
Birth control pills, for example.
Tetracycline for acne? Your skin may
be more sensitive to the sun than
usual. This includes winter or sum-
mer sun. Your pharmacist can tell you
what medicines may have this effect.
Be sure to ask.

One more thing. A sunburn does not
show for 2 to 6 hours after leaving the
sun.

tained behind walls formed by
Manitoba-quarried Tyndal limestone
panels for security, energy conserva-
tion and as a barrier to airfield noise.

Parking eventually will be situated

close by for 164 cars, in addition to
parking areas that currently exist.
Planning started in 1979

Officials say the design was the
most cost-effective, efficient, energy-
conserving and flexible solution to
emerge from several concepts.

An Air Command HQ consulting
group and an NDHQ project design
team, supported by an accommoda-
tion committee at Air Command HQ,
started in 1979.

Approval of the project was based on
two main factors. They were the cur-
rent dispersed accommodation-in
seven buldings of Second World War
vintage, which had an adverse effect
on the efficient operation of the HQ;
and the advanced state of disrepair of
existing accommodations.

Accumulated major maintenance
deficiencies included failing wooden
foundations, rotting window sashes,
deteriorated roofs and inefficient
heating systems. Not mentioned was
the non-existent summer-cooling
systems.

Translated into continued main-
tenance costs, it was deduced beyond
doubt that the old buildings did not
yield value for money spent. It there-
fore was decided that the current
aging structures had to be replaced.

The seven buildings to be demol-
shed during and after construction of
the new facilityare No. 2, 4, 10, 14, 15,
16 and 17.

Floor Layouts
Main Entrance

Comprises security check point;
two-storey lobby with sunken area for
seating and conversation; show case
wall for the Air Command Colours and
memorabilia; viewing ports to the run-
ways; security controlled access to the
command centre and upper levels.

Off the main lobby are the cafeteria
and kitchen area; elevator access to
upper floors and the conference
centre, which may be divided intotwo
areas by a sound-proof, movable parti-
tion. Each area has its own audio-
visual systems. The conference area is
located adjacent to the cafeteria and
kitchen, permitting dining and addi-
tional conference space for special
funections.

First Floor
Contains security control; Com-

mand Centre; Communications
Sguadron; and, in addition, a con-
trolled, vertical access staircase,
which augments elevators to upper
floors. Two other fire-escape stair-
cases are located in the east and west
wings of the building.
Second Floor

Contains Commander’s suite of
offices; Commander’'s gallery to the
operations centre; automatic data-
processing centre; Operations Room;
projection room; board room; commu-
nications workshop and garage; and a
pneumatic tube internal delivery

Contains a board room; meeting
rooms; open landscaped offices and
closed offices for senior staff mem-
bers; duplicating rooms; lounge areas;
washrooms; and miscellaneous fa-
cilities.

Fourth Floor

Contains office layouts and work
stations.

Furniture layouts will be governed
by users’ needs, location and flexibil-
ity of power outlets and lighting mod-
ules in the ceiling grid.

Working spaces are minimum with-
in the DND policy requirements, but
have added areas for filing cabinets.

Dividing screens between work
areas are ducted to take electrical
power and telephone wiring, serviced
from the ceiling outlets by means of
flexible service tubes suspended from
the ceiling system in any direction
from each ceiling module.

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Commander’s Address
Opening of New
Air Gommand Buliding

Your Honour, Mr. Minaker, Gener-
al Thériault, distinguished guests,
ladies and gentlemen. On behalf of all
members of Air Command, it 1s with
great pride that I welcome you here to
the official opening of our new Air
Command Headguarters building.

We are especially honoured to have
with us the Lieutenant-Governor of
Manitoba, the Honourable Pearl
McGonigal, George Minaker, Member
of Parliament for Winnipeg-St. James,
representing the federal government,
and the Chief of the Defence Staff,
General Gerard Thériault.

Other special guests include three
former commanders of Air Command,
Lieutenant-Generals Bill Carr, Ken
Lewis and Paul Manson; Mr. Len
Evans, representing the Premier of
Manitoba and His Worship Bill Nor-
rie, Mayor of the City of Winnipeg. I
would also like to recognize the
presence of the Honourable James
Richardson, who, as Minister of Na-
tional Defence, authorized the forma-
tion of Air Command.

It goes without saying that thisisa
very significant day for Air Command.
Since the formation of Air Command
in 1975, the headquarters has been
housed in the old Second World War
buildings which you see around you.
The 629 military and civilian person-
nel who make up the Headquarters
staff were located in seven different
buildings which made communication
and good staff work very difficiult —
not to mention the inefficiency of the
buildings in the climatic extremes
sometimes encountered in Winnipeg.

The requirement for a new building
to consolidate the number of person-
nel associated with Air Command
Headquarters was recognized very
early on and concepts were developed,
but it was not until March, 1984, that
funding was available and the
proposal was approved by the federal
Treasury Board. After plans and
specifications were prepared by the
Winnipeg architectural consortium of
Aircom Consultants, Defence Con-
struction Canada Limited called
tenders and later awarded the con-
tract to PCL Construction. PCL began
construction in July of 1984 and

. progress has been steady ever since.

While some work remains to be done
on the building and, as you can see, to
complete the landscaping and removal
of the vacated buildings, the new
building is occupied by most of our
staff now and is meeting or exceeding
our expectations. The building is a
wedge concept of four levels with a
gross areaof 158,000 square feet. The
building form represented is a direct
result of a response to environmental
siting factors whereby specialized
windowless, shielded and service core
facilities were located as a screen to
north-westerly and northern winds
and whereby the large flexible office
areas were focussed around the catch-
ment of sun angles to the south.”
This distinctive new building
represents animportant milestone in
the evolution of Air Command. We
now have our new home, a practical
structure from which we can direct
the activities of our air forces from
coast to coast. As the largest com-
mand in the Canadian Forces, the
headquarters staff oversees some

33,000 military and civilian personnel
who are organized into six groups, 17
bases and 21 stations across Canada.
They support the operations of some
650 aircraft, flying over ¥ of a million
hours each year, plus radar stations,
training schools and other units which
make up the fabric of Air Command.
This new building is a tangible symbol
of Air Command’'s maturity and a
remarkable edifice from which lead-
ers now and in the future will meet the
challenges that will undoubtedly arise
in ensuring the security of our great
nation.

Iwould like to take this opportunity
to thank the many agencies and in-
dividuals who have worked so hard to
bring about the realization of this
event. To all of those involved in the
planning, financial administration,
project management, design and con-
struction, I offer our heart-felt thanks
and congratulations for a job well
done.

It is also appropriate that I extend
thanks, on behalf of Air Command, to
the community of Winnipeg. The city
has become “‘home" to thousands of
air force personnel over the years and
this magnificent new building is proof
positive that Winnipeg is now home
for Air Command. Over the past dec-
ade, Winnipeg has proven to be an ex-
cellent location for this Command and
I know that the support that we have
received from both the City of Winni-
peg and the Province of Manitoba have
contributed in no small way to the
Command's effectiveness and morale.

As I have alredy mentioned, we are
honoured to have with us today, the
Chief of the Defence Staff, General
Thériault. As a founding member and
a former Deputy Commander of Air
Command, Gen. Thériault no doubt
remembers the Command's original
somewhat humble headquarters. It is
particularly appropriate therefore,
that he should be here with us on this
occasion so that we can thank him for
his significant part in making our new
headquarters a reality.

Later on in the program we will be
moving inside the new building. You
will note that one of the features of
this Headquarters is the main foyer
where the Air Command Colours will
be displayed. The foyer will also con-
tain a bronze statutette, which is a
smaller scale replica of the statue
which stands on Memorial Boulevard
here in Winnipeg. The statuette was
most graciously donated to Air Com-
mand by the Wartime Pilots and Ob-
servers’ Association. I am pleased to
say that Jack Brown, president of the
Wartime Pilots and Observers' Associ-
ation, will make the presentation later
in the programme,

We are also very fortunate to have
with us today, George Minaker, our
Member of Parliament for Winnipeg-
St. James, who is representing the
Federal Government on this occasion.

It is a great pleasure to introduce the
Honourable Pearl McGonigal, Lieu-
tenant Governor of Manitoba. Her
honour has been a staunch supporter
of Air Command and-the Canadian
Forces in this province, and indeed,
wherever military personnel serve.
She officiated at the sod-turning
ceremony which took place in 1984 to
mark the beginning of construction of
this building, so I was especially
delighted to learn that the Lieutenant
Governor would be able to attend these
ceremonies and cut the ribbon official-
ly opening the finished building.

types meet all requirements for which
they are designed.

Officials say that user trials can be
very complicated. The questionnaire
that each wearer is expected to com-
plete when the trial ends is extensive
and each person has his own fixed
ideas of how a uniform should fit and
what needs it should fill. They add
that “rather than simply meeting the
needs of one individual, we must
produce something that will, as much
as possible, satisfy all of the people all
of the time."”

The user trial will end in January,

1987 and'the issue of the new:

base/garrison dress to personnel of all
three environments is scheduled to be-
ginin the spring of 1988. Issue will be
on an “as available’ basis.

Officials say that the time between
the end of the user trial and the begin-
ning of issue of the new base dress
may seem long, but it is time that is es-
sential. Not only are there budgetary
considerations, but there are other
considerations as well, such as the
need to produce patterns and technical
data, acquire materials and contract
for manufacture.
