What does 429 Squadron do? Where
is 429 Squadron? Who works at 429
Squadron? You may have heard these
guestions before.

429 (T) Squadron is located at the
east end of 168 Hangar on the second
floor. Although our primary role is to
support the Air Navigation School in
the training of Navigators, we also
participate in a number of other tasks
such as support to Cadets and the Air
Command Band, re-supply to DEW
line sites, both in unscheduled ameni-
ties flights and in operations such as
BOXTOP, domestic and international
transport flights, global response
trainers, and the occasional ELT
search and MEDEVAC.

To accomplish these tasks the Squa-
dron manning is divided among Pilots,
Flight engineers, Loadmasters and
Support staff. We will attempt to ex-
plain, briefly, what each of these
groups of individuals contribute to the
Squadron and how to recognize them
if you should see them.

Pilots: These are divided into two
categories: Aircraft Commanders and
First Officers.

The first Officers are usually very
young. They can be recognized by the
number of books they carry with
them. These range from Technical
Orders to OPDP study guides to the
latest edition of National Geographic.
They are known for their long and ir-
relevant answers to relatively simple
technical questions and for their dan-
gerous habit of talking with visual
support (hands).

The Aircraft Commanders, on the
other hand, are generally more
mature individuals, ranging from the
“I've beeninall day’ to the *I've been
in since wooden cockpits’ individual.

Avco/Aviation Writers
of American Helicopter
Heroism Award 1985

A helicopter crew from 442 Search
and Rescue Squadron, CFB Comox,
has received the annual
AVCO/Aviation Writers of America
Helicopter Heroism Award for their
actions last spring during one of the
worst storms ever in the North
Pacific.

The six-member Canadian crew
togetherwith a U.S. Coast Guard crew
were selected as joint winners for
their “heroie rescue’” of 19 people
from several vesselsindistressin the
Heate Straits near Vancouver Island
during a storm on April 25, 1985. Both
crews braved winds of 70 knots and
extremely rough seas to complete the
rescue.

The Canadian crew pulled a total of
five people from two separate vessels,
including a small Canadian Coast
Guard vessel which had become
stranded during its attempt to save
the fishermen. Members of the Cana-
dian SAR crew were Captains Bob
Grant, and Mike Vermette, Sergeant

Tragic loss of life during
dearch for crashed plane

CFB EDMONTON, ALTA — Grief
and tragic loss of life struck this Al-
bertan military community for the
fourth time in as many years. On June
14, a base Twin Otter with three air-
men and five civilian spotters aboard,
engaged in a search for a missing
Cesna, struck a Kananaskis country
hillside 65km west of Calgary. Tragi-
cally there were no survivors.

CFB Hdmonton mourns the death
of: aircraft captain, Captain David
Plumbtree; co-pilot Captain Ted
Kates, both of 418 Air Reserve Squa-
dron; and, flight engineer, Sergeant
Brian Burkitt, of 4 Regular Support
Unit, CFB Edmonton. Both pilots had
extensive experience flying Twin
Otters.

All three men leave behind a wife
and children. Their experience,
presence and skills will be missed.
Also mourned are Civil Air Rescue
Emergency Services organization
spotters: David Hall; Jerome Schin-
dler; Charles Masur; Carl Grant; and,
Patricia McLean.

A memorial service was held at CFB
Edmonton’s Griesbach Barracks 18
June. More than 450 friends, relatives
and sympathetic community mem-
bers filled the Kapyong Drill Hall. Not
only were the eight victims of the
Saturday crash remembered but so
were Bruce Pratt, Rod Harradence
and Hayden Evans. They died June 6
when their search plane crashed while
searching for the original lost flyers.

Only hours before the memorial
service began and 13 days into the
deadly ground and air search, an Al-
berta government forestry service
helicopter found high on Mt. Galetea,

Wolff and biologist Orval Pall missing
since June 6. Altogether the search
took 11 wvaluable lives, a toll unsur-
passed in the history of Canadian
search and rescue.

Transport and Rescue Squadron, 418
