sive training courses on a
variety of aireraft sueh as the
Anson MK1, Lancaster,

Expeditor, B-25 Mitchell,

. Dakota and C130 Hercules.
. Based on the fact that 80% of

the students graduating from
the Navigation School today
are destined for a Maritime
environment, flying on either
the CP 140 Aurora or ASW
Helicopters and that advanced
integrated computer systems
are a fact of life, one can ap-
preciate that the time has
come for CFANS to step up to
a modern training aircraft
namely the CT 142 DASH 8.

The delivery of the first
CT 142 is scheduled for early
1989. By the end of 89, four
DASH 8 aireraft should have
arrived at CFB Winnipeg and
become a common sight on the
flight line.

The madified Series 100 air-

craft is built by deHavilland

Canada in Toronto. The CT 142
maximum eruise speed at
15000 feet will be 260 knots,
not quite what the Hercules
can achieve (305 kts), but fuel
consumption will be consider-

ably less. The DASH 8 will
burn less than one quarter of
what the C130 consumes,
resulting in a significant sav-
ing in training dollars.

The arrival of this new air-
craft will also cause changes
on the Base. Proposals call for
429 Sgn to move to Trenton,
Ont, once training ceases on
the C130 and operate as a line
ATG Sqgn. A mix of CFANS
Regular and 402 Sqn Reserve
staff will pilot the DASH 8.
With the delivery of the air-
craft and additional class-
rooms in building 84, CFANS
will have the ecapacity to
produce more navigators for
operational Air Force
squadrons.

As depicted above, it will be
both an exciting and a hectic
year at the Navigation School
where instructors will be busy
writing new lesson plans and
getting acquainted with the
CT 142. By the end of 1989, the
four DASH 8's should be a fact
of life at CFB Winnipeg.

Beatty Annonce une Augmentation de la Solde et

TORONTO — Le ministre de

Beatty Announces Increased Pay
And Benefits for CF Reserves

TORONTO — The Honoura-
ble Perrin Beatty, Minister of
National Defence, announced in-
creases in pay and benefits for
members of Canada's Reserve
Force at a news conference held
the 8th of March 1988.

The Government has ap-
proved increases for Class A and
Class B Primary Reserve Force
service averaging 4.5 percent
retroactive to October 1, 1987: 3
percent effective April 1, 1988;
and another 4.5 percent effective
October 1, 1988. As well, the rate
of pay for less than six hours’
work will be increased from 45

pereent to 50 percent of the full-
day rate of pay, a further incen-
tive to reservists who regularly
give up one or two evenings each
week for military serviee.

The need for expansion and
the revitalization of the Reserve
Force were emphasized in the
Government's White Paper on
defence, released last June. (In
most NATO countries reserve
forces outnumber their regular
force counterparts, but Canada
stands out as a glaring exception
with only 21,300 active Reservists
as compared to 84,600 Regulars).

“One of the most important

elements of our new defence poli-
ey is the revitalization and expan-
sion of the reserves,” said Mr.
Beatty, “to make them a fully ef-
fective component of our Total
Foree.”

The Reserve Term Insurance
Plan which offers similar benefits
to the policy available to Regular
Foree members has been in-
troduced to Reservists. Travel on
regularly scheduled Canadian
Forces passenger aireraft, on a
space available basis, will also be
granted to Reservists as it is to
their Regular Force counter-
parts.

Persévérance by Michel Dachy, Saint-Boniface: Les Editions du Blé, 1984, 67 pp., $6.00 paper.

LES EDITIONS DU BLE was
founded in 1974 in Saint-Boniface,
with the objective of publishing
in French authors from Manitoba
and Western Canada (in that ord-
er) or books relevant to Manitoba
and Western Canada (also in that
order). Les Editions du Blé has
published fifty-three titles to
date, of which Michel Dachy's
Persévérance is the most recent.

Dachy is a French-speaking
Belgian who came to Canada —
to Calgary, to be more precise —
some seven years ago, and who
now lives in Montreal. His book
of short poems is very much in
the tradition of nineteenth-
century French lyrical poetry.
The versification is conventional:
the lines are rhymed, though
with an infrequent use of the
alexandrin. The word order is
quite frequently inverted (“Tous
ces champs de blé/Comblés ils
seraient, les lendemains...") which
results only in heaviness, not in
innovation.

In spite of the evident sinceri-
ty of the author, the tone is quite
often banal and sentimental:
what could be profound and mov-
ing succeeds in being merely
trite. The images are of the coun-
tryside — willows, roses, snow,
trees, moon, ponds — but they
lack specificity. A passage such as

je respirais la nature,

je refondais en neige,

je redevenais flogon...
could refer to winter in Belgium
equally well as to winter in
Canada.

Philosophical concepts are con-
spicuously absent from this im-
agery, as is any philosophy of na-
ture. Unlike Vigny, who, starting
with a concrete image, develops
an idea, Dachy cites images of na-
ture without drawing any conelu-
sion from them.

At its best, however, this
volume contains some striking
images, felicitous turns of phrase,
and sometimes even a line which
brings to life a poem which has

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Beating the Battle of the Budget

As a
result, they have had to rely on
Welfare as they have not been
able to get enough work to quali-
fy for Unemployment Insurance.
They are presently trying to es-
tablish a eommercial caribou hunt
from the large George River
head in the North.

A relative of Betha's was a full
time teacher in the most North-
ern community, and is now a per-
manent resident.

For all too many Canadian
travellers, the romance of travel
overwhelms the sense of the
practical — the planning that is
so essential to the success of their
vacation.

Before you get swept away
looking at those lush travel
brochures, spend a few hours
considering all those little things
that will help make your foreign
vacation memorable. Start with
the basies: What will you take to
pay for your vacation entertain-
ment, lodgings, meals and tours?

You really have three choices
of payment, each with its own
special advantages and disadvan-
tages. Let's review them:

Cash: As the old axiom goes,
cash is the one thing that's ac-
cepted everywhere. Almost —
cash is aceepted everywhere,
providing it is the right currency.
So before you go, check on the
currency they take where you
will be visiting. Then check the
exchange rates — you may be
able to do better on the exchange
rates right here at home than you
will overseas. A reminder:
despite recent battering, the U.S.
dollar is still weleome in most for-
eign countries.

Next, consider the advantages
and disadvantages of cash. It is
highly liquid, but it's irreplace-
able if lost — and if it is lost, that
could spell the end of your vaca-
tion before it really gets under-
way. The best rule: Don't store all

some of it in the hotel safe when
you arrive, so you won't be wiped
out if your cash-in-hand is lost or
stolen. |

Travellers' Cheques: Don't be-
lieve the TV ads, they're not
universally accepted. Before you
buy, check if you can cash them
where you are going, if they're
available in the currency of the lo-
cal countries you will be visiting
and how long it would take to
replace them if they were stolen.

Credit Cards: Credit cards
offer lots of advantages. You don’t
have to carry a lot of money, you
have a built-in cushion for emer-
gencies, and they are easy. They
are accepted in most places. But
be warned, not all places accept
them; you should know how to
cancel them and replace them if
they are lost or stolen; and you do
run the risk of getting carried
away with them and forgetting
how much you are spending.

Getting carried away usually
leads to a shock when you get
back, the bill arrives and you dis-
cover — with the exchange rate
added on — just how much you
really spent.

Perhaps the best way to trav-
el is with a combination of the
three — cash for the little things,
travellers’ cheques for the day-to-
day things such as meals, and one
or two major credit cards for en-
tertainment, special purchases or
emergencies.
