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CT-142 HAS ARRIVED

Airframe number 142-804, the first to arrive.

On 20 December, 1989, the
Commandant of CFANS, LCol
Watt, and the CO of 402 Squa-
dron, LCol Patrick, landed in the
first of two CT-142s to arrive at
CFB Winnipeg. The Commander
of Air Command, LGen F.R.
Sutherland, and Mr Lyle Bryson,
representing Boeing Canada,
were present to welcome the
aircraft.

The CT-142 (DASHS) aircraft
is a twin-engine, pressurized,
turbo-prop, medium range trans-
port aircraft designed and
manufactured by Boeing Canada
Ltd-deHavilland Division at
Downsview, Ontario. The CT-142
will be employed as a navigation
trainer, and is equipped with six
navigation training stations in the
rear cabin. The aircraft has a top
cruising speed of 242 knots, can
operate up to 25000 feet, and has

a range of 1200 miles with full
IFR fuel reserves. The crew will
consist of 4 navigation students, 2
navigation instructors, and 2 pi-
lots. Pilot and navigation instruc-
tor training will begin in the mid-
dle of January and the first navi-
gation course should be flying in
the CT-142 in early 1991.

Soon the CT-142's ghost grey
silhouette will be a familiar sight
over Winnipeg, easily identified
by the huge radome which has
earned the CT-142 the callsign
“Gonzo”. Some would think the
nose homely, but those involved
in fixing and flying Gonzo prefer
to think of it as merely “distinec-
tive”. All personnel, from
CFANS and 402, technicians and
aircrew, are proud to welcome
the newest aircraft in the inven-
tory of the Canadian Air Force.

A New Era for CFANS

December 1989 witnessed the
arrival of the first two CT 142
Navigation Training Aircraft to
CFB Winnipeg. Their recent ar-
rival signalled the beginning of a
new era of Navigator training for
the Canadian Forces Air Naviga-
tion School and plans are now un-
derway for the eventual im-
plementation of the CT 142 Navi-
gation Training System.

The major subsystem of the
CT 142 Navigation Training Sys-
tem is the ATS or Airborne Navi-
gation Training system which is
installed in the CT 142 aircraft.

The CT 142 interior has been
specially modified from the stan-
dard civilian DASH 8 aircraft in-
terior to provide for navigation
training. There are six console
workstations, four of which are
student positions and two of
which are instructor positions. In
addition to the console worksta-
tions, two sextant positions are
provided where students will be

required to perform celestial ob-
servations for position fixing.

Overall system control is exer-
cised by the two instructors. The
consoles in the aircraft cabin are
arranged with the instructor’s
consoles located between two
student consoles thus allowing
the instructors visual access to
the student workstations. The in-
structors are responsible for as-
signing control of navigation in-
struments to students, denying
students access to specific navi-
gation instruments, assessing
student performance, and com-
pleting other supervisory tasks.

Each console position, in addi-
tion to indicators for navigation
information and communications
control panels and facilities, are
provided with a Radar Display
and a Plasma Panel display with
a touch panel overlay. The Con-
trol Display Units for all naviga-
tion instruments are displayed on
the Plasma Panel. The design of
these Control Display Units for

all navigation instruments emu-
lates real-life equipment as close-
ly as possible. Touch keys are
made to imitate rotary or press
switches and Alpha Numeric
readouts that operate in the same
manner as their actual counter-
parts have been provided.

A tabulation of navigation in-
formation is displayed on the Ra-
dar Display in an area dedicated
to this purpose and is referred to
as a DID or Digital Information
Display. The Radar Display also
provides Radio-Teletype or
RATT message texts and sever-
al formats for instructor use in
entering exercise data. The Ra-
dar Display includes cursors
which are driven by a trackball
mounted on the console.

The specialized consoles and
equipment of the CT 142 will af-
ford future students with train-
ing on state-of-the-art systems
and should provide CFANS with
a superior navigation training
platform until well into the next
century.

Some people seem like cold,
frozen fish.

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Canadian Forces
Air Navigation School

The Canadian Forces Air
Navigation School (CFANS) is
tasked to provide the Service
with basic qualified Air Naviga-
tors and Military officers. The
school has facilities to train
approximately 67 navigators to
wings standard each year. Howe-
ver current production is
approximately 50. While acade-
mic and computerized prodecural
training takes place in Mawdes-
ley Hall (Bldg 84), flight training
is conducted in concert with
429(T) Sqn on the Hercules air-
craft. Undergraduate courses
commence at approximately
seven week intervals throughout
the year. Course duration is
approximately 10 months. While
in training, students cover a
variety of topics ranging from
meteorology through to Advan-
ced Navigation Systems. Upon
graduation students are presen-
ted their wings, are declared
class qualified, and are posted to
an Operational Training Unit
(OTU) for further Nav training on
specific aircraft type.

The school also conducts recer-

fied navigators who are retur-
ning to an operational unit after a
prolonged absence. CFANS also
provides ATG navigators in sup-
port of 429(T) Sqn when tasked
by Air Transport Group.

A recent development at the
School was the introduction of
“streaming”. This new approach
takes the student through a six-
month basic phase, during which
the fundamental disciplines of Air
Navigation are taught, and then
into an advanced phase of trai-
ning in either Maritime or Trans-
port fields of study. The advanced
phase concentrates on Naviga-
tion techniques particular to the
operational group to which the
students will be assigned after
receiving their wings.

Coordination and control of
CT-142 resources will be done by
CFANS Operations with coordi-
nation between 402 Sqn and
CFANS for the employment of
assigned pilots. Current plans are
for there to be a period wherein
students will continue to under-
take training on the Hercules.

The Base
Accellerated Promotion Pro-
gramme has recognized one of
our Cfn’s hard work and be-
stowed on him the rank of Cpl.
All BEME personnel congradu-
lates Cpl Januszkiewicz on his re-
cent promotion.

BEME has been asked by the
BCPO, if we were interested in
participating in a work ex-
perience training programme.
The latter gives a student an op-
portunity to work, for a few
weeks, in jobs related to his/her
training. BEME has accepted this
task and welcomes Anita Kenne-
dy, a student at Sturgeon Creek
Regional Secondary School.

The return of Lt K.J. Hamil-
ton, from a French Crse in St
Jean, has improved the bilingual
capability within BEME. His
return has prompted the BE-
MEDOQ to practise his second lan-
guage. Anybody for “parley-vous
francais!”.

It is often said that tradition is
the glue that bonds people
together under one banner. Part
three of the LEME story deals
with that area entitled LEME
tradition.

LEME Tradition

The Oxford Dictionary defines
“Craftsman” as one who practises
a handicraft; a skilled person; pri-
vate soldier in REME. The term
came into military use with the
formation of RCEME in 1944 and
soon became the official designa-
tion for the rank of private. I
remember my early days in
RCEME when I held that title
and it always made me perk up
everytime Craftsman (Cfn) was
being used. The title was in con-
tinuous use until the reorganiza-
tion of the CF in February 1968.
By 1982, the use of the term was
being reinstated informally and
now it is used everyday at the
unit level.

Another well-loved term was
“ARTIFICER”. This term was
used in Canada during the 1780s
as part of the United Empire
Loyalist regiments which had
been formed and stationed
around Montreal during the
Revolutionary War. One of these
regiments had a Company of Ar-
tificers which, in the winter, did
odd jobs including equipment
maint but, during the summer,
operated the bateaux used for
the transport by river of the regi-
ment. In 1882 a Corps of Ord-
nance Artificers was formed for

the repair of artillery equipment.
This Corps was absorbed into the
Army Ordnance Corps in 1896
but the term lived on as the
designation for the top-level ar-
mament tradesman. With the for-
mation of RCEME in 1944 the
use of the term was expanded to
include all Staff-Sergeants (War-
rant Officer in todays rank struc-
ture) and above in all RCEME
trades. The term remained in use
until 1964. The closest equivalent
today is the term Trade Qualifica-
tion (TQ) 6B.

Badges

The original Canadian Ord-
nance Corps badge dating from
1904 depicted the Board of Ord-
nance Arms surmounted by a
beaver. The Arms comprised
three field pieces in pale and on a
chief, three (oversize) cannon
balls. Granted the prefix “Royal”
in 1922, the beaver was replaced
by the Tudor (King’s) Crown and
the Garter motto “Honi soit qui
mal y pense” was added. In 1926,
the full name of the Corps was
included.

The first RCEME badge
adopted after 15 May 44 from
REME was described as fols: On
wreath of laurel three es-
cuscheons; the first raised and
charged with Ordnance Arms;
the second, lightning flashes; the
third a gearwheel (representing
Armament, Telecommunications
and Vehicles respectively). The
whole ensigned with the Tudor
Crown. Below the wreath, a scroll
inscribed “R.C.EM.E.”

-
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The second RCEME badge
was approved 27 Feb 50, also
based on REME, described as:
“Upon a lightning flash, a horse
forcene, gorged with a coronet of
four fleur-de-lys, a chain reflexed
over its back and standing on a
globe. Above, a crown upon a
scroll bearing the letters
R.C.EM.E. Lightning flash, scroll
and crown to be gilt; horse and
globe to be silver.” The horse for-
cene and chain were symbolic of
power under control, and the
lightning flash of electrical en-
gineering. The horse forcene also
formed part of the crest of the In-
stitution of Mechanical Engineers
(UK), and, together with the
lightning flash, was intended to
mark the close relationship which
existed between the electrical
and mechanical engineers in the
Army and civil life. The globe
was indicative of the impact of en-
gineering on the world generally.

The Tudor Crown was
replaced by the St Edward’s
Crown (Queen’s) upon the succes-
sion by Queen Elizabeth II in
1973.

The current LORE/LEME
badge, adopted in 1975, is
described as an azure oval on
which are superimposed a trian-
gular rotor, crossed cannons, and
a five-segment lightning flash,
the whole surrounded by a
wreath of ten maple leaves and
surmounted by the St. Edward’s
Crown. The lightning flash, the
crossed gun barrels and the trian-
gular rotor depict work in the

electrical/electronics, weapons
and vehicles fields respectively.
In addition, the triangular rotor is
the symbol of the Society of Au-
tomotive Engineering (SAE). The
leaves of the wreath represent
the provinces. The Crown is the
symbol of our Queen and, like the
wreath, which symbolizes serv-
ice, is a feature of most post-
unification branch badges in the
Canadian Forces. Collar badges
comprise the three central sym-
bols; the rotor, crossed cannons
and lightning flash, as the recog-
nized emblem of the Branch.

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If you don’t have a Power of Attorney

What happens when someone
is suffering from mental incapac-
ity and has not previously execut-
ed a Power of Attorney which is
to be effective after such incapac-
ity? It is necessary for a person to
be appointed pursuant to the
Manitoba Mental Health Act by
an Order of the Court of Queen’s
Bench to look after and handle
the financial affairs of the person
and be involved in such things as
receiving monies in and paying
out the necessary accounts on be-
half of the incapacitated person.
Such person is known as a com-
mittee of the estate of the in-
capacitated person.

It is preferable that the person
who makes the application to the
court is the nearest relative of the
person who is incapacitated as fa-
mily members have priority over
friends or strangers in this
respect. In addition, it should be
noted that all family members
who have an equal to or a closer
relationship to the incapacitated
person who do not consent to the
application, must be served with
the application. Upon being
served with such application it is
possible for any such relative to
take the position that they, in
fact, should be the one who is ap-
pointed committee or that the
Public Trustee for the Province
of Manitoba should be appointed.
The office of the Public Trustee
similarly must be served with
any application and may be ap-

pointed in a situation where, for
example, the incapacitated per-
son has no relatives, or when
those relatives involved have
serious disputes between them-
selves.

Otbher factors to be considered
when the court determines who
should be appointed committee of
the estate of the incapacitated
person are the nature and com-
plexity of the estate and whether
it requires the exercise of busi-
ness skills and abilities, the age
and health of the person making
application, whether there might
be a conflict of financial interest
between the interests of the ap-
plicant and those of the incapaci-
tated person, and the wishes of
the incapacitated person, if they
are known.

Once a decision is made by an
individual that he or she wishes
to apply to the Court of Queen’s
Bench to become appointed as
committee it is necessary, where
possible, to obtain the consents of
those relatives who have an equal
or closer relationship to the in-
capacitated person. In addition, it
is necessary to obtain affidavits
sworn by two medical practition-
ers, preferably one of whom is a
psychiatrist, which affidavits in-
clude the opinion of the practi-
tioner as to the affliction from
which the incapacitated person is
suffering, their opinion as to the
likelihood of the person recover-
ing from such condition, and their

opinion as to whether the person
is mentally disordered or incapa-
ble of handling his or her own af-
fairs. Such affidavits must be filed
in support of the application
together with an affidavit sworn
by the person bringing the appli-
cation outlining his or her rela-
tionship with the incapacitated
person, the condition of the in-
capacitated person at the present
time, the financial affairs of the
incapacitated person to the best
of the applicant’s knowledge, and
the like.

Should the application be suc-
cessful, the result will be an ord-
er declaring that the person, by
reason of mental infirmity, is in-
capable of handling his or her af-
fairs, an order appointing the ap-
plicant as committee of the estate
of the incapacitated person sub-
ject, usually, to the applicant giv-
ing security in the form of a per-
sonal bond in an amount equal to
two times the total value of the
estate of the incapacitated per-
son. Such order also includes an
order that the applicant, who is
now the committee, shall take
into his custody or under his con-
trol all property to which the in-
capacitated person is entitled or
possessed and collect in and
receive debts owing to the in-
capacitated person, and for such
purposes all property is vested in
the committee. The order is also
subject to the requirement that
the committee, within a certain

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period after his or her appoint-
ment, must file with the Court of
Queen’s Bench an inventory of
the whole estate of the incapaci-
tated person and account to the
court in relation to receipts and
disbursements from such estate
at set intervals from the date of
appointment. Finally, a copy of
the order must be served upon
the incapacitated person unless
the court is satisfied based upon
the evidence of the medical prac-
titioners that the incapacitated
person would not understand the
documents which are served
upon him or her. If such is the
case, such service can be dis-
pensed with. Legal costs of the
applicant will generally be paid
out of the estate of the incapaci-
tated person but such reimburse-
ment may be restricted by the
court resulting in the applicant
being personally responsible for a
portion of the legal costs.
Following the granting of the
order, the committee is best ad-
vised to open and keep a separate
bank account in relation to any
monies of the estate pending
their investment. He should also
arrange for the safekeeping of as-
sets, records and the individual’s
last Will and Testament, if any.
He should place insurance upon
any personal property that ex-
ists, file income tax returns on be-
half of the incapacitated person,
making arrangements for the
payment of taxes if necessary,

notify the Manitoba Health Serv-
ices Commission of his appoint-
ment, and obtain the authoriza-
tion of the Court of Queen’s
Bench in relation to any loans or
gifts from the estate. It can not be
stressed enough that it is impor-
tant that the committee keep
complete and accurate records in
relation to what transpires fol-
lowing the granting of the order.
Such will make the filing of an in-
ventory and the passing of ac-
counts much easier and reduce
the amount required for legal ex-
penses in this regard.

It should be noted at this point
that all of the bother and expense
of an application for an order fo
committeeship can be avoided by
an individual executing a general
Power of Attorney prior to any
mental infirmity taking place.
However, it will be necessary
that such Power of Attorney spe-
cifically state that it is to last be-
yond such mental infirmity. If
such is the case the person who is
appointed as attorney can con-
tinue to act and for all intents and
purposes fulfil the same duties as
he would otherwise be allowed to
perform pursuant to the order of
committeeship.

Running
In Cold Weather

Invigorating. That can easily
be your reaction towards a run on
a cold, crisp day. But, painful
might also be that reaction if you
don’t prepare for the cold.

In cold weather, you are prone
to injury because your muscles
and tendons are tight. What is
more, the fingers, toes, nose, lips
and ears are susceptible to frost-
bite. You can suffer, too, from
sprains, bruises and broken
bones if you slip and fall on ice.
Make ' nning in cold weather

enjoyable by heeding the follo-
wing advice:

1. Warm up slowly and com-
pletely before running.

2. Wear several layers of thin
clothing to keep warm.
Nylon is especially good
because it acts as a wind
barrier.

3. Wear a woollen toque to
conserve body heat and pre-
vent frostbitten ears.

4. Wear mittens or gloves to
protect your fingers from

the cold.

5. Put on a ski mask, when it's
extremely cold, to protect
nose and lips.

6. Keep feet dry.

7.Run during the warmest
part of the day.

8. Run into the wind when you
first start and run with the
wind when you return.

Yes, with
Christmas and New Years come
and gone, the Second Battalion’s
preparations for six months of
“fun in the sun” keeping the
peace in Cyprus have reached a
fever pitch. Before you know it
most of the Battalion will be
winging its way across the Atlan-
tic to fulfill our United Nations
peacekeeping mandate on OPER-
ATION SNOWGOOSE 53.

Why, you ask, would any one
possibly leave balmy Winnipeg in
February or March for some dis-
tant land where it's REALLY
HOT? It’s simple... we were told
to go! When 2PPCLI departs for
its tour in Cyprus the Battalion
will be embarking on a task that
the Canadian Armed Forces has
fulfilled for the past 26 years —
namely keeping the peace be-
tween the Greek and Turkish
Cypriot communities on the
island.

Cyprus has a long, troubled
history. This has ultimately
resulted in a situation where two
very distinct societies with op-
posing political aims and strong
ties to their respective “mother
countries” share the same small
island. Although outright hostili-

ties ceased in 1974 following the
creation of a UN controlled
Buffer Zone (which spans the is-
land and effectively separates the
two communities), the feelings of
the Cypriot people haven’'t
changed and a true solution to the
problem is as elusive as ever.

This is of course the reason
Canada maintains a contingent of
575 CF personnel on the island,
working in union with troops
from seven other countries to
form the United Nations forces in
Cyprus (UNFICYP). 2PPCLI will
compose the majority of the
Canadian Contingent (CANCON)
from March to September 1990
when we become the fifty-third
Battalion to serve in Cyprus since
the first Canadian soldiers
deployed in 1964.

Our mission is to create condi-
tions favourable to the peacemak-
ing process in Cyprus by

preventing provocation or hostil--

ities by either of the opposing
forces deploying along the Buffer
Zone in our sector (sector 3). To
this end, we will be responsible
for manning 44 observation posts
and conducting patrols in the
Capital City of Nicosia and the
rural area to its southeast. As the
Buffer Zone runs through the
centre of Nicosia, our soldiers will

often find themselves patrolling
between Greek and Turkish
Cypriot positions which are wi-
thin spitting distance of each
other. It is no coincidence that
Canada’s peacekeepers, the most
experienced in Cyprus, have
been given this most sensitive
and difficult area of operations.

If it sounds like Cyprus is all
work and no play, fear not Winni-
peg! Your Patricias will NOT
come home dull boys. Long hours
aside, everyone should have am-
ple time to enjoy the sights and
lounge on the (Ahhhh) scenic, san-
dy beaches. Its domestic prob-
lems aside, Cyprus is a tourism
hotspot that sees over 1,000,000
sunseekers each year. Rest as-
sured that the boys will have
time on their monthly 48 hour
passes and two weeks of UN
leave to broaden their cultural
and leisure horizons. Sick of
Cyprus? Europe is only a Herc
hop away!

All in all, it should be a good
tour — alot of hard training and
work, but lots of fun too. Rest as-
sured that the Second Battalion
will do its share to uphold the
proud traditions of the PPCLI
and the CF during its tour. Before
you know it summer 1990 will be
over and we'll be back to enjoy
(?1?) yet another Winnipeg
winter.

The Basic Anti-Armour
Defence Gunner (TOW) Course
was conducted from 23 Oct to 23
Nov 89. Seventeen students from
the battalion arrived well pre-
pared and highly motivated,
eager to become future “TOW
Gods” of 2PPCLI.

The first three weeks of the
course consisted of lectures on
the theoretical aspects of TOW.
Students learned the characteris-
tics of the weapon, its assembly
and disassembly and the drills
used to operate it. During week

For many, the ability to maintain
the ‘crosshairs’ of the weapon
locked on a moving target for 8 to
16 seconds proved quite difficult
and required a great deal of prac-
tice.

The new TUA vehicles offer all-
around armoured protection for

Cpl
Webber (Cbt Sp) received the
Top Gun Award for his ability to
track and destroy an enemy vehi-
cle with outstanding accuracy.
Pte Erickson (A Coy) was award-
ed the Top Candidate Award.
The course proved rewarding for
all students and was an enjoyable
introduction to the exciting world
of TOW.

Have you ever thought what
tomorrow will bring to your mili-
tary job or career? I'm not talking
about possible or preferential
postings or promotions... I'm talk-
ing about whether or not you will
even HAVE a job or career with-
in the military family in the
future!

I believe we all understand
that there is a sense in which, po-
litical decisions determine
whether or not the CF continues
to exist and if so, in what context,
(you'd have to be brain-dead not
to understand THAT). But have
you even thought about it in
reverse? Not to the extent to
which personnel are able to es-
tablish or dictate policy, but sim-
ply how AVAILABILITY of per-
sonnel, will either limit or permit
or even enhance policy. Please
think about this as you read the
rest of the article.

Availability of personnel is
what we are all about. Me AND
you! There isn’t one of you wear-
ing a Canadian Forces uniform
and reading this, who didn’t sit in
an office just like mine some time
ago, (well, maybe not just like
mine, but close!). And I am willing
to bet a Friday lunch, that your

recollection of what the recruiter
told you is about as accurate as
the recollection of your perfor-
mance in high school!

You would be amazed of the
many plans and options (not to
mention the requirements and
restrictions) which are available
to any civilian who walks through
the doors of your Recruiting
Center. They say that recruiting
is a specialty within the adminis-
tration world, which is not all that
inaccurate a statement if you stop
and think about it for a few mo-
ments. One of our greatest
problems is getting the correct
wnformation out to the qualified
people, and that’s where you
come in because you, are our
most valuable piece of “recruiting
kit”.

Probably this is where the con-
fusion comes in your recollection
of what the recruiting officer told
you. The serviceman you spoke to
told you one thing, then the
recruiting officer corrected the
“duff gen” with “the gospel”, ex-
plaining the differences and op-
tions between entrance plans,
and after years of living with
what you may consider the
results of an incorrect decision,
its all “our” fault!

You need to know that as a

serving member, you are our best
source of applicants at the
recruiting center. Would you be-
lieve that 3 out of 5 of the young
people I talk to (old ones too —
you'd be surprised!), are here be-
cause their fathers, uncles,
brothers, or even a friend’s
father, is a serving member. 1 out
of 5 are here because of some
paramilitary experience in cadets
or reserves, .5 out of 5 are here
because of TV or radio advertis-
ing and the other .5 out of 5 don’t
even know where the hell they
are, let alone why.

Honours and Awards

The latest list of appointments
to the Order of Military Merit ar-
rived on my desk immediately af-
ter Christmas Leave. The list con-
tains the names of 56 officers and
NCMs of the Regular and Re-
serve Force who will receive
from His Excellency the Gover-
nor General, the appointment to
Commander, Officer or Member
of Military Merit. Congratula-
tions are due to the Service Mem-
bers named on that list to receive
this honour; in particular, con-
gratulations are extended to Col
R R Crabbe of Winnipeg for the
appointment as an Officer of Mili-
tary Merit and to MGen Brian
Smith, a former Base Com-
mander of CFB Winnipeg, for the
appointment as Commander of
Military Merit.

In reading the list, the natural
tendency is to wonder what these
Service Members have done to
set them apart from their peers.
Did they re-write military doc-
trine or solve a crucial shortfall
that was plaguing the CF for
many years? Perhaps, but not
necessarily. On reflection (and on
reading the CFAOQ)it is clear that
the appointees have provided
outstanding meritorious service
in the performance of duties at
their level of responsibility. In
short, they have contributed for a
long time at a level above and be-
yond the normal. But that alone
does not ensure that the recogni-
tion will be afforded to those who
richly deserve it. While each of
these members met the perfor-
mance to earn the recognition,
their SUPERVISORS also
played a significant role. They
seized the opportunity to
research, document and submit

the list of deeds which their
subordinate performed. That is
the secret.

It is too easy as a supervisor to
get bogged down with overcom-
mitments and undermanning and
to let the immediate overtake the
important. Also, it can be con-
tended that the annual PER
takes a lot of time to prepare well
and that it is the best avenue to
recognize strong performance
and to motivate subordinates.
Statistically and practically, that
just isn’t true. There are few who
will earn ratings of outstanding
and superior, and ironically, the
ones who do, usually require the
least motivation to sustain high
performance. As well, the con-
fidential nature of the PER sys-
tem does not permit the publica-
tion of proof that high levels of
performance are recognized.

There is no denying that the
PER is a critical document and
deserves the devotion of a lot of
thought and time; however, there
is another path that supervisors
should explore. We know that
there are those Service Members
who contribute a tremendous
amount of talent, energy and en-
thusiasm to improve the quality
of life on our base. They perform
deeds and activities beyond the
demands of normal duty to con-
tribute to the CF, Air Command,
the Group and the Base. For that
very reason, awards were estab-
lished for presentation at all lev-
els from the Base Commanders
Commendation, to the CDS Com-
mendation and up to the ORMM.
The Service Members are doing
the deeds — supervisors just
have to take the time to write
them up for the recognition

which they have earned and
deserve.

Awards are not limited just for
those members in uniform. The
Merit Award Program recog-
nizes CF and DND CIVILIAN
employees for exceptional and
outstanding work performance
or other meritorious contribu-
tions which reflect on DND or the
Public Service as a whole.
