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Electronic
Warfare
Flight

In the summer of 1984 a chart-
er team of Electronic Warfare
(EW) specialists assembled in
Winnipeg and began to author
Basic and Advanced EW sylla-
buses. These courses were meant
to answer certain deficiencies
which had surfaced in the face of
rapidly advancing military elec-
tronic technologies. The EW facil-
ity was at that time a division of
the Canadian Forces Aerospace
and Navigation School, and since
the formation of the Canadian
Forces School of Aerospace
Studies (CFSAS) it has become
an integral flight within CFSAS.

The EW Flight offers the Bas-
ic EW Course to a broad range of
air-oriented occupations ten
times each academic year. This
course provides a fundamental
exposure to the comprehensive
range of topics which comprise
EW. Approximately 360 par-
ticipants, ranging from MCpl to
Major, are given this preliminary
training annually.

The Advanced EW course is
offered to selected military per-
sonnel whose employment deals
directly with one or more facets
of EW. This three week

Like most schools, the ‘year’ at
CFSAS begins at the end of sum-
mer, but that's about as far as the
similarity goes. Unlike other
schools, there is no “March
Break” to beat the winter blahs!
In a VOXAIR article last fall, it
was reported that this year more
than 700 course members will at-
tend 27 courses at CFSAS, in-
cluding a dozen or so NATO stu-
dents on Electronic Warfare
courses. That slate is now about
60% completed, and the top floor
of Building 84, and the small
cadre of 20 or so instructors, has
probably never been busier.

CFSAS began the 89/90 aca-
demic year with a staff orienta-
tion in August and the theme: Ex-
cellence in Education which was
seen to embrace three main ob-
jectives:

® improved instructional quality
* upgraded facilities
e increased vis” ity

These objectives are foremost
in the planning and the conduct of
the academic programme at
CFSAS. The emphasis is placed
on the course member’s learning.

programme deals with all the
subjects which were originally
exposed in the Basic EW sylla-
bus, but this time the treatment
involves considerably more de-
tail.

Basic Space Operations Course

Space operations and orbital systems have be-
come an integral part of aerospace power. We are be-
coming increasingly involved, as users of space-
based navigation, communications, and remote sens-
ing systems. With this in mind, it is vital that we as
members of the Canadian Forces understand the
principles governing the employment of space sys-
tems in order to evaluate and utilize this new arena
where applicable.

The Basic Space Operations Course (BSOC) was
designed to make the Air Element Officer more
aware of the potential of space-based operations.
CFSAS conducts a total of ten BSOCs per year, with
an optimum of 20 officers per course. Each course

has a duration of seven working days and covers
topics from orbital dynamics to satellite design
criteria, and the NORAD Space Surveillance
network.

The BSOC staff includes Capt J.M. Blom (Flt
Comd), WO G.A. Negrich (Course Co-ordinator),
Capt R. Griechen (Instr), and Maj L.O. Campaigne
(CFSAS Chief Instr). Guest lecturers are also called
upon to support the wide variety of fields pertaining
to space applications.

The course is loaded by DPCO and is open to all
officers within the air element and those interested
in attending are encouraged to notify their respec-
tive career managers.

The Standards section is head-
ed by a Royal Air Force Squa-
dron Leader who brings a unique
perspective to the Canadian
training environment. He is as-
sisted and kept in-tune with
Canadian-ese by a senior Captain
from our own service.

The Standards section is
responsible for ensuring that the
day-to-day professionalism of the
school’s instructors is maintained.

This onerous task is accom-
plished despite the wide range of
topics and an instructors’ natural
resistance to being “STAN-
DARDIZED.” The Standards
section is also responsible for
validating all of the school’s ex-
ams which sometimes the stu-
dents think entails reviewing a
reasonable exam and ensuring
they receive a relatively un-
reasonable one. When the stu-
dents are not cringing about ex-

ams, they manage to collectively
produce around 55 technical
reports averaging 3,000 words
each. It is the responsibility of the
Standards section to edit these
reports and prepare them for dis-
tribution throughout the service.

When the Standards section is
not editing, monitoring or
debriefing, they are fully oc-
cupied with teaching Electro-
Optics, Weapons, and Statisties.

About Sin!

pattern of behaviour. I don’t want
to fall into the trap of categoriz-
ing sins or implying there are
greater or lesser sins. Let’s stick
to a general definition that sin is
anything that prevents you from
becoming completely whole. Sins
implies guilt, answerability and
responsibility.

Right and wrong, good and
evil, are learned at an early age.
But as I indicated, so much that
used to pass for sin rates scarce-
ly a glance today. In his book,
Whatever Became of Sin? Karl
Menninger contends that Sin is
no longer an acceptable concept
today. Much of the sinful activity
engaged in by adults; gambling,
pornography, prostitution, to
name only a few — in time be-
came sins, and the State took
over the task of defining a sin.
This then made the designation
of sin per se as pointless. Neither
the ruling of the church or the ad-
monishment of a priest was any
longer required, either for sanc-
tion or penalty.

Sin as pure sin became a strict-
ly personal matter, an offense
which was contrary to one’s con-
science or moral standard. Deal-
ing with it was a task left to the
pulpit, the confessional and the
individual conscience.

Sound harsh? I believe it does,
for if this were the case, this
would be a cold, harsh, senseless
world all the time, instead of just
sometimes. I believe that we, as
human beings, have continued to
retain our sense of sin — the
knowledge that our choice of ac-
tion, if persisted in, will mean
separation from our God.

No, we know what sin is, and
we experience great guilt be-
cause of it. What we have lost is
the sence of forgiveness — we
are absorbed by the thought that
everything must be paid for —
despite absolution, and the price
Christ paid upon the Cross, we
don’t really believe our guilt is
wiped out.

The Good News is that God
bestows favours which we do not

merit — if we did deserve them,
where would be the gift and
where would be our joy? The
Parable of the Prodigal Son
points out the reward that comes
with admitting defeat — of con-
fessing one’s sins and experienc-
ing the great celebration that ac-
companies it.

We, too, are like the Prodigal
Son. We feel exiled, impoverished
and guilty, and we yearn for the
wealth of the home we have
abandoned, and for. forgiveness.

So Sin is real, but it can be
overcome.
