Andrew Charles Mynarski was born in Winnipeg, Manitoba, on 14 Oc-
tober 1916. He was educated at King Edward and Isaac Newton Schools
and at St. John’s Technical High School. He worked for four years as
a leather worker in Winnipeg, and then enlisted in the Royal Canadi-
an Air Force in November 1941. He took his training at Calgary, Alber-
ta; Edmonton, Alberta; and MacDonald, Manitoba; graduating in 1942
as an air gunner. He went overseas in December 1942. He is buried in
Meharicourt Cemetery, Meharicourt, France.

Commander’s Address Mynarski Hall Dedication 21 March 1990

It was a few minutes before
10 p.m. on the night of 12 June
1944 when Lancaster KB 726
VRA of 419 Squadron took off
from its airfield in England.
D-Day was only a week past and
the target that night was a rail-
road marshalling yard at Cam-
brai, in German-occupied France.
KB 726 carried a crew of seven
— six Canadians and one Brit.
They were a good crew but more
importantly they were good
friends.

The transit was uneventful but
as the Lancaster approached the
target, a German night fighter
appeared. The pilot started eva-
sive manoeuvres. The rear air
gunner remembered looking at
his watch as cannon fire ripped
into the new bomber. It was now
13 minutes after midnight on the
13th of June 1944 on this, the
crew’s 13th mission. Two cannon
shells hit the port wing, setting it
ablaze and knocking out both en-
gines on that side; a third shell hit

_the fuselage aft of the mid-upper

turret starting a fire of burning
hydraulic fluid and sending
smoke billowing through the
bomber’s interior.

The pilot had no choice but to
give the order to bail out since
the heavily laden aircraft could
not maintain altitude. He re-
mained at the controls as the four
forward crew moved towards the
escape hatch in the nose. The
mid-upper air gunner was about
to jump from the rear escape
hatch when he noticed through a
wall of fire that the tail gunner

was trapped in his turret, the
hydraulic system hopelessly shat-
tered by the enemy barrage.
Without hesitation or regard for
his personal safety, the mid-
upper gunner crawled through
the flames, on his hands and
knees, to try to save his fellow
crewman, his friend. First with a
fire axe, then with his bare hands
he desperately tried to free the
rear gunner. His uniform and
parachute aflame, he continued to
beat on the doors to the turret in
vain.

The rear gunner told him to
get out, save himself, but he con-
tinued. Finally, reluctantly, he
crawled back to the escape hatch,
saluted his friend one last time
and bailed out, his clothing and
parachute completely ablaze. His
descent was witnessed by French
partisans who immediately went
to the aid of this brave airman,
but he was too badly burned and
died moments after touching the
ground. The name of this valiant
Canadian was_Pilot Officer
Andrew Charles Mynarski.

Two other Lancasters from
419 Squadron would go down that
night with the loss of 12 of the 14
crew aboard. In all 42 Allied air-
craft were lost during that eve-
ning’s raid but incredibly, all six of
Andrew Mynarski's mates would
survive. The rear gunner was
miraculously spared when, on im-
pact, the wing of the Lancaster
hit a tree, violently spinning the
aireraft around which snapped
the turret free, releasing him
unscathed!

KB 726 went down with less
than 50 hours total on the air-
frame but it would become the
single most famous aireraft in
Canadian military aviation his-
tory — the Mynarski Lancaster.

After their aircraft crashed,
two of the crew were captured
and spent the remainder of the
War as POWs. The other four, as-
sisted by the French under-
ground, would eventually find
their way back to England. It was
not until after the War ended
that the entire story of Andrew
Mynarski’s singular act of
courage and sacrifice would be-
come known. In October 1946 it
was announced that King George
VI had awarded the nation’s and
the Commonwealth’s highest
honour, the Victoria Cross, to
Pilot Officer Andrew Charles
Mynarski, for “a most conspicu-
ous act of heroism which called
for valour of the highest order.”

The Victoria Cross was award-
ed posthumously to Andrew
Mynarski's mother on December
11, 1946, by the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor of Manitoba at Govern-
ment House in Winnipeg. It is
interesting to note that this was
the only VC investiture ever
conducted in Canada by a Lieu-
tenant-Governor rather than by
the Governor-General. This was
done at Mrs. Mynarski's insis-
tence as she wanted the entire
family to be present to witness
this great tribute to her son,
which would not have been possi-
ble in Ottawa.

The last time I tried to simpli-
fy anything it turned out more
complicated. There are some
things that cannot be simplified.
Not one to quit, I had a request
from a sergeant to write about
the army garrison dress. So let
me have a go at it.

First of all, as far as the world
is concerned, the army has their
garrison dress, or are being is-
sued with it. Now if you can
remember that, then you'll also
have to remember that the short-
sleeve tan shirt will be worn with
garrison dress, until such time as
the garrison dress shirt is issued.
Remember, the Canadian Forces
Work Dress trousers will also be
worn until garrison dress trous-
ers are issued. Also remember,
that boots ankle, or if you have
been scaled for combat boots,
combat boots may be worn with
garrison dress until such time as
the garrison dress boot is issued.
By the way, I am not going to
spend a lot of time checking up on

personnel wearing combat boots,
to see if they have been scaled for
combat boots, and I would sug-
gest that you supervisors out
there follow my lead. I know that
there are some air force supervi-
sors out there who can't stand
people wearing combat boots. My
advice to you is to get used to it.

Shirt Collars are worn open and
outside the collar of the jacket.
The black garrison dress web
belt shall be worn over the jack-
et. NCMs shall wear miniature
metal rank badges on the shirt
collars. Sweaters may be worn
under the jacket, and if you do,
the shirt collar is worn outside
the sweater, but don’t try to wear
it outside the sweater and jacket.

No 4B (Short Sleeve Shirt) is
really simple. This order simply
means that you are not wearing
your garrison dress jacket or
sweater. Remember you wear
rifle green slip-ons, flying and
specialist skill badges, and name

' tags. However, undress ribbons

are not worn with garrison dress.

No 4C (Sweater) is simpler
than No 4B. Just wear your
sweater as the outer-garment.
Yes, of course you wear trousers.

So there you have it. Simple
eh? So put your lagoon green, and
linden green, long sleeve shirts
away. Put your short sleeve tan
shirts on, and go to town. What's
that you say? Isn’t the tan short
sleeve shirt what you folks want-
ed when all these interim rules
first came out?

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. School of Aerospace Studies
Ecole d’études aérospatiales

The longest course given by
CFSAS is the Aerospace Sys-
tems Course (ASC). From its
RCAF origin in 1948, it has
evolved over the years to become
one of the most challenging and
rewarding courses offered within
Air Command.

The original course, entitled
the Specialist Navigation Course,
was conducted by the Specialist
Wing of the Air Navigation
School located in Summerside,
PEI and was taught to nine stu-
dents over a six month period
and included 115 flying hours. The
students visited the USA and the
UK to gain first-hand knowledge
of the aviation industries and es-
tablishments involved in the de-
velopment of new technology.
Flights were also made within
northern Canada to put theory
learned into practical application.
It did not take long for the Spec-
Nav to establish a reputation as
the most advanced aircrew
course in the RCAF, as well as
one of the leading courses of its
kind in the world.

Upon moving to Winnipeg in
1954, the course name was
changed to its current title in
1963, when both pilots and en-
gineering officers were offered
the course. Eventually, it expand-
ed to its present 44 weeks dura-
tion. ASC will enable graduates
to define operational require-
ments and aid in the acquisition,
analysis and evaluation of aero-
space systems. Composed of Cap-
tains or Majors from the Canadi-
an Forces and at times from the
USAF, RAF and RAAF, the 18
course members now include Pi-
lots, Navigators, Aeronautical
and Communication Engineers
and Air Weapons or Air Traffic
Controllers.

The first portion of the course
reviews mathematics, physies
and electronics needed for the
practical phase, where detailed
studies are carried out in the dis-
ciplines of aerodynamics, radar,
electro-optics, space, navigation,
weapon systems and electronic
warfare. Topics of a “systems” na-
ture, such as human factors, dis-
plays, systems management,
computer applications and sys-
tems integration, are spread out
over the length of the course and
emphasize the importance of
maintaining a comprehensive

“systems” approach when ad-
dressing a particular problem. In
addition to the demanding aca-
demic syllabus, the student de-
velops the ability to express him/
herself logically and concisely on
operational and technical mat-
ters, both verbally and in writing,
through many exercises, projects
and presentations.

To augment the classroom in-
struction provided on the course,
five ASC tours are undertaken
each year.The ASCOPS tour con-
sists of visits to Canadian military
establishments for briefings on
current policies and doctrine
from NDHQ, AIRCOM, ATG and
ARG HQs. The ASCNORTH
tour includes visits to FG units at
Cold Lake, NRHQ Yellowknife,
MAG and ATG units at Comox,
and the USAF at Elmendorf Air
Force Base, Alaska. The
ASCEAST and ASCWEST
tours involve visits to industrial
and military establishments
across Canada and the United
States. Finally, the ASCEUR
tour consists of a two week visit
to aerospace establishments in
the UK and France or Germany.
On these tours, course members
are assigned to prepare visit
reports on the briefings provided.
Completed visit reports are pub-
lished and made available to
other interested CF units.

The major research, writing and
presentation activities, which
span the entire course, include
both a Syndicate Project (SP) and

an Individual Project (IP). For the
culmination of the year’s work,
the SP symposia are conducted in
the last week of the course, as
audio-visual presentations given
to an audience of interested
representatives from many agen-
cies within the Canadian Forces.
Each SP symposium is conducted
over a half day and provides a
forum for the three syndicates to
present findings concerning the
project assigned.

The completion of the course
will mark an important milestone
in the individual’s career. Officers
with the ASC qualification may
be assigned to aerospace systems
engineering and project manage-
ment appointments in National
Defence Headquarters, Com-
mand Headquarters, research
and development organizations,
test and evaluation units, aer-
ospace training units and select-
ed exchange positions.

The ASC represents one of the
most challenging and demanding
courses within our air force to-
day, both for the students who
volunteer to take it, as well as for
the staff members who teach it.
Graduates of the course have ful-
filled demanding positions
throughout the higher echelons
of the CF, up to and including
Chief of the Defence Staff. With
its mandate to remain on the
leading edge of emerging aer-
ospace technology, the Aerospace
Systems Course will undoubted-
ly remain a most lucrative course
for years to come.

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CF Pilot off to Philippines with USAF

Canadian Forces pilots don't
often get the chance to fly in the
Philippines.

But in late February, Capt. Sel-
don Doyle joined U.S. marine and
navy pilots and flew an F-15 Ea-
gle in exercise Cope Thunder at
Clark Air Base in the Philippines.

Capt Doyle is assigned to the
43rd Tactical Fighter Squadron
(TFS) based at Elmendorf Air
Force Base, Alaska through an
officer exchange program. Cur-
rently, he is the squadron direc-
tor of training.

Capt Doyle, with 12 years and

2,800 flying hours of experience
in T-33, CF-5 and CF-101 fighters,
gave up a slot in a CF-18 Hornet
squadron to join the USAF squa-
dron in Alaska.

Tips on Taxes for 1990

Now is the time to start the ap-
proaching new decade in a deter-
mined and organized fashion
when it comes to tax planning.
Plan to turn around your tax fil-
ing schedule. That is, instead of
thinking about your tax affairs
only when you prepare the
return, plan your strategies for
tax reduction now. Include all fa-
mily members in your tax plan-
ning. Remember, it is net family
income that can determine pre-
payments for child tax credits
and the proposed new Goods and
Services Tax Credits. Therefore
your plans to reduce net income
will affect not only this year’s
after-tax results — but also next
year’s prepayments. Taxpayers
cannot afford to ignore these real
dollar bonuses available through
the tax system.

Plan now to take advantage of
the following tax reducers:

1) Incur foreseeable medical

expenses to allow for the highest
expenditure grouping in the best
12-month period ending in the
current tax year. This can include
a multitude of qualifying devices,
institutional care, payments to
private health plans, transporta-
tion and travel costs for
prescribed care not available in
your community and preventa-
tive treatments and prescribed
drugs.
2) Purchase capital assets such
as vehicles or equipment to
create new capital cost allowance
claims. (These may be subject to
half year rules on acquisition).

38) Incur portfolio management
fees or specific investment coun-
sel fees for deduction against in-

4) Cash matured but uncashed
bonds over 2 tax years — 1990,
and 1991, where this will result in
a reduced taxable income over
the two years.

5) Make charitable donations in
the hands of one taxpayer. On the
first $250 given a 17% federal tax
credit is allowed. This means if
you give $100, $17 is returned by
way of the federal tax system. On
amounts over $250, a 29% feder-
al tax credit is provided. Addi-
tional benefits will occur due to
provincial tax provisions. While
spouse’s can claim each other’s
charitable donations, it is wiser to
claim all charities in the hands of
one spouse so that the reduced
17% tax credit rate is only in-
curred once on total family dona-
tions.

6) Make contributions to
registered political parties — a
$100 donation will reap a $75 re-
fund on your income tax return.
A maximum of $500 can be
claimed in any one year, which is

come” for each qualifying family
member now and make contribu-
tions for the 1989 tax year. Then
have all members make their
1990 RRSP contribution early in
the new year, if earned income
can be reasonably accurately
predicted. By contributing to an
RRSP at the start of the year,
rather than 60 days after the end
of it, wealth accumulations multi-
ply.

8) Maximize your deductible
child care expenses: The maxi-
mum allowable amounts are
$4000 for a child under age 7 (or
children who are severely im-
paired), or $2000 per child over
age 6 but under 14. Be sure to ob-
tain receipts for all payments to
babysitters, if that cost was in-
curred in order for the parent to
earn qualifying income.

9) Watch moves into other
provinces — you're taxed at the
rates in effect for your province
of residence at December 31 of
the current year. If you have the
option to move to a province with
lower tax rates, do so before De-

tax rates, do so at the start of the
next tax year. Otherwise your
tax deducted at source during
1989 at the lower province’s rates
will not cover your liability at the
new province’s rates.

10) Pay your tax instalments on
time in sufficient amounts.
Prescribed interest rates on late
or deficient instalments have
been as high as 15% with a fur-
ther 2% penalty on the outstand-
ing or deficient sums. Overpaying
prior deficiencies by December 31
can also help to offset your in-
terest penalties. In 1990 instal-
ments must be paid on the 15th of
March, June, September and
December.

13) Prepay tuition fees for ses-
sions ending in 1989 now.

14) Buy compounding interest
bearing investments before De-
cember 31 to qualify for the last
trienniel reporting eligibility (in-
terest on compounding invest-
ments purchased after 1989 must
be reported annually).

The Supplementary Reserve
Keeping in touch

0ld soldiers, sailors and airmen
often talk longingly about retire-
ment. But the fact is, most of us
are going to miss our lives in the
service and the service is going to
miss us too. To the country and
the Canadian Forces (CF), anyone
who has been in uniform for any
time at all represents an asset —
part of a pool of knowledge and
experience — that's hard to come
by, and that would be required on
a priority basis if Canada encoun-
tered a major emergency.

The good news is that there is
now a way for many “old vets” to
keep in touch more effectively.
That is, after ceasing service or
taking retirement from the Regu-
lar or Reserve Force they may
now apply for enhanced member-
ship in the Supplementary
Reserve (Supp Res) which was
revamped as of about a year ago.
Up til then it was simply a list of
names to which you could ask to
be added when you had complet-
ed full or part-time service in the
CF. After that it was pretty
vague as to what commitment
was expected of members and
what might happen in emergen-
cies if they were needed to report
for service. Getting back into har-
ness quickly would have been
tricky in the absence of any cur-
rent assessments of members’
skills, not to mention lapsed med-
icals, security clearances and so
forth.

But that’s all changed. Today
when you're ready to leave the
Regular or Reserve Force you
can elect to join one of two ele-
ments in the Supplementary
Reserve — the Holding Reserve
or the Ready Reserve. The first,
the Supplementary Holding
Reserve (SHR), will continue
much along the same lines as the
old Supp Res. Members have no
obligation in peacetime other
than to keep NDHQ advised of
their current address and to
respond to an annual letter.
Nevertheless, they continue to
represent a valuable source of
military experience that could be
called upon in times of national
emergency.

The other element, the Sup-
plementary Ready Reserve
(SRR), is made up of former mem-

bers of the Regular Force or
Primary Reserve along with
some selected individuals who
had previous experience as Cadet
Instructors or with the Canadian
Rangers. These applicants are
asked to state a Command or
NDHQ Group affiliation and go
through a selection process by
NDHQ and CHQ staffs. Those
selected are allocated against
War Establishment positions
within Commands, NDHQ
Groups and/or other military ele-
ments across Canada that have
been identified for potential man-
ning in emergencies.

Although all SRR members
are volunteers, they make a com-
mitment when they join to report
for active service in the event of
an emergency when asked to do
so by the CDS or his delegated
officer. To maximize efficiency
and limit confusion during any
such call-out, SRR members
must report-in annually to a pre-
identified military host unit for
about a day of assessment and
processing. During this time
members are interviewed to en-
sure that they have maintained
required skills and are medically
fit for continued participation.
They are also briefed on their
mobilization tasks. And some
more good news, everyone
receives a $300 allowance when
they report-in for their yearly
processing session. As well, mem-
bers are entitled to normal DND
travel and transportation ex-
penses to get to and from host
units.

Those retiring from the Regu-
lar Force who transfer to the
SRR are expected to keep a basic
uniform in good order. Those
leaving the Primary Reserve are

allowed to retain a minimum kit
as all members would be required
to report-in in uniform for the an-
nual SRR assessment. Applicants
must be processed for an SRR ID
card and wherever possible, cur-
rent security clearances will be
transferable if needed for the
new SRR position; otherwise new
security clearance processing will
be required.

The SRR has a planned re-
quirement to grow to about
25,000 over the next several
years. More than 4,000 have al-
ready joined. Most initial teeth-
ing problems with the new con-
cept have now been overcome
and it is expected that the growth
will continue. One of the key
peacetime benefits of belonging
to the SRR is that qualified mem-
bers of the Supp Res are readily
available for consideration for
part-time or full-time Class B or
Class C service should an oppor-
tunity arise for such employment
within the Regular Force or
Reserves.

So, why not keep in touch?
Give some thought to transfer-
ring to the Supplementary
Reserve (SHR or SRR) as you
make your way through your
release centre or admin unit.
Staff there can provide or obtain
more details on the SRR opportu-
nities as well. CFAO a49-8 is the
reference. So, fill out your Appli-
cation Form (CF 1117) before you
depart; the benefits are many and
the cost to you is minimal. Your
continued association with the
CF is both strongly desired and
needed. Canada is determined to
have an enhanced Reserve Force
— we need you to be a part of it!

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SISIP — A Family Affair

As members of the Canadian
Forces, we're action oriented.
There’s no doubt about that —
what we do for a living is pretty
far from, say, the business world.
When businessmen talk about
risk and danger, they’re talking
about dollars. When we talk
about risk, we're talking about
lives. Corporate missions to cap-
ture market share through out-
flanking the enemy are tactical
manoeuvres that lack the grit of
true military operations.

SISIP Survivor Income
Benefit insurance is the right
plan for your family and you. It's
the right plan for your family be-
cause, after all, life insurance real-
ly is for the living. That’s why
they call it Survivor Income
Benefit — the benefit goes to
those who need it. SISIP-SIB pro-
vides your spouse (or orphaned
child) with a monthly income that,
together with other government
benefits (CFSA, Pension Act
benefits) will equal at least 50%
of your last pay rate.

fair. Just as you want to make
sure your family would be finan-
cially secure in the event of your
death, so too do you want to
make sure you are free from the
financial strain of funeral ex-
penses on the death of a family
member.
